The Bethel directors held a meeting
In the chamber of commerce yesterday
afternoon, but owing to there being no

which floats on the Monongahela river
without " damage even in the highest
freshets, which at times are thirty feet
above the normal level.

RUTLEDGE IS A ROGUE
A Newspaper Man Falls to

the Level of a Larcen-
" ist.

His Real Name Is Kelly, and
He Has a Number of

Aliases,

A Wolverine Sheriff Allows
a Defaulter to Give Him

the Slip.

Justice Nelson Pours His
Woes Into Ramsey County

Legislators' Ears. >'\u25a0;'"'

R. H. Rutledge. representing himself
to be a newspaper man, aud who but a'
short time ago was released from jail
for stealing a field-glass from an engi-
neer's office in Duluth, was yesterday
arrested by Deputy United States Mar-
shal Daggett, at Minneapolis, for steal-
ing a valuable coat from a priest on the
White Earth Indian reservation. He
was brought to St. Paul and taken yes-
terday afternoon to Detroit, Minn., for
a hearing. After Rutledge had served
his sentence in the county jail here he
made himself übiquitous about Marshal
Campbell's office and the United States
courts, borrowing money from the dep-
uties, who were then inclined to help
him upon his feet " and di-
rect his ways to an honorable
life. lie soon made himself \u25a0 very'
obnoxious and became the bore of the
federal building. Gus Ballou, one of
Marshal Campbell's deputies, very
kindly offered Kutledge a position in'
the White Earch Reservation, in the
hope that it might lead him to amend
his ways. Rutledge allowed Mr. Ballou -to transport him to the agency and •

then began his old tricks again, and
wound up by stealing a coat;• worth
about £100, which he sold. He then
sought fresh fields and was captured in
Minneapolis. Rutledge's real name is
Kelly, and he made his first appearance
in St. Paul as a professional dead beat
and confidence man in March, 1838,
coming from St. Louis. He sailed under
his own name and brought letters
of introduction and recommendation
purporting to be signed by Managing
Editor O'Neill, of the St. Louis Repub-
lic; Managing Editor Moore, of the
Post-Dispatch, who eloped j with Mrs. :
Norton, and other newspaper notables.
Having borrowed money from every
newspaper man in St. Paul and Minne-
apolis, he turned his attention to the
army establishment,' and had the audac-
ity to seek a loan from Gen. Ruger and
Gen. Vincent on the strength of an
alleged acquaintance with them during
the war. He succeeded in bleeding Gen.
Vincent, but Gen. Ruger had him
ejected from the army building. Kelly
next tackled Maj. " Loader, of the
Pinkerton agency, and afterwards
worked the • police. He >is an ac-
complished linguist, •*. speaking half
a dozen -.' languages fluently,
has traveled all over the world and
never forgot a name or a face. He has
been employed on the most prominent
newspapers in this country and Europe,
his first work in America being for
James Gordon Bennett, of the New
York Herald, who imported the journal-
istic wonder. Kelly developed into a
first-class thief, and, after stealing
everything he could, left New York and
drifted westward. If there is any jus-
tice on the White Earth reservation
Kellv willbe sent to Stillwater for life
on general principles. fefeT;
FOOLED BY JUDGE FOIaLETT.
A Michigan Sheriff Allows a De-

faulter to Slip Through His Fin-
gers. - ' ~fe-:

A man was arrested at Helena, M. T.,
March 5, on strong suspicion of being
Lyman D. Follett,- ex-judge of probate
of Kent county, Mich. Judge Follett
was one of the. most prominent Demo-
crats of Grand Rapids and could have
been elected to any office. He was pro-
bate judge ofKent county until April
of last year, . when he created a great
sensation by decamping, taking with
him money to the tune of £40,000,' which
was in his keeping as judge of probate.
He also borrowed. large sums from ev-
ery one around town and forged the
name of the present judge to a check.
He falsified records and deeds in the
most elaborate manner, and after his
departure a reward of $1,000 was offered
for his capture. He was traced to New
York, but eluded the detectives there,
and went to New Orleans, taking a
steamer there for Honduras, where he
worked for the 1. M. Western syndicate.
Afterawhile he was lost sight of. Some
mouths ago a man in Helena, Mont.*
aroused the suspicions of the detectives
there by his striking resemblance to
Judge Follett. This man bore the
name of Edouard Goujon, frequented
gambling houses, and evidently had
lots of money. He was closely watched
for some time, and it was" found
that he had a large account at the
First National Bank of Helena,
under the name of Charles Jackson.
His every action and appearance were
so like those of Judge Follett that the
detectives, after a consultation, ar-
rested him on March 5 last. He denied
ever having been in Michigan, or that
his name was Lyman D. Follett. A
photograph was taken and sent to Sher-
iff Bishop, of Kent county, Michigan. i
A consultation was held at Grand
Rapids, and all who saw the picture,
Including' the defaulter's wife, and the
man whose name he had forged, agreed
that there could be no doubt of his
identity. The board of county com-
missioners ordered Sheriff Bishop to
start for Helena at once, .and
the authorities there were ordered
to hold their prisoner at all hazards.
When Sheriff Bishop saw him he was
convinced that he was the man,
although he spoke with a decided Span-
ish accent, and maintained that he was
not Judge Follett: He successfully re-
sisted all cross-examination, and his
foreign accent was so natural that the
sheriff thought it could not be feigned.
Afterseveral days of careful examina-
tion Sheriff-.Bishop became convinced
that this was not the man, and while he
said he was dumfounded at the strik-
ing resemblance, and has traveled 2,000
miles on the strength of it, and would
travel another 2,000 on no stronger evi-
dence, he was forced to let him go.
After holding him several days in
the hope ofgetting some clue. Goujon
was finally released, and made tracks
for the coast as fast as possible, think-
ing he would be . safer in a \u25a0 country
where he .would not be worth $1,000. A
private dispatch received in St. Paul
last night from \u25a0 Tacoma,.W. T., , states
that the fugitive sailed from there yes-
terday on a ship lumber laden tor Syd-
ney, N. S. W., and that he confessed to
the pilot before the latter debarked that
his real name was Follett. It is only
another evidence -of the remarkable
smoothness of the wonderfully clever
man to elude the authorities as he has
done. • - ' "

CHARITY BEGINS, AT HOME.
Justice Nelson Unloads His Woes

Upon the Ramsey Connty Dele-
gation Some Proposed Legisla-
tion. ':fefe
The session of the Ramsey county

delegation held at Mayor Smith's office
last eveuing was the tablet upon which
were Inscribed plaints of varied sub-
jects and ;: public officials. Senator
Scheffer presided and called the meet-
ing to order at 8*o'clock. Prominent
among the exponents of the measures
to be laid before the J legislative
body was ;' : Justice Nelson, who
submitted an able argument
against the - bill now pending
in the senate which, provides for the
appointment of-country justices, with

jurisdiction extending into the corpo-
rate limits of the city. He strongly
urged in an exhaustive, speech," which
he read to the smiling audience, that
charity, as practiced at home and v nder
the present system of maintaining the
office.- of justice of the peace." was good -enough, for him and should- be left
alone. His speech, savoring of an un-
heard-of classic, evoked continued
laughter, and the justice did himself
proud as an orator, not so much in a
polished, happy expression, but in
the stuffed-club-like emphasis of such
phrases as he intended his auditors
should distinctly "understand as based
upon the law of Moses, a gentleman he
referred to several- times. The valued
and appreciated statistics that the aver-
age pecuniary worth ofevery individual
upon the face ofthe earth was less than
$75 ahead, and the justice ofthe peace's
jurisdiction extending to the sum ot
6100 he .declared that a justice was as
great a tribunal as the monarch of wis-

dom and rectitude whe sat upon the su-
preme bench. -'•Therefore!" said he, in
winding up his speech, which held the
attention of at least a tenth of those as-
sembled — •

"Untainted by the guiltybribe, .v :
Uncursed amidst the harpy tribe,
No orphans cry to wound :my car.
Myhonor and my conscience clear, '
And thus Ihave calmly reached the end,
For you my bill|tonot amend."

Amidst a roar of laughter and clap-
ping of hands, the elated speechmaker
made a rush for Mayor Smith's cigars,
which were lying invitingly on his
desk. Judge Burgess, upon general call
for an expression inregard to the bill,
said: "Lthink the multiplication of jus-
tices will make them less efficient."
Senator Scheffer interrupted the speaker
with a rubber shoe, and moved that
Justice Nelson's philipyic be placed
upon record. Judge Morrison was then
heard upon a bill which he drafted and
had placed in the hands of the
delegation, providing for a salary
of $1,000 for the probate judge..
As the probate court is maintainedjit
present the salary is placed at §6,000
per annum, out of which all expend-
itures pertaining to the offics are paid ;
clerk hire $3300, leaving 13,800 net for
the judge. Notwithstanding that Judge
Gorman did much of the work himself,
and his clerks for the past four years
have been working many nights, the
work was three months behind when
the present judge took the office. The
work iv this court is one-
fifth greater than that of Henne-
pin county, and the judge there receives
$4,000 as salary, and is allowed $.3,000
for clerk hire. " The delegation think
favorably of the bill, and willprobably
recommend its passage. A representa-
tion of stonecutters expounded a scheme
whereby the work of cutting the stone
for bridge and wall work could be done
in this city to the benefit and employ- \u25a0

ment of their class during the winter
months, and to that end Attorney Mur-
ray was instructed to draw a bill which
shall stipulate that all stone for public
construction shall be shipped here in
the rough and cut in the city. Matters
pertaining to an appropriation for- the
West side levee were coutinued until
next Tuesday. W. A. Van Slyke asked
for legislation upon the park and ice
palace appropriations. He thought an
additional appropriation of §25,000 for
the next two years for the embellish-
ment and . development of Como park
would . be a great benefit to the
city at large. Only $20,000 a
year for the next two years : was
asked for the ice palace. He - said
that the palace draw 150,000 visitors to
the city who expended, while here, over
a million dollars in six weeks. The cost
of arraying the city in carnival regalia
is about §100,000, affording employment
for 400 or 500 men each winter. The
park commission wants the authority to
order the widening of streets along the
proposed boulevard system and states
that it can only be furthered effectively
in that way. : This proposition was gen-
erally opposed, and some action
will be taken through the city
council that will, supply the means
of successfully perfecting the sys-
tem. A. S. Tallmadge. representative
of the jobbers' union, reports that that
body was strongly opposed to the bill
now in the legislature regulating the
validity of mileage books.; The delega-
tion then went into s executive session,
and discussed much, upon which legis-
lation will, follow—among other .'\u25a0>' mat-
ters, the -police pension fund, which
was, upon vote, made to benefit the po-
lice officer after eighteen years' of faith-
ful service. - ;•

The Jobbers' Union Declares . Its

Opposition to Senate File . No.
349.
The St. Paul Jobbers' union held a

protracted meeting in executive session
yesterday, afternoon. The election of
officers for the ensuing year was She of
the objects of the meeting, and resulted
as follows: W. B. Dean, president; C.

Resolved, That the St. Paul Jobbers'
union does not approve of Senate File
No. 349, introduced by Senator Brown,
and now under consideration by the
Minnesota legislature, the object of said
bill being to compel the railroads of

•this state to sell mileage tickets in such
manner as to make them available to
any person who may be the holder of
the same.- We believe that the object
of said bill would defeat the objects for
which the railroads have heretofore
issued said mileage books— for the use
of commercial travelers, who are con-
stantly on the road, and to whom proper
concessions are just and proper.

Negligence Lost Him His Life.
i Coroner Quinn held an inquest yester- :

day afternoon at the undertaking estab- ;
lishment of O'Hallaran & Murphy, to
investigate the causes which led to the '
death of W. R. Baker' the young-' man
who died at St. Joseph's hospital last
Sunday from injuries -. in testing a fire
escape at the Hotel Ryan. A. J. Cherry,
the Indianapolis man by whom Baker
was employed, was the principal witness.
He testified that the deceased was work-
ing on commission and was practically
exhibiting the apparatus in his own
interests and on his own responsibility
The broken rope was introduced in evi-
dence, and appeared to be a very in-
ferior rope for so hazardous an under-
taking, but Mr. Cherry's testimony was-
to the effect that four new ropes were
at Baker's command, but that he se-
lected the inferior one, and that the
negligence was his own. After the in-
troduction of the - oral testimony : the
rooms was cleared ofthe witnesses, re-
porters and spectators, and the anti-
mortem statement of the deceased was
placed before the jury, who returned
the following verdict after some delib-
eration: "That death resulted from "
injuries sustained from a fall at the
Hotel Ryan March 0, 1889, said fall re-
sulting from the breaking of a rope ofa
fire escape on which he was descending,
said rope being in the opinion of the
jury defective." .

The
horrified partner of his joys and sor-
rows attempted to demonstrate by the
contents of one of the remaining cap-
sules . that he was mistaken, but to no
purpose.
