Chicago, March 20.—There was an

active opening in wheat this morning,
resulting 111 a sharp advance in May
contracts. Later in the session the
trading was moderate, but pr ces were
sustained at nearly outside figures well
along in the session. Two things caused
a weak opening. The needed rains in
the West and the cables giving wheat
tending lower for spot and futures. The
weakness did not last long. The crowd
was largely short, to begin with. The
receipts were very light, with only 5
cars of No. 2 on the inspection sheet,
and these were on special track, indi-
cating that not a car of No. 2 wheat
actually came in for twenty-tour hours.
Then the New York dispatches said
that prices were about on an export
basis. As proof of this 15 boat loads
were taken for export yesterday and
clearances to-day were 107,000 bu of
wheat, beside liberal amounts of flour.
Added to these bullish influences was
the fact that Hutchinson was a buyer
from the start. This set the shorts in a
Hurry, and good buying by other houses
helped things along. May opened
lower for the reasons stated at 9.v4'c,
and in a very short time sold to 9G}£c.
Still later May touched 97%e, reacted to
Il'ij^c, and at 12:30 p. m. rested at oty{c.
The strength in wheat continued to the

and July between Ss>-( and 86%cSteamer
room of 11,000 quarters was reported
Engaged at Baltimore, and dis-
patches gave eleven boat loads
taken at New York and.
