IT RUNS IN THE FAMILY.
Suicide Is a Common Occurrence Among

the Kleins.

A WIDOW'S PREDICAMENT.

Justice McMartin Receives His Com-
mission from Mayor Smith—Sixth

Ward Salad.

The body of Fred Klein, the black-
smith who committed suicide' Sunday
afternoon at his home, 49 Oakdale ave-
nue, was taken to the undertaking es-
tablishment of Pierre. Gadbout, on South
Robert street. It was found unneces-
sary to hold an inquest, it having been
learned that the man had purchased a
package of "Rough on Rats" at a Con-
cord " street drug 'store, and other
details developed which proved suffi-
ciently the cause of death. The family
consists of Mrs. Klein, who but five
days since became the mother of a fe-
male child, and another little girl, a
very intelligent child, who told the
story of the tragedy in German. "Idid
not like my papa," she said. "He was
always drunk. He said he would poison
us all, and we were afraid of him. He
used to beat mamma, aud when
my new sister came -he was
not pleased, because he wanted
it to be a boy. He told mamma he
would fix her lor this, and when he
took the poison, he took the first dose of
it in the house, and then went outside
and took some more, and he couldn't
get back after that. There is nothing
to eat in the house except a bag of flour,
and we are afraid papa has done some-
thing to it." The case is a peculiarly
sad one, in which the charitable ladies
of West St. Paul may find ample scope
for action. As the matter stands at
present the unfortunate woman whose
misfortune itwas to be the wifeof such
a man is prostrate with two helpless
children on her hands. It develops that
there is a mania for suicide in the
Klein family, Klein's father and brother
having both died in Germany under
similar conditions.

William H. R. McMartin received his
appointment as justice of the peace
from Mayor Smith yesterday. The
West side police court will be at the
law office of Mr. McMartin, over the
West side bank. Apropos of this ap-
pointment, a funny little story is going
the rounds in the Sixth ward, in which
A. G. Wedge, of West St. Paul, figures
as the one who framed the bill that re-
sulted iv Mr. McMartin's appointment.
The bill provided that the appointment
of a West side justice be left to the city
council, in which event the probabilities
were strongly in favor of Mr. Weatre
receiving the office. Before the bill
reached the legislature, however, by
some mysterious agency the words "city
council" were erased and the words
"mayor of the city of St. Paul" substi-
tuted. Suggestions to his honor that
McMartin would be a good man for the
place were favorably considered by
bin, and the result is infinitely satis-
factory to West siders, judging from
the expressions ofapproval heard on all
sides.

The explosion of two lamps in one
ot the shanties on the FortSnelling road
caused considerable excitement in that
vicinity Sunday night. The house was
occupied by Michael Svitch, a Pole, and
his wife and children. The burning oil
set fire to some remnants of carpet,
Svitch being slightly burned about the
hands in extinguishing it.

The street sprinklers got in their work
on Dakota avenue yesterday. A con-
tract has been let for the sprinkling of
the streets of West St. Paul, which,
however,, does not co into effect until
April 15. The business men along the
avenue couldn't stand .the dust until
the date named in the contract, and
have started a subscription for the
sprinkling of the streets as a private
enterprise until that time.

The Strangers' church, presided over
by Rev. W. D. Roberts, will, it is an-
nounced, build a new church this sum-
mer, equal in beauty to any in the West
end. The services have hitherto been
conducted in the Christen hall on Con-
gress street, which, however, is found
to be unequal to the increasing needs of
the organization. The new church will
be a frame structure, the plans for
which are now inpreparation by a West
side architect.

The reason of this ebullition
Is sufficient excuse for the colonel's con-
duct. He—that is, Col. Bobleter, the
treasurer of the state of Minne-
sota —is being personated by a

book agent in the city, who Is attempt-
ing to palm off a subscription volume
upon unwary people. Col. Robleter
first heard of the deception by receiv- .
ing a note from Capt. James Starkey, of
the city building inspector's office, that
he was not in a position to take up his
subscription. . Who the individual is
Col. Bobleter does Hot know, and de-
sires the general public to understand
that the miscreant is acting without au-
thority from him. State Treasurer
Bobleter finds sufficient work to employ
him in the capitol, and the people ot tne
state do not require him to take up the
additional duties or book agent.

"JIM THK PENMAN"

Opened to a Large and Fashion-
able Audience at the Newmar-
ket Last Night.
An audience fairly reresentative of

our best society very nearly filled the
Newmarket last night to witness Mr.
Palmer's excellent Madison Square
company in their great production of
Sir Charles Young's great play, "Jim
the Penman." There have been some
changes in the cast since the company
was hero with the same-play last sea-
son, some for the better, some for the
worse; but. upon the whole, the per-
formance does not suffer from the
changes. Mr. Whiting continues to
play the principal role, and gives a most
superb portrayal of that peculiar phase
of human existence which sometimes
occurs, where a person lives a dual
life, outwardly the polished gentleman
whose society is courted, yet inwardly
the deep-dyed villain whose soul is
steeped in crime. Mr. Ferguson still
gives his inimitable impersonation of
Capt. Redwood, the detective, which.by
the way, is one of the strongest charac-
ters in the play. Among the new peo-
ple in the cast Miss May Brookyn is
the most prominent, and she interprets
the role of Mrs. Ralston, the forger's
wife, with singular dramatic force. The
crucial test of good acting in this role
is in the scene wheie the wife first dis-
covers her husband's perfidy, and itwas
in this scene that Miss Brook gave
the most striking evidence of her thor-
ough dramatic schooling.. All the other
characters are cleverly sustained, par-
ticularly those of Louis Percival,
which was impersonated by Mr. Handy-
side; Dr. Pettywise, by Mr. Thompson;
Lady Dunscomhe,by Miss Whiting; and
Agnes, the forger's daughter, by Miss
Campbell, who will be remembered as
playing the same part last year. "Jim
the Penman" is one of those intel-
lectual plays that can never lose its
popularity, because its motive is drawn
from the most pregnant depths of hu-
man nature, and the plot is a confessed
model of dramatic art. And as long as
it is played by such an aggregation of
artists as Mr. Palmer makes it his rule
to secure in producing his plays, it is
bound to be a success. The same bill
to-night, to-morrow night and Wednes-
day matinee.

In a spirit ofkindness we suggest that
it would be a good idea for Manager
Scott to tack the kids in the gallery to
their seats in order to keep them quiet
during the performances at the New-
market. The noise they made during
the first two acts last night marred the
pleasure of the evening's entertainment.

A laughable incident occurred at the
Newmarket last night. In the scene
where Mrs. Ralston is telling her hus-
band of Redwood's concealment in the
conservatory the night before, she says
that he was fast asleep. Anintent audi-
tor, who had become so absorbed in the
play and so impressed with its realism
as to forget his surroundings, shouted
out at the top of his voice: ""No, he is
not asleep."

The play
itself is an old favorite and in Sardou's
best vein, offering opportunities for
emotional acting of the best quality, and
it was given a worthy interpretation.
To Mr. Lipman and Miss Young espe-
cially is credit due, for they have sel-
dom appeared to a better advantage in
heavy roles. The former was at his
best, lending dignity, quietude and
subdued force to his part, impressing
the audience with peculiar ease and
winning deserved commendation. Miss
Young invested her role with na-
tive womanliness and mature intensity,
rising to the height of passion in the
stronger scenes, and always adjusting
the elements of Armande's character toa nicety. Mr. Russell was very effect-
ive as De Lesparre, and Messrs. Hueb-
ner and Cotton at their best. Mr. Stan-
ley's comedy was simply delicious, and
Miss Williams' ingenuousness positive-
ly refreshing. The others were uni-
formly excellent, and contributed ma-
terially to the unqualified success of the
piece.

The land was improperly de-
scribed in the deed, and subsequently
itpassed into the hands of C. M.Bailey
et al. The latter had the land correctly,
described in the deed. *Itwas in 1883
when Betsy Galpin bought the land,
and she has sought the aid of the courts
to secure the title.

OFFICIALLY DENIED.
A TrafficAgreement Between the

Wisconsin Central and Northern
Pacific— Not a Lease.
New York, March 25.— reports

of a lease or consolidation of the Wis-
consin Central by the Northern Pacific
are denied by the officials of both com-
panies. Itis officially stated, however,
that a traffic agreement between the
two companies willbe consummated at
the special meeting of the Northern
Pacific directors on Wednesday. The
Wisconsin Central company is aDso-
lutc-ly controlled by C. L. Colby, Col-
gate Hoyt and Edwin H. Abbott, the
stock certificates not carrying voting
power, and the three gentlemen named
have been directors of the Northern
Pacific road since 1877, since they went
in with Henry Villard. Since that time
the Wisconsin Central has worked as a
close connection Of the Northern Pacific,
and it was generally understood that a
trafficagreement would ultimately be
made. _

In 1885
the legislature passed, an act prohibit-
ing cattle from running at large in
.Washington county, and compliance

7 with its provisions caused farmers much
; trouble and expense in the town of
! Marine, as not one in twenty of the in-
f habitants was prepared for it. All
: have now, however, fenced in enclos-
.ures for their cattle, but, of course,
i have allowed fences about their corn

and wheat fields to be removed or fall
into decay, there being no need of them
while all cattle were under restraint;
and it is claimed that not one man in
six is able at present to rebuild fences
about his farm. But now it is claimed
that through the influence of what is
termed up there a disturbing element
in the town, the • Washington county
legislative delegation has secured the
repeal of the law, and that consequent-
ly the farmers are in a still worse con-
dition than they were in four -years ago.-

LOSS OF A STEAMER.
The Conserva Believed to Have

Gone Down With All on Board. •

New York, March 25.— The steamer
Colorado, from Galveston, which ar-
rived here yesterday, reports having oh
Saturday morning, when 104 miles south
ofNew York, sighted and picked up a
life-rafton which were the dead bodies
oftwo men. A large quantity ofwreck-
age was sighted in the same locality,
and it is believed that some steamer
went to pieces in the storm Wednesday.
Among the wreckage were several
cabin doors, an extension table, alounge and six newly painted cabin
doois, but nothing was discovered to in-
dicate the name of the unfortunate ves-
sel. Itis feared that the lost steamerwas the Conserva, formerly known as
the Madrid, which was fitted out here by
the Dominican government; and which
sailed from Brooklyn last Tuesday,
bound nominally . for ' Panama. Her
crew, with the exception of the officers, "-were nearly all West Indians or Malays.
She had twenty-seven men aboard, all
of whom were picked up hastily in this
city just previous to her departure.
The storm of Wednesday may have
driven her in the direction of Cape
Henry. She carried four life boats and
a small launch, and if it proves that shewas wrecked there is still hope that the
majority of her officers and crew got off
safely in the boats. The British steam-
ship Flamborough, which arrived from
St. Kitts yesterday, reports having
passed, on March 22, a steamer with
her machinery disabled. . A British
steamer was standing by the disabled
vessel. The latter's hull' was painted
dark red, with a white stripe at the
plank shear. The crew of the Flam-
borough' say the disabled steamer re-
sembled the Clyde line steamer Sagi-
naw, which is now about due here from
Panama.

CONFIRMATORY EVIDENCE. 'A dispatch received at the Maritime
exchange tends to strengthen the belief
that the wreckage passed by the Mallory
line steamship Colorado, off Cape

Charles Saturday, is from the steamer
Conserva. The dispatch states that the
steamship Gate City, from Savannah,
reports that on March 13. at 10 a. m., in
latitude 38.11, longitude 76.30, she passed
one metallic lifeboat and one lap-streak
boat, the latter newly peinted. The
firstjthree letters of the name on the
large boat looked like "Con." The
Gate City passed also in the same vicin-
ity a sofa and other furniture and joiner
work, the latter painted white. The
wreckage apparently came from a
steamer. It had not been long in the
water. At the exchange the belief was
quite general that the wreckage was no
doubt a part of the Conserva. It is well
known that the Conserva must have
been caught in the severe storm which
swept the Atlantic this week.
