AX IVES JOKE.
A Ramsey Member's Fun in a Dull

Moment.
While there was a lull in the house

proceedings Saturday noon, Represent-
ative John Ives introduced the follow-
ing bill:

A bill for an act to regulate the man-
ufacture of bouillon on the shores of
Lake Vadnais, and to establish a bouil-
lon commission.

Be it enacted by the legislature of
the state of Minnesota:

Section 1. That W. R. Murnane,
Frank dies, 11. W. Cory, Joseph Guion
and Mark McEllistrem, be, and are
hereby, appointed a commission to be
known as a bouillon commission.

Sec. 2. Said commission shall take
an oath to support the constitution, and
restrain the manufacture of fraudulent
bouillon on the shores of Lake Vadnais,
and give bond, either straw bond or
otherwise, in their own discretion.

Sec. 3. The office of said commission
shall be held at some appropriate spot
on the shoresof Lake Vadnais, at which
place said office shall be left open dur-
ing business hours, except at such times
as the weather proves unfavorable or
the beer supply fails.

Sec. 4. It shall be the duty of said
commission at their first meeting to es-
tablish appropriate rules to be observed
in the cooking and manufacture of
bouillon, and shall appoint some compe-
tent person to be known as bouillon
taster, whose duties shall be to taste
bouillon, and io prevent any fraudulent
material from coming in contact with
weak stomachs.

Sec. 5. .said commission shall hold
their office until the exhaustion of the
bouillon supply.

Sec. (".. This act shall take effect and
be in force from and after its passage.

MEAT INSPECTION.
A' Preliminary Skirinisb in tbe

Senate.
The Scheffer meat inspection billwill

be discussed in the senate Tuesday, it
having been made a special order for
that day at 11 o'clock. A few random
opinions of senators are here given:

Senator Day—The bill is the most im-
portant to the farming interests that hasbeen introduced in the legislature these
many years. I cannot imagine any rea-son why a member of the senate, or of
the legislature itself, can vote against
it. It will make a difference of from $5 '
to ,10 in the price of steers which any
farmer may have to sell.

Senator Dodge— lt is the only thing
that can give adequate protection to the
farmers. We have seen, with an in-
creased population, a gradual decline in
the price obtainable for steers.

Senator Nachbar— l am thoroughly In
favor of that bill. Let us have it by all
means.

Senator Burkhardt— lfavor the bill.
Senator Welch l am favorable to the

bill if it be demonstrated that it is for
the best interests of the state.

Senator Hall— favor that bill. Ido
so because it vlll secure wholesome
food for the community at large, and
willbe very beneficial to the agricultu-
ral interests.

Senator Ilalvorsen— some rea-
sonable modifications I am in favor of
that bill. It is in the interests of the
people.

Senator Compton— l have not looked
into the matter thoroughly, but at pres-
ent I favor the bill.

Senator Hixson—l have just eceiveda letter from Traverse county stating
that the fanners are opposed to the bill,
Inspection on the hoof in the country is
objectionable among the farmers, so far
as I can learn.

Senator Brown—l am in favor of the
bill.

Senator Pope— favor the theory de-
cidedly. On the principle of the pro-
tection Ido not know, but the theory of
nspection on the hoof Ifavor.

THE APOSTOLIC BENEDICTION
Imparted by the Pope to the Arch-

bishop of Baltimore.
Baltimore, March 31.—The follow-

ing is the letter of Pope Leo XIII.,ad-
dressed to his Eminence James, Cardi-
nal Gibbons, in reply to the letter of
the archbishops of the United States:
To our Beloved Son, James, Cadinal
Gibbons, Archbishop of Baltimore: Be-
loved son, health and apostolic benedic-
tion. We have read your impressive
and powerful letter of the - 30tn of De-
cember, writtan in your own name and
in that of the other archbishops
of the United States. It does honor
to you, while it affords us no
littleconsolation. For nothing could be
more appropriate to the time or
more worthy of your high office than
the public defense of the liberty and
rights ofthe apostolic see and the de-
voted clergy of Italy, against the at-
tacks ofthose who, holding forcible po-
session of our city, endeavor by threats
of punishment to -stifle the very voices
of those whose duty itis to proclaim the
laws of the church: And because you
have made this defense with prudence
and vigor, both justice and religiou owe
you a debt of gratitude— and this the
more because your defense has the merit
ofconstancy. * These striking proofs of
your faith and zeal • serve to bind- our
hearts in closer union, and inspire us
with the pleasing hope that your words
will have weight with those even who,
though not in communion with us, are
at least unbiased witnesses of the in-
juries inflicted upon us and the church.
Moreover, we are donsoled not only be-
cause your declarations, which are in
accord with those of the other digni-
taries of the church, may win the zeal-
ous support of upright and intelligent
men; but we rejoice especially in this
that your prayers, united with those of
the rest of the faithful, confirm and in-
crease our confidence in the almighty
power and ever watchful providence of
God. Sustained by this hope, and pray-
ing that the fullness of heavenly gifts
may descend upon you, be.oved son,
upon the other archbishops of the
United States, and upon the clergy and
faithful entrusted to your and their
care, we impart to you and them, as a
pledge of our love, the apostolic bene-
diction. Given at St. Peter's, at Rome,
on the 19th day of February, in the
year of Our Lord 1889, the eleventh year
ofour pontificate. Leo XIII.,Pope.

New York, March 31.— John A. Duff,
the well-known theatrical manager,
died at 7 o'clock this morning at his
home, 60 West Tenth street. He was
attacked with a stroke of .paralysis in
the box office of the Standard theater,
of which he was manager, just before
the opening of the matinee perform-
ance, falling from a chair, and to all ap-
pearances lifeless.

TALKINGFOR PROHIBITION.
Postmaster General Wanainaker Talks

Against Liquor Selling

IN THE KEYSTONE STATE.

He Says It Is the People's Duty to Make
It as Difficultto Get Liquor

as Poison.

Philadelphia, March 31.—Post-
master General Wanamaker made his
first public utterance to-day on the
question ofhigh license aud prohibition.
He declared in favor of the constitu-
tional amendment, and exhorted the
800 persons who listened to his words to
work, pray and vote-for it. Mr. Wana-
maker reached Bethany Sunday school
at 2 o'clock. Half an hour later, while
the Bethany orchestra played the open-
ing hymn, Mr. Wanamaker was in his
place as superintendent ofnhe largest
Sunday school class in America. After
the usual exercises Mr. Wanamaker led
the way to the church, followed by 400
members of his adult Bible class and 400
visitors. While the visitors were being
seated, Mr. VVauamaker announced
that it was quarterly meeting, and that
there was no regular lesson. He said
lie had. beeu requested to talk of temper-
ance. ,He read a portion of the fifth
chapter of Ephesians, beginning with
the verse, "Be not drunk with wine."
He said : "What is the Christian idea of
right? Itis important that we get the
right thought, because then we will do
right and lead a happy life. The
Christian idea is that we carefully
guard our deportment. We should be
temperate in all things that we do. The
Bible says that he who does not do this
is a fool. Now, a man who calls you a
fool is not minded much, but when God
writes us down as fools it is a

VERY SEIUOUS THING.
We should be temperate in every-

thing. That means the use of tobacco
and of opium it includes profanity and
anger aud impurity of life. We are so
to talk that we shall build each
other up." Mr. Wannamaker then re-
ferred to the wreck of the American
men-of-war at Samoa, and then spoke
of the broken-hearted wives and chil-
dren who were waiting tor the return of
their husbands and fathers, who had
been dashed to : pieces on the rocks.
He continued: "Right here in our city
are broken-hearted people beaten
against the rocks of adversity by the
tide of liquor and of license. The man
who willnot sign a temperance pledge,
though he does not need it himself,
to help a weaker brother, is not
as much of a man _s he thinks himself
to be. Christ said: 'Deny yourselves.
Take up your cross and follow Me.'
There is need to be drunk to be under
the influence of wine. The man who
takes only a little and will not give it
up is as much controlled by it as it he
was a habitual drunkard. lie is under
the influence because he. wont give it
up. What's the reason you won't stand
out for the amendment? Because you
like a glass of beer? You say 'I want
to be free to take an occasional drink if
I feel like it.' What influence keeps
you from voting for the amendment?
Isn't the influence that of the glass of
beer? There are thousands of men in
this city who do not get drunk. They
say: 'We have the right to drink it if
we want to; to sell it; to buy it, or to
give it away.' A man may not drink it
all, but he may be under the influ-
ence of

THE LIQUOR SPIRIT.
He willsay : 'Iam a temperance man,

but I am in business and the liquor peo-
ple deal with me, so I won't say any-
thing against it.' Now what influence
is he under? It's the same with many a
politician. He's afraid he won't get
votes, so he is silent on the liquor ques-
tion. When a minister or a teacher re-
fuses to speak out on this question he is
ruled by the liquor interests. The
drunkard who votes for prohibition is
a freer man than the total abstainer
who carries water on both shoulders
and then votes for liquor, or to put it in
the harness of high license. Just as
the saloonkeeper must answer for
every glass he sells, so we must answer
for voting for liquor. It is simply a
question of whether or not we are
in favor of . the saloon. It isn't
a question of high license. The
quibble that prohibition does not pro-
hibit has nothing to do with it. The
law against stealing does not prevent
stealing. The same power that puts
the amendment on our constitution will
attend to the enforcement of the law.
It is our duty to make it as difficult to
get liquor as it is to get poison. License
means that the city, the state and the
saloonkeeper shall go into partnership
to ruin men. to build up jails, alms-
houses, hospitals and houses of correc-
tion and to keep up the taxes. God's
going to count the votes. Vote for pro-
hibition and you willbe voting for Him,
for order, for religion and for the high-
est civilization. He will see every bal-
lot. When you go home to-night go
down on your knees, every one of you,
and pray God to help you to carry the
amendment." Mr. v"» anamaker then
closed with a prayer.

THE LIKE OF AUTHORITY.
Secretary Proctor Proposes to

Run the War Department.
Washington, March 31.— Post

says: . The first rupture between Maj.
Gen. Schofield, commanding the army,
and Secretary Proctor took place last
week, and the decision of the secretary
in the case clearly proved that, he in-
tended to run the war department after
his own ideas and unhampered by any
influence of the army or any one else.
Unfortunately for the best interests of
the army there exists a mistaken im-
pression that the general commanding is
infinitely of more concern than the
secretary of war; that his word is law
so far as pertains to army matters, and
that all assignments of officers or any-
thing affecting the personnel of the
army must come from him. A number
of officers who had this idea last week
are not, however, of that opinion at
present. The whole matter grew out
of the disposition of the board on the
revision ot army tactics. The board
has been in session for the past eighteen
months at the war department, and it
was thought about time that they be
sent to some large post, where practical
experiments could be conducted with
available troops. The board wanted togo to Fort Wadsworth, New York har-

or, or to David's island, in the same
harbor. Gen. Schofield was in favor of
West Point, a lovely place to spend the
summer, It is reported that the gen-
eral recommended this place as the best
possible field for the new tactics to be
thoroughly tested. Adjt. Gen. Drum is
a practical soldier, and in virtue of his
position as adjutant general of the
army, he recommended that the board
go to Fort Leavenworth. Secretary
Proctor decided In favor of Gen. Drum,
and the board goes to Fort Leaven-
worth. Although the matter in itself
is of a triflingnature, it caused consid-
erable gossip in army, circles, and indi-
cates that the secretary of war proposes
to exercise his fullright in all matters,
and that the line of "authority between
Gen. Schofield and himself will be as
clearly drawn now as it was under the
previous secretary ofwar.

A STUNNING SCANDAL.
A Baron's Wife and. a Banker's

Son the Guilty Parties.
Vienna, March Court circles in

Vienna are in the throes of a tre-
mendous sensation, owing to the dis-
covery ofa scandal whose features are
not altogether of the ordinary charac-
ter. Recently Count Paul Festetich
surprised his wife, who was one of the
imperial court, in flagrante delictu with
the :\u25a0•:• son of Baron Bleicheroder,
the noted banker of Berlin.
The count condoned the offense of
his wife, and challenged Bleichroder to
fight a duel. The challenge was ac-

A CATHOLIC CHURCH.
' Continued From First Page.
Wednesday and Friday evenings are
held the special services of the Lenten
season, the stations ofthe cross, in which
are used the paintings which hang about
the walls. On Sundays low mass is
held at 6, 8 and 9 o'clock, but it is the
celebration of the high mass at 10:30
o'clock that Is the crowning feature of
the week, and it is a most impressive
service. It was an early hour yester-
day morning when the reporter arrived
at the church doors, but the church was
crowded clear to the outer doors of the
vestibule, where the congregation was
patiently awaiting the blessings of the
services. Within the haloed light and
music and the prayerful throng, to-
gether with the saintly pictures on the
wall and brilliantly decorated altars at
the further, extremity of the church,"
went to bring all those who enter into a
worshipful mood. The beautiful strain
of music ceases, and from the sarcisty,
enrolled in the vestments of his office,
the priest emerges carrying in his hand
the chalice and paten, his head covered
with the black b aretta. A procession
of- about thirty- acolytes precede
him, wearing the, cassock and sur-
plice and bearing lighted tapers
in their -hands.' Stopping i before" the !
high altar the priest doffs his baretta
and kneels ... in silence for a tew mo-
ments. The mellow sound ofa gong
sounds within - the '\u25a0 sanctuary ; and the
congregation join in silent prayer, while
the choir sing the "Kyrie: Eleisou."
Then the priest intones the "Gloria in
Excelsis Deo," and the choir finish the
hymn. After reading the collector and
gospel ofthe day. Father . Corbett, who .
to-day is to deliver -the 'sermon, walks;
down past the railing through the cen-
ter aisle to the; high pulpit, and. as aU
priest of God; expounded to the people. !
When the short sermon is preached the I

choir chant the "Credo," and the father
intones the "Preface." The remaining

\u25a0portions of the services consist of 'the
consecrations and orayers. The words
of the priest in all these are sgoken in
the Latin, the congregation following
them with the translations in their
prayer books. Mass is the one service
of the church at which all members are
obliged to be present under the pain of
mortal sin. Probably the largest
audiences in Minneapolis are those
which, on Sunday morning, gather
at the church of the Immaculate Con-
ception, and probably there is no audi-
ence who worship in with more im-
plicit faith in their ministers, or with a
deeper reverence for their god. There
is this to be said of the church, the rich
and the poor gather together, and the
large majority of those whom receive
spiritual food at this altar are those
who work with their hands. It is a
pla.e where the loborer is always wel-
come, and where he with his richer
brother will receive the guidance he
needs. Many a Sunday on the stone
steps without the church are kneeling

•those for whom there is no room within,
and it is seldom that the room is en-
tirely vacant ofworshipers.

THE PEW HOLDERS.

An Interesting Sketch ofthe Pews
and the Occupants.

: Every one who occupies a seat in this
church expects to pay for it and the
man who for the one service occupies a
seat in the furtherest corner from the
pulpit pays his mite the same as the
wealthy occupant of the seats in the
center ofthe church. The pews range
in price from .10 to $10 for a year and
almost all of them have regular renters.
There is no church where the duty of
paying for value received is more
scrupulously conformed to. \u25a0•'-: :

In the Catholic churches the seats of
honor are those well to the front ofthe
temple of worship and .next the middle
aisle. In the Church of the Immaculate
Conception this is conformed to as
strictly as any doctrine of their creed
and at the high mass these seats are
occupied by men whose names are often
heard in the business and work of the
city as well as in the church. They are
people who by devoted work for years
have earned the places ofdistinction in
the church.

Anthony Kelly, with his wife and
daughterc, are of the number who find
their way down the long central aisle
of the church toward the sanctuary for
the service of the high mass. The
parents are among the "oldest settlers,
and have from the first been Intimately
connected with the church, aiding in
its upbuilding. The daughters have
grown up in it. They are looked upon
by the parish as one of their strongest
families. J. R. Corrigan now holds a
place in the family pew.

P. H. Prendergast. with his family,
are also occupants of one of the seat-
near the family, and they are worthy
of the little distinction, being devout
Catholics and were very prominent in
the church long before it gained its
present large proportions and influence.

Capt. Terrance Connolly and his wife
occupy one ofthe places ofdistinction
in the auditorium of the church as they
do in its social organization. Mrs.
Connolly is known every place within
the parish for her charitable works.

A. J. Finnegan, a fine appearing
elderly gentleman, would be quickly
recognized, with his pretty family, as a
man of prominence in the church, and
one who lead with him his children,
even though he did not occupy a seat of
prominence.

Malcolm McLean is one of the few
Scotchmen who fill a place in the
church. It is seldom that his pew does
not contain himself and his pretty
daughters when the hour of high mass
arrives Sunday morning.

One of the promptest ofmen is James
A. Burns. No one remembers the time
when he was not in his pew to hear the
singing of the "Asperges." Bernard
Cloutier, an ex-aldermau of the city
and and ex-state senator, is well known
within the church, as he is to men with-
out. ' John J. Carroll is a handsome
young bachelor who holds a high pew
and a high place in the church. Dr. S.
B. Sweetzer is another of the younger
men of the church, and Dr. J. H. Dunn.
the city physician, is also a prominent
member of the church.

John McGurk and his daughters are
very much respected for their literary
and musical culture. They have long
been members ofthe church.

The pew of William McArdle usually
contains not only himself and wife but
a number of young lady relatives,
these with T. W. McGrath with his
wife and sisters and Patsey Cardiff and
his charming wife, on a Sunday morn-
ing, if one's mind should be guilty of
wandering to such things, would be
seen to make as pretty a picture as one
could ask for within or without the
church. "'-•-,'-

church it would not do to omit the
names of County Commissioner M. W.
Nash with his wife, or J. S. Coughn.

A POWERFUL SERMON.
Father Corbett Preaches From

the Fourth Chapter of Gala-
tians

\u25a0When the pulpit had been rolled
down the large center aisle tillitstood
in the midst of the great congregation,
Father Corbett, in the white garments
of the priest, took his place, and as he
stood looking over the multitude ofthe
parish ofthe church a veneration for the
young priest that was almost audible in
its intensity seemed to rise from the
devout Catholics who filled the great
auditorium. The Scripture read was
from the fourth chapter of 'Galatians,
tellingof the two sons ofAbraham, the
one by a handmaid, the other by a free
woman. When the chapter was read
the father, in a strong, full voice, spoke
of the temptation, saying:

"Brethern, we are not children ofthe
bond woman, but of the free. Words
taken from the epistle which I have
just read. When the light of heaven
firstbroke in upon us from heaven, un-
clean and impure then were we the
children of the bond woman. By the
purifying waters of baptism we were
changed from the children of satan to
the children of God and were free, and
for a time all was place aud joy. and
we knew no trouble. After a fewshort
years we came to that age in life when
we began to feel the temptations and
see the vices, and when we must use
our wills for ourselves. Then the
struggle began, and after that first
temptation there was no moment of
rest from it or time when sin in some
form was not within our reach. Itmust
be so. in order that the words ofthe
Father might be true: 'To him that
hath resisted temptation him will I
grant to sit by my side upon my throne."
All men are attached . by temptation
the monk in his cell, the solitary upon
the desert, as well as the peo-
ple in the common walks of
life, all are tempted and there
is no man but must contend against it.
This fight must go on until we pass
from earth. There are many wild
tempt. tions that are worse to the aged
man with hoary locks than to the hot-
headed youth, because they have been
fostered and gratified through a long
life. We grow old and weak and the
temptations that we yield to constautly
grow stronger aud more unrelenting.
In the church even our minds are filled
with vain pictures that no mind should
dwell upon. There is no spot where we
can flee that they do not follow, and the
best man will be tempted. To over-
come him may be. impossible, but to
make the attempt is an easy task. At
all times is the tempter on the watch to
entrap our immortal souls. Ifhe is castaway at one point he will tackle us at
another. But we may ask, why such
great temptations should be allowed to
torment us? Why an Infinite God would
permit it. Is He not a good, merciful and
kind God. He is indeed most kind, and
for that very reason -He allows us to be
tempted. Providence has so : decreed
that a man shall be rewarded in pro-
portion to the evil he overcomes. If
we had no : trial-or temptations we
should come to look upon ourselves as
independent beings— grow, more - vain
than Lucifer, more arrogant than Judas,
more si inmoral - than Henry VIII.and
more ambitious than Luther. We must

always be on our guard to defeat the
; attacks ofthe devil. When he tempted

onr Savior in the desert he did so by
using his hunger as a means: "Com-
mand, that these stones be made bread."
The : flesh is weak, and through it the
devil ever works for the destruc-
tion of " immortal souls. A second
is the temptation brought on by am-
bition. We yield to this and think
ourselves of all importance. A third
temptation is caused by covetousness.
This is seen among all classes, and at-
tacks mankind in every form. Tempta-
tion is not satisfied with attacking us
and overcoming us "at one point only,
but at every point to utterly destroy us.
He comes in youth and in old age. in
health and in sickness. '

But the sufferer from a disease is lit-
tle consoled to know from what malady
he is dying, ifhe is told not the anti-
dote; and so with you, it will be of lit-
tle consolation to you to know that you
are prone to temptation and to its awful
results,' and know not a cure. "Watch
arvd pray, that you may .be not led into
temptation." In these words is the
remedy. Watch and pray. "Blessed is
he that endureth temptation, for when
he is tried he shall receive the crown of
lifewhich the Lord hath promised to
them that love Him." -o;;:*-:^:

ARTICLES OP INCORPORATION OP
St. Paul German Insurance Company.—

For the purpose of organizing a corporation
according to and by virtue of the laws of the
state of Minnesota under the name and for
the purposes hereinafter set forth, we, tha
undersigned, do hereby associate ourselves
as a body corporate, and do hereby adopt tha
followingArticles of Incorporation:

ARTICLE I.
The name of this corporation is hereby de-

clared to be the St. Paul German Insurance
Company. The general nature of its business
shall be to insure properly against loss or
damage by Fire, Lightning, Tornado, Wind,
or Hail: and also against the perils of trans*
portation, inland and ocean navigation; and
to perform, transact and carry on the bus-
iness usually done by Fire, Lightning, Tor-
nado, Wind, Hail, Inland or Marine Insur-
ance Companies; and also all such aqts andthings as may be necessary or convenient to
carry out the purposes intended by the or-
ganization of this corporation and not in-
consistent with law. And the principal
place of transacting its business shall be al
the City of St. Paul, in the State of Minne-
sota.

ARTICLEn.
The time of the commencement of thiscorporation is hereby fixed on the secondday of April, in the year 18^9. and the pe-

riod of its continuance thirty (30) years. •

ARTICLE 111.
The amount of capital stock of this cor-

(8300,000) Dollars, but the corporation
may commence doing business as soon as
the sum of one hundred thousand (SIOO,-
--000) dollars is paid up in cash.

The highest amount of indebtedness or lia-

Henry
Poehler, of Sibley county, Minnesota, and
William G. Ward, of Waseca county, Minne-
sota.

ARTICLEVI.
The government of this corporation and

the management of its affairs are hereby
vested in a board of eleven (11) directors,
who shall be elected by the stockholders of
this corporation at their annual meeting; on
the first Thursday iv Aprilof each year, and
the first beard of" directors are as follows,
viz.: Albert Scheffer, William C. Breden-hagen. J. Quincy Haas, Henry Poehler,
William G. Hendrickson, William
G.".- Ward, J. Fred Vitt, Bern-
hard Kuhl, James H. Drake, Charles H.
Lienau and William Hamm. The board of
directors above named shall hold their office
until the first annual election in the year
IS9O, and thereafter the board of directors
of this corporation shall hold their office fot
the term or one yearand until their successors
have been duly elected and entered upon thedischarge of their duties.

The directors of this corporation shall be
elected by a majority vote its stockhold-
ers, and at ail elections thereof each stock-
holder shall be entitled to one vote, either inperson or by proxy, for each share of the
