Universal
interest was manifested in the day's
contest, but no disturbances of any
kind occurred.

St. Louis, Mo., April The bulletin
boards at the ;newspaper offices are
now surrounded by great crowds, who
howl lustily at the election returns
from each precinct, be they Democratic
or Republican. Up to this hour. 9:30

m., returns are in from about one
fourth of the voting precintsof this
city, showing the following result:
Butler, (Rep.) for mayor, 6,403; Noonan,
(Dem.), 7,639. a majority of 1,236 for
Noonan. The Republicans claim, how-
ever, that if the returns show the same
relative gains and losses in the entire
city, Butler will be elected by about
1.200 majority. This claim is based
on comparisons with the vote in Novem-
ber last. Complete returns from twenty- i
eight wards ol tne city snow mat Judge
E. A. Noonan, Democrat, for mayor, has
a total of 28.715; Col. James ii. Butler,
Republican, 27,089. Noonan's plurality
is 1,026. The Democrats elect auditor, in-
spector of weights and measures, regis-
ter and but one of the live eouncilmen,
\u25a0while the Republicans secure collector,
comptroller, treasurer, president of the
board of public improvements and four
eouncilmen. The house of delegates
will be eighteen Republicans and
eleven Democrats. The result of to-
day's municipal election, while a sur-
prise to many in the face of the over-
whelming Republicac majority last
November, was not expected by certain
elements of the Republican party.

MILWAUKEEVERY CLOSE.

The Democrats Get a Little the
Best of It, However.

Milwaukee, Wis., April 2.—The re-
sult of the judicial election in Mil-
waukee county is very close. With one
precinct in the city and four towns to
hear from, the Democrats elect Judge
Mann for county judge and the Repub-
licans ex-Mayor Wallber for judge of
the municipal court. Frank E. AYoiler
for clerk of the municipal court is
elected. The Democrats also elect a
majority of the aldermen and super-
visors. The labor vote polled is very
small.

Washington, April The senate
this afternoon confirmed the following
nominations: George H. Shields, of
Missouri, to be assistant attorney gen-
eral; Drury J. Burshett to be marshal
of Kentucky; Robert J. Fisher, of Illi-
nois, to be assistant commissioner of
patents: Capt. George B. White to be
chief ofthe bureau of yards and docks;
L. Bradford Prince to be governor of
"New Mexico; William F. Wharton
of Massachusetts, to be assistant secre-
tary ofstate; Maj. Charles C. Byrne, to
be surgeon in the army, with rank of a
lieutenant colonel; Capt. Curtin Mann,
to be surgeon in the army, with rank of
major; Second Lieut. Charles Vogdes to
be lieutenant First infantry; Sion A.
Darnell, attorney forthe Northern dis-
trict of Georgia. John B.Henderson, of
Missouri; Cornelius N. Bliss, of New
York; William Pinckney Whyte, of
Maryland; Clement Studebaker, of
Indiana; T. Jefferson Cooiidge, of Mas-
sachusetts; William H. Trescott, of
South Carolina; Andrew Carnegie, of
Pennsylvania; John R. G. Pitkin, of
Louisiana; Morris M. Estee, of Coli-
fornia, and J. F. Hausom. of Georgia,
delegates to the congress of American
nations to be held in Washington, No-
vember, 1889.

'Senator
Beck characterized the Democratic
members as mugwumps who were not
recognized as belonging to the party at
all, and he did not thinkit fair to have
them pose before the country as repre-
sentatives of the Democratic party.
However, they were all confirmed. A
motion was made to consider the vote
by which the nomination of Andrew
Carnegie was confirmed, but only six
or eight senators voted for it. In the
course ofthe session efforts were made
to remove the injunction of secrecy
from the votes on the motions to con-
firm the nominations of Whitelaw Reid
to be minister to France and of Murat
Halstead to be minister to Germany,
but t_ey were unsuccessful. The
further consideration of the extradition
treaty with Russia was postponed until
the next session of congress. The cal-
endar of.nominations was almost en-
tirely cleared. The nominations of
Edwin 1. Kensheadt tobe United States
marshal for the Eastern district of
Louisiana, and of William H. White-
man to be an associate justice of the
Unite.. States court in New Mexico,
were the most prominent of those that
failed of confirmation.

Scotland, Dak., April Another

terrible prairie firelswept over the coun-
try north of Scotland this afternoon,
and its path is marked by the slumber-
ing embers of many homes to-night.
The wind has been blowing at the rate
of fully sixty miles an hour all day, and
with the high grass as dry as tinder, the
terrificforce of the fire is beyond de-
scription. At 3 o'clock word was
brought into town that the prairie was
on fire northwest of town, and immedi-
ately a hundred men started in teams
toward the approaching fire armed with
brooms and sacks.

MANGLED HUMANITY.
Fatal Collision on the Omaha

Near the Chestnut Street
- Crossing*.

Two Trainmen Killed Out-
right and Six Others In-

jured, One Fatally.

Chaotic Heap of Splintered
Timbers and Bruised and

Bleeding Bodies.

Proper Signals Were Dis-
played, But Not Noticed

by the Engineer. *

A collision occurred at 10:15 last nigh

on the Omaha road, 100 yards above the
Chestnut street depot, resulting in the
instant death of two men and the injur-
ing ofsix others, one of whom willprob
ably die. About sixty railroad em-

ployes, who had been attending a meet-
ing at the union depot, were returning
to the shops, the coach in which they
road being drawn by Engine No. 152, in
charge of Engineer Oliver Swandoller.
The coach was being pushed ahead of
the engine, the run being a short one.
When the train, which was going at a
fapid rate of speed, passed, the Chest-
nut street depot there were cries of .
"Shut her off; where the are you
going?" from men who stood on the
track. These cries, however, were
either unheard or unheeded, and the
next moment the coach crashed into a
line oftwelve freight cars, which stood
on the west-bound main track, partially
telescoping the coach and instantly
killing a yardmaster named Flanagant
and another man who some of the spec-
tators said was John Bulena, who was
standing on the end of the coach. The
remaining occupants of the coach were
thrown in every direction, six being
injured more or less severely.

\u0084 RESCUERS AT WORK.
Willing " Hands • Extricate the

Mangled Bodies of the Victims.
Dozens of willing hands were quickly

at work on the pile of debris, in the
hope ofbeing able to extricate the bodies
Flanagan and the man supposed to be
Bulena, which were firmly jammed under
a pile of splintered timbers. All hopes
of being able to save the life of the un-
fortunate Flanagan were soon aban-
doned, however, it being apparent from
his position that he must have been
killed almost instantly.

It took some time to extricate the
body, as the rescuers had- to saw the
woodwork from around him. When ex-
tricated Flanagan's head was all
smashed to pieces. They placed his
brains in a bucket and his body on a
stretcher, having to saw the timbers at
the other end of the car to get him out.

ROSTER OF THE VICTIMS.

Two Killed Outright and Six
Others Injured, One Fatally.
The mangled and bleeding body of

poor Fergus Flanagan, of 901 Armstrong
avenue, was a sight before which the
strongest men quailed, lt was an awful
sight. The whole top of his head was
crushed to a pulp, and a mangled mass
of brains and hair lay completely sev-
ered from the body. • The trunk was
finally extricated from the wreck, and
the clotted mass was taken up in a
bucket. The body was. removed in the
central patrol wagon to the morgue.

THE UNKNOWN DEAD.
The dead body ofthe young man said

to be John Bulena was laid
upon cushions in the rear end
of a wrecked car until the wounded
were disposed of. His face was
bruised almost beyond recognition,
and a gaping wound in the neck and an-
other on his forehead, from which the
blood oozed down to the floor, were
both declared to be fatal. Aside from
these wounds his chest was crushed in,
aud both arms appeared to be broken.

DAVIDSONWILLDIE.
Another man probably fatally injured

is James Davidson, a blacksmith in the
Omaha shops, who resides at 683 Tusca-
rora street. He was at once taken to
the city hospital, where he was attended
by Doctors O'Hague, Ancker and
Spencer. The whole lower portion of
his body was found be paralyzed, and
his right arm was fractured above the
elbow. He was also badly bruised
about the head. His spine was found
to be broken between the shoulders, and
Dr. O'Hage at midnight stated that
there were no hope for his recovery. He
did not regain consciousness.

THESE WILLRECOVER.
Mike Carroll, a boy living on James

street, near the river, was also taken to
the city hospital. He was suffering
from a fractured ankle.

Charles T. Seaver, a shop foreman,
residing at 850 West Seventh street, had
his right arm broken above the elbow
and was bruised about the head and
face.'

Arnold ITtz, a pattern maker, residing
at 681 Tuscora avenue, was bruised
about the chest and it was believed that
several of his ribs were broken.

Daniel S. Spence, a carpenter, who
lives at 653 Bay street, had his leg
broken and sustained internal injuries.

Another man named Adams, whose
arm was broken, was taken from the
scene of the wreck by friends, and the
fullextent of his injuries could not be
learned.

Several others were badly scratched
and bruised, but; \u25a0\u25a0 their, injuries were
such that they were able to take care of
themselves and soon mixed up with the
crowd. . "

SAW NO SIGNALS.
Engineer Swandollar Was Una-

ware of Impending Danger Un-
til the Collision Occurred.

. Oliver Swandollar was seen shortly
after the catastrophe.' He seemed very
agitated and ' uuinclined to say much.
His story was as follows: "We left the
Union depot, and 1 was signalled to go

straight through. I was pushing the
coach and Fianagan, the brakeman,
was ou the front end. I saw no signal
and heard nothing till the coach struck
something ahead. We were only run-
ning about five.miles an hour, and it
seemed to strike lightly to me. I
thought some cars must have. been
standing on the track, so paid little at-
tention.*" 1 heard the boys shouting in
the coach, but supposed it was only
fun. The coach came uncoupled from
the engine which seems strange to me.
I think the pin must have been taken
out by somebody." At this DOint the
engineer declined to say any more as a
crowd ofpeople were questioning him
and he became huffy.

YARDMEN NOT TO BLAME.
George P. Foote, the yardmaster. said:

"1 don't think we are to blame in any
way forthe collision. 1 had a man on
the freight cars, and everything was
done that could be done to guard against
accidents. Iknew the boys had gone
up, and 1 hadn't seen them return, so
was looking out for them, but as their
train carried no lights and it's a pretty
dark night they were right on us."

A. B. Tyndall, a switchman for the
Omaha, who was on the end of tho
freight train with a lantern, trying to
flag the approaching passenger train,
said to a Globe reporter: "We
had just come to a standstill with
a 'dozen box-cars, after having
made a - 'flying switch' upon the
main track, when the. crash came, and I
didn't see it coming until it was right
on to me, because it carried no light.
When Isaw it Iflagged it right along
until it ran into our train, and couldn't
make the engineer see the signal. We
always do switching on the main tracks
about this time, and our train was pro-
tected as the rules provide. Icouldn't
have done any more than I did to pre-
vent the collision. Our train was not
moving when it struck us. As Isaid
before, we had just come to a standstill
to the freight cars before the men saw
them. I had a man on the end of the
freight with a lantern, and he says he
made all the proper signals to Drevent
a collision. It's a terrible affair, but I
can't see how the yard gang is to
blame."

SCENE OF THE WRECK.

A Confused Mass of Splintered
Timbers and Mangled Humanity.
An examination of the wreck showed

a long line of freight ca s stretching
down the track into the darkness.
Firmly jammed into the most easterly
one was the coach. The ends of both
were smashed into splinters, which were
also strewn all over, the track. The
truck of the passenger coach was still
on the rails, but had broken from the
body of the car, which was tilted up at
a slight angle. The ends of both cars
were so crushed that it was difficult in
the darkness to tell where the one ended
on,l _>_, i.tlior liairan 'I'li.iru nr_ i„,tl,.

ing left of platforms, and everything
was entirely demolished up to the trucks
of both cars, which were standing on
the rails touching each other. Around
the scene of the disaster were railroad
employes and spectators drawn there by
curiosity. One man came down and
was nearly crazed with -grief, crying
out: "My God! My God! . My poor
son! Don't tell me that! Oh God!. Oh
God He " was led away - by.": friends,
and . was thought to be Flannagan's
father. The appearance of the wreck
indicates that -.the strain - was moving
faster than five miles an hour. \u25a0_ If this
had been the speed no such smash" as
occurred could have taken place. From
the appearance of things they must
have been flying along at a very good'
rate, as the freight train was standing
perfectly still. No train traveling at
five miles an hour, striking a line of
stationary freight cars, would crush two
cars together as this did, sending the
stove 'and ironwork flying in every
direction.

; PROMPT POLICEMEN.

Cnief Clark aud Chief Detective
O'Connor Do Some Creditable
Work.
The handling of the affair by Chief ol

Police Clark and Chief of Detectives
O'Connor was specially creditable.
Exactly three minutes after the accident
occurred the central patrol wagon was
as near to the spot as it could be got.
The Ducas and Rondo street wagons
were thete there ten ' minutes after the
disaster, and Margaret street was only
five minutes later. A telephone mes-
sage was sent from the depot to police
headquarters, almost instantly after
the accident, and the answer was
as prompt as was possible.
Dr. Ancker, city physician, came down
in a cab, arriving about fifteen minutes
after the .smash occurred. Dr. Ohage
lives close by and was on hand at once,
while Drs. Spencer, Baker and Mc-
Laren all hurried to the spot, and ren-
dered good service in temporarily at-
tending to the wounded. Nothing could
have been cooler than the prompt, de-
cisive way in which Chief Clarke gave
directions and systematized the efforts
to get the dead and wounded out as
