BISHOP IN THE SOUP.
The Eminent Interpreter of

Other's Thoughts Makes a
Dismal Failure.

Limbs of the Law Set the
Supreme Court in Mo-

tion.

Charlotte Hoover Shows That
. Matrimony Has Some Pe-

culiar Disadvantages.

The Evangelical Alliance
Elects Rev W. W. Dawley

to the Presidency.

The pi-oneness of mankind to explore
the realms of mystery was illustrated
last night by the ' packed audience at
the People's theater, composed of St.
Paul's most cultured people, to witness
Washington Irving Bishop's tests in
thought reading. : Considerable time
was spent in the beginning in an en-
deavor to get a committee to sit with
the operator on the stage, but after so
long a time nine well-known; St. Paul
gentlemen were induced to form a wall-
flower decoration for the performance.
As it afterwards turned out the commit-
tee was too loquacious, according to
Mr. Bishop's idea, for a successful test
of his powers. He started off very-
well with some little business that is
familiar to those who are in the habit of
attending the so-called spiritualistic
seances, but when it came to the heav-
ier test his thought-reading power
seemed to be in a paralyzed condition.
The mental camera wouldn'twork, and
although the operator's pulse ran up to
120 in the nervous excitement resulting
from his prolonged endeavors to per-
form a phenomenal Jfeat, he landed in
the soup. The first test was the dagger
hunt, where a committeeman went "into
the audience and went through the
mock performance of plunging a dagger
into Mr. Joseph NVkeelock's bosom, and
then hiding it in the manager's room.
Mr.Bishop was brought out blindfolded
and after a good deal of scuf-
fling finally succeeded in finding
the dagger and then hunted up
Mr. Wheelock and went through the
motion ofcovering him up. In the sub-
sequent tests the most remarkable thing
was inpicking out persons in the audi-
ence, which he never failed to do. But
when it came to reproducing the duel
scene he made an utter failure, and only
partially succeeded in the tableau vi-
vant experiment. _"he same was true
of the bank note experiment. Unless
Mr. Bishop can brace up his nerves and
get in better work to-night or to-mor-
row night than he performed last night,
he willhave to be classified with the
rest of the mountebanks who earn their
living by playing ou the credibility of
tlie human race. •• - -

JUSTICE MILLIN MOTION.
Eminent Attorneys Aid in Start-

ing the Supreme Court on a New
Grist.
The scene in the supreme court cham-

ber yesterday was an animated one.
The room was crowded with legal lights
from all over the state, who had congre-
gated to see to the settling of their
cases. It being the first day of the term,
the attendance was therefore large, and
the quietude that had reigned in the
court during the interval since the last
session was somewhat broken, and all
looked like lifeagain. Many attorne\ s
were- compelled to stand, and the
anxiety that every barrister experi-
ences when endeavoring to have his
particular case set to suit his particular
convenience was boldly manifested. The
calendar is the largest for the May term
and 248 cases are on the list, with pros-
pects of an addition of twenty more be-
fore the term expires. Cases were set
up to June 1 at Chief Justice Gilfillan's
announcement. According to the time-
honored rule, the attorney general was
first allowed to set his crises, then law-
yers from outside -counties, and last
those from Hennepin and Ramsey de-
clared the days of their eloquent efforts.
The court set Friday. April 5, as the
day upon which the quo warranto writagainst William Pitt Murray shall be
argued, and upon that day it is under-
stood that Mr. Murray wiil show due.
cause why he does not surrender the
office of corporation attorney to his
duly elected and qaalified successor, O.

After .the .dissolution , of. a
partnership, an admission by one of the
members does not bind the others. A
written, memorandum of a fact made by
one who, upon being called as a wit-
ness, testifies to the fact, is not compe-
tent evidence of such fact. The order

HAMMEREDBY HER HUSBAND

Charlotte Hoover Alleges That
Her Spouse is a Veritable Sa-
tan—Court Notes.
A picture of domestic discord was

that presented to the court yesterday
by Charlotte Hoover in a divorce suit
against her husband, Arnold P. Hoover.
She states that she is thirty-one and her
husband twenty-nine years of age: that
on the 10th of April, 1886, they were
married in this city, having lived here
since. They have one child, Adda R.
Hoover, five months old. Mrs. Hoover's
general charge is cruel and inhuman
treatment. In October, 1886, she claims
Hoover violently slapped and beat her
in the face, threw her on a bed, and
choked and struck her while she was
pregnant, causing her great suffering
of mind and body, and the loss of her
former good health. On Feb. 15, 1887,
he renewed his attacks, and struck her
and knocked her out of a chair,' and
threatened to kill her. On July 1, 1887,
as an introduction to the Fourth of July
celebration, he knocked her down upon
the floor, and amused himself by walk-
ing on her frame. This made" him so
tired that he contented himself with re-
peatedly committing slight acts of
cruelty and abuse until Jan. 17, 18_», he
reached the climax of- his cruelty by.
kicking her in the face, inflicting brutal-
treatment of every description.' and
again threatening to . kill her. When
he had finished his physical exercises
lie applied to her many vile and oppro-

brious epithets, until she concluded it
was unsafe to live with him any longer,
and therefore sought the court for the
reliefof herself and babe. Hoover, owns
about $1,000 worth of personal property:
Of this his wife asks a part for her sup-
port.

Florence Tussner has filed a damage
suit against Mrs. Mary J. Shaffer, in
which she asks $5,000 for the utterance
by Mrs. Shaffer of two defamatory sen-
tences. She pleads that she is a mar-
ried woman, and now living with her
husband in thiscitiy. George W. Tuss-
ner, her husband, operates a hotel, and
she assists him. During the month of
March, 1889, Mrs. Shaffer, in the pres-
ence and hearing of -a large number of
persons, maliciously spoke concerning
her false and defamatory words. Here
the complaint exhibits" matter wholly
unfit for - publication. Mrs. Shaffer,
after venting herself in a very profane
manner, then told her listeners that
Mrs. Tussner had run away with a man
formerly employed as a bartender. She
also in a most boisterous manner said:
"Go back to Chicago toyour husband"
(meaning that Mrs. Tussner had a hus-
band other than her lawful husband,
with whom she now lives in this city.
For all this Mrs. Tussner asks the court
to mulct Mrs. Shaffer to the tune of
$5,000. »

M. Murphy & Co. have brought suit
against F. L. Lawrence, police officer of
the municipal court, and N. D. Baus, of
Minneapolis, to recover $1,100 damages
for making an alleged malicious levy on
their saloon property on the West side.
Mary Murphy and Nellie P. Landy, the
firm of Murphy & Co., allege that" Baus
tried to collect a judgment of $180
against their husbands, and made a levy
on their saloon, closing it up aud taking
possession. Baus, thinking it slightly
excessive, released the saloon and" took
other property worth about $450. The
matter was then contested in the mu-
nicipal court, and the property was
eventually declared to belong to Mur-
phy and Landy. Baus then brought
garnishee proceedings, and this in-
volved the question as to whether the
husband was entitled to pay forservices
rendered the wife in the absence of an
express contract— Landy and Murphy
having worked for their wives in the
saloon. Judge Cory decided that they
were not. The damage suit is based
on the ground that the women owned
the property free and clear from any
interests of their husbands.

The matter
of;'-." the frailty of the alms-
house building was then discussed
and a communication read from
Thomas Fitzpatrick.who was employed
by the board of control, . to investigate
where the defects were which rendered
the building weak aud unsafe. Mr.
Fitzpatrick stated that there was no im-
mediate danger ofthe collapse of the
building from the settlement of the
middle walls. He suggested, however,
that in a year or two, after the shrink-
age has ceased, the building be pro-
perly propped and braced and other re-
pairs made, which will make itas strong

as when first built. As to the claim of
Andrew De Graff, for$1,000, against tlie
county for fees paid into the probate
court," assistant County Attorney Munn
advises that the same be disallowed and,
if need be, contested in the courts. \u25a0

J. S. Loomis' application to sell liquor
at the Vadnais Lake hotel was referred
to the committee on licenses. A peti-
tion by the farmers beyond the 'Rice
street district for the opening of a new
county road was considered.

Upon Delinquent Contractors. .r>

1 But little business other than routine
was transacted at the meeting of the
.city council last night. President
Bicke 1 was in the chair, and the absen-
tees were . Aid. 'Gehan, Yoerg and
Minea. The action taken by the council
at the previous meeting, by which
a penalty of $5,000 was imposed upon
McMullen & Morris, contractors for the
masonry of the new Wabasha street
bridge, was repealed and annulled. '""It
was shown by the contractors that Wife:
delay was caused by modifications by
the city, and hindrance by other, con-
tractors. The work should have been
completed on Jan. 1, but was not com-
pleted until Feb. l'». Mr. Hall, a resi-
dent of Como Villas, presented a pe-
tition signed by. many citizens living in
the vicinity of Lake Como, asking that
measures be taken - to . abate
the " terrible stanch that * arises
from decayed vegetable matter
along the banks ofthe lake. The con-
stantly receding waters of the lake have
left a large amount of water mass and
water-weeds upon the banks that has
already began to decay. Assistant
Health Commissioner Hendrickson ap-
peared in behalf of the petitioners and
stated that the nuisance was a constantmenace to the health of the people of
that vicinity... The matter was referred
to the committee on streets, the health 1

department and the city engineer, with
instructions to report at the next
meeting. A petition was received from
Arnold Kalman asking that a portion of
the funds set apart for open air concerts
be devoted to securing weekly concerts
in Summit park by the Great Western
band. It was also ordered that $1,750
be expended in placing in order Sum-
mit, Rice, Central, Lafayette and Irvine
parks, and the city engineer was au-
thorized to engage five men at $50 per
month as park keepers." A resolution
was passed providing that the proper
authorities ..be intrusted to issue
water works bonds, under a recent act
of the legislature, in the sum of $100,-
--000. The bonds ordered are payable in
thirty years, and bear interest at the
rate of Ay per cent The old matter of
the hotel runners came un again on a
report of the committee on" police. lec-
ommending that a walk three feet in
width be constructed on Sibley street,
between the depot and Third street, for
their use. This was objected to by
Aid. Sullivan, who remarked, "Itmay
relieve the sidewalk, but it cannot
relieve the people of their foul
language." A resolution was finally
passed by a vote of nine to three pro-
viding that all licensed runners be al-
lowed to solicit on this walk, providing
they do so in a quiet and orderly man-
ner. Aid. Sanborn presented a new
ordinance regulating and controlling
these men, which will come up at the
next meeting. A resolution presented
by Aid. Bock provides that the board of
fire commissioners be authorized to in-
crease the compensation of all firemen,
except chiefs and others whose salaries
are fixed by law, $2 per month, in ac-
cordance with an act of the legislature.
The council then went into executive
session to perfect arrangements for the
legislative banquet at the Merchants'
next Thursday.

j Albert B. Ovitt—l assisted in drawing
, a bill, vwhich is now pending in the leg T
, islature, which provides that ; certain .

[lands 'taken by the city for levee pur- :

poses in .West St. Paul shall be restored,
to the former owners, or \u25a0 their assigns
upon the payment into the city treasury
ofthe amounts received, with* interest,
charges, etc. 1 had not intended to dis-
cuss the merits of the bill in the news-
papers,- but your report this morning of
the statements made by Mr. Berkey and .
by the city attorney before the chamber
of commerce at the meeting held yes-
terday makes it necessary that some of
their statements shall be denied, lest
the inference may be drawn that the
bill is a dishonest one. There is no syn-
dicate formed to speculate in the land,
so far as my knowledge goes, and the
letter read at the chamber of commerce
meeting was the first information that
I had that there had been a single
transfer of the property from the origi-
nal owners. The object of the bill is :

simply to put a few deserving people,
who have unwittingly placed them-
selves at the mercy of the officers ofa
corporation, on the same footing which
they would have occupied had the con-
demnation proceedings for a levee taken
the ordinary legal course. \u25a0 ''-'-.
!E. H. Wood— ln the discussion of the

levee question in the chamber of com-
merce, Peter Berkey Esq., called the at-
tention of the chamber to the fact that .
the charter of the city of St. Paul had
been very mysteriously tampered . with
on the subject of buying, selling and. leasing real estate belonging to the city.
Dp to the time ofmaking the recent'
changes it required a unanimous vote of
the council to move in such matters,
but the charter was amended about a
month ago, providing that a three-
fourths yote was only required, and

; providing further that "all leases .here-
tofore made are confirmed." A few
days after this bill was approved by the
governor and published in the official
paper of the city, this amendment was

.amended by a bill introduced by
H. F. Stevens, providing ' that it
shall only require a majority
vote of the council to buy or sell real
estate, or lease real estate belonging to
the city. In speaking to Hon. Gebhard-
VVillrich and- Hon. F. C.Stevens about'
this matter, they informed me that this
latter action never ; came before the
delegation when they were present for

. " consideration, but now it has leaked
out that the St.Paul Union Railway and
.Transfer company and its friends,creat-
jdres of the Stickney system, are
actively opposed to the bill providing
that the original owners shall have

.their property back who deeded for
levee purposes upon paying back the
city its money and interest, for the rea-
son that they expect, through the recent

.amendments to the charter, to be able,-
"with but little trouble, to obtain a long
lease ofthe entire levee front, and thus

(forever rob the people of free access to
the river front on the West side, the
same as has been done on the East side.
