The
penalty for this offence is state’s prison
for a term of thirty years, and if Nichols
is found guilty of the eharge he will re-

BLACKS ARE BARRED,

Conventicn of ‘“ White Re-
publicans ” at Birming-
ham, Ala.

Protection Democrats De-
cline to Walk Into Their
Pretty Parior.

Nathan F. Dixon at Last
Elected Senator From
Rhode Island.

Roswell P. Flower Going West
to Study the Water Stor-
age Question.

BirMINGHAM, Ala., April 10.—The
conference of white Republicans, ealled
together for the purpose of reorganizing
the Republican party in Alabama on a
protective tariff basis, and thereby
relieve it from being called the negro
party, met this afternoon. Some
300 delegates were present, all
but a  few Dbeing ~ Republicans
of many years, standing, and many of
them having been prominent as leaders
ever since the war. L. E. Parsons Jr.
called the couvention to order and
stated that its purpose was to organize
a protective league throughout Ala-
bama. No negroes would be admitted
aud no white man who was not in sym-
pathy with the movement. It was not
intended to drive anybody, white or
black, from the party, and if negroes
wanted to get together and reorganize
their own league, there was no objee-
tion. Col. J. H. Sloss. of Huntsville,
was made chairman, and a committee
was appointed on resolutions. That
committee reported a series of resolu-
tions declaring that the time had come
for the Republican party to reorgan-
ize on the principie of protection and
that all persons who believe in that

principle should join with them.
They also reported a  constitu-
tion for a white Republican tar-

iff league of the state of Alabama.
Both resolutions and constitution were
unanimously adopted. The following

officers were unanimously elected:
President, W. H. Smith, ’.epubliqﬂn
governor of Alabhama in 1868; vice

president, L. E. Parsons, Jr., a prom-
inent leader of the party in all conven-
tioms for many years: treasurer, Charles
B. Lane, editor of the Huntsville
Independent, an anti-negro news-
paper. An  executive committee
composed  of two from each
congressional district was elected, and
a vice president for each eounty was
chosen by the executive committee.
The vice presidents are instruected to go
at once to work in their several coun-
ties and organize branch leagues
throughout the state. Several men
who objected to the exclusion of the
negro made their protest and retirved.
One had to be threatened with ejection
by the police. A rival conference was
called by the negroes and followers
of Dr. R. A, Mosely, chairman of the
regular Republican state committee of
Alabama. The negroes and whites of
the conference met separately this
morning, the negroes to the number of
130. Many speeches were made protest-
ing against the effort of certain white
Republicans to exclude the negro from
the party, and resolutions were adopted
emphasizing tlhie protest and declar-
ing that the negro constitutes the
backbone of the party in Alabama.
He is 99 per cent of its voting power,
and is now capable of holding offices
and ought to have some of the offices.
A committee of nine, one from each dis-
trict and one from the state at large,was
appointed to convey these resolutions
and lay the case of the negro before
President Harrison. 'The conference
of regular white Republicans met at
Creswell hall, and protested against the
attempt of the others to constitute
themselves a party, and avowed their
purpose to stand by the negro and the
old organization. A committee was ap-
pointed to invite the negroes to meet in
joint session. The white conference
this morning had none of what are
called Democratic protectionists among
its members.

SENATOR DIXON NOW.

The Rhode Island Legislature at
Last Elecis a Senator.

Provinexce, R. 1., April 10.—In
joint assembly at noon to-day the legis-
lature began balloting again for United
States senator, and the first three
bailots resulted in no choice. The next
ballot resulted in the election of Nathan
F. Dixon, of Waverly, by the following
vote: Dixon, 51; Wetmore, 41;
Arnold, 4; Colt, 2: Spooner, 1;
total vote, 99: necessary to a choice, 50.
United States Senator-elect Dixon. of
Westerly, was born in that town Aug.
28, 1847. He granuated from Brown
university in the class of 1869, and from
the Albany law school in 1871, and is a
practicing lawyer. He was United
States district attorney from 1877
to 1885, and was representa-
tive from the second district in the
forty-eighth congress, to fill a vacancy
for a month. He has been a member
of the state senate since May 1885. His
father, Nathan F. Dixon, was a prom-
inent man in the state, representing
Rhode Island in the national house.
His grandfather served in the senate
and held other im portant offices.

ROSWELL P. FLOWER

Will Look Into the Water Storage
Problem.

CHicAGo, April 10.—Roswell P.
Flower, who has re-entered public life
as the new representative of the Twelfth
New York district in the Fifty-first
congress, and who arrived in the city
late Tuesday evening with his family
and a few friends, on a long tour
through the West, was confined to his
room at the Grand Pacific hotel all of
to-day with a severe cold. During the
day he received President Strong, of
the Atchison, Topeka & Santa Fe rail-
road, and several other prominent rail-
road men. When Mr. Flower wasasked
the object of his trip, he said: “There
is only one railway journey in the coun-
try I have never made, and that is

from Portland, Or., to Bismarck,
Dak. have special reasons for
wishing to make this trip at the

present time. There are questions
that can not be investigated in Wash-
ington coneerning this territory, and 1
hope in a wip, partly for pleasure, to
get some original knowledge on sev-
eral important vuestions. Several bills
asking for a government subsidy for
the development of water storage in the
new states are now pending, and there
is a probability that more will be in-
troduced. I want to visit the canyons
where it is proposed to create reser-
voirs, and see for myseif if the
land adjacent is now owned by those
asking congress for aig. If itis, and
only a few private individnals are to be
benefited, I propose to insist that they

shall build their own watersheds. When
I was in congress before, I was able to
be of service, because of my knowledge
of Yellowstone Park region, that I ob-
tained in the same way.

AN IOWA SCHEME,

Prchibition to Be Traded for a
Legislator in Scott County,
Special to the Globe.

Des MoixNgs, lo.,, April 10.—Frank
Smith, of Davenport, is a traveling
man, better known as ‘“Two-cent
Smith,” for reason that he eclaims to
be resposible for the plank in the Re-
publican platform two years ago squint-
ing toward two-cent passenger rates.
Smith is a Grand Army man, and en-
countering a gentleman in the Saxony
hotel here, to-day, who had a Grand
Army badge in his button-hole, he at
once took it for granted that the stranger
was a Republiean, and began to unbur-
den himself to him. According to
Smith’s story there is a break in the
Democratic party of Scott county, ocea-
sioned by a disagreement among the
candidates of the late ecity election of
Davenport, resulting in a three-cornered
fight, and the election of the Republican

candidate for clerk. It has been so
long since a Republican has been

elected in Scott eounty that this acei-
dent has turned the leaders wild and
led to the pretended belief that they
might earry the county for the legisla-
tive ticket this fall.

HE IS STILL INDIFFERENT.

Second Day of the Flaherty Mur-
der Trial at Huron.

Hurox, S. D., April 10.—The Flaherty
murder case is the absorbingjtopic here.
From 9 o’clock this morning till 6 this
afternoon the court-room has been
densely thronged with people from all
parts of the county to hear the evidence
in the case of John Flaherty for the
kiliing of Hattie Wilson. The prosecu-
tion completed and rested its case at
supper time, and less than a dozen wit-
nesses were examined, though many
others were subpwmnaed. For the de-
fense some twenty witnesses are named,
but 1t is possible that not all will be
used. The testimony of the
physicians will occupy much time,
and the insanity defense hinted at
will not be offered. Flaherty continued
quite indifferent, and seemingly takes
little interest 1n the proceedings. His
manner does not suggest a realization of
the terrible crime for which he is being
tried. Evidence of the most damaging
character is given by every witness
called. He gazes about the court room
and greets those with whom he is ac-
quainted with pleasant smiles. His
personal appearance is not bad. He is
probably twenty-five years old, and
comes of bad stock. Of a family of
five, only one is out of prison or with-
out an indictment hanging over him.

THEY COULDN'T PASS,

é,l‘wo Trains Try It On a Single
! Track Near Joliet,
I11.

Four Persons Killed and a
Large Number Badly
Wounded.

Milwaukee Firemen Over-
come by Smoke and Dead-
ly Gases.

The Chief Overcome Twice
and Dragged From the
Building.

| CricAco, April 10.—Four persons
fvere killed and five badly injured by
tm accident that occurred on the Chi-
cago, Santa Fe & California road about
s o’clock this morning. The regular
fday express, No. 2, which left Kansas
City at 8:30 yesterday morning, was
composed of one baggage car, and two
parlor edrs and the directors’ car of
the railroad, carrying a family named
Hart from Boston. The train reached
Coal City, sixty-three miles from Chi-
cago, promptly on time. Three miles
east, near a village called Lorenzo, it
was run into from the rear by a special
freight, which, according to all ac-
eounts, was running wild. No warn-
ing was given to the unfortunate occu-
pants of the private car, and the collis-
ion oceured so suddenly and with such
force that it was completely wrecked,
ihe locomotive telescoping it
NEARLY TO THE CENTER.

The section car, however, escaped
with a wrecked platform and steps. The
dead and injured were at once extri-
cated from the mass of debris and the
injured brought to Chicago in the sleep-
ing car of the train, which arrived at
9:50 o’clock, two and a half hours late.
The usual reticence was manifested by
the railroad officers, the employes
being warned to give no information
to the press or private individuals.
A dispatch had been sent to the
police department for ambulances, and
a dozen were in waiting when the train
arrived. Only four, however, were
needed, and in these Mr. and Mrs. Hart
and J. L. Hart, of Brookling, Mass.;
Henry W. Lamb, of the same place, and
P. L. Palmer, of Chlcago, brakeman,
were conveyed, the three former to
Merey and the latter to St. Luke’s hos-
pital. All three were placed upon
stretchers and covered with Dblankets
before being removed from the car, and
Conductor Kretz, when asked regarding
their injuries, replied that the were
“only badly sealded.”

THE REMAINS
of the killed were left at Lorenzo.
Hart’s son, aged fifteen, was dead
when taken from the wreck. Hart’s
niece, on her way to New York to be
married, was also killed. The porter
and cook were Kkilled—both ecolored,
The engineer and fireman of the freicht
will die.

are now in the depot at Lo-
renzo. The stock  shippers in
the caboose of the  freight

train were uninjured, and were the
chief workers in rescuing the vietims.

The wreck looks bad. The engine of
freight is two-thirds under the special
car. The car is completely shattered.
A large gang is now at work. The first
three cars of the freight train were de-
railed.

A car of hogs upset, and eighteen
or twenty were cut to pieces, and the
mangled remains are thére now. Frag-
ments of furniture were scattered
about, also clothing and broken glass.
One long lock of woman’s hair was
picked up near the wreck. Two freight
cars are now there, bottom side up and
smashed into splinters. The odor from
the hogs cut to pieces ie sickening, and
the wreck is now being cleared away.

Milwaukee’s Department Badly
Crippled by Smoke.
MiLwWAUKEE, Wis., April 10.—A
ioulaering fire in the glazing room of
he Sanger & Rockwell sash and door
ctory, on the corner of Park street
1d Sixth avenue to-night, almost dis-
bled Milwaukee’s entire fire depart-
ent. The smoke was so intense that
vo-thirds of the members of the de-
Partment were disabled.

CRUEL TREATMENT.

CeI1cAGo, April 10.—James Botten, a
bed-ridden paralytic, who was also suf-
fering acutely from Bright’s disease of
the kidneys, was a patient at the home
for incurables in this city. A few ago,
when his wife and daughter visited him,
they found his face bruised, his eyes
-blacked, and his tongue badly cut by
Ehis teeth. He told them that these

attendants -at the institution, who
were:, in the habit of strik-

ing him with their fists. It appears
that they did this to prevent him from
greaning when suffering from parox-
ysms of pain. The wife and daughter

. complained to the Women’s Protective

association, which made an investiga-
tion. The results indicated that the
management of the institution was
guilty of heartless cruelty to the unfor-
tunates in its care. Botten died yester-
day and a coroner’s jury to-day returned
the following verdiet: “We. the jury,
find that deceased came to his death
from heart clot, but we believe that he
was subject to aects of violence and
abuse, which may have hastened his de-
cease, and we recommend that the mat-
ter be investigated by the grand jury.”

HE WOULD GO WRONG,

Arrest of Frank H. Cushman, a
Crooked Man from Rhode Is-
land.

DENVER, Col., April 10.—An import-
ant arrest was made here yesterday by a
city detective and an officer from Provi-
dence, R. 1., in the capture of Frank H.
Cushman. Cushman is about thirty
years old, and for ten of them has been
a fugitive. He is of oneof the first fam-
ilies of Providence, and at one time was
paying teller of the Merchants’ National
bank. Ten vears ago he disappeared
with $22,000 of the bank’s funds. Offi-
cers were put on his track and he led
them a long, weary chase through the
South, New Mexico, California and into
Canada. Here all trace of him was lost
for a time, but finally it was discovered
he had gone to France. He was located
in Paris and placed mn custodv. After
the formalities of extradition, he was
returned to the United States, convicted
of embezzlement, and sentenced to a
term of two years. After serving the
term he was employed by I.DM. Goft,
wholesale musie dealer, of Providence,
as traveling salesman. Goff was a sort
of philanthrophist, and had the utmost
confidence in his ability to reform young
Cushman, and gave him a position of
considerable responsibility. For several
years he apparently attended strictly to
business, and merited the faith reposed
in him. About a year ago Goff noticed
a number of his oldest and best cus-
tomers becoming delinquent, and spoke
to Cushmau about it. The latter,
on behalf of the customers, pleaded
hard times, and promised to stir them
up. The delinquencies continued, how-
ever, and also increased in amount, un-
til Mr. Goff determined to make a per-
sonal investigation. This developed the
fact fhat Cushman had collected the
sums which he failed to report, and his
shortage amounted to over $3,000. Upon
Mr. Goff’s return home he found Cush-
man had disappeared, leaving no ex-
cuse for his departure. No trace of the
fugitive was found until about a week
ago, when he wrote to a former pastor
in Providence requesting a letter of
recommendation to aid him 1n securing
employment. Therequest was dated at
Denver, and the police authorities were
telegraphed meager details of the affair
with instructions to arrest the man.
The detective said that he had followed
Cushman over 30.000 miles during the
last ten years. They left for Provi-
dence last night.

SEEMED TO LIKE IT.

The Verdict of Acquittal in Lizzie
Beechler’s Case Applauded at
Omaha.

OMAHTA, Neb., April 10.—The lastday
of the great King murder trial came to
a happy end—at least for the defendant
—to-day. Prosecuting Attorney Ma-
honey finished his argument at 10:30
o’clock. The judge then charged the
jury, and at 10:55 they retired. At 11
o’clock they returned and handed their
verdict to the clerk, who immediately
read it. When he read ‘‘not guilty,”
such a tremendous uproav of applause

was never before heard in the
Douglas  county court. Peal after
peal of applause, mingled with

the tears of women, and the hysterical
manner of the prisoner rendered the
room a scene of chaos. Judge Groff
then dismissed the defendant and the
jury, while hundreds of women crowded
forward to congratulate the fair defena-
ant. Mrs. King said to a reporter: *1
don’tknow as 1 am happy, but yes 1
am, too. I am so confused I cannot talk.
I want to thank you all for your kind-
ness tome. Iam going to my home at
Cleveland to live. 1am too faint to talk
more, but will gladly talk with you when
I recover my composure.”” The pro-
prietor of the Murray hotel asked her
as a favor to make his hotel her head-
quarters while in Omaha, Excitement
runs high and the verdict pleases every-
body.

A DOG AS A WITNESS.

Brute Affection Makes Trouble for
a Man Accused of Murder.
Forr SwmithH, Ark., April 10.—The
trial of the noted Indian chief, Jack
Spaniard, for the murder of Deputy
United States Marshal William Irwin
was begun in this eity yesterday. One
of the first government witnesses called
was a mongrel dog, “Rattier” by name.
The government attempted to*prove
that *‘Rattler” was the prisoner’s dog,
having beer seen in the neighborhood
of the spot where the muarder was com-
mitted. The defendant denied ever
having seen the animal, but the dog’s
affectionate greeting to his old master
made him a dangerous witness. The
animal picked him out of a crowd and
wagged his tail with great vigor. Pearl
Younger, a daughter of the noted Belle
Starr and Col. Younger, the Kansas
desperado, is a witness in the case.

Release of Boodler McClaughrey
