Must Pay Taxes on Its Lands—
Callings ofthe Courts.
The second decision in the cases of

The St. Paul & Sioux City Railroad Com-
pany against Cottonwood and Martin
Counties, was handed down Judge
Vanderburgh yesterday. In the case
against Cottonwood county the judge
affirmed the order denying a new trial,
as he. did yesterday in the case against
Martin county. The case grew out of
the land grant to the railroad, which
sold its franchise to the Northwestern,
now the Chicago, St, Paul, Minneapolis
& Omaha road. The grant was
held in trust by the first
Incorporators, who claimed that their
property was free from taxation. The
courts, 'by their conclusions, declare
this land to be taxable. Syllabus: "The
facts found by the trial court, construed
In connection with the written instru-
ment set forth in the complaint, held to
bring this case within the same rule
laid down in case of the same plaintiff
vs. McDonald, 34 Minn. Rep., 182, and
the same lands in controversy are ac-
cordingly subject to taxation under
Laws 1805, chapter 15, section 5. Held,
also, that the defendant in this action is
not estopped by the judgment in the case
referred to from setting up the facts re-
lied on as a defense, and from litigat-
ing the case on its merits.

Next week the grind will
cease almost entirely, the tew untried
criminal cases remaining on the present
calendar to be continued to the May
term. The case belore Judge Kelly is
that of The State against John Kazala,
one of the alleged murderers of John
Kohout. When court adjourned last
night, after exhausting the second spe-
cial venire of jurors, only eleven men
sat in the jury Pox, all day having been
spent in securing two men.

MURRAY WANTS MOPE TIME.
The hearing of the evidence in the

Holman-Murraycase was begun yester-
day morning before Clerk J. D. Jones,
the referee appointed by the supreme
court. Attorney Ilolman testified to
his citizenship, stating that he had
come to St. Paul in the early spring of
1884. having been admitted to the bar
of this state in March of the same year.
He was formerly admitted to practice
law in the state of Pennsylvania thir-
teen years ago. He cast his first vote
in this city in the fall of 1884. Cer-
tified copies of the official proceedings
of the common council on the nights of
the 12th and 19th of last; March were
Submitted in evidence; also Mr. Hol-
man's oath of office.

The Trouble Between the Milwaukee

and the Transfer Company.

LAYING STRINGERS AND TIES

•Letter From a Woman Who Is Cutting
a Third Set of

Teeth.

A feature of the complicated situation
involving the Stillwater Union Depot
land Transfer company and the Chicago,
(Milwaukee & . St. Paul Railway com-
pany came up before Judge McCluer at

J chambers yesterday, when the attorneys. appeared prepared to argue the ques-
tion of fact raised by the receiver ofthe
transfer company as to whether there
was any contract in existence binding

\u25a0 the transfer company to grant the
privileges claimed by the railway peo-
ple.

The
citizens here are indirectly interested
in the matter, for the reason that, on
account of the disagreement between
the two corporations, the Milwaukee
company has refused to come into the
new union station, but maintains its
depot in a one-sided and inconvenient
location. The railway company claims
that it agreed to become one of the
union station tenants with the under-
standing that the privileges now dis-
puted were allowed.

THE ALLAI-DS' WORK.
Official Report on Tlieir Smug-

gling* Schemes.
Washington, April 12.—Special

Agent Simmons has made a report to
the treasury department in regard to
the recent seizures from Allard & Co.,
ofNew York. .He says that Alphonse
L. Blossaire, a former employe of the
company, is the informer in the case.
An investigation resulted in the seizure
on the 2d inst. of a van load of goods,
consisting of tapestries, Spanish em-
broideiies, church service robes and
a lot of furniture, in which
the articles named had been con-
cealed. This furniture had been
released, as household effects
and was r-assed free. On the same
day the t. jasury acents visited the
residence of Paul Koulez, the local
representative of the firm in Hoboken,
and seized two tapestries, worth about
"53,000, which had been smuggled in
with furniture and were passed as
personal effects. A large amount of
other goods were smuggled in with the
same furniture, but .has since passed
into the hands of customers. Subse-
quently another seizure was made of
a large amount of furniture at the store
of Allard & Co. Agent Simmons
says he has evidence that this linn con-
cealed behind a looking glass a paint-
ins of a prominent citizen of New
York, worth about $6,000, and that they
also smuggled in another painting val-
ued at $25,000. He says the firm have
not only been engaged in defrauding
the government, but that they have
charged their customers for more duties
than they paid. The seized goods will
soon be appraised.
