The St. Paul City railway com-
pany was peremptorily sat upon
by the city council last night.
A large delegation of the strik-
ing street car drivers was present,
and they had the satisfaction of seeing
the council administer a stinging re-
buke to the company for its failure to
provide facilities of transportation, as
specified in its charter. Aid. Pratt pro-
voked the onslaught by presenting the
following resolution, which was adopted
by a vote of twelve to four:

Whereas, The St. Paul City Railway com-
pany has failed and neglected to furnish the
policial public,of said city with its usual
transportation facilities for several days last
past, by foiling and neglecting to rim its
horse cars (so called) upon, over and along
the different routes in said city, upon which
it has established tracks, without reasonable
excuse for such neglect, now therefore, be it

Resolved, That the proper city authorities
"be „nd they are hereby authorized and di-
rected that, unless said aforesaid Pity Rail-
way company shall, within three days after
this date, cause their said lines of railway to

be fully operated, to forthwith cause such
proceedings to be instituted and prosecuted
to the end thereof that the charter, under and
by virtue of which said company are now
transacting business in said city under their
said name and franchises, shall be declared
forfeited, annulled, and forever void.

The roll by which the resolution
passed was as follows:

In explaiuingthe vote, Aid. Sanborn

stated that he believed the company
should be compelled to operate its lines,
but thought three days was not suffi-
cient time to limit it to under penalty of
a forfeiture of its charter.

Aid. Yoerg, representing the Sixth
ward, was also pronounced in his con-
demnation of the company's course, of-
fering the following resolution, which
was passed by a vote of ten to live:

Whereas, The St. Paul City railway com-
pany is not furnishing proper and sufficient
service on its lines in the Sixth ward, and

Whereas, The said tracks of the said St.
i'aul City Railway company which have
been laid in ihe Sixth ward of said cityhave
never been accepted by the citycouncil as
provided by ordinance; therefore.

Resolved, That the cityengineer be and is
hereby instructed to cause all of said tracks
in the" Sixth ward to be taken up and re-
moved out of the streets in said ward within
ten days after the passage and approval of
this resolution.

Aid. Hamm also came to the front
•with his resolution, taking a somewhat
roundabout method of getting at the
street railway company. The following
resolution introduced by him was al-
most unanimously adopted, Aid. San-
born alone voting no:

The common council of the cityof St. Paul
heartily commends the action of the house
ofrepresentatives of the state in repealing
the special net of the legislature of 1883.
which ratifies and confirms it © ordinance of
Feb. 7, 1882. in relation to ih.* St. Paul City
Railway company, and that this council ur-
gently requests the senators from this
county to urge and secure the passage of said
repealing act by the senate of the state as
soon as possible.

Petititions signed by many citizens
were presented by the strikers through
Aid. Fisher, who was loud in his con-
demnation of the action ofthe company.
"It is an outrage," lie said, "the way
the street railway company has been
treating the people. They have been
getting full rates, exclusive rights, and
are running no cars whatever to accom-
modate the people. I have here peti-
tions by 10.000 business men and citi-
zens protesting against their course."
The petition presented was as follows:

We, the undersigned citizens of St. Paul,
urge the city council to hold a meeting at
once and take some action to compel the
etreet railway company to operate its lines
at once, or, since the company has an exclu-
sive franchise, to force a forfeiture ot the
same, and iet the city control the 'street rail-
way itself.

An ordinance was also introduced by
Aid. Pratt for the purpose of conferring
upon the Metropolitan & Suburban
Railway company, organized in 18S7,
the right and privilege of constructing
and operating street railways and cable
lines upon the streets of the city. The
restrictions of the ordinance are practi-
cally the same as govern the present
company, and it is provided that the
first mile of track shall be built and op-
erated on or before Jan. 1, 1890. The
ordinance was referred to the committee
on streets.

FORFEIT THK FRANCHISE.

By an Overwhelming Vote the
House Passes the Willrieh Bill
Giving Lowry a Black Eye.
Despite the protests of John Day

Smith and Eugene Hay, the house,
yesterday afternoon, passed the bill
giving the city of St. Paul an oppor-

lunity to compel the St. Paul
_ity Railway company to either do
ts duty or sell out. The act in
-njestion was introduced by Mr. Will-
rich, and repeals chapter 293, Special
Laws of 18S3, which validated the city
council ordinance of 1872 which gave
the street railway company exclusive
control over the streets of St. Paul. If
the bill passes the senate it will nullify
the action of the council in 1872, and
enable the city to purchase the plant of
the railway company and oust the
present management. Mr. Bickel
moved that the bill be recommitted.
Mr. Williams opposed this.

Mr. Williams— lt was Mr. Downs
who, I was told, had lobbied against
this bill and in the interests of Mr.
Lowry. Two of the members of the
Hennepin delegation are attorneys for
Thomas Lowry, and have been acting
for him upon the floor ofthis house.

Mr. Hay— them.
Mr. Hay rose to a question of privi-

lege. He denied that he was the at-
torney for Mr. Lowry or that he was
interested in the bill.

Mr. Hay— the interests of good
morals, it seems to me wrong to pass
such a measure, aside from the prob-
able illegality of the act.

Mr. lyes—The citizens of St. Paul
find themselves bound down hand and
foot. We have got the poorest street
car service of any city of our size in the
country.

Mr. Smith— l hope the good sense of
this house will refuse to take away
from this company a vested right.

Mr. Stevens— This ordinance was
passed by a gross breach of trust upon
the part of the aldermen supporting it.
The future, ifnot the present, willvisit
upon them the obloquy which they de-
serve. But this ordinance lacked le-
gality. Therefore, persons represent-
ing the street iail way company, and
not the citizens of St. Paul, came be-
fore the legislature of 1883 and had
railroaded through a bill validating the
ordinance. This matter has long beea
discussed in St. Paul. It has been
hoped that extensions would be made,
and facilities afforded which the trust
reposed in Mr. Lowry called upon him
to make. The last few days have satis-
fied the citizens of St. Paul that this
trust is not well reposed, and they al-
most unanimously have asked for the
passage of this bill. Thomas Lowry is
not the owner of a majority ofthe stock,
and it is owned almost exclusively in St.
Paul or Philadelphia and Boston. The
citizens of this city have

VITALINTERESTS AT STAKE.
The delegation, except one, is in favor

of this bill. Ifthe act passes, the city
of St. Paul will call upon the railway
company to do its duty, and then if it
does not the city willpurchase the plant
of this company and operate the line.

Mr. Bickel—l desire to say that 1 am
in favor ofthis bill, and not opposing
it. Idesired to have the bill recommit-
ted because 1 thought it had not gone
through its proper course.

Mr. Smith At this time it seems to
me that it comes with very bad taste to
attempt to pass such a bill now.

Mr. Stevens— The city of St. Paul
stands at the foot of the list of all the
leading cities of the United States in
regard to street railway facilities.

F. C. Stevens— l wish to say that our
East Seventh street cable line is only
being built because the city has agreed
to forego the three-cent fare for the
laboring man. Every extension made
by this 7 company has been by forcing
exemptions from the city. The com-
pany is .tended for J5.000.000, and caDi-
talized at §1,2r>0,000. We take no rights
from any one under this bill.

As to Mr. Hay's denial of any interest
in the bill, itis noted that he went to
a member of the Ramsey delega-
tion some time ago and said that Mr.
Lowry had spoken to him of legislation
that had or was to come against the

I railway company. He desired to be
kept posted as to such bills,and was told
that he would be. Later, Mr. Willrieh,
the secretary of the Ramsey delegation,
furnished Mr. Hay with a copy of the
bill now passed. The labor men and
citizens of St. Paul are preparing to
send petitions to the senate in favor of
the bill. If the bill does pass the sen-
ate. Gov. Merriam will be placed in an
interesting position. He is the owner
of considerable stock in the street rail-
way company —it is said possessing
more than Mr. Lowry does. To sign
the billwill be a slap at himself. Not
to sign it will array St. . Paul against
him. The act which the bill repeals
was introduced in the legislature of
ISB3 by Gov. Merriam himself.

CHECKS FOR TOILERS.

The Street Railway Company
Does Nothing Unusual Except to
Pay OffIts Laborers.

The usual crowd did not materialize
at the Ramsey street car barns until 5
o'clock last evening, when the laborers
from the East Seventh street cable line
came in droves for their pay. They
were booked to wait until 6 o'clock, at
which hour 400 men had gathered there
and the door on the Oak street side was
opened. Numerous sight-seers were
scattered among the crowd of expectant
bread-winners. These always gather
like flies around the sugar; but, as the
dirt-begrimed toilers received their pay
in checks— checks on the banks where
the multifarious nickels are garnered—
no jingle of coin was heard, and the
hungry handlers of picks and shovels
folded'the slips ofpaper as they quietly
stole homeward. They had jostled and
scrambled a little in their efforts to se-
cure, the checks as early as possible,
but no trouble occurred. Dur-
ing the day small groups of strikers
gathered on the streets opposite the
Ramsey street barns. ''Three or four
burly policemen kept the walks cleared
in front of the company's offices, and
the strikers and their friends, together
with the sight-seeing contingent, kept
very quiet and orderly. They said lit-
tle, "for the reason that there was little
to say. They commented favor-
ably on the mass meeting of the
previous night, talked 7 law in the
matter of franchises, and wondered
what action the council would take;
they kept their eyes open for detectives
ana applicants* for positions on the
street car lines, and reported a lack of
news. The. "press" committee was
taking a holiday.

In the afternoon the report of the

action of the legislature caused a ripple
of excitement.

The way the wind blows was shown 'by one of the incidents of the day. A
young man, who has been employed by
the company distributing cash boxes
and noting the records of the indica-
tors, stepped into the office of Supt.
Scott, reported that he had oiled the
wheels, has performed the duties of his
position up to date and would
like a half day off for rest
and recreation. The superintendent
complied with the request promptly and \u25a0

Eleasantly, and told the young man that
c need not return to work until next

Monday. This led to the inference that
Supt. Scott would not need tne young
man in his regular capacity during the
remainder of this week, and the ques- ,
tion arose, "Would he need any one dur-
ing that time in any capacity, except to
care for the live stock, and finish some
slight repairs torolling stock?"

But Superintendent Scott greeted all
inquirers in an I-know-what-you-want-
but-cannot-tell style that is becoming
decidedly monotonous. "Willyou start
a car out to-day!" "Well, * I don't
know," said Superintendent Scott.
"Willyou make an effort to start a car
to-morrow?" "The fact is, I don't
know. I can't say."

And that was all there was to it, ex-
cepting a casual allusion to base ball
and sundry summer sports. The
sphinx was silent on the street railway
question.

CRIPPLED, BUT SQUIRMING.

Members ofthe Sugar Trust Are
.in Trouble.

New York, April 16.—The Herald
says: The sugar trust has gone to
smash. But its sonl is still on earth
under new conditions. This informa-
tion is given upon the authority of a
gentleman who knows exactly what he
is talking about, but whose name is
withheld from publication at his partic-
ular request. On Feb. 16, 1888, by reso-
lution of the state senate, the senate
committee on general laws began an
investigation relative to trusts, and
Gen. Roger A. Pryor was appointed
counsel to this committee, more
generally known as the "lyes com-
mittee." Long and tedious examin-
ations and investigation followed, and
suit was brought at the instance of the
committee against the North River Su-
gar Refining company, a corporation
forming part of the sugar trust, on the
ground that the company referred to
had violated and therefore forfeited its
charter by joining the trust. Judge
Barrett, after careful consideration of
Gen. Pryor's arguments, decided that
the North River Sugar Refining com-
pany had violated its charter by joining
the trust, and a receiver for the com-
pany was appointed. This victory
caused the trust to tremble and look for
some means of dodging the law, for it
was apparent that similar action could
be successfully taken against the
other corporations forming the
Sugar Refining company (as the
sugar trust is officially known).
Suit was recently brought against the
American Sugar Refining company at
San Francisco in the name of the peo-
ple and upon the same allegations that
were used by Gen. Pryor in the action
against the North River Sugar Refining
company, and then it was discovered
that the American Sugar Refining com-
pany had assigned to Theodore Have-
meyer, Henry O. Havemeyer and
Charles 11. Sneff. Under these circum-

t stances, of course, the. case of the peo-
j pie in San Francipco must fall through,
for having no property by reason of the
assignment, a receiver cannot be ap-
pointed, and the company will possibly
be run quietly by the two Have-
meyers and Mr." Sneff. The peo-
ple of this state have an action
pending against the Havemeyer &
Elder company, and the case was to
have been tried in May, but in despair
at the fate of the North River Sugar
Refining company, and in view of the
fact that the American Sugar Refining
company has assigned for obvious rea-
sons.practically to the Havemeyers per-
sonally, the assertion that all the corpor-
ationsin the trust have also assigned,
possibly to the same people as tiie
American Sugar Refining company,
and thus hope to escape prosecution,
seems to be founded on fact. The suc-
cess of the action against the North
River Sugar Refining company was
based on the fact that the action was
brought against that concern as a cor-
poration, but the result might not be
the same ifaction were brought against
Messrs. Theodore A. Havemeyey,
Henry O. Havemeyer and Charles
B. Sneff, for instance, as individuals.
Naturally, the gentlemen representing
trust interests had "nothing to say"
when questioned yesterday as to the
truth or untruth contained in the state-
ments made about the sugar trust, but
it was admitted that a great change had.
taken place among the corporations
forming tne sugar refining company.
At the headquarters of the trust, No.
112 Wall street, a very lively day's busi-
ness was done. Throughout the after-
noon, clerks and others were rushing in
and out, exchanging old certificates for
new ones; but the amiable treasurer,
John E. Searles, would not even make
any comment upon the curious disclos-
ures made in San Francisco at the trial
of the suit against the American Sugar
Refining company.

CHANGED THE ROUTE*,

Here Is the Line ofMarch of the
Centennial Parade.

New York, April 16. 1t was defi-
nitely decided to-night to change the
line of both of the military and indus-
trial centennial parades by causing
them to pass around Union square. The
route of the military parade on April
30 willbe from Wall street up Broad-
way, to Waverly placce, to Fifth ave-
nue, to Fourteenth street, to Fourth
avenue, to Seventeeth street, to Fifth
avenue, to Fifty-seventh street. The
industrial .parade* on May 1 will start
from Fifty-seventh street and move
down" Fifth avenue to Seventeenth
street, to Fourth avenue, to Fourteenth
street, to Fifth avenue, to Waverly
place, to Broadway, to Canal street.
Additional stands, placed around three
sides of Union square, will greatly in-
crease the number of persons to whom
the parade willbe visible.

A PRINCE GENEROUS,
Ex-Gov. Pillsbury Gives the <

University of Minnesota
$150,000.

A Meeting at Which Legisla-
tors Were Startled by the

Minneapolis Miller.

Two Votes Save the Duluth &
Winnipeg From Defeat

in the House. ;

Both Branches of the Legis-
lature Working With

Great Vigor.

One hundred and fifty thousand dol-
lars! That is the sum which ex-Gov.
John S. Pillsbury will donate to the
state university. Not one of the legis-
lators who were invited yesterday
afternoon to meet the board ofregents,
in the caucus room of the capitol, had,
the slightest inkling of the nature of
the business to be transacted. Members
of the senate and house committees on
the state university and university
lands were asked to attend— verbal
invitation ran "to meet the regents of
the university." There was a good
attendance. Gen. Sibley, president,
and Senator C. K. Davis,
Gen. Cole, Col. Leggitt, and ex-
Gov. J. S. Pillsbury, represented:
the board of regents. Gov. Merriam and
State Auditor Braden were also present, j
Members of the house committee found
it very difficult to remain, the house
being in session, and . twice they were :
summarily ejected by the sergeant-at-
arms, under a call of the house. There
was no formality in the proceedings,
beyond that Senator Durant was called
to the chair. This was done at the sug-
gestion of"Gov. Pillsbury, the legisla-
tors humbly looking on, wondering
what the next development would be.

Gov. Pillsbury did not keep them
long in suspense. The chairman had
not become seated when he com-
menced: *\u25a0': 7 7'V"..v 7.77-.

"1 have been connected with the uni-
versity, as most of you know, for the j
past twenty-six years, and during that
time have aided in securing the liquida-
tion of the debt which, in its early days,
crippled the work of that institution. I
have often thought of ' making a propo-
sition to the legislature, and have only
waited until now because there have
been some bills before the legislature
that may be considered from a uni-
versity standpoint as being unfriendly
to that institution. Desiring to wait
until the.barriers were removed, I have,
asked you to meet me here to-day."" "."

The assembled gentlemen were all
attention, and Chairman Durant be-
came so impressed with the importance
of the meeting that he suggested the
nomination of a secretary, "so that
whatever takes place may be properly
recorded." State Auditor Braden was
elected to act as secretary.

Gov. Pillsbury enlarged a little on his
connection with the university. He was
a member of the senate in 1804, and
knowing the condition of the university
at that period, he made it his duty to
extricate the institution from its finan-
cial embarrassments. " vU

"The legislature passed a bill ap-
pointing John Mitchell, Capt. Merriam
and myself to devise some scheme for
the liquidation of the debts of the uni-
versity, and donated a grant of land,
14.000 acres, to meet the liabilities.
The university had a mortgage debt of
$55,000 on property and a large floating
indebtedness. They not only succeeded
in meeting all liabilities, but in ISO7re-
ported they had succeeded in saving
the university 33,000 acres of land. The
depletion ot the endowment fund had
somewhat crippled the university; and
then came up the question of the agri-
cultural college land grant, 90,000 acres.
A bill was introduced uniting that
grant with that ot the university,- and it
was passed. There was only one vote
against itin the legislature.. It was ex-
plained, and all believed, that they
should not have two sickly institutions;
that they should have one strong insti-
tution, which should be a credit to the
state of Minnesota. The regents had
complied with that grant in every re-
spect, and paid as much money out as
they had received interest oh the agri-
cultural college fund. The regents had
no small job. It was a very great un-
dertaking to build up a state university;
and the gentlemen associated with him
as members of the board ofregents had
many times to give their per-
sonal obligations for the institu-
tion. They also gave their time and
had managed it as well as any
institution in the state." -

He enlarged upon the purchase ofthe
experimental farm and the erection of
an agricultural school, which had been
done without any call upon the state.
The improvements they had made upon
the experimental farm made it worth
to-day $400,000, and he denied that the
regents had been derelict in their duty
towards the university or the agricult-
ural department. It was the desire of
Gov. Pillsbury to let the legislators see
that the board of regents had not
neglected the interests of the agricult-
ural department ofthe university; for,
he continued:

"Gentlemen, it is exceedingly dis-
couraging for those who have put in \u25a0\u25a0

their time for the success of the uni-
versity^ Gov. Sibley and others, along
with myself, have done, and then the
charge to be made that we have neg-
lected the agricultural department.
Our aim and object has been to build
up an institution that willbe a credit to
the state. We have not had success al-
together in the agricultural department.
We could not. We did not know how.
We could not find what the farmers
wanted. They have not generally been
willing to co-operate. There has been
a kind of feeling, among a very few,
let me say, in proportion to the popula-
tion of the state, that this agricultural
college had been misappropriated, until
they brought up this bill for separation
which you gentlemen of the senate
considered." ~'\.

Gov.Pillsbury came to the denouement ,
of his speech," and his audience were
startled out of their seats, but recov-
ered themselves sufficiently to make
the capitol reverberate with cheers. He
said :

"The agricultural school is giving
satisfaction, and we have no doubt but.
what this agricultural problem is solved
by the establishment of that school.
We have forty-one scholars there, with*
facilities for about fifty. We asked
from the legislature an appropriation
tor the erection of buildings, which will
be the first money ever asked out ofthe
state treasury for the conduct of the:
university and the agricultural -depart*,
ment. We asked $250,000, and you gave'
us 525,000. As Ihave said before,a great
portion oftwenty-six years of my life

as been devoted to this institution, and
ithas become an object very dear to

me. I have thought heretofore
hatt 1 should, before 1 pass
away, remember the university;
and, gentlemen, I ask you here
to-day to explain these matters to you.
We asked for an appropriation of $250,-
--000. We need that $250,000 more now,
perhaps, than we ever shall t-gain.
From the thirty-five students when the
university first opened, there are to-day
750 students on the rolls; and we have
no room. It is demanded that we
should have more room. We have got
to have money for these buildings, and
I do not see how the state finances can
meet the demand. I thought, perhaps,
Icould serve my people a_d my state
and the university as well now
as at any time, and now if
I can have any. kind of
assurance that the university and agri-
cultural department shall be made per-
manent, that this grant will not be dis-
turbed, but that the university shall go
on inprosperity as it has prospered, I
propose to contribute $150,000, more or
less, for the erection and the completion
of the buildings required. AllI ask of
you. gentlemen", is that you shall give
me a little assurance that when Ipass
away this institution shall be kept
going for all time. That is all I ask."

: Round upon round of cheers greeted
Gov. Pillsbury's munificent proposition,
the governor himself becoming visibly
affected towards the close.

Chairman Durant, Mr. Benson, Capt.
Braden, Representative J. Day Smith
personally expressed their personal feel-
iugs of appreciation of the magnificent
gilt of Gov. Pillsbury to the university,
and at once a committee was called for,
win are to formulate resolutions, ac-
cepting the proposition of Gov. Pills-
bury, and which will be brought before
a joint meeting of the senate and house.

"Again the Duluth & Winnipeg

READY FOX THE RUSH.

Ten. Thousand Oklahomans at
Kansas City, Kansas. .7.

Kansas City, Kan., April 16.—Two
hundred and forty-eight prairie schoon-
ers went into camp here to-day, and
fully 500 persons arrived by the three
railroads centering at this place, making
an estimated crowd of nearly if not
quite 10,000 temporary sojourners. State
colonies are being organized in the
camps, the Illinois colony now having
1,200 members and Ohio and Missouri
following in the order named with
from 800 members down to about
300. Permission wrs received here to-
day by United States Commissioner
Boosell from the department for all
persons going by wagons to break camp
on "the morning of the 18th and take up
their line ofmarch through the Chero-
kee strip to the north line of the lands
to be opened to settlement. United
States Marshal Needles, of the Indian
territory, and the receivers and regis-
ters of the land offices at Guthrie and
Lisbon, will arrive to-morrow morning
and hold a conference in the board of
trade rooms. The officers of the Santa
Fe railroad issued a time schedule to-
day, which will go iuto effect on
the morning of the 29th. At 9
o'clock a. m. the first passenger
train forthat day will put out for the
south. Itwill be followed by other pas-
senger trains every fifteen minutes
until all settlers are provided for.
These trains will be followed by several
freight trains conveying camp equip-
age, stock, implements, household
goods, residences and Store buildings,
ready to be fastened after the fashion of
King Solomon's temple. Three .hun-
dred cars are now loaded waiting for
the word "go." Every assurance is
given by the company that there willbe
no disappointment or delays to settlers.
Allis quiet along the whole line and a
commander of the troops here to-day
said that he apprehended no trouble or
strife among the people.

Great Damage by Storms on the
Virginia Coast.

A Rule Which Bids Fair to

Ruin the Great Amer-
ican Game.

The Western Association
Urged to Make Five Bad

Balls the Limit.

Minneapolis and St. Paul to

The New Flour City Grounds
to Be Ready for Use

by May 15.

The new rule which gives a batsman
a base on four bad balls is a flat failure,
and should be stricken out at ouce.
That this is true is amply shown by the
scores of exhibition games which are
coming in. The scores are not only
large, but the differences between those
of the winning and losing club are great.
Besides this, the games are needlessly
lengthened. The Globe believes this
rule has given base ball the worst blow
it ever received, and predicts that
the national game's popularity will be
on the wane from the moment
it is put into use in regular gamss. The
public, it is true, likes to see hard hit-
ting and a good deal of base running,
but both ofthese lose interest after one
club gets in the lead of the other half a
dozen runs or more. It is the game in
which both contestants fight for every
advantage, when the tally board shows
one run for one and none for the other
for eight innings, and then the club
which is behind gets in a trio of lucky
heavy hits, scores two runs and wins—
itis this game that sets Dulses to beat-
ing at 100 and sends hats into the
air. Give us back the old rule,
which makes five bad balls the limit
for a base— or better still, make it six,
and return to the rule giving an out on
a foul tip. Let the Western association
lead in this matter. Every manager,
in it knows the rule is a failure, and
the Globe urges a meeting to abolish
it as early as Saturday, at some central I
point like Omaha. Itwill not be in use
a month by the older associations, and
the Globe thinks the Western associa-
tion will act wisely in abolishing it at
the outset.
