MEN AND THINGS.

One of the solid men of the Pacific
slope, ex-United States Senator Abram
P. Williams, of San Francisco, arrived
in the city yesterday from the West,
and is at the Ryan. Ex-Senator Will-
iams is a sturdy New Englander, haviog
been born in Maine, where the bulk of
strong Republicans hail from. He
caught the gold fever in 1858, and, re-
moving to California, began minmg in
Tuolomne county, the eenter of the
great placer diggings at that period.
After shoveling pay dirt for a year he

went into mercantile business. In 1861
he went to Frisco, founded its
board of trade and was elected
as its first  president. Subse-

quently he took a strong interest in
a kindred organization, the San Fran-
cisco chamber of commerce. Drifting
into politics during the Garfield-Han-
cock campaign, Senator Williams was
chosen ehairman of the finance commit-
tee and treasurer of the Republican
state committee of California, and four
years later assumed the chairmanship
of the state committee. The California
legislature tock him in tow in 1884, and
elected him United States semator to
succeed Millionaire George Hearst, who
had been appointed by Gov. Stoneman
to fill the vacancy caused by the death
of Senator Jolin Miller, and he took his
seat in 1886. liis term lasted only three
ronths, when he was succeeded by
Hearst, who had been elected by the
Democrats for the full term. FEx-Sena-
tor Williams is 2n expert stock raiser
end farmer, has bushels of money, and
may go to the senate again, in case Sen-
ator Stanford decides 1o pull out.

NO NEED TO HOOF IT,

President Lowry Has Given
Orders to Start the
Street Cars.

To-Day the Backbone of the
Strike Will Stiffen or
Be Broken.

Women Who Toil Express
Their Determination to
g Use Shanks’ Mares.

Col. Barr Says the Action of
the Legislature is Dema-
gogism.

Cars will be started this morning.

The long and weary time of waiting
and walking is over.

St. Paul’s citizens will wake from
their luxurious couches this morning
and after a few quiet prayers for the
happy consummation, will discover the
jingling sound of the street car bells in
their ears. Smiles will wreath the faces
of those who have walked for a week,
and their nickel will take its accus-
tomed roll down the tube “from whose
bourne no nickel returns.”

The decision to start the cars
was reached vesterday Dby the
management of the company. The

talk of the strikers was so reasonable,
and threats of violence were so con-
spicuous by their absence that Ceol.
Barr and his associates determined
that the public had used 1ts legs long
enough, and was entitled to aride.
The poor dear public is one of those
chronic kickers whose convenienee
must be considered even by the most
soulless of corporations. 7The public
has the impression that every enter-
prise is set on foot solely for its con-
venience. 1t thinks the newspaper is
published simply to supply it with the
news of the day asa right. It also
thinks the street cars are run just
as much for its accommodatien.
The fact that newspaper, street car
and railroad proprietors are in business
for the purpose of making money is lost
sight of by that conglomerate mass of
humanity known as the publiec. Look-
ing at it in this light there is no wonder
that the great public has kicked at the
constipation of the street car service.
It has been said that public sympathy
was on the side of the strikers.  This
must be true because Albert Scheffer
says so. But it should also be remem-
bered that the publie, having neither
soul to be saved nor body to be
Kicked, has no sympathy. Individual
members of the body politic may
be possessed of sympathy, but the pub-
lic as a body has absolutely none.
When you touch the pocket of the pub-
lic you touch it in its tenderest spot.
This strike illustrates this. Individuals
may have sympathized, some on the
strikers’ side, some on the company’s*
But when the great hoi polloi had to
walk—when that multiple agglomera-
tion of washed and unwashed, called,
by courtesy, the public—when that
ubiquitious god before whom corpora-
tions, municipalines, aye, and kings,
have to bow, had to dispense with its
matutinal ride to work, and its crepus
cular ride to dinner, sympathy
was buried beneath the weight
of those nickels which it had
not to pay out. In consequence
it is safe Dbetting that when the cars
come jingling down the stieet this
morning they will soon have theiwr
REGULAR QUANTUM OF PASSENGERS.
If any trouble arises, of course the
public, which is a timid little thing,
will wait until the clouds roll by. When
the trouble (if any) is vanquished and
the tronblous elements are safely
landed behind the bars, the publie will
heave a sigh of relief and ride as usual.
What are the prospects for trouble?
That is a difficult problem to solve.
If any trouble occurs, Rice street is
liable to be the scene. 1tis well known
that the vicinity of Rice street con-
tains the veriest toughsin Minnesota.
They form what is known as *“the Rice
street gang.” They are hoodlums of
the worst description. This is the gang
that isto be feared most. In case of
trouble the car drivers wiil have noth-
g to do with it, but they cannot pre-
vent the Rice street toughs from having
arow if any opportunity arises. The
following incident will show the way
the wind blows out there. A GLOBE
reporter was standing outside the Rice
street barn last evening in conversation
with Messrs. Hyndman, president of the
bricklayers’ union, and Hannehan,
president of the street car drivers’ as-
sociation (Rice street division). They
were saying that there would be no
trouble when the cars started running;
they knew the sentiment of the car
drivers and said cars could start any
time and they would not be molested.
Just then a tough came up, saying:
“Be jabers an’ there will. 0i’d loike to

say the — — — — — ava scab dthroiver
who can athroive a  sthrate-car
whin Oi'm around. Oi’'d  Kkill

the blagyard. Oi’d shloog the baste.”
*“Who are you?” asked Mr. Hannehan.
*You know well enough you wouldn’t
cause any trouble.” “Throuble, is it?”
replied the hoodlum, *‘an is it throuble
ye're talking about? Be jabers there’ll
be throuble if Oi'm around. OP’'m in
sympathy wid the sthroikers an’ Oi'll
foight any — — — av a scab who'll
dthroive one av them sthrale cars.”
Mr. Hannehan pulled a wad of bills
from his pocket, saying, “I’ll bet you
£10 to a cent that you are no street car
driver.” **No,” replied the hoodlum,
“O’'m not a sthrate ecar dthroiver,
but moi sympathies is wid
‘'em an’ OFll throw a Drick
or pound any d—— scab—begorra, an’
Oi will.L” A chorus of Dbystanders
chimed in, applanding the blood-
thirsty sentiments of the fellow. Messrs.
Hyndman and Hannehan hauled him
over the coals in great shape, but it was
of no use arguing with
SUCH AN IGNORANT LOAFER;

so they ceased, but expressed their
sentiments very freely. They said: *‘If
any trouble arises, such men as that
will be the cause. We recognize that
we must keep the sympathy of the peo-
ple, and that this ean only be done by
{ceeping orderly. If any row occurs we
shall lose 1t, and then our chance of sue-
cess is slight. Of course the strikers
cannot prevent any disorder. They
cannot get out and perform special po-
lice duty, but they will do all they can
to suppress any e¢xcitement. However,
out here on Rice street there is the
worst gang of toughs in the city. They
are the offseourings of the face of the
carth, and we cannot be responsible for
any action of theirs., These men, who
are the sewage of the populace of the
world, are just looking for a row; they
would sooner fight than eat, and if they
can get up a fight they are sure to
do it.”

PREPARING FOR THE CRISIS.

Strikers Nerve Themselves for the
Tost of Strength—Women Will
Waik.

At the strikers’ headquarters yester-
day afternoon it was generally consid-
erel that the decisive day of the pro-
tracted struggle was close at hand, and
the execative committiee was confident
thit an attempt would be made to-day

to start the cars. The strength of the
force at the company’s command was

variously estimated at from two
H1) vivty men,  the wmost con-
serv.tive of tle suwrilers placing
the number of drivers that

would turn out at about half a dozen.
Pozitive they all were that “Whiskers”
Kxuffman, at the Ramsey street barn,
aud a man knosn as *“*Salvation’ Smith,
at the Gaeenbrier avenue barn, would
talke out their cars on short notice. How
mazny drivers besides these the com-
yany had seemed they could wot tell,

ut it was known that a load of thirty

cots had been ‘taken to the Rice
street barn, presumably for the ac-
commodation of men whoe had been
engaged to work them. The committee
had been informed by two carpenters
employed in the construetion of the East
Seventh street cable line that engineer
Clifton Wise had passed down the line
of workmen employed there during the
aftencon, telling all the men that those
who were competent would be called
upon to drive horses upon the street car
lines. and that a refusal to comply would
result in their dismissal. They were
turther informed that none of the work-
men would take the places of the
strikers, and that all work on the new
cable line would be brought to a stand-
still should the cable company insist
on the order of Engineer Wise. uring
the afternoon three trackmen had quit
work at the Greenbrier avenue barn;
one man engaged yesterday morning at

the Ramsey street barn quit last
night and refused to come
back, and another, who was

employed Sunday at the University av-
enue barn, quietly threw down his
shovel and walked out yesterday after-
noon. Messrs. Armstrong, Rupp and
Erickson made a trip to Minneapolis
during the afternoon to confer with the
strikers there, and learned that Mr.
Lowry had agreed to leave it with an
arbitration committee to decide who
broke the agreement, the company
or the strikers. If the com-
pany was found in the wrong he was
willing that the men should return to
work at the old wages until May 13,
when the contract expires. At the
strikers’ meeting last night the usual
sanguinary speeches were made and
many encouraging communications
were read from other labor organiza-
tions. The organized workingwomen
of the city, who compose the ladies’
local assembly. Knmights of Labor, took
a hand in the resolution business, ad-
dressing the following to the striking
car men: .

Whereas, The present strike of street rail-
way employes is one in which the men have
public sympatny and justice on .their side,
and their every act has been respeciful and
fair, theretore be it

Resolved, That we, the representatives of
the workingwomen of St. Paul, extend to
you our sympathy, and prefer to walk to and
from our work rather than patronize the
street railway company until the matteris
justly settled to the satisfaction of the rail-
way employes.

The Journeymen Stonecutters’ as-
sociation also held a meeting yesterday,
and framed the following resolutions,
which were presented to the sirikers:

Whereas, Thomas Lowry has refused the
mest reasonable methods of settling the
grievances between labor and capital, and
has refused to recognize the wish of nearly
all our citizens that such methods should be
adopted in the present difficulty between Mr.
Lowry and the men working for him; there-
fore, be it

Resolved, By the Stonecutters’ union of
St. Paul, that we condemn the action of Mr.
Lowry and heartily approve the action of
the street car drivers. whose intelligence and
good behavior have won the admiration and
respect of most of our St. Paul citizens; and
be it further

Resolved, That we condemn the tyrannical
policy and un-American presumption of Mr.
Lowry 1n attempting to deny to the men in
his emplioy the right which belongs to every
man and woman in this free country—the
right to belong to any organization they
deem proper; and further be it

Resolved, That we condemn the reduction
of workinglpeople's wages to the starvation
voint, which it evidently appears Mr. Lowry
is attempting to bring about, and that we
pledge our moral and financial support to
the street car men, and resolve not to ride on
any street car till an amicable settlement is
arrived at between the street car drivers and
Mr. Lowry.

CRONIN IS WRATHY.

He Takes Occasion to Score an
Evening Paper.

“You can say thatI am mad,” said
Secretary Cronin, of the press eommit-
tee, last night in answer to a query as
to what news he had. *Iammad at the
Dispateh for that editoriai in to-night’s
issue condemning the action of the city
council regarding the street railway
company. The editor of that paper has
been straining his optics to find a pre-
text to make the basis for an atirek on
the strikers, notwithstanding his re-
peated professions of sympathy for
them in this difficulty.

“Every editorial that has appeared in
that paper relating to the troubie has
been an attempt to foreshadow violence
on the part of the strikers. They are
all worded so as to appear fair on the
surface, beeause its manager knows that
its support comes mainly from the work-
ing people; but they are misleading and
cowardly. But the editorial to-night
tears off the disguise, and from this
time forth we know where to locate the
Dispateh. It has now taken its ground.
It could not longer conceal its real posi-
tion. 1 presume the Dispatch would
have the city council aet in opposition
to “popular clamor.” That is no new
advice from the same source. I have
seldom known it to encourage the pass-
agze of any measure asked for by the
people. Mr. Lowry holds in defiance
every power and influence in these
two cities, and because the council at-
tempted to ‘call him down,’ the Dis-
patth fairly raves and character-
izes the action of the aldermen who
dared to say Lowry did not own both
cities and all the people,*“demagogues.”
Before this trouble is settled that
blatant mouthpiece of the St. Paul
Street Railway company may be re-
minded of an incident that occurred
two years ago, when the carpenters
were on a strike, when it came near
being scared out of existence after it
had made repeated attacks on labor or-
ganizations and respectable members
of them. Sentence was finally sus-
pvended, and 1t was put on its good be-
havior after its representative gave due
notice of a ‘change in the policy of the
mapagement.” I do not like to be
forced to speak so severely of any
paper on this occasion, for generally
speaking the press has dealt very fairly.
But I despise a hypocerite.”?

CALLS IT DEMAGOGISM.

Col. Barr Expresses Himself Re-
garding the Action of the Legis-
ture.

General Manager Barr and Supt.
Scott were found at the Ramsey street
offices of the company at 8 o’clock last
evening. The superintendent was dis-
inclined to say anything about the pro-
posed starting of the ecars, and referred
the questioner to Col. Barr.

The reporter then sought from Col.
Darr an expression of opinion regarding
the legislative actionon street railway
matters that have atiracted so much at-
tention.

He was at first disinelined to express
his views ou any subject, but a refer-
ence to the heavy issues of stock of the
street railway compane‘ led him to say:

“1 wonder if those who talk in that
stream realize that this company has
$1,000,000 worth of real estate in the
city of St.Paul? There are aiso 140
cars, which, with snow plows and other
appliances, make an equipment worth
over $200,000. Then take 900 horses and
mules that yon can figure at £150,000.

“With a few more items you can
make a footing of one and a balf mill-
ion dollars?

*Yes, sir; and it seems almost unex-
plainable how such a feeling as has
been shown in official bodies could have
arisen against an enterprise that is of
such value 1n develoning the city and
in improving and enhancing property
interests. 1t is demagogism. I don’t
think that fifteen active business men,
whose interests are with St. Paul,would
countenance what has been going on.
The feeling against our company is the
result of demagogism, and does not
comne from the business men.”

**You refer to legisiation and council
proceeding in what has been going on?”

“To iegislation particularly.”

“If that is adverse to your company
whal would be the resul{?”

“That would be a matter for the fut-
ure. It would have to be settled in the
courts.

“In the light of the present 1 would
not blame 3ir. Lowry if he reiivquished
every interest he has in St. Paul.”

*Did ne have other reasons that have
not been mentioned for taking the
course which he did?” i

“Tha¥’s a question [ cannot answer,
and further, if he had plens regarding
his business and divulged tbem, he
weuld not be hkely to carry them
through. Now as io our lines paying,

the West side line has fallen behind
and other lines have shown uusatis-
factory returns. That West side line is
probably affected by the motor line
with its low fare and active service. 1t
is causing considerable building up
along the river front.”

SIXTH WARDERT SATISFIED.

The Plan of the Council to Tear
Up the Tracks Meets With Gen-
eral Favor. : l
The resolution adopted by the eity |

council on Tuesday evening, ordering

the city engineer to remove all street
car tracks from the streets of West

St. Paul, appears to meet with general

approval among the merchants alon

the line of the Winifred street system,

G. H. Hosmer, president of the Wes

Side bank, says, *“The order if executed

wonld be the best thing possible for the

Sixth ward, provided another company

could be induced to take hold and build

a new system at once. Lowry has prom-

ised everything and done nothing, ag

far as the West side is concerned. 1re-
member, and 50 do a great many others

1 the Sixth ward, when a mass meét-

ing was held in the Rebholz hall to dis-

cuss street railway matters. That was-
before the Robert street bridge was fin-
ished. Mr. Lowry was at the meeting
and promised all sorts of things for this
side. The lines were to be runeclear
out to the end of Ohio street, and Mr.

Lowry assured us that as fast
as the streets were graded
the lines should be extended.

There was a local company already or-
ganized and the stock was to a great ex-
tent subscribed. All the fair promises
held out to the people of the Sixth
ward have been broken, and the serv-
ice of the present system is very unsat-
isfactory. I think the order ought to
be executed.

Henry Martin was short and explicit.
“It is a good order, and the tracks
ought to be taken up. They’re no good
where they are. The cars only rpn
once an hour anyway’’

D. Thomas—Oh. I think its a bluff,
and don’t believe the council has back-
bone enough to tear up the tracks.

F. B. Doran—So far as I can see the
service has been pretty falr. Of course,
there have not been as mauy cars run
as in the central part of the city, but
they are good tracks, and they are kept
in better order than they are in more
than half the cities 1 have visited. The
order is all right, provided it has the
effect intended—that of getting the cars
moving.

. B. Lawton—Tear up the tracks!
Why that would be a foolish idea, it
seems to me. Besides, the city will
probably grant the franchise m'enf,ually.
and the tracks would all have to be laid
again. [ think it’s just a scare.

Henry Horman—The council has done
the right thing. If we can’t have a
better street car systen: than the one we
have mow, let’s do away with it en-
tirely.

Con McNellis—I1f the tracks are torn
up it will be the best thing thatv ever
hagpened for the merchants of the West
end.

M. L. MecIntyre—What do I think
about it? Well, for my part, 1 should be
glad to see the thinz commenced. The
schedule upon which the cars have been
run on this street is worse than useless.
I say take the whole business up and
give some company which will give us
decent service a chance.

The foregoing seems to be the general
run of sentiment of merchants and
others on Dakota avenue. On the Con-
cord street line the service has been
much better, but the people are in-
censed at the refusal of the company fo
comply with the terms of its franchise
as to the extension of the lines, anda
preference is expressed in all quarters
for any arrangement which will result
in competition, and consequently im;
proved service. In the residence dis-
tricts the people want means of trans-
portation, and don’t care how it is pro-
vided.

COWBOYS COMING.

Broncho Riders Will Try Their
Hands at Street Car Driving.
Special to the Globe.

KAxsAs Ciry, Mo., April 17.—A band
of thirty-three cowboys passed through
here this evening fromathe West, en
route to St. Paul and Minneapolis, to
take the place of the striking street car
men.
