Its
special value is in the fact that all of
the statistical matter is taken directly
from official sources, and is therefore
The many sub-
jects considered by the chamber during
the year 1888 are mentioned in detail,
and what action was taken in regard to
each. The various business interests
of the city are treated fully and fairly,
and the most authentic information
concerning each industrial department
is given in concise style. Some idea of
the importance of this city as a railway
center may be had from a statement
furnished by Secretary BruUxsox: of
the Union Depot company. who reports
that during the year 1888 the daily
average of trains in and out of the
union depot was 221; the average num-
ber of passengers daily was 18,000; the
average number of pieces of baggage
daily, 1,500; United States mail average
daily, G0 tens: and the average number
of cars handled daily, 955.

In addition to full statistical matter
relating to St. Paul this report of the
chamber of commerce contains much
valuable information about the Da-
kotas and Montana. The total mem-
bership of the chamber is nearly 500,
and composed of citizens representing
the many interests in the city.

AN ACTIVE GOVYERNOR.

Gov. MELLETTE is a man who does
not let the grass grow under his feet.
He is evidently a believer in the Seript-
ural proverb that whatsoever one findeth
to do shall be done with might. When
he came in as territorial governor of
Dakota for a brief term, about the only
thing of importance that he found to do
in connection with the performance of
executive daties was to turn the Demo-
cratsout and fill the offices with Repub-
licans. The Dakota politicians who so
unanimously agreed upon MELLETTE'S
selection for territorial governor prob-
ably knew his peculiar ability in this
line: and if so, they have not been dis-
appointed in their man. He has been
making ‘things whizz since he got into
office, and a fairly clean sweep has been
made in an incredibly short time.

Now that the governor has completed
the work of official removals, and has
his friends fixed, at least so far as the
offices held out, we are moved to re-
mind him that there is a work yet be-
fore him of still greater consequence
than the one he Las been so industrious-
Iy engaged in. It is a work that carries
with it the gravest responsibility and
one that will require the exercise of a
genuine statesmanship. It is the super-
intendence of the creation of two great
states, and is a work that requires the
services of aman who can rise above
paitry partisan considerations, and who
can look beyond the present into the
future. It is not for to-day. or for this
year, or for this administration that the
work of statemaking is done. It is for
all time, for when the Republican and
the Democratic parties shall have been
long dead and forgotten, the two bright-
est stars in the national constellation
will be Nerth and South Dakota, pro-
vided they start right in their career of
statehood.

It falls tq Gov. MerieTTE's lot to
have the supervision of the work of con-
struction, and to him more than to any
other man .comes the opportunity to
earn fame for himself and greatness for
the Dakotas. His position is one of in-
fluence which can be beneficially ex-
erted in shaping a wise policy for the
two states. It seems to us that a man
so situated would be actuated by the
sole aim and purpose of securing for the
two states that are soon to be carved
out of the territory over which he pre-
sides, good constitutions and good local
government. With such a high and
noble purpose in view, we fail to see
how valuable time can Dbe wasted in
looking after partisan affairs, or ener-
gies be misdirected in trying to make a
success of the spoils system,

A NONDESCRIPT.

The Oklahoma opening is liable to
prove a bigger elephant than the gov-
ernment bargained for. As the bill
openinmz the reservation to settlement
was passed at the tail end of congress,
when everything was in confusion, it is
perhaps natural that a chaotic condition
of affairs shoald have arisen from such
hasty legislation. Oklahoma is not a
territory, and according to the presi-
dent’s proclamation it will cease to be
a reservation after to-morrow. C(onse-
quently, there are no federal laws ap-
plicable to its government, and no pro-
vision made for a home government
when the 10,000 homesteaders shall
have taken up their permanent resi-
dence. A detachment of the regular
ariny will doubtless be detailed to do
police duty, and the county will have
to be virtnally under military control
until congress can take further action
in the matter of providing a eivil gov-
ernment.,  Secretary  Wixpou  has
already received a number of appli-
cations to open national Dbanks in
Oklahoma, but cannot grant the re-
quests because Oklahoma is neithera
state nor a territory. Besides, the na-
tional banking law requires that the
president and directors of every national
bank shall be residents of the state or
territory in avhich the bank is located
at least one year before the charter
issues. Another troublesome question
about the new country which con-
fronts the Washington aathorities is
the granting of license to sell liquor in
Oklahoma. The commissioner of in-
ternal revenue has received a number

'OUR DEAR DEFENDERS

Unusual Activity Noted in
the Militia of the
Country.

At Forty-Eight Hours’ No-
~ tice 75,000 Men Could Be
' Massed at New York.

The Appropriation Too Small
i’ to Build That Coast

. Vessel.

WAsarNGgToN, April 19.—Militiamen
all over the country are awakening into
activity and making great preparations
for the summer campaign. ‘The war
department is daily in receipt of req-
uisitions for ordnance and quarter-
masters’ stores, under the annual $400,-
000 appropriation, from nearly every
state and territory, not only from old
organizations, but from new ones just
coming into existence. Particularly in
the territories is this activity noticeable,
the folks there being seemingly thor-
oughly aware of the advantages of a
well organized and equipped militia
force. The older organizations in the
East are gradually changing their equip-
meit to conform to that of the regular
army. Most all of the requisitions
that come are accompanied by a re-
quest to hurry. in order that the troops
may be supplied with equipments in
time for the New York centernial cele-
bration. Those in charge of that affair
are claiming that there will be fully
50,000 militia-men in New York on the
30th, but atthe war department this
estimate is réduced to about 35,000.
Moft of these men will come from the
states of New York, Pennsylvania,
Massachusetts and Ohro, and can get
from their homes to their destination
within twenty-four hours. This fact is
thought to be significant of the won-
derful efficieney of the present organi-
zation, making it possible to concen-
trate an army of well-drilled and well-
equipped soldiers within a day at al-
most any of the important cities on the
Atlantic coast. *In time of need.”
said an officer this morning, *‘this num-
per could easily be swelled to fully
50,000, while with forty-eight hours for
preparation, an army of nearly 75,000
soldiers could be gathered.”

000 it the lowest bid for building this
powerful vessel were accepted. The
next move of the department, if the re-
port be accepted by the secretary, will
be to readvertise for proposals, and if
that fails. to secure a reduction, then to
appeal to congress for an increase in
thie limit of total eost.

“What do you mean Ly a
erank?” asked Judge Hubbell, “I use
the word as it is generally employed, as
it might be used in saying that Edison
was a crank, or Bismarck was a crank.
There are two kinds of cranks—general
cranks and special cranks.” The major
did not attempt to ¢lassify Capt. Armes.

DIED FROM STARVATION,

Though He Had More Than $1,000 iy
the House.

STORY OF A STRANGE FAMILY

Samuel Kristie Dies Amid Filth ani
Leaves His Property to For-
eiguers.

Waseca, Minn.,, April 19.—For 2
number of years a remarkable family
lived in the township of St Marys,
this county. The membeérs of the house-
hold being Samuel Kristie and his two
sisters, Rose and Justina Kristie. Al-
though German born and surrounded
by their own country people, they
never associated or mingled with them,
either socially or otherwise. The land
which they possessed, being a good
farm, was held in the name of the
women. Samuel was a miller by trade,
and for several years was employed m
the flouring mill at Okaman. Minn.
Rose Kristie died over two years ago,
and Justina, the remaining sister of
Samuel, died in March, 1857, leavinz all
the property, by will, to Samuel. It
seems that at the death of the two sis-
ters, the land upon which they lived
Lecame the property of Samuel. For
many yvears prior tothe death of the
two sisters, and since that time, scarce-
ly any one was ever admitted intothe
miserable log ecabin in which they
lived. They were suspicious of every
one—apparently afraid of being robbed,
When

THE SISTERS DIED
Samuel procured the coflins, performed
the duties of undertaker himself, and
buried them without any public cere-
mony whatever. Since their death
Samuel has lived all alone, accompanied
only by three dogs that kept watch
over the premises. For a couple of
weeks past he has been in the habit of
making occasional visits to a neighbor’s
by the name of John Snell, and ex-
changing newspapers with him. As
Kristie had not been seen for several
days Mr. Snell went to his cabin last
Sunday forencon and rapped at the
door, A low moan was the only re-
sponse. Snell looked in at the window
and saw Kristie between the stove and
the bed. evidently in a dying condition.
Being alarmed he went for a neighbor,
and with him they returned and took
out the window and reached inside,
turned the door key and went in. A
sorry sight met their view. The poor
man, sadly emaciated, lay upon the
floor gasping for breath, but unable to
speak. They laid him ou the bed,where
he breathed his last ip a very few mine
utes. Soon after

the two meighbors left the house for
the purpose of notifying the coroner in
this eity, but hearing an uproar made
by the dogs at Kirstie's place, they went
back, and upon looking in saw one Dan
Naughton, about twenly-foursyears old,
and a resident of this vicinity, ransack-
ing everything in the house,” They un-
locked the door and inquired what he
was doing there. Naughton at firsg
tried to escape, but was prevented from
so doing, and it was then discovered
that he had $008.50 belonging to the
deceased, which he refused to sur-
render, and took to his home. Coroner
Young was notified and took charge of
the remains, and under his direction
Undertaker Grapp, of this city, buried
the same, together with his sword,
musket and _ammunition, in St. Mary’s
cemetery. The neighbors who were
present at the death of Kirstie, turned
over to the coroner all other money they,
had found about the premises of the
deceased, and then the coroner pro-
ceeded to the premises of Mr. Naugh-
ton, who at first refused to deliver over
the cash, but finally, when threatened
with arrest, reluetantly did so. One
thousand one hundred and fifty dollars
in all was found about the premises.
Mr. Grapp, the undertaker who pre-
pared the remains for burial, says that
the sight was sickening and diszusting.
The man was emaciated, and looked as
if death was caused by starvation. He
was covered with filth and his garments
were stiff with dirt. Kristie had no
relatives in this country, but by will
one year ago, devised ail his property
to relatives in Lissen, Neuer Ring No-
32, province Posen, kingdom of Prussia,.
