REYNOLDS' REGRETS.

He Blames His Wife’s Mother
for All His Marital
Mishaps.

Judge Vilas Takes the Long-
Drawn Divorce Case Under
Consideration.

Archbishop Ireland Admon-
ishes All Catholics to Ob-
serve Centennial Day.

Seven Hundred Wagework-
ers Dance the German at
the Cigarmakers’ Ball,

The Reynolds divorce case bobbed up
again yesterday before Judge Vilas,
The hearing of closing arguments hav-
ing been continued from last Friday un-
til yesterday imorning, the judge heard
Hon. C. D. O’Brien for Mrs. Reynolds,
who brings the suit, and Judge Fland-
rau, fwho represents Mr. Reynolds.who
is making an earnest contest of the case.
The ease has now occupied over three
days in its trial, and has proved to be
the most complicated case of the kind
that bas held the attention of the court
for the past three years. Mrs. Rey-
nolds, as has been stated, charges her
husband with cruel and inhuman treat-
ment and habitual drunkenness. She
wants a divorce about as badly as any
woman ever did, and has spared neither
money nor pains to secure the best

legal talent of the city. To prove
her charges, she has relied upon

the testimony of her sister, with whom
she is now living in this city, her
mother and herself. Mr. Reynolds, to
refute his wife’s charges and escape
the disgrace of a decree for divorce
being entered against him, has offered
to the court the testimony of Eastern
parties, who were intimate friends of
the Reynolds family. This evidence
was all in the form of depositions,which
took a day and a half to read them to
the court. They made Mrs. Reynolds’
allegations certainly appear as ground-
less, but Judge Flandrau’s motion
to dismiss the case in favor of Mr.
Reyuolds, did not meet with the entire
aporoval of the court, which, however,
made the remark that Mrs. Reynolds
had a very slim ecase. Mrs. Reynolds’
counsel argued long and interestingly
yesterday morning and cleverly en-
deavored fo show where Mrs. Reynolds’
charges were true and corroborated.
On the other hand, Judge Flandrau,
Mr. Reynolds’ attorney. argued at great
length and long into the afternoon, and
reconciling ecircumstances to reason,

tried to convince the judge
that the whole proceedings were
the result and outcome of the mutual

dislike of Mr. Reynolds’ mother-in-law.
wife, and the balance of Mrs. Reynolds’
family. As both parties are quite prom-
inent New Yorkers, the progress and
conclusion of the' case has evoked con-
siderable interest all through the East
where both parties are well known. At3
o’clock yesterday afternoon the case
was submitted to the court, which has
taken it under advisement.

LET ALL GIVE THANKS,

Catholic Clergy and Laity Admon-
ished by Archbishop Ireland to
Observe Centennial Day.

Next Tuesday being Centennial day,
in response to the invitation of the
president, Archbishop Ireland has is-
sued a letter to the clergy and laity in
his archdiocese ordering that solemn
high mass be sung on that day in all
Catholie churches, appropriate sermons
be preached, and at the close of the
lithurgical services a solemn *““Te
Deum™ be sung. Archbishop Ireland
in his letter comments on the presi-
dent’s proclamation as an official ac-
knowledgment of the nation’s depend-
ency upon the supreme power and
its official prayer to the throne
of grace for continuous favor
and  Dblessing. He recalls the
times when the nation has fasted and
prayed in moments of tribulatiop. and
again when it has offered praise and
thanksgiving in the hour of victory. He
sketehes vividly the immense develop-
ment of the country, and the freedom of
its institutions. **America,” he says,
“js liberty personified in beauteous re-
ality. such as the eyes of man never be-
fore perceived.” Further on he com-
ments on the men who are working ruin
to the country. those who are selling
and buying votes, their own and other
people’s. This is a point he very
strongly emphasizes, in terms of con-
demnation. He closes with a prayer to
Almighty God for a continuance of His
blessings. The letter will be read in all
churches next Sunday.

SEVEN HUNDRED STRONG.

Wageworkers Dance to Their
Hearts’ Content at the Cigar-
makers’ Bail.

Armory hall was filled to overflow
with happy people last mnight, the
occasion being the eleventh an-
nual ball of Cigarmakers Union
No. 08, of St. Paul. The
numerous labor organizations in this
city were well represented, and a large
delegation from the Cigarmakers’
Union No. 77, of Minneapolis, pleased
their St. Paul eraftsmen with the active
interest they took in the event. Seven
hundred people “participated in the
grand march, which was led by Maj. A.
C. Feise, of St. Paul. and Miss Amelia
Overdeick, of Minneapolis, to the excel-
lent music of Will’s orchestra. Among
the prominent representatives of other
arganizations there were James Neary,
of the Horseshoers’ union, James Me-
Guire, of Carpenters’ union, Mr. Rog-
ers and Miss Neary, Richard Willwer-
seheild, of Typographical union, and
Mrs. Wiilwerschield, Mr. and Mrs. Lu-
ther, P. Maloney, of Pressman’s union;
Ben Bertosi, of the German Typograph-
ical No. 13; James H. Wilson, of Plas-
terers’ union; J. F. Cronin, of the
Knights of Labor; William Som-
merhauser, and Henry Sommerhauser,
of horseshoers’ union, and Frank Hell-
wig. Representing the machinists of
South Park were John Shields and Miss
Lottie Granger, and James Corcoran
and Miss Kittie Garvey. I'he plumbers
were represented, also the trades and
labor assemDbly, iron moulders, bakers,
bricklayers, painters, stonecutters, boil-
ermakels, shoemakers, stonemasons,
Brotherhood of l.ocomotive Engineers
and other organizations. The Minne-
apolis representatives included Leonard
Rogge and Miss Amelia Overdieck, Ru-
dolph Klotz and Miss Lena Logan, W.
Sheren, Matt Wynne, Ben Prosser,
Fred Kessler, J. W. Morrison and S.
Vaylary, and Misses Maggie Kiotz, Jen-
nie Crosby and other ladies from the
Mill City. President Louis Allen, of
Cigarmakers’ Union No. 98, was one of
the prominent personages of the occa-
sion. While he had, in favor of his
colleagues, refrained from the work
of managing the ball he was present
with his wife, and took pleasure in mak-
ing the evening as agreeable as possi-
ble for the dancers. Mr. Allen has been
president of the union for four success-
ive terms, and has been an officer con-
tinually since he entered the organiza-
tion in St. Paul thirteen years ago.

TWENTY MINUTES OF TALK.

The Chamber of Commerce Dis-
poses of Its Business in Short
Order.

The chamber of commerce held a
twenty minutes’ session yesterday
morning. An amusing letter from the
New York chamber was referred to the
mercantiie committee. This letter sets
forth that the commercial interests of
the country demand the appointment of
at least one man on the interstate com-
merce comm:gsion who knows some-

thing about interstate commerce. Gov.
Merriam’s reply to a resolution of the
chamber, declining to recommend the
appropriation of state funds for the re-
lief of the Dakota sufferers, was read,
as was a letter from the New
Orleans chamber, asking co-operation
in securing the new dockyards for
that place. Mr. Noyes proceeded to
dress down certain members of the leg-
islature who, he said, had defeated the
bill for a $2,000 appropriation for the
signal service for personal reasons
which were no credit to those members.
He said one of the members had told
him that the committee of the chamber
of commerce did more harm than good.
He eulogized the valuable services ren-
dered to the state by the signal service
and regretted the defeat of the bill. A
report of the committee would be pre-
pared, and, owing to the funds being
exhausted, he would ask its discharge,
and that he be relieved from acting as
chairman any longer. He reported prog-
ress from the committee, and the cham-
ber adjourned at 9:20.

TO TEST THE PRESSURE.

Fire Commissioners Will Investi-
gate the Needs of the Midway
District.

A communication was presented at
the meeting of the board of fire com-
missioners last night, signed by many
citizens of Merriam Park, protesting
against the proposed plan to abolish
the office of an assistant chief in the
Midway distriect. It was further peti-
tioned that Acting Third Assistant
Chief Kellogg be retained in command of
the companies in the Midway distriet,
and that another engine company be es-
tablished there. To decide upon
the proposed plan of locating a
hose company, without an engine
at  Merriam Park, where the
water pressure is forty-five pounds, the
board coneluded to make a personal in-
spection of the force of the Midway
water supply next Saturday afternoon.
Ald. Pratt and Sullivan were invited to
witness the test, which will be made at
2 o’clock by one of the hose companies.
Chief Jackson reported the dismissal
from the department of Joseph Larkin,
driver of Truck No. 6, for drunkenness;
also the promotion of Mr. Moriarty,
second pipeman of Engine Company
No. 4, to first pipeman of Engine Com-
pany No. 7, vice James McDermott. ap-
pointed stoker. On the report of Mas-
ter Mechanic Wheeler, the chief was
ordered to send Engine No. 1, wrecked
at Wabasha and Tenth streets Saturday
night, to the manufactory for repairs, the
damage being too great to be repaired
in the city. Chief Jackson stated that
he found the practice of driving three
horses abreast on the ingines to be in-
juring many of the best horses in the
department. Veterinary Surgeon Berk-
man reported that these horses were
suffering from spinalinjuries, sustained
principally in backing into the engine
houses and going down heavy grades.
In all cases the disabled animals were
the shaft, or center, horses, the explana-
tion assigned being that in going down
egrades or backing the horse in the shafts
bears almost the full weight of the ap-
paratus. The matter was referred to
the committee on horses for investiga-
tion. City Attorney Murray called the
attention of the board to the act of the
legislature providing for an assistant
fire warden, and placing the wardens
under the general direction of the board.
President Warner stated that a special
meeting would be called during the
week to decide upon the duties to be as-
signed.

THESE WILL WEAR STRIPES.

Judge Kelly Imposes Sentence
Upon a Batch of Convicted Fel-
ons,

About a dozen convicted eriminals
were arrayed before Judge Kelly yester-
day morning to receive sentence. The
four Polanders, found guilty of assault-
ing-Michael Hochvimer on the 9th of
last January, were called and sentence
pronounced as follows: Mathias Kart-
zan, convicted of assault in the first
aegree, six years at Stillwater. The re-
maining three,” John - Casperock Jr.,
William Lampbeck apd Fred Lamp-

beck, convicted of assault in
the second degree, were each given
three years m state prison.

In the case of John Kazata, convicted of
murder in the third degree for the kill-
ing of Frank Kahout last December,
sentence was deferred until April 27.
Andrew Ross, convicted of burglary in
the third degree, was asked what he had
to say why sentence should not be pro-
nounced upon him. J. W. Willis, rep-
resenting the prisoner, addressed the
court, and earnestly pleaded for a light
sentence. He believed that the hard
times and scarcity of work goaded the
prisoner on to the deed of which he was
convicted, and that the court should be
influenced accordingly in imposing a
light penalty. The judge. taking ex-
ceptions to this statement, said that he
seldom saw a laboring man before his
bar, *‘A man who labors,” said he, ‘is
not in the habit of going about the
streets at night, breaking into stores.”
The prisoner was then sentenced to
three years and six months at hard labor
in state prison. The case of Frank
J. Marshall, who was charged with em-
bezzling some = £400 from the North-
ern Pacific Express company, was
continned over to the May term.
Marshall’s friends have paid back the
amount embezzled, from the express
company, but the state having the case,
he will be tried on the lightest charge
possible, that of stealing £44.50, which is
one of the amounts of the aggregate
theft. Sentence upon Peter Larson.
convicted of larceny in the second
degree, was postponed until next Satur-
day. At the special term on that day
Cyrus W. Wellington will argue the mo-
tion for a new trial in the case of Olaf
P. Olson, now serving alife sentence for
murdering Mrs. Catherine Lindmann.
After the hour devoted to the above
Judge Kelly adjourned his court until
Saturday, April 27.

CORY AS A CINCHER.

The Police Justice Disposes of
Half a Hundred Tough Cases.

were sent out for ten days for dis-
orderly eonduct. Johnnie Corrigan, the
boy arrested for placing torpedoes on
the West Seventh street track, was re-
leased under a suspended sentence of

thirty days. J. J. Nolan, for keeping a

disorderly house, and Frank McCaiirey,

James Martin and Lizzie Blodgett, for

visiting the place, were fined $5 each.

TRUTH WILL PREVAIL

Gov. Merriam’s Committee on
St. Peter Asylum Pre-
sents Its Report.

Dr. Bartlett and His Subor-

dinates Are Said to Be -Lf’,'

All Right.
The Asylum Is Overcrowded
and the Help Inadequate
But Efficient. x

Defects in Departments an(i

Some Pointed Suggestions .
Are Offered.

The committee composed of Rev.
Samuel G. Smith, John W. Willis and
Dr. G. Vivian, appointed by Gov. Mer-
riam to investigate certain charges made
against the management of the St.
Peter hospital for the insane, submitted
its report to the governgr yesterday
afternoon. The committee was com-
missioned March 29, and entering
upon its task at once, heard
all the  testimony from  which
it derived its report as to these matters,
which were not secured by personal ob-
servation, on April 4 and 5, at the city
of St. Peter, each witness testifying be-
fore the committee under oath, and the
testimony verbatim was submitted to
the governor with the conclusions and
recommendations of the committee.
There were about fifteen persons sworn,
and synthetically the evidence itself,
while-showing grave defects in some de-
partments of the hospital system, ex-
onerated Dr. C. K. Bartlett from any
and all the specific charges made by
what have proven to be irresponsible
and demented persons.

“As regards the general management of
the institution,” the committee reports, “it
finds it excellent and commendable. The
testimony shows almost without dispute.
that C. K. Bartlett, M. D., the superintendent,
in addition to possessing the scientific and
professional attainments of a vhysician, isa
gentieman of integrity and good business ca-
pacity, is attentive to the duties of his posi-
tion, and is prudent and cconomical in all
finaneial transactions relating to his official
station. His assistants, Dr. J. H. James. Dr.
Kilbourne, C. F. Brown, the steward, and
Mr. Dunn, the supervisor, are gentlemen
amiable and pleasant in manner, and seem
duly attentive to the discharge of their offi-
cial functions. Their competency is un-
questioned. We find that the food supplied
to the patients is ample in quantity, is of
proper variety, and fairly well cookea, The
patients of good alimentary condition (and
most of them are in such condition) are in
full flesh and apparently well fed. The
actual weekly cost of maintaining the pa-
tients in this hospital is quite low, less,
in fact, than in most institutions of a
eimilar character, being only the sum of
$3.15 per week. This cost is more propor-
tioned to the status of an alms house than or
a first-ciass hospital. We regard the system
of bookkeeping and storekeeping at the hos-
pital as quite defective. We would recom-
mend the emplovment of a competent
**double entry” bookkeeper and the adoption
of that system of accounts. The storekeeper
should Le placed under a bond in the sum ofi
at least $10,000. The clothing supplied 1o
the patients is per capitain excess of thg,
quantity required by statute, and is of fair,
quality. As far as practicable it is neat, and,
considering the expenditure made on that’
account, is quite satisfactory. ;

The law regarding the correspondence of ¢
patients has not in all respects been duly ob-
served, and we do not discover.on the part of
the superintendent and his assistants such
sympathy with the purpose and spirit of the’
“Correspondence act” as could be desired.
The superintendent claims that the law has®
been complied with as far as practicable,”
and there is some testimony sustaining his
position. In any event, large discretion as,

to correspondence should be vested in the ',
physician charged with the management of |

the 'hospital.

Some testimony was adduced to the effect’
that the superintendent and his family had’
at various periods prior to the date of our
investigation,
the'detriment of hospital treatment for in-
sane patients. certain apartments which had
cost the state the sum of $150.600. We fird
such testimony to be quite mistaken. The
superintendent and his family have never
occupied more than one-sixin of the space in
the central portion of the hospital, and the
total cost of such central portion approxi-
mated the sum of $60,000.”

In regard to the charge that the hospital
pathological inquiry was not properly prose-
cuted, Dr. Vivian says: “It dces not seem
that sufficient use, as a general rule, is made
of the opportunity presented by the great
number of deaths annually occurring in asy-
lums, to study the morbid anatomy and
pathology of insanity. It would be a small

matter, as far as the expense is con-
cerned, if every state shovld employ
a  pathologist at _ a liberal salary,
who  should fully occupy himself

in making post mortem examinations, gross
and microscopizal, and earefuily noting and
tabulating the resuits. By so doing, in the
course of a few years an immense amount of
material would bave accumulated, and per-
haps discoveries made whose value would
prove incalculable. This cannot be done by
the medical officers of asylums, as they have
enough to do as it is. The pathologists
should be required to do nothing else, and
need not be confined to any institution.

*‘We respectfully recommend in this con-
nection the appointment of an additional as-
sistant physician at the -hospital and a state
pathologist who shall give his entire time
and attention to the duties of his office. The
grounds are well kept. Order and cleanliness
prevailed everywhere. Internally the wards
were clean and fresh, and. generally speak-
ing, free from odor—mot entirely so—that
being nearly or quite impossible in some
wards, where so many patients are filthy in
their habits, necessitating bathing and clean
garments several times daily. The hospital
is very much overcrowded. The ventilation
is good. The statement that patients were not
allowed to interview the superintendent we
find to be untrne. The patients have had no
difficulty in obtaining interviews with any
officers. As to the use of narcotics and
hypnoties, we find they are only used when
ordered by the physicians, and to a limited
extent. Non-restraint is the rute.

In regard to attendants ana help, we would
call attention to former reports made by the
board of corrections and charities and would
quote from report, 1834-86, page 252 and
page 253.

In our hospilals the female attendants be-
gin at $10 a month and work up to $1i4.
The males begin at $16 and work up to $25.
These are the wages of servant girls and
farm bands. Female Supervisors receive
$20 per month and male supervisors $35.
There is no more arduous and exacting em-
pldyment. The attendants are on duty day
and night, sleeping in the wards and Tliable
to night ealls, When they go out itis to ac-
companf' patients for work orexercise. They
have half of every Sunday and one day in
every fortnight. The rest of the time
they are at their posts, They must perform
the most servile tasks without shrinking:
bear witn the vagaries of their charges with
unfailing patience; endure insults and abuse
without retaliation. No superintendent and
staff, however conscientious, can do the pa-
tients or himself justice with unpaid, insuffi-
cient help. When we consider how much
patience, good temper ana tact are required,
to say nothing of the physical qualities,
strength or endurance, it is surprigug that
so many can be obtained tor the remunera-
tion offered.

Ample facilities for bathing are furnished |

at all times to tnose desiring to avail them-
selves of them, and those who do not are
compelled to once a week.

In conciuding this part of the report, we
would state that the percentage of recoveries
from this hospital compares favorably with
that of similar institutions elsewhere, which
is of itself good evidence of the general good
care and treatment patients receive.

The charge that persons who are sane are
received into the hospital, or are detained
after recovery, is one that has been made so
often_that your committee does not feel sur-
prised at hearing of it. Patients are some-
times permitted to leave the hospital who ap-
pear sane, but are very shortly sent
pack by their friends, = and still
others,who have no dangerous delusion, but
who are not of sound mind are permitted to
go out a good deal. These sometimes return
to their friends without being discharged.
These two classes furnish most of the com-
plaints. We have carefully examined into
the charge that ceriain sane persons have
been heretofore and now are confined in this
hospital, and we find the charge unfounded.
Patients are not admitted to the hospital ex-
cept pursuant to a judgment of a probate
court, and are invariably discharged when-
cured and as soon assanity has been res ored.
In vrosecuting this branch of our m&nlﬁ’ we
examined at lehgth and under oath, H. H.
Velie and W. R. Liv ton. who were form-
erly patients in the hospital, The case of

Mr. Velie has acquired considecable
notoriety. He claims that he was al-
ways sane, and- that he was mal-
treated while he was in

After directing attention to several sealed
supplements to the report, the committee
cohcludes its report thus: ‘“The charges
which your excellency has mentioned in the
commission under which we have acted are
found by us to be contrary to the fact. A
complete reiport of the oral téstimony and al
documents introduced as evidence before us
are appended hereto and herewith returned.”

The Court House Commission
! Gathers Up the Fag Ends of Its
! Task.

The court house commission met yes-
terday afternoon in the new court house.
iwith Vice President Hendrickson in the
chair. The commission heard the re-
‘port of the committee on clearing the
‘grounds and fencing. which represented
jthat Joseph Rothwell was the lowest
responsible bidder for the fencing, and
recommended that he be given the con-
i'tract at the rate of 71 cents per-running
foot. The contract was awarded as
recommended. The committee also
recommended that the contract for
‘cleaning the building, washing win-
dows, efe., be let to Bazille & Partridge,
:whose bid for the work was $1,550. Bids
ifor this work were received from women
at several hundred dollars less than the
amount named above. Commis-
sioner Day was of the opin-
ion that women might damage the
woodwork and favored the letting of the
contract as recommended by the com-
mittee.. The report was adopted as
read. R. O. Nepil submitted a final es-
timate of the amount due him for put-
ting in the steam-heating apparatus,
also a communication setting forth that
there is about $4,000 extra due him for
puiting in temporary steam-heating
facilities, which he claims was not re-
quired of him by the terms of his con-
tract, and asking that the comimssion
allow the same for the reasons set forth
in the communication. Commissioner
Day stated incidentally that Nepil
haa already been allowed for extras
§5,821.37. A short discussion on the
matter resulted in the adoption of
a resolution providing that Nepil's
claim he allowed conditionally upon his
furnishing the commissions with a full
and absolute release from all subse-
quent claims on whatever grounds.
Estimates were received from several
firms as to the cost of putting in water
fittings for sprinkling the lawn, for
which no provision has hitherto been
made, the award to be made at the next
meeting. It having been found that
the elevators put 1n by Cartwright &
McAdams failed to come to the con-
tract terms as regards speed, Mr. Me-
Adams was called to account for the
deficiency. He believed that the re-
quired speed could be obtained as soon
as the rough edges had been worn off of
the machinery, and thought so early a
test unfair to the contractor. Anotjler
test will be made prior to the next meet-
ing of the commission on May6. A
number of small bills for sundries were
allowed. After some further discussion
regarding the tests to be.applied to the
eleetric lighting apparatus, the com-
mission adjourned.

TAILORS ARE TROUBLED.

They Take a Hand in Denouncing
the Street Railway Company.

The Tailors’ Protective Society of St.
Paul held a meeting last night and
adopted the following resolutions:

Whereas, The city railway company of St.
Paul has, by its late action in reducing the
wages of its employes to the ‘starvation
point,"mapifested anintention to oppose the
capse of the laboring - classes, and has re-
cetved on account of such action the merited
cohdemnation of all the trades and Iabor
organizations of this city and state, and the
c¢otidemnation of all men who believe that
the employer should receive only a fair rate
of interest on ihe capital invested, and the
employed should receive at least a sufficient
sum to provide the necessaries ot life for
himself and family, as a compensation for
the labor of his hands: and,

Whereas, We hear in the demands of our
fellow-workmen the voice of justice, and be-
lieve that only in perfeet unity and hearty
co-operation on the part of all “wage-work-
ers]’ that the eaunse of labor can successfully
resist the encroachments of powerful eapital
combinstions which seek o inerease their
wealth at the expense of the bone and sinew
of the laboring classes. Now, therefore. be it

Resolved. First—Tnat we. the Journeymen
Taitlors’ Unioun of St. Panl, in meeting assem-
bled, condemn the action of said railway
company as unwarranteda by its financial con-
dition, and as evincing a determinatiou on
the part of its president and other officers to
oppose, and, if possible, to destroy all or-
ganizations among its employes.

Second—That 1t is the determination of the
individual members of this union to with-
hold from such company their patronage
during the continuance of its present attitude
toward its employes, and we call upon all
similar organizations, in the name of our
common cause, to do likewise.

Third—That we pledge to the late em-
ployes of said company our hearty co-opera-
tion, and offer them such financial aid as the
demand of their cause seems to require and
suca as we are able to furnish.
