LEGAL HAIR-SPLITTING.

The Supreme Court Defines Some
Fine Points of Law in a Will
Case.

The decision of the supreme court
handed down yesterday in the matter of
the will of Martin Layman, Jerome
Layman et al.,, appellants, vs. Lizzie
Haley, respondent, is one of the most
important from a legal point of view
that has been rendered this term. The
case, which was appealed from a judg-
ment of the Hennepin county district
court, brings in issue the right of the
attorney who draws up a will to dis-
close confidential statements of the de-
ceased to be submitted as evidence. The
case has been considered by the judges
since last January, and the decision
reached yesterday reversing the judg-
ment, covers some fine points of law,
as shown by the following syllabus:

First—Under the statutes of this state, sec-
tions 15, 16 and 17, General Statutes 1878,
the burden of establishing thesanity of a
testator is upon him who offers the will for
probate,

sSecond

This view of the statate does not

necessarily change the common practice.
whereby the proponent first makes out a
prima facie ease, the contestant then intro-
Aucing evidence of jnsanity, Jeaving to pro-

wonent the privilege of agein submitting
egtimony s 1o the iestator's soundness of
nind,

Third~TUpon the trial of an aprec) from An
order admitting a will (e poovats, wo attor

ney. who had been the legal adviser of the
testator, was permitted to disclose communi-
cations made to him by the deceased in his
lifetime, upon business matters, and the ad-
vice andjcounsel given thereon. The object of
the testimony was to lay a foundation for the
admission in evidence of the opinion of said
attorney as to the testator, and there was
nothing in the testimony which in any man-
ner reflected upon the charactar or reputa-
tion of the deceased. Held. that the contest-
ant, who was one of the heirs at law of the
deceased, could not be permitted to exclude
such testimony by invoking the rule of priv-
jleged communications. As the charge of
the court on this point was erroneous, a new
trial must be granted. Judgment reversed.

D’Ennery has man-
aged to make up the plot so that everything
seems natural and reasonable. The charac-
ters all give fine opportunity for a display of
inteilectuality on the part of the artists who
interpret them, and when well impersonat-
edfmake it an exceeding stronglperformance.

It seemed last night in the performance at
the Newmarket that Mr. Mantell had some-
what lost the spirit of the role in which he
has made his fame. Particularly in the first
two acts he was stagy and inclined to spoil
some of the best lines by overdoing the part.
