Hamilton, Ont.. April29.—0n1y two
bodies of the persons killed in yester-
day's horrible railway accident have
been identified. They are those of T.
S. Guruey, of New York, who was on
his way home from Chicago, and Ru-
dolph F. Ederer, of Chicago, both of
whom were instantly killed. The
twelve persons wounded were taken to
the city hospital and are all ;doing well,
and it is thought that they willrecover.
Andrew J. Carpenter, of Yankton, Dak.,
and James A. Palmer, of Ilion, N.
V., have left the hospital and
are able to be about. They leave
for their homes to-day. Mr. F. M. Gur-
ney, a brother of the New York man
who was killed, has telegraphed that
he will be here immediately, to take
charge of the remains. The inquest
opened this morning. After viewing
the remains of those killed and the
scene of the wreck, the jury adjourned.
Before the inquest is continued, efforts
will be made to identify the bodies.
Hundreds of people have visited the
morgue to-day, but none of the killed
have been identified. Itis thought that
those killed were all strangers, as no
persons from Hamilton, or its vicinity
have been reported missing yet. Wil-
liam Phillips, firstbaseman of the Ham-
ilton base ball club, who was supposed
to have been killed, has been heard
from in Chicago, where he remained
over Saturday, instead of coming right
through.

Coroner Wollveston inspected the
charred remains very closely. He says
4ie is sure there are not the"remains of
eighteen persons among them. He
thinks fifteen would be the right num-
ber, seventeen at the outside, which
willmake at the most nineteen deaths
from the accident. Most of these were
killed instantly and their remains were
burned afterward, but some, it is cer-
tain, suffered intense agonies, being
slowly burned to death while hemmed
in by portions of the wreck. All the
wounded are doing well in the Hamil-
ton hospital. James A. Palmer, of
llion, N. V., and Andrew J. Carpenter,
of Yankton, S. D., left the hospital
Sunday night and put. up at the
Royal hotel. They went on to their
destinations to-day. Many telegrams
have been received from different parts
of the United States and Canada in-

MUST GUUSS WELL.

Long Time Weather Predictions
Hereafter.

' Washington', April 29.— chief
signal officer has issued the following
Instructions to the indications official:
In view of the great importance of
long-time weather predictions, to the
business interests of the country, itis
hereby directed that ou and after May
1, ls^), the indications official shall
make, whenever practicable, a general
prediction showing the condition of the
weather two or three days in advance.
The chief signal officer is aware that
unsettled weather conditions not infre-
quently obtain throughout the coun-
try to such an extent as to preclude
the possibility .of successful pre-
dictions even for twelve or twenty-
four hours in advance, so that
this class of long time predictions will
be confined to such occasions and such
sections of the country as from pecu-
liar and persistent meteorological con-
ditions seem to assure successful fore-
casts. These predictions will not be
too much in detail, but will clearly set
forth the section of the country for
which they are intended and the days
of the week which they will cover.
The use of such terms as "warmer"' or
"colder should lie replaced as a rule
by "warm," "cold," "moderately cold,"
etc. In making these long time fore-'
casts, the language should be varied
according to the necessities of the oc-
casion, but should always be in such
form as to convey clearly to the general '
public the opinions of the indications
official, and also the degree of positive-
ness that attaches to his opinions."
These predictions will be furnished at
the same time as the regular detailed
indications but. ihey will not appear
regularly, so that their non-appearance
will signify nothing mote than that
the indications officialdid not think it
judicious to make an advanced pre-
diction. _

ROCHE IS MULCTED.
Judge Vilas Fines the Comptroller

$25 for His Diversion With Mc-
Cardy.

- Judge Vilas yesterday filed this de-
cision in the case of the State ex rel J.
J. McCardy against John W. Roche, as
comptroller of the city of St. Paul. An
order having been made on April25 re-
quiring John W. Roche to show cause
why he refused to obey the peremptory
writof mandamus granted and issued
out of this court, dated the 2~th of
March, 1889, commanding and enjoin-
ing him " that, immediately i after
the receipt thereof. he should
at once permit and allow McCardy to
see and have an inspection of the books,
records aud documents on file in his of-
fice, and that he allow McCardy to take
such memoranda therefrom as he might
desire, and said order to show cause
having come on to be heard, aud having
been duly heard before this court on
the 27th day of April, and the court
having heard and taken evidence and
testimony offered and given by said re-
lator and said Roche inrelation thereto,
and the arguments of. counsel thereon,
and having duly considered the same,
doth decide, determine and adjudge:
That said Roche has been and is guilty
of willful disobedience of said per-
emptory writ of mandamus and of con-
tempt of said order and process of this
court and of its authority as charged,
which contempt was committed on
the 9th. 15th. 18th and 23d days
of April, 1889, in refusing, willfully
and without lawful excuse therefor,
when duly requested and demanded,
and in disobedience to said writ that he
permit and allow McCardy to see and
inspect a certain book known as the
"Auditor Claims Book.'" And it is 'Or-
dered that in punishment for his willful
disobedieuce of said writ and process of

ithis court, Roche be and is hereby fined
$25, and is adjudged to pay. the same to
the clerk of this court within twenty-
four hours after service of a certified
copy of this order upon him, and that,
in default, a warrant of commitment be
duly issued committing him to the com-
mon jail of the county, there to remain
and be detained until he shall' pay said
line, not exceeding, however, ten days,
or until he shall be thence discharged
by due course of law. The peremptory
writ cf mandamus is continued and de-
clared in fullforce until the mandate
thereof shall have been performed.

ARRESTED THE WRONG MAN.

James Shelton Proves That He Is
Not Murderer Dick Dowel! .

James Shelton, who was recently ar-
rested at Grand Forks, Dak., on infor-
mation filed by a former resident of
West Virginia who positively identified
Shelton as Richard Dowell, a con-
demned murderer who escaped from
jail three days before the day fixed for
his execution, is a free man again.
Shelton was brought to St. Paul by two
officerswho took him to Weston, W. Va.,
for identification. The lollowing dis-
patch to the Globe explains the dispo-
sition made of the case:

Weston. W. Va.. April29.— 2 p. m. to-
day Hon. W. G. Bennett heard the petition
of James Shelton. alias Hick Dowell. W. W.
Brannon and G. W. Chidister appeared for
the prisoner, aud Prosecuting Attorney W. B.
HcGarry for the state. All the witnesses on
both sides testified that the prisoner was not
Richard Howell. The evidence of the fore-
man of the jurythat tried Howell, John Ow-
den; Judge John Brannon, who presided at
the trial; Hon. A. Edmiston, who was state
attorney; and Judge Henry ' Brannon, who
was the" leading counsel for Howell, were
truly interested. The court, after hearing the
evidence, asked the attorneys whether they
desired to argue the ease, to* which they re-
plied no. His honor then delivered a "very
interesting and able opinion, stating this was
a case of mistaken identity. The books were
fullof just such cases; that the prosecuting
attorney of the county had done his duty
well. When he heard of Howell's capture he
used the proper means for his immediate re-
turn to the place where the murder had been
committed. The prisoner was discharged, as
the evidence conclusively showed that he
was not Richard Dowell. The prisoner will-
ingly signed an instrument indemnifying
and "releasing the county from any liabilities
or suit, on conditions that the authorities
here advance him his fare home and for the
time he lost. He vows vengeance against
Dakota, and the parties who had him ar-
rested.

reports that H. F. No. 112 has been lost,
after, he alleges, the bill had passed
both ends of the legislature. There is,
however, no record of the Ibill in the
senate journal, but in the hasty legisla-
tion which characterized the adjourn-
ment ofthe legislature there is nothing
surprising in this. The bill was an act
to provide for the incorporation and
regulation of co-operative and as-
sessmen life, endowment, and
casualty . insurance associations.
Such a law is of considerable iuipor-
ance to the insurance department, the .
present act beirg practically . a dead
letter in restricting bankrupt insurance
companies from operating in the state.
Mr. Todd proposed, by this : last bill,
that allinsurance companies must come
up to a; required standard before any
license would be issued to permit their
operations in Minnesota. . Clerk Angell,
of the executive department, reports
that the bill was not received there, and
the insurance department is compelled
to quietly work with the old law for two
more years.

These reports are
not wholly true. Warden Stordock said
yesterday: 'No contract can be made until
a second party to "the contract is provided.
While the . new board of inspectors have
power, under the law lately passed, to lease
the labor of a portion of the convicts, thatboard is not yet in existence and will not be
appointed until after the governor's returnfrom New York. After the new board isorganized, then, if the inspectors see fit tohire out convicts to a contractor, the board
must advertise forbids. So, to go through
all the preliminaries to a contract five or
six weeks yet. at least, would be required .'The warden is opposed to the contract sys-
tem and favors the state account plan, buthe says: -'Under the present state of affairs,
ifthe Thresher company should ask for 100or so convicts for their work, I should con-sent on humanitarian grounds, if no other,
in justice to the prisoners. They need work
and means of providing .them with some-thing to busy themselves with should be pro-
vided with all possible dispatch."
