THE SUBWAY PROBLEM.

The joint special dilatory committee
on underground wires held another
meeting yesterday afternoon at the city
hail at four o'cloek and adjourned at
4:05 without doing anything. The com-
mittee  has apparently struck a
Jarge sized snag  which it doesn’t
know how toremove or get around. It
is composed of men whose knowledge of
the subject they are dealing with Is not
scientitie and whose aequaintance with
the granting of franchises is not exten-
sive. But it promises to Lecome exten-
sive if the present rate of applications
for the privilege of ripping open the
streets to put in conduits continues. The
coy reluctance of the overhead wive
companies to take any stock incon-
duiis has given way to a perfect furor
for franchises,and it is this whichis
bothering the commitice. Tt has now
six applications for franchises before it.
Two have already Dbeen granted.
National Subway and

nawely, the {
Northavestern Telephone companies.

Two have been recommended tothe
council, and the ordinances have had
their first reading. These are the

‘Thompson-Houston company and the
Fdison company. The other applica-
tions are from the North Ameriean
telegraph company, the Brush ‘]'Ih'ctric

>, A

company and the A, 2
company, and a new applica-
tion from the Telegraph ex-

change which was formerly assigned
one eighth of the space. but
now claims that the amount is insufii-
cient.

The National Subway eompany con-
il these elaims for franchises and
assumes that the council promised to
mike a trial of the subway before try-
ing any other. 'That bas not been done
yet, as the wires are not to come
down before July 1. Out of
this muddle of applleations for fran-
chises in which the cily aldermen are
hopelessly floundering, two facts are
certain, that the people will not stand

it to have the streets continnally torn
up in order that private corporations
may experiment with patent eonduiis.
Second, that mno subway rights
of any Kkind should be granted
over which the city shall
uwot hold the vight of purehase. To let
in six or eight different sehiemes of sub-
ways would keep the streets in a hope-
less  state  of eonfusion d grant
exclusive  franchises unlimited by
the right of purchase would be
a greater calamity still. There is
one way out of the difliculiy,

and that is peinted out by Chairiman

Woodward, of the joint commiitee,
thus:
“The ecity must buy the National

subway plant. If it is not rich enough
now it must make certain that the or-
dinance provides for the purchase at
the end of two years. My ideas would

be that Mr. Dorsett, when he
finishes  bhis  work. should turn
the conduits over to the ecity

All of the companies will go into the
trench if the eity owns it, but they will
fizht the Dorsett company to the last
ditch. And 1 don’t see why the con-
duits are not as good @ investinent for
thie city as for E. S, Corser, D.Morrison,
Maj. W. D. Hale and oihers. [ think it
wouid be good financially, and
would  solve the problem  which
we are attempting to surmount
now with very indifferent success.
I understand that the Dorseit syndicate
is wiiling to accept such an amendment
ment to their ordinance.

Ald. C. P. Lovell, who is one of the
subway directors., made the remark the
other day that they would turn over
their plant to the city when itis fin-
ished for what it ecost. Mr. Dorsett
makes the same statement that Ald.
Woodward does in regard to the ac-
ceptability of an amendment to their
ordinance.

SO SAY THEY ALL.

City Comptroller Calderwood yester-
day expressed himself in vigorous lan-
gnage against the park commission
being permitted to negotiate city bonds,
and extending his remarks, delivered
himself of some bitter ecriticising
upen the plan of subdivid-
ing the fizancial aepartment
of the city government. Mr. Calder-
wood’s complaint is just, but he is not

nly officer who has seen his fune-
iions emasculated by a legislaturé im-
pregnated with bucolic murrain.  Mr.
Calderweed would confer a favor on
thie commuanity by easting his eye over
the list of city officials and say which
one was not-unwarrantably interfered

with by the legislature. Certainly
it was not the mayor, who was
given two assistants to dog his steps,

nor the city attorney, whose bill for a
jegal department was pulverized and
then passed, nor the eity couneil which
lost the right of election of the police
commissioners. It was said of Hamil-
ton that he touched the corpse of publie
ceredit and it sprang into life, but it
oucsht to be said of the lasi legisla-

ture that it strack the blossom-
ing tree of  home rule and
it  wilted and died. It touched

nothing which it did adorn and will go
down to history as the most nearly sue-
cessful legislature that has attempted
to rednece Minneapolis to the village
state and appoint a Penobscot fisherman
to boss it.

Holcomb
says he thinks he is wanted as a wit-
ness, as he turned over his property to
the parties robbed in September, and
understood he was to be released irom
further liability. He -has been travel-
ing for a Chicago house, and has vis-
ited Omaha regularly for some time
past,

MORE TO ¥FOLLOW.

W. G. Harley Arraigned and Held
for Examination.

W. G. Darley, the smooth young com-
mission wan who has had so much fun
with the Minneapolis Elevator com-
pany in the past few months, over a
few thousand bushels of wheat which

he was supposed to have as-
sisted in abstracting from the
company’s storage bins, was

before Judge Ewmery again yesterday
afterncon on the charge of stealing
$12,000 worth of wheat. Carman N.
Smith, who appeared for him, entered a
plea of not gzuilty, and the case was
continued until the 10th inst., Harley
being held in 10,000 bonds for his ap-
pearance at that time. The case has
still more interesiing features, which
are to be brought outin the near fut-
ure. Iv is darkly hinted that several
more arrests, some of them of a sensa-
tional character, will pe made.

While not pushing the matter atall,
the elevator company has never relaxed
its original intention of prosecuting the
offenders, and has kept track of the
movements of  Harry  Halcomb,
the gentlemanly foreman who bad
charge of the elevator during
the time that the peculations
of Harley and the others were going on.
The matter was brought to a crisis rath-
er sooner than was expected by the un-
looked for admissions made by Harley
while on the witness stand in his recent
damage suit against the elevator com-,
pany, and yesterday Mr. Holcomb
was arrested in Omaha, as stated above,
on telegrams from here, and an officer
will leave this morning to conduct him
back. Holcomb’s testimony 1s expect-
ed tto be very damaging to the defend-
ants.

Detectives Howard and Doyle, County
Attorney Jamison and Captain holmes,
of the elevator company, are all very
reticent about the entire matter, and
very little can be learned of the true
status of affairs, but it is known that
preparations are being made for a grand
coup some time within the next few
days.

A TALE OF WOE.

Divorce Proceedings Brought by
a Farmer's Wife.

Mary E. Brown has commenced an
action in the district court for divorece
from her husband, Milton D. Brown.
They were married at Minneapolis in
January of 1886 and have lived here
ever since. They were at that time
each drawing’ close to the fortieth year
of their life and had both tasted of the
joys and sorrows of married life before,
she having three little ones and he two,
0 they staried out with quite a family.
Mrs. Brown states in her complaint that
with in a few months after the marriage
the husband became morose, sullen and
indifferent and treated her with increas-
ing severity and harshness. It goeson
further showing that marriage in their
case had been altogether a failure. Mr.
Brown took his children from under
her care, though she had won their
affections and sent them to his mother,
stating that his wife used profane lan-
guage in their presence. Shortly after
he turned oft the hired girl, sent.the
washwoman away, and though his wife
was sick and suftering she was forced
to do her own work, would not take her
riding nor give her car checks, ceased
taking his meals at home, ignored and
neglected all socia: duties of the marital
relation, and in the words of the con-
plaint “‘bhas praetically discontinued all
domestic intercourse with her, and all
recognition of her as wife, excepting
only as prompted and impelled by
sexual desires and appetites.”

The complaint then in minateness
tells of how after spring house cleaning
the man wrote in large black letters on
the wail ‘“Boarders keep out, ete.,”
how he disturbed the piPes of raked
leaves from the lawn, took away the
cook stove. removed three pianos w.ich
she had rented, one to the North Star
Storage company, one to an open field,
where it was ruined by rains, and one
to the lawn, and how he did very many
other things sorely distressing in nature
to make life unendurable o her. But
the worst was to come where it tells of
how he camein one night after she

aid her echildren had gone to
bed, ter: the coverinz fon the
bed she ocenpied ‘w.th one chily,
bruttally  assaulted the ehildron

a~d in rage attempted to drive them
from the room, violentl= tore down the
bed on which the two children were
sleeping, broke aund Kicked out the win-
dow and sash from one of the windows,
threw the bedstead out, seized ana
broke the other bed, and here she es-
caped through the window and was
running to a neizhbor’s when he over-
took her and coaxed her to come back.

T'he document ¢loses witl stating that
because of the conduet her affection was
destroyed, and their married life became
one of malighant persecution on the one
side and continual suffering on the
other, and, being unwilling to sustain
to the defendant a reiation of mere le-
galized prostitution, refused further to
cohabit with him unless he should ac-
cord to her the rizhts of a wife. She
asks for an absolute divoree, and if she
cannot get thafs for divorce from bed
and board. and asks for alimony, be-
cause, she says, he is well off.

The Old Story of Beauty and the
Beast.

The day in the big court room at the
district court opened yesterday with
Jndge Young in the chair, C. B. Maben.

$10,000 for false and malicious pros-
ecution, in constant communication
with the lawyers Baxter and Donahue,
who are pushing the case. ‘“Pat’’ Gib-
bons ocupied a front seat, with his feet
on the ‘‘bench,” chewinﬁ gum vigar-
ously.

“Did you see who it was?”?

“No, it was in the next room and 1
could see nothing, I just heard.”

When Maben took the stand, he main-
tained a great desire to say a good deal.
He testified that Smith recaived votes
after they had bgen challengéd, paying
He also said that
owing to the premature closing of the
polls, a number of legal voters were
kept from voting,

Judge Young would allow of evidence
ouly on the two points with reference to
the charge of excluding legal voters,
and of receiving the vote of a stranger
after it had been challenged.

An Employment Agent After Li-
cense Inspector Ray.

Some men who have conducted em-

ployment agencies in the city during

the past year and have been inclined to

_catch the dollar of theunwary situation

seeker without much regard to ‘the
means employed in the capture have
had frequent and serious collisions

with License Inspector Ray, and
have usually come .out second
best. Now one gentleman against

whom complaints have been made
at police headquarters on sundry and
various occasions preposes to make
things sultry for Mr. Ray, and with that
end in view has commenced proceed-
ings 1n a $2,000 damage suit against the
inspector. 'The complainant is Charles
G. Loveland, who until a short time
ago conducted an ageney at 121 Nicol-
let, where he is alleged to have syste-
matically fleeced the laboring man. On
the 11th of April last the lfense in-
spector arrested Loveland and he lay in
the cooler until 9 a. m. the following
morning, when, owing to a defect in the
old ordinance, he was found not guilty
and discharged.

In his complaint he sets forth that
during his imprisonment he suffered
great mental anguish and that the affair
damaged his business in the sum of at
least $2,000, which he desires to recover
from Inspector Ray for malicious and
unlawful arrest and imprisonment.

MORE FUEL GAS,

Another Company That Desires to
Heat the City.

The council committee on ordinances
considered another application for a
franchise to manufacture, sell and dis-
tribute gas for fuel in the city of Min-
neapolis yesterday. This latestapplica-
tion is from a company composed of
Frank Adams, James T. Wyman, B. F.
Nelson, Fred B. Snyder and Henry Mar-
tin, who propose to use what is known
as the Brazil system of artificial fuel
gas for which it is claimed that it at-
tains nearly as good results as natural
gas and much better than other
forms of artificial gas. The oridi-
nance was presented and the
system explained by diagrams, but the
committee indicated no line of action,
except to refer Mr. Snyder to the Min-
neapolis gaslight ordinance. Mr. Sny-
der had seen it before. and said his
company figured on an injunction from
the old company if they got a permit
to build. He thought. however, they
could dissolve the injunction since
they were bringing in something which
was unknown when_ the gas company
got its franchise. The legal lights of
the committee agreed with him on that
point, and will meetagain in two weeks,

. REARRESTED.

Five Men Released and Rear-
raigned Before Judge Emery.
W. A. Norman, Ed Abell, Thomas

Olson, J. Bununell and Thomas Conly,
five of the rioters sentenced by Judge
Emery to ninety days imprisonment and
$100 fine under the ordinance and re-
Jeased on-writs of habeas corpus under
Judge Smith’s recent ruling, were re-
arrested and brought into municipal
conrt yesterday. They were ar-
raigned on . charges of rioting
under the state law and through their
attorney, Lars M. Rand. waived ex-
amination and were held to the grand
jury in the sam of §1,000 each. Norman
is charged with attempt to injure the
person of M. Mealey, and the others are
alleged to have directed their efforts
against the property of the street car
company.

blossome (&H upon the Grand opera
stage, last ed and abetted by the
Appo'llo Giee club, The club followed
thex ganeral outlines of Shakespeare’s
story as regards costumes, places an
characters but added several tonches o
its own, which were unique. ‘The first
sceile was a street within the patrol
limits of Verona, upon which a
cgmpﬂny of ‘'male Amazons appeared
and did a George Washington centen-
nial march, then formed into opposing
squadrons and fought a bloodless com-
bat with wooden swords. These were
the opposing factions of the C?Dulets
and Montagues on the evening of an ex-
citing election Bill Tybalt, chairman
purchased by fraud. The crowd cheered
and Capulet invited them to a lawn
party on his ancestral grounds the next
evening. The second act was on the
grounds, when grim-visaged War had
smoothed his wrinkled front, and
Romeo hopped in for the ex-
press purpose of making a conquest
of the Capuletcommittee charged the
other_side with importing repeaters
from Venice, and gave Sam Mercuvio a
horrible roast on the corner of Italy
and Dago streets, where a large erowd
assembled to see the fun. They were
happily separated by Col. Capulet, who
appeared and declared that he
would never accept a nomination
of Juliet’s hand.

EMERY VS. SMITH.

The Rioters, The Habeas Corpus

Proceedings and The Courts.

Judge Emery does not seem to be at
all dismayed at the way Judge Smith
sat down on him and his court by re-
leasing Erickson and others from the
workhouse on writs of habeas corpus.
He feels sure the supreme court will
support him in the matter and all men
thus released will be prosecuted under
the state law. This raises the question
of whether this would not be trying a
man twice for practically the same
offense. Judge Emery, however, Rolds
that the first case was merely under
the ordinance for the enforcement of a
police regulation and that the men were
not charged with any crime at all, but
that they are now arraigned under the
state law, which makes their alleged
acts criminal.

An Unhappy Love.

Lena Hillburner, an eighteen-year-
old girl from Crookston, was confined
in a cell at the central police station
Wednesday night, Sheriff Poulsrud, of
that place, having stopped over here
with the girl, whom he was taking to
the insane asylum at St. Peter. The
girl’s story is a pitifulone. She became
violently insane last Saturday night
after having had a quarrel with her
lover and since that time has not _slept
or eaten.
