Kennett, Schwartzc, Dupee & Co. and W. G.
Mccormick & Co.. were free sellers; with
Hutchinson, Mitchell and Evcringham good
buyers. The wheat market closed without
any disturbing influences. Receipts were
20 cars. About 20,000 bu of choice hard
spring wheat sold at 10c to 12c over May for
milling. Oats were strong, probably in sym-
pathy with corn. Last sales were a shade
higher than yesterday- Receipts, 216 cars.
Corn opened weak, with wheat, but gradually
grew stronger, Shippers were active bidders
for the cash corn, and Hutchinson was a
buyer of June. Receipts continue quite large.
Arrivals to-day were 771 cars. There was an
unexpected run of hogs at the yards to-day.
The receipts were first estimated at 20,000,
and later at 24.000 hogs. The prices in the
pit were affected altogether by selling on this
account. The selling of pork was led by Ar-

mour & Co.. Cudahy and Floyd Huffman.
Receipts ofhogs at six points were 56,000
against 46.000 the same day last year. The
decline in July lard was 10c to 5*6.90.
