THE EDISON FRANCHISE.

The Company Given Permission
to Begin Work.

Aid. Billings, representing a minority
ofthe committee on underground wires,
introduced a resolution giving the Edi-
son company permission to begin work
within ten days and complete it
within thirty days, under direction
of the city engineer. Aid. Woodward,
who is chairman of the commit-
tee, inquired how the minority set
this report before the council " when
there had been no committee meeting.

An Immense Procession and
a Large Meet-

Testesday Norwegian : independence
day received not exactly its centennial
boom, for it is only seventy-five years
old yet, but what was nearly as good
from the point of enthusiasm mani-
fested, the Scaudiavians turned out . in
Immense numbers and gave the entire
afternoon to the parade and exercises
in front of the new Normanna hall ou
Third street and 'Twelfth avenue
south.
