LARGE EXPORT BUYING.

St. Paul the Feature In the Slock Mar-
kets—Everything Moves Up-

ward.

Chicago, May 23.— There was fresh activ-

ity and a little show of returning strength in
wheat. The market sagged so low that an
Item or two of anything like bull news had a
sudden effect. Early dispatches brought re-
ports of lightfrosts in the South and frost
sufficient to injuregarden products at Toledo
and points iv Indiana. This made the small
shorts feel uneasy. This news was helped
also by the twenty-eight boat loads taken for
export at New York yesterday and the cash
wheat taken here yesterday and to-day. The
change of feeling was most noticeable at the
opening, when futures started "ft@**4C higher

here and at "New York, and tic better at

Toledo and St. Louis. While cables were as
bearish as on previous days, the ex-
port clearances were better— l23.ooo bu
of wheat and a 15,000 barrels of
flour from New York, with some
78,000 bu, of wheat from Baltimore. This
made even the bears cautious about over-
selling, and made a temporary rally quite
easy. The action of July In this market was
76"- to 70*U. to 76*8, to 76%, to 761-2 at 1 p.
m. June sold at 80 and SOU: September at
7314 and 74%; December 7r>s and 757*. It
was conceded that more advance would have
been made but for the attitude of Hutchin-
son, who opposed any upward action. Cud-
ahy and Partridge sold on the advance.
Among the best buyers were Irwin, Greene
& Co, Helmbolx, Lamson Brothers and Jones-
Kennett. Receipts were light, only 13 cars.
The estimate for Friday is 29 ears. The
bullish feeling wore off in wheat before the
close. Last prices were about the bottom
for the day, vet Uto % better than
last night. "A few of the local "pro-
fessionals" started into bull corn at
the outset on account of the cold weather.
The receipts, however, were too much for
them, and the market soon got back to its
closing figures of yesterday. The receipts
for the day were nearly 100 cars over the
highest estimate made, and there are also
11,000 received by canal. The early esti-
mate of 1,050 cars for to-morrow also helped
to depress values.

In wheat to-day, and a better feeling existed
early. The opening for July was Vie higher
than yesterday's closing: sold both *4c below
and &*sc above* opening figures, and closed
about %c higher than yesterday's closing,
with feeling easier. The firmness was attri-
buted to reported large export buying at the
seaboard late yesterday, confirmed by more
liberal clearances, and possibly influenced
some by fears of frost in the Northwest.
There was better buying, and in spite of
some rather liberal selling, the market held
up well most of the session. "Shorts" cov-
ered freely. The weather bulletin indi-
cated higher temperature, and advices
also reported weather getting warmer.
This induced the selling ot some wheat
bought early and fulloutside prices were not
maintained" Cables were bearish. A quiet
firm feeling prevailed in corn; fluctuations
kept within 'fee range, and the volume of
business was only moderate. There was no
new feature of" importance developed and
the market showed little, ifany, change from
yesterday, operations being confined largely
to local traders. The market opened at "Ac
advance over the closing prices of yesterday,
eased off 14, changed frequently within %c
range, and cloEed %©%c higher than yester-
day. Inoats a fair business was transacted
in June and July, but other deliveries were
neglected, not enough trades being made to
establish quotations. A firmer feeling
prevailed and prices advanced slightly
quite an active business was done in
pork, and prices ruled with considerable
irregularity.
