CALDERWOOD TALKS.

The Comptroller Rejects
Some Ward Pay
Rolls,

And Quotes the. Charter in
Defense of His Ac-
tion.

The Aldermen, However, Give
the Bills Their Ap-
proval,

But the Comptroller Will Re-
fuse to Countersign
Warrants.

The city council held a special meet-
ing, with thirty-one members present,
last night, ealled by the mayor, to act
on the pay rolls and budget of bills for
the month. The comptroller, whose
duty it is to audit the pay rolls and pass
them on to the committee on claims,
reserved the rolls for ward work and

sent in a long communication de-
tailing his reasons for rejecting
them. Inorderto get the objections

before the council Ald. Potter moved
that the comptroller be heard. Ald.
Grimes objected, and the president. de-
clared he could not be heard without
unanimous consent. He also ruled the

reading of the comptroller's com-
munication out of order because
it was a special meeting. The

council then passed the bills notwith-
standing the comptroller’s objections
and passed on to other business. The
disagreement between Mr. Calderwood
and the aldermen involves the point
whether the street commissioners have
the right to grade new streets, and per-
form other work without orders from
the council. He is also dissatisfied with
the commissioners’ reports, which, he
claims, are not sufficiently in detail.
His communication was as follows, in
full:

The Honorable City Council—Gentlemen:
Having refused to audit the pay rolls of street
commissioners in the following wards of this
city, mnamely: Second, Fifth,
Eighth, Twelfth and Thirteenth, and having
been called upon to assign my reasons for
such refusal, I respectfully submit the follow-
ing: 1f the time has come—and if reports be
true I should say that the time had come
and was being improved—when individuals
are permitted to ignore the provisions of our
charter—let contracts ad libitum—spend as

Seventh,

they individually see fit the city’s money (a) |

—thereby disturbing that just balance in
pubiic expenditure wherein alone lies the
finanecial safety (b) of our municipal organ-
ization—I say if such a time has arrived—
then what I mav say counts for naught.

If the jrovisions of our charter are illib-
eral and unjus. reter them L. tne Hennepin
county delegation for correction. If our
laws are just and equitable then the faithful
compliance with their provisions will injure
no one.

Chapter vili.. setrion 4, of the eity charter
requires, *"That no street commissioner shall
do any work upon the streets except such as
is necessary to keep traveled streets and im-
proved sidewalks in repair and passable con-
dition, and unless such work is especiall
ordered by the city council.” T understan:
that much;, or at least a part or the money
sought to be drawn on the rejected pay rolls,

is for work done on new grad-
ing of streets. without the formal
sanetion of your honorable body.

and in my opinion a plain violation of the
charter requirements. This, in itself, I be-
lieve to be sufticient cause for rejecting the
pay rolis. You may say, how do I know that
all or any of the labor periormed and to be
paid forinthe pay rolls in_question, is tor
grading, or for work other than that which
may be done—under section 6, chapter 8. I
can only answer this by referring you to sec-
tion 3, chapter 8, which reads as follows:

The street commissioner shall keep ac-
curate accounts of all their work and ex-
penditures®nd make detailed and itemized
reports thereof to the city council at least
once in every two months (nottwo years)
and oftener if ordered by the council and no
bill for compensation to such street com-
missioner shall be allowed unless the same
shall be accompanied or preceded with
full and itemized reports of his work
and expenditures up to the time of
rendition of sunch bil.” TUp to this
date no report itemized. or otherwise,
to th e best of my knowledge has been pre-
sented to this council, the pay rolls being
the only decument;presented for theconsider-
ation of the city committee.It is true that an
unwritten law exists by virtue of which the
comptroller has heretofore been accustomed
tosign these payv rolls without any report or

vrevious action of the city council, but this

as been abused. and in view of the
magnitude of the interests involved and the
amount expended, Ihave determined, that
in order to protect myself and provide ade-
quate proof of careful expenditure I shall
either demand the itemized reports required
in the charter and {wuof of their adoption by
your honorable body, or if not some formal
action of your honorable body indorsing the

resent loose system and relieving me from
iability and censure thereunder—if upon in-
quiry the city attorney decides that this can
be legally done.

It requires but a moment s thought to con-
vinee any thoughtful person that under the
present tacit agreement, or system, vast sums
are expended without adequate records of
work done, material furnished or any vouch-
ers to show that the money has been prop-
erly expended or that I have faithfully per-
formed the duties of my office, or in such a
manner as would be required by any busi-
ness man in the regulation and proper man-
agement of his private affairs.

The rejection ef the pay roll for the Eighth
ward, together with bill for grading, both of
which have passed the committee on claims,
requires & further word ot explanation from
me. I have been mildly reprimanded by one
of the aldermen from the Eighth for my
sceming injustice to them—in performing
my duty. hile my general reasons, as be-
fore stated, are in my estimation amply suf-
ficient to cause their rejection, yet there are
other and sufficient reasons why they
should not pass. That according to
the best information I can gather, not-
withstanding the fact that the expenditure
involved was more than $100. Public notice
and invitation was not given, but as far as I
can ascertain the contract was let without
notice by one of the aldermen from that
ward, and that too, without formal sanction
of the council or the approval of his col-
leagues from the same ward. also claim
that the bill of W.D. Van Norman isnot
specific enough, and to bear me out in this
assertion I ask the city clerk to read the bill.
The charter provision on contractsis plain:

“Whenever the city council shall deter-
mine to do any of said work or construction
by contract, if the amount of the expendi-
ture involved in said contract shall exceed
the sum of $100, public notice shall be given
and proposals invited for the same in such
manner as the said city council may direet.”
Perhaps this provision does not include al-
derman who usurp the rights of your honora-
ble body by letting contracts and doing work
without the knowledge and consent of your
honorable body.

In conclusion: The more I see the more
am I convinced of the necessity of a closer
adherence to the laws as set forth in our eity
‘charter, and if these iaws are unsuitable to
the present demands of our city, itis your
privilege to have them changed, and not my
privilege to permit the violation of the ecity
charter, so far as it comes within my juris-
diction to prevent.

_ THE BILLS PASSED.

The Van Norman bill rejected by the
comptroller was for $267.04, and was
0. kK’d by the street commissioner and
aldermen of the ward. The largest
item, $239.54 was for grading and
excavating Lyndale avenue, but did
not state the contract price per yard or
the amount of work done. After the
comwptroller's communication had been
ruled out by the president,the council,on
motion, passed all the pay rolls and the
Van Norman bill. In explaining his
vote on the latter Ald. Sterling ofiered
to take all the blame there was for the
making of the contract. “The work
was ordered,” he said, *while the
Eighth ward was laboring under two
catastrophes, one alderman sick,another
off on his wedding tour. 1 am, perhaps,
biamab¥e for not knowing the provis-
ions of the charter requiring contracts
over $100 to be advertised in the
official paper of the city. 1 received
several bids on the work, and nobodiy
claimed the price was exorbitant until
a neighbor, a very troublesome man in
the Eighth ward, began to object in an
illegal manner. F. C. Penney, the
“troublesome gentleman,” sat behind
Mr. Sterling when this shot was made
at him. The council accepted Ald.
Sterling’s apology and agreed to the bill
as it was an Kighth ward matter.
Comptroller Calderwood takes the
smothering of his communication coolly,
as he has another crack at the bills. He
will refuse to countersign the warrants
for some of them, and then there will be

more fun, as the contractor can only ob-
tain his money by obtaining a writ of
mandamus compelling the comptroller
to show cause why he should not coun-
tersign the warrants. The bills and pay
rolls re{')ected yesterday involved about
§6,000, but the principle for which the
comptroller is fighting, afiects a large
part of the ward and city work.
OTHER BUSINESS.

The contract for 4,000,000 sand-
moulded brick at 39.50 per thousand wa:
awarded to the Wisconsin Red Pressed
Brick company without dissent. Ald.
Sterling’s ordinanece fixing the grade of
Lyndale passedjunder suspension of the
rules. Several other minor matters
were disposed of, including the passage
of preliminary respecting the straighten-
ing of Bassett’s creek, and the council
ad{oumed. Next Friday night there
will be a regular meeting®

STABBED IN THE DARK.

The Second Trial of John Sauer—
District Court Briefs,

The evidence in the case of John
Sauer for assault on Julian Zywort,
was yesterday given for a second time
in the eriminal court. On the former
trial Sauer was found guilty and sen-
tenced to four years at Stillwater. The
case was appealed to the supreme court
and was sent back again to the lower
court. The detense made is that Zywort
was stabbed by a man (Volkmann) when
both of them were making an attack on
Sauer, and that by accident in the
dark hallway, where the fight was held,
Zywort was stabbed by his friend, who
mistook him for Sauer. Several wit-
nesses, however, testiiy to Sauer being
the guilty party. The man was Senator
Washburn’s gardener, and has been
backed by that gentleman throughout
the trial.” The evidence is not yetall
given,

DISTRICT COURT BRIEFS.

August Pfeiffer has a damage suit on
trial before Judge Hooker for $10,000 of
the Milwaukee Railway company. He
had his ribs broken last July through
the alleged carelessness of the company.
The accident occured on the Minneapo-
lis Eastern Railway company’s road at
the Columbia mill, where Pfeiffer was
loading flour on the car. A night ses-
sion was held, but the evidence was not
all given.

The case of Mrs. C. E. Smith against
Henry Colyer was on trial yesterday be-
fore Judge Seagrave Smith. Mrs. Smith
claims that Colyer paid her $800 only of
$2,500 due her as her hushand’s life in-
surance, and he eclaims that he paid it

all.

The Leeds-Barrett Supply company
has begun a mechanies’ lien action
against the K. of L. Building associa-
tion. Their claim is but §00. But
thereare others amounting to $35,000.
bi'ubseribers are failing to pay their
aues.

The cases of Bardwell against Dahl
and of Bucker against Ginter were dis-
missed by Judge Rea yesterday.

With the
order is the affidavit of V. H. Adams,
showing that Berglin deserted his sick
wife after having abused her with eruel
treatment. He swears also that he is
worth £32,000 in his belief.

bers expected. It was freely predicted
before that there would be a drop of
two or three dollars, but it did not ap-
pear.

THE STOCK YARDS A GO.

Work Actively Begun and Money
Being Spent,

As a result of the Scheffer catile in-
spection bLill, work has at last been
actively begun on the Minneapolis
stock yards. About four hundred men
are employed there grading the ground
for the new packing houses, which are
promised to be in operation in
August. A mile or so of rpadbed
for a railroad line from New Brighton,
the stock yards station, to eonnect with
the Northern Pacific and Manitoba at
Fridley, has been construected; nine ice
houses have already been constructed;
a summer hotel. to cost $7,000, has been
contracted for; an exchange building
to aceommodate the stock yards bank
will soon be erected, and altogether
the stock yards project which has been
so long in” embryo has taken in quite a
large boom. A little city is destined to
grow up around the stock yards, and al-
ready postal facilities have been applied
for and arrangements have been made
for a score of%utchers to locate at Long
Lake. Their improvements th.s year
will cost £50,000, and retail stores, resi-
dences and other signs of civilization
will follow in the general wake of the
larger improvements. .

“THE RIVER OF LIFE.”

The Commeneement Season
Sets.In, and Diplomas
Are Ripe.

Thlrty Teachers Graduate
sFrom the Public School
Training Department.

Judson Institute Closes An-
-other Useful School Year
--The Graduates.

The Gethsemane Church Kin-
dergarten Reviews the
Past Year.

The close of the second year of the
work of the Minneapolis Training
school for teachers was appropriately
marked by commencement exercises at
the Central High School hall, Twelfth
street and Fourth avenue south, last
evening. The graduating class consists
of nearly thirty young ladies, who have
started out to make the instruction and
training of young minds their life work.
About twenty of the number will begin
their labors during the present year in
the publie schools of Minneapolis.

The exercises last night were attended
by 300 or 400 people and were highly
creditable to the teachers and pupils.
After music by the class, the exercises
were opened with prayer by Rev. Falk
Gjertsen, after which Prof. Thomas J.
Gray, principal of the normal school at
St. Cloud, delivered under the title,
“To Be, Do, to Sauffer,” a
very exhaustive address” on the
duties, qualifications, triais and tribu-
lations of the thoroughly efficient and
conscientious instructor. He dwelt at
some length on the necessity for just
such a school as this, from which
the young ladies were graduat-
ing and declared that it was the
noblest and most commendable
enterprise to which Northwestern
brains and energy have yet been ap-
plied. He told of the hundreds of
young women who are naturally well
titted for the work of the educator, and
who have also ample education, so far
as the general knowledge gained in the
academy or high school goes, but who
fail through lack of technical and pro-
fessional education.

Misses Nona Newcombe and Mary
Clarke read papers in which they dis-
cussed one of the live issues of normal
training under the opposite heads: *The
Teacher Is Born,” and **The Teacher Is
Made.” Miss Newcombe’s paper was a
strong argument to show that cer-
tain inherent qualities of mind
and character are required to make
a successful instructor and that the
school can only develop and ecannot
create these, while Miss Clarke’s essay
placed in a strong forcible form facts
which would seem to prove that people
with very different natural adaptability
for *‘teaching the young idea how to
shoot”” may become very successful in-
structors through proper and careful
training.

The essay and valedictory by Miss
Mary Keyes, who took ¢‘Relations in
Teaching” as her theme, was a very en-
tertaining effort, and reflected great
credit on the work done by these young
women as well as upon the ability and
faithfulness of Miss Adele Evers, mho
has had full charge of the school from
the time it was first organized two years
ago.

Miss Fanme Gutphill’s ‘“Welcome to
the Teacher’s Calling,” was very pleas-
ing, and contained many valuabie hints,
gleaned from Miss Gutphill’s fund of
experience in her long service, which
has finally brought her to the position
of principal of the Emerson school.

Judson institute graduated a class of

five young iadies last evening. The ex-

ercises were held at the First Baptist
church. A very large audience of the
friends of the church and the institu-
tion filled the brightly lighted audito-
rium early in the evening.

Miss Wallace, the other member
of the faculty, was detained by sick-
ness. The young ladies of the institute,

a hundred in number, occupied the cen-
