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CRUSHED TO DEATH.

Attendants at the Rochester
Insane Asylum Kill a
Negro Patient.

fhey Knock Him Down and
Jump on Him With Their
Feet.

An Eye-Witness Silenced by
Being Threatened with
Death,

And the Awful Affair Kept
From the Public Two
Months.

Epecial to the Globe.

ROCHESTER, June 1.—August Beck-
man and Edward Peterson, residents of
this county, and former attendants at
the Second insane hospital in this eity,
are under arrest and centined in the
=ounty jail, charged with the murder of
Taylor Combs, a negro patient in the
ward under their charge. Coroner
Mosse. of this county, had just finished
the reading of **Very Hard Cash,” when
he was called upon to investigate a
startling illustration in real life of the
facts set forth in that famous novel.
Combs’ death occurred under suspicious
cireumstances on April 1. Supt. Bow-
ers called Coroner Mosse to investigate
{he matter on April 2. A thorough post-
mortem examination was held, which
developed a scalp wound on the back of
the head, the skull and brain being un-
injured; also a large bruise on the back
of the left hand. On moving the breast
bone it was found

FEACTURED AND CRUSHED
in over the heart, and a large blood clot
had partially filled the chest. This
fracture of the sternum, or breast bone,

and internal hemorrhage had caused
his death. Further imvestigation made
at the time brought out a story from the
two attendants that Combs had fallen
from a scaffold in the ward while
washing the ceiling; that he had
told them of his fall, and that
they had put him to bed, and asked him
if he desired tosee a physician, to which
he said he did not. He apparently fell
asleep, but, upon trying to arouse him
some time later, it was discovered that
he was dead. From that story they did
not vary, and it appeared at that time
that there were only two other wit-
nesses (two insane patients in the ward)
who could not be made to tell a
coherent story. But later develop-
ment show that a painter, one John
Date, employed in_ the hospital, had
witnesed what was in reality the mur-
der of the patient. This_came to the
knowledge of the superintendent and
Coroner Mosse, who interviewed Date

and elicited the following blood-
curdling story: Date came into the
ward in the morning and found

Combs in a surly mood and muttering to
himself. As he desired him to work,
Datejpacified;him with a plug of tobacco
and set him to work washing off a ceil-
ing in company with two other patients.
At abont a quarter of eleven, Date saw
August Beckman, the attendant, com-
ing down the warn pushing and strik-
ing Combs. Taking him into the cloak
room, Beckman
KNOCKED HIM DOWN,

and began choking him, at the same
time ealling the other attendant, Peter-
son, to **pitch in,” which he did. be-
laboring Combs with a cane, which was
broken to pieces, after which he ook at
maple mop stick and pounded him into
insensibility. They then ceased their
maltreatment, through fear, Beckman

exclaiming “My Ged! We have
killed him.” Combs finally came
to, however, and Dbeing ordered

into the wash room to remove traces of
the affair, he attempted to do so, but
staggered aiound, again provoking the
attendants, who once more knocked
him down and jumpedon his chest,then
probably inflicting the injury from
which he died. He was again ordered
up and made to go up the ward. but had
not gone far when he was again
knocked down and pounded with
the mop stick. The two inhuman
attendants finally, after three-quartevs
or an hour of maltreatment, allowed
Cobms to lie on a mattress that was in
the ward, where he died at 2 o’clock in
the afternoon. They then saw Supt.
Bowers and told the story of Combs’
falling from the scaffold,intimidating
Date into silence by threats of his life
if he opentd his mouth. Dr. Bowers,
suspicious of their story, immediately
discharged the attendants, and, on
Jearning of Date’s knowledge of the
affair, immediately swore out a war-
rant for their arrest, which was effected
vesterday afternoon. Combs was in-
dustrious, but a hard patient to manage,
necessitating strict discipline. He was
brought to the asylum from Stillwater,
where he was serving out a thirty-year
sentence for an assult on a five-year-
old girl. The attendants will be brought
before the grand jury next week, where
further facts will be elicited.

St. PAvur, Minn,, May 31, 1889.
To the Board of Education:

Your commitiee begs leave to recom-
mend that the Ninth grade be intro-
dnced into the Webster, Humboldt,Van
Buren, Jefferson and Cleveland build-
ings, with the same course of study as
that pursued in the same grade at the
High school building: that the teach-
ers in charge of the ninth grade rooms
be required to furnish the same proofs
of qualification, and be placed upon the
same schedule of salaries as teachers of
similar grade in the High school build-
ing.

That the instruction in Enghsh and
mathematics be given by the ninth
grade teachers. That a suitable num-
ber of itinerant teachers be employed,
who shall give the instruction in foreign
languages. ‘That all of these teachers
be, as to methods and aims of instrue-
tion, under the direction of the prinei-
pal of the High school, and attend the
meetings of the High school teachers.
That in case the number of students in
any of the buildings eleeting any par-
ticular course is, in the opinion of the
superintendent, too small to warrant
the organization of a class, such stndents
must either select another course or at-
tend the Central sehool. That the
boundaries of the schools be as follows:
Humboldt school, the entire Sixth ward;
Van Buren school, the territory from
which children of the eighth grade at-
tend the Van Buren and the Sibley
schools; Cleveland school, the territory
from which the children of the eighth
grade now attend the Cleveland school;
Webster school, the territory from
whieh the children of the eighth grade
now attend the Webster school; Jeffer-
son school, the portion 1ncluded within
the boundaries of the Jefterson, Adams
and Monroe schools.

THE FROST SCARE IS OVER

And the Week Closes With a Bearish
Feeling in Wheat.

e

ALL FUTURES RECORD A DROP

In Stocks St. Paul Opens Weak But
Rallies Handsomely---Live
Stock Prices.

CHIcAGO, June 1.—There was a lively time
in wheat the first hour to-day. Themonth of
May, with all its predictions of corners and
squeezes, passed out of the way with May
and June at the same figure, and only 1¢
premium over July. The nervousness and
strength of the week, such as it was, resulted
from fear of frosts. At the time of the open-
ing to-day the sun was shining and the tem-
perature was the warmest for days. This
made the trade bearish inan hour. July
wheat opened at 76%4c¢, 3¢ lower, and on the
free selling went off to 75%e, or 1¢ under
the first price. September went off
as quickly to 73%c, 1c under last night;
December to 753sc. At this point there was
some covering by Partridge and others, and
New York having cleared 153,000 bu of
wheat and nearly 40,000 bbls of flour, there
was a halt in the decline and a slow reaction
to 75%ec for July, with a yielding to 75%@
75%e at 1 o’'clock. There was much dullness
late in the session, and even conservative
bulls conceded that with the light demand
for cash there was little hope of any up-
ward movement until other influences are
felt. Receipts were 40 cars. Deliveries
were not significant. 1t was estimated that
less than 50,000 bu of wheat went around.
Delivery of corn was light and oats fairly good.
The only delivery of importance in provis-
ions was about 10,000 tierces ot lard. Per-
haps 200,000 pounds of short ribs and a lit-
tle mess pork made up the total. Corn was
weak and lower on account of the large re-
ceipts and the excellent growing weather.
Receipts were 1,393 cars and 22,650 bu by
canal. 'Oats were quiet and steady. Receipts,
440 cars and 21,500 bu by canal. Provis-
ions were only fairly active, with but little
change in prices, although the tendency was
downward.

THE DAY'S TRADING.

CHICAGO. June 1.—The wheat market was
weak and tower. Trading fair. The feeling
was weak from the start, with opening sales
of July at $s@!2¢ decline; ruled very heavy,
and steadily declined 1¢ _more, then reacted
8gc, ruled easy and elosed about 13c lower
than yesterday. June sold off 2lge, and
closed about 134e lower than yesterday. The
weakness was attributed to milder weather.
Only a2 moderate speculative business was
reported in corn, the market ruling quiet
most of the session, with trading con-
fined largely to room operators, within %4c¢
range. The feeling developed was on the
whole a little easier. Oats were fairly active
and unsettled. The opening was at s@4c
decline. This was followed by a firmer feel-
ing, the decline was recovered and the mar-
ket closed firm. A comparatively light trade
was reported in the hog products, and the
feeling was easier. Speculative trading was
confined mainly to July and September.
Prices for all the leading articles ruled lower
during the early part of the day, but showed
more readiness during the middle of the day.
The market finally closed quiet and easy.
