HOME-BRED COWS.

It May Take a Little Longer, But
They Are the Best.

It requires two or three years to pro-
cure a fresh eow by breeding for her on
the farm, which prompts the dairyvman
to buy his cows, but thatit is more econ-
omical to raise them is easily demon-
strated. provided the stock is graded up
to a higher standard of excellence by
the use of thoroughbred males.
The greatest loss of time 1s
during the period of growth, but
after  the eifer comes in _she
will, in a short time, not only givea
quantity of milk and butter equal to the
animal that preceded her, but will rein-
burse the dairyman for the time lost be-
fore she became remunerative. Itis
not so much a matter of feeding, al-
though feeding is important, as it is to
secure the largest yield possible, for in
dairying an extra quartva)er day may
turn a loss into profit. hen the thrift
of the flock is also considered the home-
bred cows are always in the majority.

As long as cows are purchased in-
stead of being bred no improvement is
possible. It is a good average if every
cow in a herd will yield seven quarts of
milk for every day in the year, and this
average is greatly lessened where cows
are annually purchased to replace those
that dry off, but the records of
some of the noted cows of the

ure breeds show that it is possi-
gle to obtain over forty quarts of
milk per day, while one cow is said to
have produced nearly seven pounds of
butter per day for one week. These
facts demonstrate that if the dairyman
will grade up his cows their yield of
‘milk may be greatly increased, and that
many of the failures in dairying are due
to the omission of the dairyman to raise
his own cows, and to raise them from
his choicest animals.

i Growing Petatoes.

! Alfred Koss. in the New York World
of March 13, tells how he grew potatoes
last year at the rate of 1,026 bushels per
acre. They were planted by the middle
of July, in middling heavy sandy loam
plowed twelve inches deep. The
was cut two weeks previous, to one-
half eyes, and dusted with plaster. The
seed was dropped in trenches in single
pieces, from four to five inches apart,
and covered one and one-half inches
deep. Mapes’ potato manure, at
the rate of 800 pounds per acre,
was scattered in trenches. The balance
of the trenches, four to five inches deep,
were left open for the rain and dew to
fall in and_ dissolve the manure. The
seeds then had four or five inches of
mellow soil below it. - As the buds grew
the soil was pressed in and the trench
gradually filled to the surface. Thus
the lateral buds reach the surface from
six to eight inohes from the main
stock, and are full of roots with many
tubers and plenty of room to grow in.
The potatoes are cultivated and hoed
three times and then hilled up.
