A Case of Deed Forging Similar te

DuruTi, June 8.—Gardner Coles, of
Algona. lo., who has the contraet for
carrying the mails between Two Har-
bors and Grand Portage, is receiving a
vigorous poking up by residents of the
North Shore, who have grown tired of
receiving their mails at intervals of one
to three weeks during the season of
navigation, when steamboats make the
trip almost daily. The attention of
Washingten officials has been called to
the matter with such salutory effect
that Mr. Coles was induced to make a
personal trip over the route during the
week, and, though no change for the
better was brought about as the result
of his visit, still it is something to know
that he is at least alive to the necessity
of improving his service. Grand Marais
is the county seat of Cook county, and,
though not very large, is yet a place of
considerable importance. and rapidly
i «in its demands for more fre-
d regular communication with
the outside world. Mr. Coles has the
contract for carrying the mails
until June, 1880, and while pos-
sibly earrving out the stipulations
of his contract, the 1nfluences being
brought to bear upon him are so strong
that it is not unlikely he will yield to
the demand and sublet his contract to
some steamboat line and do away with
his canoe and half-breed service. A
letter from Acting Assistant Pollock at
Washington to Postmaster Flynn, of
this city, states that the departinent is
powerless to do anything in the matter
at present, but refers agzrieved parties
to Mr. Coles in a way that that gentle-
man must understand to mean some-
thing. The Inman line of steamers is
prepared to carry the mails regularly at
any time a fair compensation can be
secured.

ALL TO NO PURPOSE.

Western Freight Association
Representatives Fail to Estab-
lish a Vivendi.

A meeting was held in the Ryan
hotel yesterday of a committee ap-
pointed by the Western Freight asso-
eiation to investigate the freight rate
situation and endeavor the establish a
modus vivendi. The conferrees were
Messrs. Henry D. Minot, F. B. Clarke,
J. H. Hiland. H. C. Wicker, W. B.
Hamblin and H. D. Strute. The meeting
failed to bridge the breach. Absolutely
no result can be reported, and thesitua-
tion remains the same as before. The
Lake Superior lines intimated that they
must be allowed a differential, to which
the Chicago lines replied that, appar-
ently, they wanted the earth. The
statement was made that the Superior
lines are now handling 80 per cent of
the through freight, aud the ques-
tion was asked on what basis they
laid elaim to a differential as
againstthe Chicago lines. The latter
offered to allow them a differential rate
for sixty days, in order to ascertain how
the tonnage is distributed; at the end of
the sixty days a committee of three to
be appointed, one selected by the Chi-
cago and one by the Supetior lines, these
two to select the third. To this com-
mittee the matter was to be left for settle-
ment. This apparently liberal offer met
with an uanqualified refusal by the
Lake Superior lines. They were then
asked to agree to a raise in rates all
avound, but this was also refused, and
there the matter rests in statu quo ante.
How long it will thus remain isa prob-
lem that none can foresee, but the
“peace” prophesied by H. €. Barlow
seems still in the dim distance. Every
line has ‘got its back up.” Mutual re-
criminations are beard in every
freight agent’s office. The Milwaukee
curses the Burlington, the Central
curses the Milwaukee, the Omaha
stands pat. The Burlington threatens
to cut local rates unless something is
done at once. The Soo has announced
an all-rail rate of 88 cents to the sea-
board. The Wisconsin Central and
Omaha say they will meet any rate
that can be made. The next item in
the interesting and highly entertaining
performance will undoubted be the
slashing of local rates. These are ut-
terly out of proportion to the through
rates, as these latter stand at present,
and must of necessity come down. Just
on what basis the Lake Superior lines
can demand a differential rate is hard
to see. It looks as if they wanted
to get the 20 per cent of
the business which now comes by
way of Chicago. Not content with 80
per cent, they are struggling for the
other 20, and at present seem to have
the bull by the horns. The cutting will
evidently be done by the Burlington
and Milwaukee, if they keep up their
recent record. The Omaha’s position,
as defined By Marvin Hughitt, is that it
protests against the cutting, but,
in justice to its patrons, will meet
any cut made by other roads.
It will not allow itseif to be placed in the
position of a demoralizer, however, and
President Colby, of the Wisconsin Cen-
tral, takes just about the same position.
The only good thing about the war is
the cheap freight rates that shippers
get, but this apparent advantage is off-
set by the absolute impossibility of
knowing that the rate will not be re-
duced before his goods reach their des-
tination and sowe other fellow get a
lower rate still.
