Very Bullisli News Causes Free Buying
of Wheat.

CLOSING FIGURES ATTHE TOP

The Stock Market Mors Active, But
the Tendency Was to Lower

Prices.

Chicago, June 14.-This was another good

bull day in wheat. The tradingwas heavy at
limes, and at no time did interest lag in the
pit. There was unusual strength iv this cc
real, not only in this, but in other markets.
At 1 o'clock the price of Julywas lc higher

in NewYork, lUc higher at St. Louis, and

%c higher at Toledo. The advance here to
the best point touched for July. 7S%c, was
just lc over the close last night. The strength

was partly due to the nervousness of shorts,

but more generally to the character of cables
and dispatches. Heavy rains were reported
in the South and Southwest, where harvests
are in progress. The Northwest, where
rains are needed and the fields

spotted, is still dry. Added to this came
bullish dispatches from New York and better
cables from Liverpool where spot and fu-
tures were tending up. New York cleared
139,000 bu of wheat, and it is stated that
180,000 bu of red, has been taken store there
already this week. The trade at the sea-
beard is bullish on the foreign demand, aud
the more aggressive action of exporters.

The action of July here was 77ftc to 78% to
77%cto 7Siftc to 7S%c, at 1 o'clock, Sep-

tember sold 75 to 75%cto 75tic to 75%cat
1 o'clock. Hutchinson was a big buyer
almost from the start. George Smith, Par-
tridge and Linn were also big buyers, largely
of short wheat. The advance would have
been more sharp, but for the free selling by

Lindblom and many others, who realized in
expectation of a reaction. It was estimated
that the greater part of the short interest
covered, and the crowd very largely got long.

Ten minutes before the close, July

The
most strength and excitement in wheat
was just before the close. Dispatches re-
ported great efforts to cover short wheat at
Now York. Inaddition to other bull news
itwas reported that other crop damage has
occurred inRussia.

There
was no news to influence operations, and the
great interest was in wheat and provisions.

Rain was again reported where har-
vesting was in progress and where dry
weather was needed, and it is still dry in the
Northwest, where rain would be of benefit to
the crop. Rainy weather in the winter
wheat district not alone liable to injure the
w heat, but tends to retard the marketing of
it. European market advices were more
favorable to holders. But little interest was
manifested in corn transactions, being con-
fined principally to the operations of room
traders. The feeling, on the whole, was
comparatively firm, due largely to the ad-
vance in wheat, but fluctuations were nar-
row, oeing limited to %c range.
Oats were slow, but a shade stronger,
especially on September. May was easy.as
operators r appeared more willingto sell than
buy it. Rather more interest was manifested
in the market for mess pork. Trading
chiefly in July and September . deliveries.

There was
considerable irregularity throughout the
day, but the general drift of prices was
downward, and some : material losses were
sustained. The news from the West thismorning was unfavorable, the principal
point being the refusal of the Lake Superior
lines to accept the proposition of the Chi-
cago lines, but this was seconded by other
depressing advices, and before the opening
of the board it was known that nearly
$4,000,000 more gold had been taken for ex-
port, and the feeling at the opening was
bearish in the extreme among the traders.
Opening prices were lower and declines ex-
tended to % per cent in most stocks, while
Jersey Central was off 1 per cent at 110.
The market was feverish and quite ir-
regular, but the pressure brought by the
bears, with the undoubted selling for
the long account made further fractional
losses in the first hour. New . England was,
however, a market exception to the general
rule, and after a slight decline, rose over 1%per cent St. Paul weakened under the news

rom tHe West, but while it was active, the
concessions made were small, and Jersey
Central, after the decline at the opening, was
fairly well held for the remainder of the day,
though Delaware & Hudson reacted sharply.
Sugar Trusts and NewEngland then dropped,
aud in most of the general list the lowestprices of the day were reached toward noon.
Atchison was taken in hand, however, at
this time, and under excellent buying it ad-
vanced about 2 per cent above its lowest.
Union Pacific also showed marked strength,
followed by Oregon Short Line, but the
Improvement could not be maintained, and
New England dropped rapidly from its high
figures, while considerable pressure wasbrought against Reading, though little im-
pression was made upon the latter stock.
The downward movement - was most pro-
nounced toward delivery hour, but later the
advices from Chicago were more encourag-
ingand the shorts went in to cover, which
lifted prices in the last half hour, and the
market closed . at the . rallywith a firm tone,
though close to th c lowest prices. The active
list is generally lower, and St. Paul and Bur-
lington lost 1% per cent each, and Jersey
Central 1 per cent Railroad bonds did notsympathize with stocks in their depression,
but the dealings were on a smaller scale than
usual of late, and the fluctuations were small
and unimportant as a rule. The sales of all
issues reached $1,686,000, and of that
amount Atlantic & Pacific 4s contributed
$157,000; Kansas & Texas ss, $121,000, and
the 6s $108,000. The tone was generally
firm, but there were some marked declines at
the close. St. Louis & Cairo 4s rose 4% to .
80; St Louis &Chicago consols to 41; Chi-
cago &Alton sinking fund 6s lost 2at 124.

Dun's Weekly Review.
NewYork. June 14— G. Dun & Co.'s

weekly review of trade says : The better
feeling which was observed a week ago in
the iron and steel and the woolen industries
still continues, and improvement •is • now
felt in prices as well as in magnitude of
transactions. Meanwhile exports of mer-
chandise increase, and, nevertheless, gold
goes abroad in lerge amounts, about $3,500,-
--000 havtng been ordered for shipment to-
day. But iv two weeks of June the value of
merchandise exports from New York gains
20 percent over last year, and the exports of
breadstuff's, cotton, provisions and oil, for
May were 12% per cent above last year's.
These facts point to a smaller,- but
considerable excess of imports over
exports this year, so that : the
outward movement of specie is
fullyexplained, irrespective of trading in se-
curities, but in these itis still the impression
that foreign sales exceed purchases. The
news as to railroad properties is more favor-,
able. A proposition to settle the Northwest-
ern controversy on the basis of an allowanca

No disturbance
results in the money market - here from the
heavy exports ofgold, in part because during
the past week the treasury has paid ' out
$3,600,000 more than ithas taken in. The
business failures number 250, as compared
with a total of 225 last week and 215 the
week previous.
