THE RULE SUSTAINED.

The investigations of the picKed G. A.
R. committee, which resulted in sus-
taining the rules of the soldiers* home
board, willprobably stop the agitation
which has been going on for the last
three months about the pension rule.
The board has been considerably an-
noyed by resolutions passed at post
meetings which carried something

like "an implication that the
posts and not the board governed
the home. George N. Morgan post,
which has been especially active in this
line, has a very large membership,
nearly 500, not half of whom were ever
present at the meetings which were
held to resolve on a policy for the board.
The resolutions seem to have been
hastily passed, and certainly were found
wanting when the G. A. R. committee
investigated the facts. Maj. R. B. Hen-
derson, the local member of the board,
has had to contend with the
comrades who had a laudable am-
bition to perform his duties
and while he always justified the pen-
sion rule, he is naturally glad that the
agitation is over. He is entitled to
credit for his hard work on the board,

and for considerable patience with the
wordy comrades who hankered to run
the commission.

The commission had a set-to last fall
during the campaign with some of the
local G. A. R. men over the rule
prohibiting veterans in the home from
attending caucuses. There was a great

row and high talk in the post meetings

of •'disfranchisement," etc., but the
board took the common sense view that
the inmates of the home raying no
taxes should not dictate nominations
to the owners of property in
the Twelfth ward, and stuck
to it. The vets did not
vote at the caucuses, but they turned
ont on election day and the g. o. p. got

there by a comfortable majority. As

the home increases in population the
political question promises to become
more and more interesting, however.

. THE RULE INDORSED.
The G. A. R. Post Committee Sus-

tains the Pension Rule.
The sold iers' home commission had a

session yesterday with the committee
appointed from G. A. R. posts to in-
vestigate the pension rule which has
caused so much dissatisfaction. The
rule in question is one which requires
all inmates ofthe home to turn over all
their pension money above $4 per month
to the commandant. The amounts thus
obtained are used in the support of the
inmates. It amounted last year to
$2,000. A good many of the old
soldiers have made a good
many complaints about the rule, aud
the local G. A. R. posts took them up,
with the result of the appointment of
the committee composed of State Com-
mander A. Barto.State Auditor Braden,
Judge J. P. Rea, Capt. Fitch, of Anoka,
and Dr. Perkins, of Excelsior. Three
of the committee, Jndge Rea, Capt.
Fitch and Dr. Perkins were present yes-
terday, and listened to the pro and con
ofthe subject in hand. and. after hear-
ing both sides, unanimously indorsed
the rule. Since November 2-24 applica-
tions have been made; 175 veterans have
been admitted to the home; 26 rejected;
17 have not reported, and 3 applications

remain unacted upon. The average
cost of maintenance was $250 per an-
num. The state allowed the home
$20,000 a year and the general govern-
ment $100 per capita. The funds, less
the pension money, will keep but 130
men. The latter enables the home to
support ten more men.
