THE NORTH AND THE IRISH.

The North, the new Scandinavian
paper, goes a little out of its way tosay
in commenting upon the Cronin murder
that "the Irish in this country have be-
come notorious because of the secret
plotting-* in which they are constantly
engaged.*** If the Cronin murder was
an Irish plot it was confined to a very
few Irishmen, and The North is hardly
in a position to assert that the
generality of Irish in this country
are either constantly or intermittently
engaged in plotting. It is true the Irish
have a weakness for secret societies, a
weakness they share with the Swedes,
Norwegians, "English and other races.
Secret societies with formidable names
are, however, generally of a very shal-
low and innocent character, and do not
justify a charge of "constant secret
plotting." The North is especially un-
fortunate in attempting to give a local
force by asking whether the Irish
possess special traits that adapt them to
police duties, and adding that occur-
rences like the Cronin case have effect-
ually disposed of that argument. Ifthe
North wants more Scandinavians on the
police force it should not attack the
Irish, who have done good work upon it.

to say that they were guilty j
and learn tlieir fate. George R. Robin- j
son appeared as their attorney, and he
and Douglass united their efforts in try- |
ing to save Thornton from a severe pen-
alty. Thornton is already sick with
consumption and is thought wiil not be
able to live through the ordeal. Doug-
las said that he had lead him into the
crime and begged the judge to be
lenient with him. The pleas for mercy
had no effect on the judge, however,
and to-day the boys go to Stillwater.
They took their sentence with no visi-
ble agitation. Even the prosecuting at- ,
torney thinks that the robbery was un-
premeditated.

ANOTHER INFANTICIDE.

: A Fatherless Child Dead —In the
Coroner's Care.

A young woman named Sarah John-
son came to Dr. Kilvington yesterday
with a man for whom she claimed to
have worked at that gentleman's home
on the East side, and that gentleman
told the health commissioner a

, rather peculiar story about the
woman's having given birth about
a week ago to a still-born illigitimate
child, which she had secreted some
days in a valise and finally thrown into
the vault of an outhouse at the resi-
dence of a stonecutter named Andrew
Harriman. at 1020 Sixth street south.
Dr. Kilvington had the woman incarcer-
ated at the central station, charged with
infanticide. He then notified Coro-
ner Towers, and the two went to
the Harriman residence and asked
about the matter. Mrs. Harriman. who
was at home, disclaimed any knowledge
of the matter, or any acquaintance with
the Johnson woman, but at the same
time she seemed to be remarkably apt
in guessing what they were after. The
officers finally found the body in the
vault and had it removed to the
morgue. The woman will be arraigned
to-day.

He has not been working
for it, and the appointment will come as
the gift of Windom. and is made to fur-
ther his interest ns a candidate to suc-
ceed C. K. Davis as United States sena-
tor. Johnson has considerable influ-
ence among the Scandinavians, which
the crafty Windom would corrall Dona-
hower, of St. Peter, whom Davis
has been booming, and Wildt,
of Faribault, whom" Washburn has
been backing, are in the consomme,
together with F. S. McDonald, of Min-
neapolis, who figured he would be the
compromise candidate. The appoint-
ment, also, has an anti-Davis influence
upon the district attorneyship, which
probably meets with Washburn's appro-
bation—Davis wauts State Senator
Steenerson, of Crookston, tut
if the collectorship goes to a
Scandinavian, the coast will be clear
for Eugene Hay, Washburn's candidate

It is said that Mr. Johnson will receive
his appointment in time to assume his
duties July 1, the close of the fiscal
year; and F. A. Husher, of Minneapo-
lis, will probably be his deputy to make
the Scandinavian play more binding.

Directly in front of this sounding-
board, on raised seats, the singers will
sit; in front of them will be the orches-
tra and band, while still further in front
the principals will be located. Red,
white and blue bunting has been
twined about the pillars, and the effect
is very attractive.
