cables. The second public cable gave Brit-
ish markets stronger on confirmed reports of
damages to Russian and Indian crops. This
news was felt more especially at New York,
where talk of a squeeze iv July put that
future up to 78c. Export clearings were
favorable to the bulls also— wheat about 90,-
--000 bu and flour about 20,000 bbls from At-
lanta ports. About noon the market
here broke under very heavy selling

of July and December. July went
off to 7Sc, rallied to _c, then to
78c, and to 78%C, the closing price last night

There was no significant change in wheat the
last half hour. Closing prices were little
different from last night. Capt. Phillips, just
back from the South, talks very bullish after
Inspecting the wheat crop in Southern Illi-
nois, Indiana and Kentucky. Receipts were
13 cars.

R. G. Dun & Co.'s Weekly Review
of Trade.

New York, June 21.— G. Dun &Co.'s
weekly review of trade says: There is a
better" feeling, with larger transactions in
iron and wool, and crop prospects are more
favorable. But the agreement of railway
presidents has not prevented a renewal of
strife, and the demoralization of rates is
spreading widely; and, meanwhile, the ex-
ports ofgold to-day will exceed $4,400,000.
Ifthe railway outlook continues to discour-
age foreign investors, and the banks begin
the last half of the year with lowreserves,
gold going out and large crops to be moved,
the monetary prospects will not be quite en-
couraging. At Milwaukee continued wet
weather retards and business is rather quiet
at Kansas City, and outside of speculative
operations arid the iron trade it is generally
dull at Philadelphia, but marked improve-
ment is noted at Pittsburg and in
a less degree at Cleveland. The demand
for money is rather active there, but
generally very moderate, with collections
not on the whole perceptibly better. Rains
have decidedly improved crop prospects in
the Northwest, so that great hopefulness
tinges all commercial reports from that sec-
tion, and the demoralization of rail rates is
commonly supposed to promote better re-
turns to farmers, while the difference in cost
of transporting Eastern products to Western
consumers is already considerable through-
out the region north and west of Illinois.
Better prices for iron are reported at Pitts-
burg, at Philadelphia, and to some ex-
tent here, the advance on many kinds
of pig iron being about 50 cents per ton.

But Northern No. 1 can still be bought here
at 816.50(2.18, and Southern No. 1 at $16.25
©17 per tou. Teh markets for manufactured
products are stronger and higher. In coal,
recent hopes have not been realized. It is
even stated that the Reading company has
not received a single order at the late ad-
vance, and sales below the schedule are re-. ported at Philadelphia. Copper is unchanged,
but tin is lower, at 20c, production having
been stimulated. Wool is rather stronger.
Wheat has been advanced l%e, with sales of
60,000,000 bu here forthe week. But this
speculative movement seems to take no ac-
count of the fact that wheat and flour
equivalent to about 40.000,000 bush-
els in excess of a minium stock
will probably remain from the
last crop July 1, to be added to a new sup-
ply, which now promises to exceed all re-
quirements for the next year. Corn is _c '

and oats %c higher, forno other reason than
because wheal advances. Cotton has de-
clined Vac. A long-expected break in coffee
lowers the price l%c, with sales of 696,000
bags. But the price is still 15c for Decem-
ber options, against 9*_c a year ago, and op-
erators wonder that the public does not buy.
Pork, lard and hogs are a fraction lower,
sugar unchanged for this week, and leather
V2C higher for some grades. The general
tendency of prices has been slightlyupward.
The heavy shipments ofgold this week are a
surprise to many, and are attributed by some
bankers to the needs of the Bank of France
and the large expenditures of Amer-
icans at the exposition. But the bal-
ance of foreign trade has for months
been so heavily against this country
that no such explanation of gold shipments
is necessary. For June, thus far, merchan-
dise exports from New York are 16 per cent
larger than last year's, with imports some-
what smaller, but even these changes would
leave a heavy excess of imports over exports
to be met by shipments of securities of gold.
At present the temper of speculation does
not encourage the belief that foreign buyers
willtake railsay securities largely. "On the
contrary. dedShlization ofrail rates is likely
to be iollowe by foreign sales. The stock
market is a little lower than a week ago. but
with great speculative strength still shown
In the stocks which have been controlled by
powerful combinations. The business fail-
ures number 220, as compared with 250 last
week and 225 the week previous. For the
corresponding week of last year the ' figures
were 204.

The
heavy engagements, of gold forexport yes-
terday, which were further swelled by over
$1,000,000 to-day, making in all $5,400,000
to go out by to-morrow's steamer, was a most
conspicuous factor in the stock market to-
day, and served to restrict trading to the
smallest limits. It also encouraged some
demonstrations against the list.and London
turned up as a seller this morning, which
had the effect of opening the market
off from % to V2per cent from last evening
figures. There is good reason for the sus-
picion, however, that the selling orders from
London this morning were cabled from this
side previously, as London was abuyer later
in the day. The depression could" not be
maintained, as the market reacted trom the
low prices of the opening immediately, and
the offerings were absorbed without trouble,
though there was little bidding for stocks.
The activity was all in the clique stocks and
the trusts, which, while no more active than
usual of late, occupied a more prominent po-
sition in the market because of the dullness
of the regular list Lackawanna yielded to
the pressure about Vi per cent, - but no other
stock could be brought down more than a
shade, and everything rallied from the first
sales. Sugar Trust, which sold ex dividend
of 2 _per cent rapidly rose, and finallymore
than recovered the dividend, although all of
the improvement was not retained at the
close. The poor prospects of the reorganized
road made Ohio, Indiana &Western the weak
point in the list and itsagged down from 6%
to 5, and Union Pacific also developed con-
siderable weaKness in the first hour, which
loss was afterward fully regained. The
Western situation occupied most of the at-
tention, though considerable washeard about
the anthracite trust, but neither seemed to
have any marked effect upon the course of
prices. Dullness and stagnation became the
only features of the market, except that
Rock Island moved up sharply upon the de-
nial that the road was to be taken out of
the interstate association, and the favor-
able reports of the condition of the crops
along the line of the road. There was some
depression in the afternoon, but a firm tone
prevailed toward the close, which was dull
and firm at something better than first
prices. St. Paul was the only active stock of
the regular list, while the three trusts shares
were all active. The final changes are. with-
out exception, for fractional amounts only,
and are very evenly divided between gains
and losses. Missouri Pacific also sold ex-
dividend of 1 per cent. Railroad bonds were
a little more active, owing to the greater
number of issues traded in, but there was
no change in the general tone of the deal-
ings, a firm tone existing with smaller
fluctuations. The total business done
aggregated $1,792,000, of which the
St. Paul, Chicago &Missouri River 2nds con-
tributed $134,000, aud the Ohio Southern
incomes $121,000. Minneapolis & St Louis
seconds rose 2_ to 52% ; Northern Pacific
Terminals 2to 112; Ohio Southern lsts lost
34 to 115, and Indianapolis, Decatur &
Springfield lsts lost 34 to 100. Government
bonds have been dull and steady. State
bonds have been entirely neglected. The
total sales of stocks to-day were 133,194
shares. including:.
