NORTH DAKOTA SENATORS.
Dakota possesses more than local . in-

terest for several reasons. In common
with the other new states, it will have
two seats to fill, and that is .an event
almost unknown except in the admis-
sion of states. But the exceptional in-
terest grows out of the familiarity to
the general eye of the conspicuous can-
didates. It is not recorded that the
Republicans alone will have the dis-
posal ofthese, but that is the assump-
tion of the veteran politicians who are
apparently parceling out the positions.

So far, the only thing that President

Harrison has done in the way of de-
fining a policy for his administration is

! a surprise, in that it exceeds everything
; that the Cleveland administration
1 attempted in that direction, and .Is

surely out of harmony with all previous
Republican declarations and deliver-
ances on the subject. We refer to his

1 attitude toward the negro race. Ifthere
is anything more clearly than another
that the president has determined upon,
itis to ignore the claim of the negro to
social equality; and to that end he is
taking particular pains to circumscribe
the colored man's political sphere. He
announces that the administration will
respect the civil and political rights and
privileges which have been conferred
upon the colored people, and willpro-
tect them in the enjoyment ofall that is
guaranteed by the constitution. But he
also asserts with equal positiveness that
this government shall remain under the
absolute control of the white man, and
that the negro can only be rewarded for
his political services to the Republican
party by appointment to such obscure,
offices that will disable him from

i ever becoming a competitor for
social distinction, and will forever dis-
courage him from attempting to remove
the barriers of race prejudice. That
there may be no mistaking his views on
the purposes of his administration Jin
regard to this matter the president him-
self set the example of cleaning out the
colored help from the White house as
soon as he moved into it, and has sedu-
lously avoided giving recognition to the
claims of colored men who have been
applicants for office."yX'

To a casual observer this looks to be
the grossest ingratitude on the part of
the president and his administration,
for in the last presidential con-
test Gen. Harrison received the solid
support of. the colored voters, and in
some of the pivotal states their, vote was
sufficient to turn the scale in his favor.
The total negro vote in Indiana is more
than Harrison's majority in that state
last fall, and probably the same is true
of New Tort. And yet, as a matter of
justice to the president, we are free to
admit that while his action in this par-
ticular bears the semblance of ingrati-
tude, he is still pursuing the
wisest policy that could be adopted.
In all reality, the race problem
is the most serious question in
American politics to-day. and admits of
but one solution. We may indulge in
beautiful theories y about ._ universal
human equality, but when we come
right down to itas a practical |question
we find that but one race was ever de-
signed to rule one government. The
experiment jof commingling ; the blood
of separate races or combining . their
energies . in the control of a single • gov-

ernment has disgracefully, failed wher-
ever and whenever :it has been at-
tempted. We have only to glance at
the sunken and degraded ; condition of
the Central and South American states
to find the natural and Inevitable result
ofthe experiment of equalizing distinct
races, It is strictly in accordance with
the natural and supreme law of human-
ity that the pale-faced conquerors who
invaded the American wilderness and
founded the brightest and best civiliza-
tion that ever blessed the earth shall
forever retain supremacy here., And it
is probably In obedience to this funda-
mental principle that the president is
shaping the policy of his administra-
tion.

Two historic characters lie at death's
door— a woman, the other a man.
Yet both of them have figured con-
spicuously in American history ; and,
while neither has been prominently
before the country within recent years,
still, the death of either willbe felt as a
personal loss by the entire American
people. A single illustration of Mrs.
Hayes' positive nature and strength of
character was furnished during her oc-
cupancy of the White house, when the
president was so frequently spoken of
as her husband. Under our constitu-
tion the ' president is the ruler of the
nation; yet, by universal consent, she
was awarded the honor of being the
ruler of the president. Nor did this
allusion to her supremacy ever convey
the idea that she was vixenish, or even
too self-assertive.

Inthe days of his active political
career Simon Cameron exhibited a
force of character that but fewAmeri-
can statesmen have possessed.

No Highland chief ever wielded
more autocratic sway over his clan
than did Simon Camebon over the Re-
publican party of Pennsylvania. And,
true to the instincts of his imperious
nature, when he resigned political
power he named his own son as his suc-
cussor.

Wisdom Worsted by Wool.
To the Editor of the Globe.

It is better in these days to be a wool
en manufacturer than a Catholic uni-
versity; so far, anyway, as the interests
of either may depend on the construc-
tion ot federal laws by . the honorable
the secretary of the treasury. If a

maker ofwoolens finds the plain letter
of the law operating to his disadvantage,
he finds no difficulty in persuading the
secretary to construe it as he wishes it
were. Ifa Catholic university wishes
to secure teachers abroad- and bring
them here under mutually satisfactory
arrangements as to pay, the pliant sec-
retary resumes his rigid official virtue
and holds that the exact letter of the
law must control.. To illustrate:
Section 242 .of the tariff act of
1883 provides a rate for woolen'
cloths.

The
complainant, an inspector general ofthe
United States my, having been or-
dered from San Francisco to Fort Leav-
enworth, desired to purchase transpor-
tation for his family to Fort Leaven-
worth and to New York city. It ap-
pears that : he . misapprehended state-
ments made to him by tbe agent at San
Francisco, and understood that be must
buy tickets to Ogden. and there
obtain of the Union Pacific agent
other tickets, for the balance of the re-
spective journeys; and also thatthrough
tickets would not be sold to him—the
commission finds that the agents of the
railroad companies acted with entire
good faith, and without intention to de-
fraud or mislead. That the complainant
would have purchased through tickets
had be known that he could obtain
them, or that a greater price would be
charged ifhe did not do so. The com-
mission holds that a misapprehension
under which a party has paid for one
journey in two sections. -whereby the
cost of the transportation has been
made more than it would have been had
a tbrough ticket beeD purchased, may
lawfully be corrected by return of the
excess, though the carriers were with-
out fault and only charged foreach por-
tion of the journey the regular rates.
And itrecommends that the carriers re-
store to complainant the sum paid in
excess of the through fares.

President Van Home's Scheme.
President of the Canadian Pacific rail-

road W. C. Van Home and Thomas
Skinner, ofNew Tork, arrived in the
city Sunday evening, in company with
J. J. Hill. They came through from a
tripto the Pacific coast. It is under-
stood that Mr.Van Home came here in
connection with the opening of the Du-
luth, South Shore & Atlantic railroad,
in which be is a heavy stockholder.
The road has been actually in operation
for some time, but July 1 trafficwilt be-
gin rftnniug from Duluth and points
west to Sault Ste. Mane over its own
tracks for the whole distance. This
road is is practically a portion of the
Canadian Pacific system, and will be
run in connection with iton a transcon-
tinental basis. The "affiliation," as
MarvinHughitt calls it, between the
Manitoba and Central Pacific roads,
taken in this connectian may prove of
great benefit or of great detriment to
St. Paul, depending entirely upon the
future actions of the Manitoba road.
