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MINNEAPOLIS.
BENEEITS OF COMPETITION.

Inthe street railway question which
the city of Minneapolis is about to de-
cide, and which is to be considered by a
council committee to-day, there enters
but -.one terse

*
consideration— or"

business. Itis not a matter of senti-
ment whether new franchises be grant-
ed and to whom, but a simple business
proposition, to come before business
men. A franchise is nothing more nor
less than aprivilege or permission, and
ingranting a franchise the city is con-
veyimr or bestowing no rights other
than those which lie within the view of
a permission or a permit. Anderson &
Douglass ask for a permit to construct
and operate a transit line, in which
permission they not only do not request

or require of the city any bonus or
bond, sewers or grades, but, on the con-
trary, offer to indemnify the city in any
manner desired. This desired franchise
is opposed by the street railway com-
pany of which Mr.Lowry is the head,
on the ground that he holds an exclu-
sive franchise, supported by arguments
and met by counter-arguments with
which the public is entirely familiar.
This is about the situation.
Ifit were simply a question of in-

creased transit facilities, other things
being equal, it would be of no moment
tothe public whether the new franchise
were given or whether the new line
were operated by the old company; but
that is not the question. The meat in
the entire affair and the point which
nowinterests the people ofMinneapolis,
and through them equally the people of
St. Paul, is whether itwillnot be a ben-
efit, solid and enduring, and a benefit to
which they are entitled, to break the
monopoly feature of street railways in
the past and introduce and test the re-
sults of competition. Itis not proposed
to take from the oldcompany any rights
itmay properly and legally claim, but
to give to a new company an equal fa-
cility,and between tiie upper and the
nether millstones of competition grind
out lasting public benefits.

At the mere mention of competition,
see what benefits have already sprung
into sight. A few weeks ago Mr.
Lowry, in response to the demand to
substitute a cable forsteam on First ave-
nue, proposed toconstruct the cable if
the city wouldcomplete certain grading
and sewers, and give a bond toidemnify
incase of loss by lowering the Hastings
& Dakota track; now he is not only
willing,but anxious, without bond or
qualification, to put in the cable, and to
put it in in the least time possible. A
few weeks ago every demand for im-
proved facilities on existing lines was
met with obstructions; now Mr. Lowry
comes forward witha voluntary offer to
leave no step untaken that willin any
way meet the public demand for im-
proved facilities.

These are benefits that come at the
mere thought— the shadow— of competi-
tion. What lasting benefits might we
not expect ifwe secured the substance,
the actual realization of active competi-
tion?

Mr.Lowry has already published an
authorized interview in which he stated
that he proposed tobuild two cable lines,
but to do it the money must be contrib-
uted by employes, or their wages must
be reduced to produce the necessary
show of profits to make new bonds
marketable. No such necessity has
shown itself in the Anderson & Doti_-

lass proposition, and the necessity in
the Lowry case has recently disap-
peared. Another evidence of the ben-
efits of competition, and one that labor
willnot be slow to appreciate.

Mr.Lowry also placed tiie value of
his franchise in Minneapolis at about
four milliondollars. Itwas ranked at
that figure in the schedule of assets
submitted at the time of the recent
strike. It appears, then, that the
city has given Mr. Lowry a privi-
lege which he values at $4,000,000,
and for which there was absolutely
no equivalent— gift the value of which
has not been dependent upon the thus
far excliisiveness of the privilege. If
there are further gifts in this line, they
should be distributed where they would
do the most good— public good. There
is no disposition to abrogate one right
or privilege which the old company is
entitled toenjoy; there is no sentiment
against Mr.Lowryin the management
of the vast interests under his control;
there is simply the plain and strong
business idea of giving right of way
through the city to anew company, with
a view to introducing the valuable ele-
ment of competition in the interest and
to the benefit of the general public.
And that is what the committee will
consider. Street transit is not an in-
fant industry. Itneeds not the protec-
tionof monopoly, but it badly needs the
Inspiriting influences of active, ener-
getic competition.

JUVENILE PATRIOTISM.

The reign of the firecracker begins
to-day, but itwillbe somewhat restricted
this year. The retrenchment and re-
form administration does not believe in
times being too lively in Minneapolis,
and anything like unseemly hilarity
willbe checked. Still, the Minneapolis
small boy has some rights that even the
police are bound to respect; and,
although the sale of pyrotechnics thus
farhas been small, it is presumed that
there willbe enough noise next Thurs-
day to satisfy most people.

OBEDIAH GUILTY.

The Lanky Professor and Madam
St. Claire Both inthe Toils.

The suggestive Burnett-St. Claire
case was continued yesterday in the
municipal court. The prosecution
made out a case of circumstantial evi-

dence against the house kept by Madam
St. Claire through the testimony of
Police Officer Hackman and neighbors
who had all seen goings-on there
that tended to show the house was one
ot ill-fame. One of the neighbors testi-
fied to seeing a woman dance the can-
can in the house, he standing on the
other side of the street. One of the
officers saw Madam St. Claire come out
of Burnett's room before the raid.
Part of her clothing was found
there. Attorney Baxter, for the
defense, tried to secure a dismissal,
but failed, and then introduced testi-
mony for the defense. Mme. St. Clair,
or Mrs. Simonsen, went on the stand,
and swore that her occupation was rent-
ing rooms and taking inbabies to nurse.
Preacher Burnett had livedin the house
ever since she had been there. The
night of the raid she merely stepped
down stairs to look after one of her
charges, and then went into
the professor's room to wash
her hands. Obediah was called
and took the stand accompanied by his
umbrella. He gave the house a good
character, and was sure the people init
were pure. Other witnesses testified to
the same effect, but not in a verycon-
vincing manner, as the court found
both guilty of being found in a house of
ill-fame. Sentence was not pronounced

yesterday. Mrs.Burnett has been no-
tified to appear if she wishes to prose-
cute her husband for adultery.

CITY CHURCH EXTENSION.
Bishop Newman Advocates the

Church as the Great Enlight-
ener.
There was a very large audience

gathered at Hennepin Avenue M. E.
church last night to listen toBishop
Newman, the divine who has so popu-
larized himself at Red Bock by his elo-
quence, speak to benefit church exten-
sion inMinneapolis. Bishop Fitzgerald,
Rev. Towers, Dr.McKaigand Dr. Mars-
hall occupied the platform withthe
speaker ofthe evening.

The bishop had consented to come
and speak inMinneapolis only on the
condition that he was to speak to ben-
efit some interest of the church, so he
was instructed to speak on the city
church extension.

Bishop Newman is a genuine Method-
ist in appearance, and while he looks
like an old man, he has retained a per-
fect voice and unhindered gesture. His
style is that attractively calm oratory
that involuntarily draws the attention
of the audiences and never loses it to
the close.

Inshowing that the church was the
great civilizer and enlightener,he spoke
of what some people considered pre-
eminently the most perfect helpers to
enlightenment, and showed how they
dimmed by the side of the church. A
striking sentence in this line was:

"Tnis is no more mischievous fallacy
in existence than that the hope of our
country lies inour public schools, our
colleges and our universities."

By referring back to the history of
the ancient nations, he showed how they
had possessed education in some lines
that even surpassed the education of
the present, and yet they became cor-
rupt. He spoke of the theory that the
education by means of museums and
art galleries open to the people would
raise the moralityof the nation and held
that itwas the greatest fallacy, showing
how ithad proven useless in the past.
Then he spoke of what many people
considered the greatest means of moral
education— the home training— and yet
this, with no divinity back of it,he held
was useless. He showed how there
were examples of the most shameful
criminals from the most strict of homes.

The bishop, in closing, said that he
did not believe in this slandering of
great cities as places of immorality. He
said that he believed they were as a
whole the purest spots on the earth. It
was in them that the best lives were
lived, where men conformed most to
moral law. He said he was the eulogi-
zer of cities.

The work to be done in them was to
build up the church and its religion.
That, he said, was the duty of his audi-
ence. Itwas in this way and in no
other that the nation was to be elevated
morally. Inclosing, he said:

"Give me churches— livingchurches
in these great metropolitan centers and
Iask not for standing armies or great
police forces. Give us such churches
and we willtransform the places of sin
inplaces of virtue."

WOULD LIRE TO SEE IT.
IfThere Is War In Europe Dr.

Ames Wants to Be There.
Dr. Ames writes from Paris under

date of June 17 to friends in Minneapo-
lis:
Iam inParis and havinga time of it get-

tinghackmen, and in fact, every one, to un-
stand the American language— but they all
want their francs, Just the same. Itook a
ride yesterday and did the street sights with
a visit toNotre Dame and the wax figures in
the museum. Ialso rode through the grand
boulevard and out to see the return of
the 100,000 people who went to
the races, notwithstanding it was Sun-
day. They ido not go much on religion
here. There are more theaters here than
churches. This is decidedly arevolutionary
people, and they stand upon a social volcano
which is liable to break out at any moment
Then, again, there is likely tobe war among
the nations of Europe any day. Come it
must, Ithink, andIhope it will come while
Iam here. Ihad my passport O. X.'d
by the German minister to-day, as i
think of going to Carlsbad by "way
of Metz. Very few go that way be-
cause they can not get by the guards
of the Germans on that portion of the
frontier. lam feeling much better since I-
got out of the fogs and cold rain of London.
Here itis warm and nice, and Ihave done
the first sweating since Ileft America. In
tryingto adapt my native dialect Imake
great blunders. When Ihad become "quite
English, you know,"Icame to France, and
my "pigeon English",with French made me
amugwump. 1fear my native dialect will
be all broken up when Ireturn, as visits to
Germany, Norway, Sweden, Ireland and
Scotland willnot improve itmuch."

The doctor writes in addition to his
personal experiences quite an essay on
the social atmosphere of Europe, which
to his eyes is dark and threatening.
The rich are becoming richer and the
poor poorer, and the money power rules
Europe. He scores the American tavel-
ers, who, he says, are illustrations of
ignorance accidentally endowed with
wealth. Ata lowestimate they willleave
$200,000,000 in Europe this year, which
will be greedily snapped up by im-
poverished Europe. Being a newspaper
man himself, Dr. Ames was quick to
notice the character of the English
press, and was pained to notice that it
was verysubservient to the titled class,
and the general friskin-Ss of the aris-
tocracy disgusted him.

Large Draughts of Water From
the North Side Station.

The council committee on ways aud
means yesterday agreed to visit Lake
street, and decide on the question of
grading it from Minnehaha tothe river.
Aid.Flaten, of the Seventh ward, asked
that $8,000 be appropriated for the work.
George Baldwin's offer to furnish
copies of "Minneapolis Illustrated" was
declined.

The committee on roads and bridges
heard the old proposition to build a
bridge over the Northern Pacific tracks
at Twentieth avenue north, and willin-
vestigate before recommending any ac-
tion to the council. The railway com-
pany proposes to build a bridge the
same width as the one over the river.

The water works committee, at Its
meeting in the morning, audited bills
amounting to $9,999.12. City Engineer
Rinker reported that the North side
station was competent to supply water
for the city, but recommended that
thirty-six and twenty-four-inch mains
be laid on Lyndale avenue to Lake
street. According Register Moody's
report, the pumps at Shingle Creek de-
livered 27,000,000 gallons of water last
Saturday, about 3,000,000 less than the
amount guaranteed. The comptroller's
books show a balance of $14,582.66 in the
water department for the first three
months of the year.

TROUBLE. INZION.

The Church Denies That It Has
Sued Its Pastor.

The members of the Zion Baptist
church deny that they authorized the
complaint which was filed in the dis-
trictcourt a few days ago against their
pastor, Rev. F. Lomack, and have taken
steps tohave the action dismissed. At
their regular monthly meeting on July
1 there was a great deal of indigna-
tion expressed because of the over-
officious action of some of their
board of directors. They claim
that Rassmus Cannon, who was caused
to be arrested by Rev. Lomack for
drawing a knife on him some time ago
is the instigator of the action, and
brought it as a piece of spite work.
Brother Cannon, who was a member of
the board of trustees of the church, was
deposed from that position, as was also
Reuben Burly and L. G. Greg way, a
third director, was voted no longer a
member of Zion. Frank Anderson,
Mackey Cannon, and Jesse Renfro were
elected tofillthe vacancies.

A THOUSAND A YEAR.

Forty-Nine Saloonkeepers Have

VETERANS MEAN BUSINESS.

Unless the Railroads Come to
Terms the \National Encamp-
ment G. A. R. Will Be a Fizzle.

Chicago, July 2.—The following is
furnished to the Associated Press:

We, the undersigned, representing the fol-
lowing departments of the Grand Army of
the Republic, to wit: Department of Michi-
gan, Indiana, lowa, Wisconsin, Illinois, Ken-
tucky, !NeDraska. Minnesota and Missouri,
representing 145,000 comrades of the G. A.
R.. having met in Chicago tbis second day of
July,1889, for the purpose of presenting to
the general passenger agents of the Central
Traffic association, now in session here,
the claims of the Grand Army of
the Republic for the same rates
to our national encampment as hereto-
fore made to us and as onlyrecently made to
other associations and societies, and having
received the same evasive answer which has
been made to the repeated and requests of
the commander-in-chief and the local com-
mittee at Milwaukee fora one-cent rate per
mile, traveled and feeling that the Grand
Army of the Republc is entitled to at least
as much consideration on the part of the
railroad . companies as such other
societies and orgainztions and that we
should resent this a unjust discrimination
against the veterans who saved the lifeof
this nation, hereby insist that the proper
railroad officials "throughout the United
States fix and establish on or before the
tenth instant a rate of1 cent per mile to and
from the national encampment to be held at
Milwaukee, beginning Aug. 27. and in case
of failure so to do within the time
specified, we hereby declare our
determination tocarry out by general orders
in our respective departments the spirit of
the resolution adopted at the Twenty-second
National encampment (page 220, of the
journal), which reads as follows:

Resolved, further, That unless the railroad
companies now furnish the required relief to
comrades, then the various departments will
discourage the attendance ofailexcept mem-
bers of the national encampment.

And further, That we shall call upon the
commander-in-chief toissue a general order
requesting only the duly authorized repre-
sentatives of the G.A.R. to attend said en-
campment.
