Cricaco, July 3.—In wheat to-day the news
Qs conflicting, the trade nervous and prices
irregular, The majority of the trade was, no
doubt, bearish, but the action in July fright-
ened them fnto buying early and hindered
short selling later. The reports of pretty gen-
eral rains in the Northwest were more than
counteracted at the opening by the raix_xs'in
the Southwest, which, if they did no positive
damage, delayed harvesting ana made it
more 1mpossible to get new wheat of the con-
tract grade in the market toany extent this
month. This encouraged the longs and
scared those short of the July. The result
was natural. July opened 7sc higher at 83c¢
and never stopped ull it touched 84iazec.
There was a reaction to S33e, a second
bulge to 841ec, and before 1 o'clock the price
for the month was off again to 83c. "he
action was guiet; sensational early. Com-
mission houses calied on outsiders to settle
their deals, and local parties called each
other for margins. The entire short buying
of July was estimated at 500,000 bu, mostly
seattered. The long interest is also scat-
tered, or a squeeze might be expected. Other
futures were controlled by July. August
sold at 781a@79¢, and off to the opening
figure; September, 7835 to 794e, and off to
78lec at 1 o'clock. December was the prin-
cipal deal aside from July. and started at
805ge, sold at S08sc up to 807gc, and off to
BOecat 1 o'clock. Cables were slightly in
favor of the bulls. The were steady for spot
at the close, with futures %4%d dearer.
Seven loads were taken for Antwerp for New
York late yesterday, and another dispatch
reported three loads taken to-day for South
Americ. New York cleared 134,000 bu
wheat ana 11,000 bbls of flour. There
were heavy realizing sales in all
futures on the early advance. Out in-
spection here reached 20,000 bu to-day.

The strength in wheat petered out toward
the close, when Jay Gould sold the same as
it the close last night. Receipts were 10
sars. There was a prospect of a very ma-
lerial advance in corn early, but it was all
lost before the close. At the opening there
wasa slight advance c¢mn the unfavorable
weather, the good demand for cash and up-
turn in wheat. Later the edge appeared to
pe off the cash demand. and this inclined the
trowd to sell. At the close prices were gen-
erally Yy under last night. Receipts were
B76 cars. Outinspection 413,000 bu. Lake
charters to-day 333,000. Oats were easier
and 1k to 14e lower at the close. Receipts
were 206 cars Provisions were active.

Sterling exchange dull, but
steady at $4.86 for sixty day bills, and $4 58
for demand. The stock market to-day was
feverish snd weak, especially in the first
hour, and although there were material ral-
lies. the losses were in a few instances recoy-
ered and the result of the day’s operations is
to leave prices for the majority of the list ma-
terialiy lower than last evening. The news
from the West this morning was decidedly

bearish, the St. Paul roads having
all resolved to put in force the low
commodity tariff of the Chicago, Bur-

Iington & Northern, while it was reported
that the same rates would be put in force to
Missouri river points and other directions, by
the Western roads, were reported. This nat-
urally created a very bearish feeling, espe-
cially upen the grangers, and at the opening
of business Chicago was a heavy seller of
those stocks, while first prices over the en-
tire list were lower than last night's closing
figures. Ligquidation of long aceounts wasin
order, and the bearish feeling extended to
the entire list, although the grangers were
the central point of attack, and Rock Island.
Burlington and St. Paul bore the brunt of
the selling. The greatest impression was
made upon Rock Island. which dropped 3
{yer cent in the first few minutes, with Bur-
ington and Northwestern following, each of
which lost over 1 per cent in that
time. Several stop orders were reached and
the long selling kept pace with the svles for
the short account, and the liquidation was
heavier than has been seenin a long time.
The general demoralization was increased in
the first few minutes by a drop or over 8 per
cent in sugar refinerics to 112, on the story
that the properties had been mortgaged for
$51,000,000, and, although the story was
ofticially denied, only a portion of the loss
was recovered. The first spurt lasted about
a half hour, when the reaction eame, but the
recovery did not bring prices near the open-
ing figures. Prices crawled up, however,
until Atchison, which had been held firm
during  the break of the forenoon,
suddenly gave way and dropped about 114
per cent. The rest then drooped, but when
Atchison recovered, which it aid about de-
livery hour, a firmer tone was shown, and
the best prices since the first decline were
established. Lead Trust moved up sharply
in the last hour, but toward the close every
thing yielded again, and the close was gniet
and weak. Amoug the low priced shares
there were some marked movements, and
Erie preferred dropped 1} and Distillers’
Trust 2¢. Railroad bonds were quiet, the
sales aggregating only $1,154,000, and only
one issued showed any marked animation—
Chesapeake & Ohio 58, which furnished
$180,000 to the grand total. The mar-
ket was rather heavy, with slight
fluctuations, and important changes are
few in number with declines rather the more
numerous. Reading thirds lost 24@54%e,
Government bonds have been dull and
steady. State bonds have been dull and
featureless. The total sales of stocks to-day
were 268,019 shares, including Atchison,
