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MINNEAPOLIS.
THE FRANCHISE PROBLEM.

The counci' is making haste slowly
on ( he Anderson & Douglass franchise.
The joint committee on railroads and
ordinances has held two sessions to hear
arguments, and one executive session
to argue itself, but the amount of prog-
ress made at both was not in the least
startling. The joint committee adopted
the novel expedient, yesterday, of ap-
pointing a subcommittee to go around
to the aldermen of the different wards
and ask them what street railway lines
are necessary to be built. Such
a statesmanlike whim on a public
question is a credit to the mind
that conceived it. It will indeed be a
great spectacle when the members of
this committee begin to trot around
from one city father to another, note-
book in hand, asking, "What do you
need in the line of street railways in
your ward?" Of course the aldermen
willall want some, and will suggest

lines that they think ought to be built,

and willlay out the routes. These wiH
likelybe reported back to the joint com-
mittee, which will proceed to construct
a street railway system by dovetailing
together the pieces and bridging over
the gaps that the aldermen may have
left in it. Then what does the
joint committee propose todo? Will it
advertise for bids for the construction
of this "system," or will it award the
contract to the gentleman who now
claims the exclusive right to do this
kind of work in Minneapolis? Without
pretending to guess what the commit-
tee willdo. the Globe ventures to pre-
dict that its present course is as far
from a reasonable solution of the ques-
tion as anything could well be. Itis
approaching this gigantic question as if
itwere considering ajstreet opening or
the establishment of a dog pound.
This is not a neighborhood ques-
tion on which the property own-
ers in a certain quarter are to
he asked what they would like. Itcon-
cerns the whole present and future
population of the city. It is not a
question for committees to dawdle with
any way. The whole council should
learn about it at first hand instead of
through eight men. The idea of this
joint committee beginning the execu-
tive session "fake" on a question that
the whole city is talking about is child-
ish. The council ought to meet in
special session at the earliest possible
day, make the most strenuous ef-
forts to ;have every alderman in
his seat and make the cable
franchise a special order. Then let the
two eminent attorneys who represent
the two sides argue before the whole
council the question they argued betore
the joint committee, namely, the expe-
diency of the franchise. Why should
this joint committee be the special
reservoir of information which the
whole council needs? The fact that
three times as many aldermen attended
the committee's meetings as the com-
mittee numbered shows that they want
to learn something about this thing at
firsthand, and not hear the arguments
condensed into a brief statement that a
joint committee has given the subject "a
careful and thorough investigation."
Ifthe council then decides that itis
publicpolicy to grant the franchise, it
will order the proper committee to
draw itup, and willinstruct tiie proper
committee to confer with the city attor-
ney on the details. Then Anderson.
Douglas &Co. willprepare their bonds
of indemnity as an evidence of good
faith, and

"
the council will be

in a safe position to pass the ordi-
nance. Thejordinance once passed, the
street railway company will probably
take legal steps to stop construction on
Hie rival lines and the problem willim-
mediately be removed to the courts.
The bonds will,good lawyers say, make
the city safe and leave the council clear.
[Theonly question before the aldermen
now is the question of public policy,
and on that question the council will
never submit to receive and adopt in
silence the report of a committee no
matter how many "points" it may pos-
sess. Let the council come tothe front.

THEPEOPJLEWANT IT.
Strong Petitions to the Coun-

cil for the Cable Fran-

chise.

The Eleven O'clock Ordinance
Is Downed— The Saloon

License.

A System of Wholesale Rob-
bery Is Discovered— An

Afternoon Blaze.

Peculiar Phases of Republi-
can Saloon Laws Illus-

trated.

The rivals of the street railway" co m-
pany are pursuing their campaign in a
livelymanner now that the contest has
fairly opened. A pile of papers three
inches thick lay on the clerk's desk
when the session of the council opened
last evening. They werepetitions pray-
ing that honorable body to grant the
cable franchise and contained S'.)7o names
Anderson &Douglass accompanied this
with a letter to the council, reciting

that their proposed ordinance had met
with criticism, as they expected, and
begged leave to submit the following
suggestions for its amendment:

First— After the lapse of ten years
from date of the passage of the ordi-
nance the company willpay an annual
tax into the city treasury of ?25 per car
for each car indaily use.

Second— Offers to extend lines when-
ever petitioned for by people and or-
dered by the council.

Third—The company desires toadd to
the system of street railway pro-
posed "in the ordinance the following
named streets and avenues: Commenc-
ing at the intersection of Twenty-eighth
street with Tenth avenue south; thence
on Tenth avenue south to Thirty-eighth
street.

Commencing at the intersection of
Twenty-eighth street with Fifth avenue
south; thence on Fifth avenue south to
Thirty-eighth street.

Commencing at the intersection of
Twenty-second street with Pleasant
avenue; thence on Pleasant avenue to
Twenty-eighth street.

Commencing at the intersection of
Fourth street with Twentieth avenue
north, thence along Twentieth avenue
north to Thirteenth avenue northeast,
thence on Seventeenth avenue north-
east to Sixth street, thence on Sixth
street to Twenty-second avenue north-
east, thence on Twenty-second avenue
northeast to Seventh street, thence on
Seventh street to Twenty-fourth avenue
northeast, thence on Twenty-fourth
avenue to Jackson street northeast.

Anderson <fc Douglass accompanied
this letter witha draft of an ordinance
amended to include the above proposi-
tions. The whole was again referred to
the joint committee on railroads and or-
dinances. Later the joint asked for
more time, and were granted until the
regular meeting of July V.) to report on
the ordinance. Aid. Hunter moved
that the city attorney examine and re-
port on the Anderson & Douglass or-
dinance at the next regular meeting,
and Aid. Gray moved that when the
council adjourn it be to July 12, when
the caole franchise should be made a
special order, but by agreement the
meeting was set back to July 19, at 8
o'clock p. in.

The 11 O'Clock Closing Ordinance
Laid on the Table.

The liquor ordinance was read the
second time, and Aid. Brueshaber

moved to amend by striking out the
words and figures eleven where they
occur, and inserting the words and fig-
ures 12 for the closing hour for saloons.
Aid. Bradish got the floor, and ex-
plained that the ordinance was intro-
duced merely to correct an error in the
former ordinance, and to make itcon-
form with the state law, which named
11 o'clock as the closing hour. Aid.
McGowan said that since there was no
other object in the ordinance than to
close the saloons at 11, which he did not
believe the council wished to do, he
moved to lay the whole ordinance on
the table. The yea and nay vote re-
sulted in the ordinance being laid on
the table by a vote of twenty-one to six-
teen. Aid. McGowan moved to recon-
sider and the motion was lost. The
vote on the motion to lay on the table
was as below:

Aid. Bradish gave notice that he
would reintroduce the ordinance at its
regular meeting, and said inconversa-
tion that the saloonkeepers would not
escape the 11 o'clock law, as they would
be "jerked" before the grand jury for
violation of the statute.

THE MINNEAPOLISIDEA.

Some ofthe Peculiar Features of
So-Called Temperance Legisla-
tion
The council committee on licenses

yesterday ordered a license issued to
Charles Love for the Shades saloon at
223 Thirdstreet south. It was found
that he had never violated the provis-
ions of the great Republican saloon or-
dinance, although the police charged
that the place was the resort of im-
moral women, and offered to produce
witnesses to prove it. Lambert Hays
was granted a license for a saloon
adjoining the People's theater. His
application had been refused because
there was a door opening from the sa-
loon into the lobby of the theater. Mr.
Hiys gave the assurance that the door
has been closed, which will necessitate
people walking about twenty feet fur-
ther when they go out for a drink or a
cigar between'the acts, and was granted
a license. Itdoesn't matter much to
the proprietor of the saloon whether the
door is open or closed— but itseemed to
be a great point with the committee.
Thomas Moore asked a rebate of $500
on a license he took out January last,
for the bar room of the Brunswick
hotel. The city attorney instructed the
committee, however, that a license can
only be taken out for one year from
July 1to July 1, and no reduction can be
made for a fractional part of a year.
This is done iv Washington county,
and in Ramsey county saloonkeepers

have been allowed to date their licenses
from Jan. 1, but in Minneapolis
it appears to be the polity
of the administration to gobble
everything: in sight, iv the
interest of"reform and retrenchment;"
so Mr. Moore willpay $1,500 a year for
the privilege of running the saloon.
The council has some twenty-five appli-
cations for licenses to act upon yet; ',218
have been granted up to date, and 19
have been refused.

PRETTY MUCH AT SEA.

The Council Joint Committee
Doesn't Know What to Do About
Cables.
The council joint committee on rail-

roads and ordinances is getting into
deep water on the franchise question.
There is evidently aparty of delay in the
committee and another party that does
not know what to do or how to do it.
At yesterday morning's meeting the
committee had an executive session
after hearing a few parting words from
Judge Shaw and receiving amendments
to the original proposition the Anderson
&Douglas company are willingto ac-
cept. These were a revenue tax of 525
a car annually, an agreement to build
extensions ordered by the council and
to build sewers cabled on streets not
now sewered. Inthe executive session
Chairman Warren asked for sugges-
tions as to a mode of proceedure, but
Aid.Sterling declared this premature,
lie thought the question of tiie coun-
cil's right to grant a franchise should
be first considered. Aid. Bradish moved
that a subcommittee of five be ap-
pointed to confer with the aldermen of
the different wards as to what street
railway lines it was necessary and ex-
pedient to build. The commit-
tee was appointed, to consist
of Aid. Warren, Bradish, Van-
dewarker, Meloy and Cole. Then
Aid. Meloy asked what this committee
was to do. He didn't think the council,
or a committee of the council, ought to
go about seeking concessions from any
company. He wanted the new proposi-
tions to Anderson &Douglass referred
to the council and the joint committee
to be given more time. The new propo-
sitions were read and referred. Aid.
Sterling wanted to begin at the begin-
ning by determining the legality of
granting a franchise, but this motion to
reconsider was lost and the committee
adjourned.

A Borrowed Idea.
Aid. Sterling moved that the street

railway company be authorized to sub-
stitute electric for horse power on the
Hennepin. Lyndale &Lake Street line,
and that the company be required, ifthe
substitute proved a success, to pay at
the end of the first year and after that
annually into the city treasury |25 per
car for the average number of cars in
use on the line.

Scraps of Legislation.
The Eighth ward grading claims are

at last settled. Last night the council
ordered warrants drawn in favor of
Charles Filteau, Roche & Nelson and
W. J. Bovven tor the amounts of their
several claims. The whole sum is about
$21,000.

The Minneapolis Onion Railway com-
pany was ordered to build a bridge over
its "tracks at Fifteenth avenue south-
east, between Fourth and Fifth streets
southeast, inaccordance withplans ap-
proved by the council.

WHOLESALE KOBBEBY.

The Police Find the Man and the
Goods.

J. A. Swan son was arrested yesterday
on his way to Meniam Park. He had
longbeen suspected of wholesale burg-
lary, and on searching the carriage iv
which he was traveling, the detectives
found a number of stolen dresses. A

search was made of his premises at
812 Franklyn avenue, and about s2,ooo
worthof stolen property was discovered.
His apartments were elaborately fur-
nished withexpensive pieces, and costly
rugs adorned the floors. He has been
very sly in all his theiving and has
worked alone with his wife in this
wholesale robbery. Detectives Doyle,
Howard and Lawrence have been
searching in vain for some clue of the
robber ever since last fall. The hand-
some residence of J. H. Lyle,on Chi-
cago avenue, was entered last No-
vember during the absence of the fam-
ily. Furniture, dresses, linen and silver
were missing on their return. Soon
after that Dr. Mabie's house at 1302
Fourth avenu south, was entered and a
large quantity ofarticles stolen. About
the same time N. S. Livingston's resi-
dence at 501 East Twenty-seventh
street, was entered and all the portable
articles of value carried off. Mrs. F. L.
Mead's home at 2936 Fourth avenue
south, was also one of the places visited
by this mysterious housebreaker. Tur-
kish rugs and plush furniture was car-
ried off. J. A. Bernard, who lives at
212 Twenty-seventh street east, and
Mrs. Lewis, whose handsome residence
is at 1114 Nineteenth street south, were
two other victims, and they lost
a large quantity of household goods.
These people had all reported to the po-
lice, and it was seen that one person
must be doing all the mischief. It
seems that this man Swanson and his
wifekept tab on the coming and going
of prominent people, and during their
absence drove up to their residence with
a wagon and carried off what they con-
sidered was worth while. Swanson is
lyingat the central station waiting ar-
raignment Monday. His wife willalso
be prosecuted. The stolen property is
being identified by the owners.

TO REGULATE SCAVENGERS.

An Ordinance With a License
Provision Will Pass.

Health Officer Kilvihgton made an ar-
gament before the council committee
on licenses yesterday in favor of a
graduated license for owners of night
soil and swill carts. He told them the
business was running loose at present,
no one having any control over it, and
recited instances of citizens being swin-
dled by overcharges for this class of
work. This committee favored an ordi-
nance to define and control the busi-
ness, and will recomend a license of
$12.50 annually for one horse, and ?25
for two-horse carts.

FOURTH AFTERMATH.

Everett Grimes' Country Home
Destroyed by Fire.

The buildings on Everett Grimes'
fine country place near Lake Harriet
caught fire yesterday afternoon and
burned to the ground. The lire caught
first in the barn, which was soon in a
blaze. There was a strong south wind
blowing which communicated the fire
to the house, 150 feet away, which
burned also. The buildings, which
were worth $7,000, are a total loss. Mr.
Grimes carried about $4,000 insurance
on his property. Itis supposeil that
the children playing about the bam set
it on fire.

A SERIOUS CHARGE.

John Gleason's Indiscretion Gets
Him Into Trouble.

John Gleason, a good-looking young
fellow, said to be a coachman, was held
yesterday in the municipal court in
$500 for examination Monday on the
charge of indecent assault. Itappears
that he escorted a young girl

named Mary Anderson home from
a 4th of July ball at
Normania hall. They sat down on a
lawn to rest at the corner of Eighth
avenue south and Seventh street, where
he attempted undue familiarities, and
she uttered a shriek. The cry attracted
vigilant Sergeant Kirkham, aud as a
result the young man is in jail on the
charge of committing a penitentiary of-
fense. An effort is being made to in-
duce the girl toprosecute him, but thus
far she has refused.

Drowned on the Fourth.
The body ofMary Anderson, who was

drowned at Lake Harriet Thursday
night, was recovered at an early hour
this morning. Albert Olson, who was

withher, says she was leaning back in
the stern of the boat dipping her
hands into the water, and had just re-
marked "how warm the water is,"
when she fell out, in trying to save
her he capsized the boat. He could not
swim, and lost hold of her inhis efforts
to cling to the boat himself. The de-
ceased was employed as second cook at
the Pauly house, and her only relative
in this country is a brother, who resides
at Fergus Falls.

I^KNWOOD ALLRIGHT.

The Creditors of the St. Louis
Road Try to Establish a Claim.
There was a case of some little inter-

est to the people of Kenwood on trial
before Judge Rea yesterday. The
Minneapolis & St. Louis railroad
formerly owned the property. The

Farmers' Loan and Trust company, of
New York, and other parties holding
mortgages on the railroad claimed that
their mortgages covered the Kenwood
property, and that when the road sold
it the land was subject to the lien. It
did not take the judge long, however,
to decide that the porperty was not a
part of that included in the railroad
mortgages.

DISTRICT COURT BIUEFS.
Judge Hicks found that the complaint

of Abbie W. Cous vs. The Red River
Land company and E. H. Steele was
sufficient for "a cause of action. The
question was argued at the special term.
This decision covers five cases.

The ground for the
action is alleged cruelty.

The Chamber ofCommerce Title.
Itis alleged that a fee of $1,000 was

Years afterward
deeds of this and other land from one
who owned the land in the '50's are
given to one who has heretofore been
unknown in the title. So far as the
public records are evidence the interest
acquired by these new deeds is seem-
ingly of no more consequence than
other claims based upon apparently
similar deeds; but ifthe new party in.
the claim of title thinks be lias any
title tiie present occupants will be. put;
to the pains and expense of litigationto
clear their titles— which would have
been borne by the Title Insurance Com-!pany for a premium much less than the
alleged fee paid for an examination
which offered no indemnity. The pub-
lic records are far from conclusive proof
of title. They may show the title per-
fect when it is doubtful, defective or
wholly void.

No Rebates.

from Thomas Moore, for a rebate on
the license he took out last January, for
the Brunswick barroom. The com-
mittee, while claiming to be favorably
disposed toward the justice of Mr.

BOWERS' HOPES ARE HIGH.

The Preponderance of Testimony
at the Asylum Investigation in
His Favor.

Special to the Globe.
Rochester, Minn., July

—
Dr. Col-

lins ami Mr.Howe were the first wit-
nesses called at the asylum investiga-
tion this morning. They testified that
Vaudiver was a very troublesome pa-
tient, and also refuted various other
charges. Mrs. Mark Richardson was
then called. She testified that she had
a son in the asylum; that she liad vis-
ited him a number of times, and he had
complained of being kicked. That on
one occasion she found a cut on his head,
and his face was bruised and discolored.
Once he was lame, and when he leaned
over during one of his visits, some
blood ran from his mouth. She inquired
about the injuries, and was told that he
was profane, obscene and violent; had
had fights with other patients, had at-
tempted suicide, and was hard to con-
trol. On a severe cross-examination
she admitted that lie son was very crazy
and violent, but denied that it was
necessary to have an attendant
present for fear that lie might
assault her during her visits.
Dr. E. C. Cross and Dr. J. M.Williams,
both of this city, testified in regard to
the abuse ofpatients. Their evidences
were very vague. Dr. Williams refused
to give the names ot witnesses whom he
had heard make comments regarding
the management of the asylum. Mr.
Kellogg roasted him for this, asking
him ifhe thought it was honorable to
come and give hearsay testimony and
refuse to disclose the names of men he
talked to thereby not givingDr.Bowers
a fair opportunity to meet it. Mr. Wil-
liston hinted that legal proceedings
might be instituted tocompel Williams
to divultre the names of witnesses.
Coroner Mosse testified that he had con-
siderable experience in the Rochester
asylum and had never known of any
abuse. On the contrary, he had al-
ways been impressed by the com-
fortable appearance of the patients and
the interest that Dr.Bowers seemed to
take in every one of them, speaking to
them familiarity as he passed through
the wards and appearing to understand
each individual case. Witness was of
the opinion that the asylum had been
as well managed as itcould have been.
Dr. William L. Lincoln testified that
his experience in connection within-
sane asylums was of long standing,
and he had always considered this as
wellmanaged as any. lie said that it
was a rule that insane persons were al-
ways complaining that they had been
injured or were to be injured, and that
when they recovered these same im-
pressions were liable to

REMAIN ON THEIR MINDS.
Then followed the testimony of Ross

Sage, Thomas Lilly and John Daily.
Alltestified to the good management of
the asylum and that whenever Dr.
Bowers heard of anything wrong it
was always looked into and steps taken
torectify it. John Dolan, an ex-patient,
testified that he had seen patients
kicked, choked and otherwise mal-
treated while in the asylum. Then fol-
lowed a string of half a dozen attend-
ants, ex-attendants and friends of
patients, some of them subpoenaed by
the state, but all a unit in testifying in
favor of the asylum management. The
Edward Richardson case was taken up
again. The case book was first read.
Itshowed that Richardson was a very
violent and dangerous patient—suffer-
ing from chronic syphilis. He had an
ulcer on his leg and another in his nose
which would cause him to spit bloody
stuff. Rev. William Riorden, the
Catholic priest in this city, was the last
witness examined. Every word of the
testimony that he gave was in favor of
the asylum management. He had vis-
ited the asylum many times, admin-
istering to the sick of his denomina-
tion, and had spent hours on the
wards, and had never seen anything
out of the way. He had inquired of
patients, and with but one exception
had never heard of any fault being
found, and that was the case of a
woman attempting to escape who made
charges of ill treatment. He subse-
quently examined a number of attend-
ants of his denomination officially,and
they denied that there was any ill
treatment. His testimony seemed to
impress the committee more than any
that has as yet been given, and he was
interrogated at great length. The tes-
timony given to-day has been, with the
exception of that given by Mrs. Rich-
ardson and her daughter and John
Dolen, one unbroken chain of evidence
in favor of the asylum management.
The committee is getting tired of
letting everybody come in and testify
who has ever heard a rumor, and then
if itis in any way tangible.Jhear it in-
variably explained by the most unques-
tionable evidence, and it is believed
that to-morrow they- will close up the
investigation and adjourn. The hopes
of Bowers' friends are high here to-
night, for the very witnesses that have
been giving the most damaging testi-
mony here this week have almost inva-
riably had no fault to find with the doc-
tor, stating that he probably did as well
as he could, and, as a rule, have con-
fined their complaints against attend-
ants.
