Cricaco, July 5.—There was less business
In wheat to-day than for many days.

August
going from 778¢c to 78isc, September trom
77%c to 7Ste, December from 79%c to
798¢, July yielded to 8212¢ and bounded
to 831se, and at noon was off to 82%e again.
August feli back to 777k¢, September to
77%¢ and December to 794@793%¢, selling
pefore 1 o'clock at 79lc again. The
weather map and dispatches showed no rain
anywhere, The “hot, dry” dispatches con-
tinue to come to bull houses from the North-
west. At New York shorts sold some, but
Jongs hold their wheat, and July in that
market reacted from 8313¢ to86#c at noon.
Clearances of wheat and flour were light—
about 30,000 bu wheat ana 40,000 bbls of
flour. Receipts here were but 23 cars, with
only 16 cars estimated for Saturday. A Lon-
don cable, posted before the close, saying
that Hungarian wheat flour was advancing
strongly and the reported damage to crops
confirmed, had little or no effect here. Prices
declincd slowly after 1 o'clock, and at the
close July was at the opening figure. Re-
ceipts, 23 cars.

The stock market
was again moderately active to-day with the
great bulk of the business done confined to
the granger stocks, and the trusts were more
quiet than at any time since their activity
began, only Lead showing any special anima-
tion. There wasa weak tone almost through-
out the entire day, however, and prices to-
night are generaliy lower than on Wednes-
day. The prices from London this morn-
ing were materially higher than our
closing figures of Wednesday, showing
that that center was not in sympathy with
the downward movement here and it was re-
pored that large lots of St. Paul had been.
bought in that market for American account
This gave a better tcne to the opening deal-
ings and first figures, while quite irregular,
were generally higher and the advances ex-
xendcﬁ to 12 percent inthe general list.
while Jersey Central was exceptional, with a
gain of 1 per cent at 111, which advantage
it afterward increased a like amount. The
western railroad situation showed no im-
provement, however, and with little or
nothing doing by commission people on the
long side and the temper of the room de-
cidedly bearish. the advocates of lower

prices’ were encouraged to make an-
other demonstration against the list.
The leading bear was on the

street, although he denied giving the market
any selling orders. Atchison was selected
as the special point of attack, and the press-
ure against the stock was increased by liberal
gelling orders from Boston. The decline in
the stock did not cease until a loss of 2 per
cent had been scored, and the movementin
it did much to shake out weak holders of
other stocks, St. Paul, Northwestern and
Missouri Pacific eame next to Atchison in
point of weakness, and all of the stocks men-
tioned dropped over 1 per cent before the
decline was checked. The liguidation among
the smaller bulls assumed large proportions,
but the impression became general before
delivery hour that large lines of shorts had
been covered. and there was a change in the
temper of the speculation and in the
last hour, ghere was good buying 1n all por-
tions of the list. The close was quiet but
steady at the improvement over the lower
prices. There was considerable pressure
also upon Reading, but the impression made
upon it was small, notwithstandihg that the
stock was the most active on the list. Of the
other coalers. Jersey was strong and Dela-
ware & Hudson weak. The other stocks on
the regular list, however, were quiet to dull,
and their movements comparatively insig-
nifiecant. In the unlisted department Lead
was still active, but there was no movement
except in Sugar, which opened up a fraction
and then declined over 2 per cent, but re-
covered and closed only a fraction lower.

The final changes show  consider-
ahle irregularity, but declines  are
most numerous and  Atchison lost

1% and Delaware & Hudson 1 per cent,
while Jersey is up 2 per cent. Railroad
bonds were dul!, and as arule fluctuated
within the narrowest limits, marked changes
in quotations being few in number. The
sales were only 1,095,000, and only Read-
ing 45 displayed any speeial animation,
furnishing $257.000 to the total. Norfolk &

been dull and steady. State bondshave been
entirely neglected.

IMPROVING PROSPECTS.

R. G. Dun & Co. Say the Business
Outlook Is Encouraging,

NEW YoRK, July5.—R. G. Dun & Co.'s
weekly review of trade: Business has been
fairly maintnl}ned in volume, and isgrad-
ually improving in prosi)eot.s. June has been
a month of exceptionally large transactions.
Prices of sommodities, in spi'r.e of the rise in
some speculative markets, have, on the
whole, fallen during the month about 2 per
cent, and are now hardly % per cent above
the lowest average ever recorded. But there
are signs of substantial improvement in the
most important branches of industry. The
monetary situation remains undisturbed.
Nevertheless the stock market, t:g many
considered an indicator of e fut-
ure, has been sinking., The wars of
Western, and to some extent of Eastern rail-
roads, have disheartened mauy investors and
caused much selling. It is felt, too, that the
rise stimulated by sudden advances in trust
stocks was not of a substantial character.
But there has been much confidence that the
enormous hali-yearly disbursements by gov-
ernment and corporations would cause a new
demand and advance in better securities,
and while the movement in July thus far has
not answered expectations. holders are still
hopeful. Reports from interior points are
generally favorable, collections are nowhere
seriously disturbing. The half-yearly return
of failures shows a relatively larger
increase in New England than in
other  section—about 28 er cent
—and next in the trans-Mississippi
region this side of the Rocky mountains—
about 20 per cent. In the Middle states the
increase has been but 4% per cent; thence
to the Mississippi about 5 per cent, and at
the South about 3l2 per cent. Against a
general increase of 8 per cent in numbers
there is a decrease of 314 per cent in aggre-
gate liabilities. The markets have not
changed greatly during the broken week.
Wheat is about 84¢ higher, owing to accounts
of injury from prolonged drought and heat
in Dakofa and Minnesota. where heavy rains
have just improved the outlook considerably.
Other crop prospects continue favorable.
Pork products are weaker, and dairy prod-
ucts are coming forward in immense
quantity, so that prices are depressed,

eather does not change. but the revised
quotations of wool for the first of July show
an average advance of about 1c per pound,
and it 18 becoming a serious question
whether the hopes of improvement in the
manufacture may not be defeated by an ad-
vance in the material which may keep many
of the millsidle. The price of cotton has
advanced 3-16, in part because of scanty

supply of desirable grades. The iron market |

remains strong in tone. Southern iron is
still offered in large quantity at $16.50 for
No. 1, and the demand for manufactured
iron is less active. Sales of about 10,000
tons steel rails appear to have been on a basis
of $28 at Eastern mills. The monetary pros-
pect is clouded by the exports of $17.507.640
gold and $1,135,464 silver from New York
alone since June 1. In consequence
the circulation of all kinds has
been reduced $17,000,000 in June, and
though the aggregate is even now $8,000,000
larger than a year ago, it is felt that a con-
tinued outgo in July would be apt to cause
pressure in September. The New York banks
reported last week a surplus of only $7.500,-
000, and the actyal surplus probably was not
over $6,000,000, which is not a large pro-
portion for an active fall demand. Exports
for five weeks exceed last year's by 17 per
cent at New York, while the imports show
an increase of 4 per cent, Unless grain ex-
ports are hastened by the cut in east-bound
rail rates, or foreign holders cease to realize
on securities, the outgo of gold may con-
tinue. Thus far the treasury disbursements
for the week have exceeded receipts by only
$300,000, but will be much larger for the
week to come. The business failures num-
ber 202, as compared with a total of 215 last
week, and 220 the week previous.
