An Unusually Slrong Wheat Market
Makes Bears Feel

Blue.

The Best BullInfluence Is a Decrease
in the Visible Sup-

ply.

Financial Operations by the Monetary

Kings—The General Quota-
tions.

Chicago, July B.—Contrary to general ex-
pectations, there was a rousing good busi-
ness in wheat on change to-day, and the mar-
ket showed strength that was very alarming

to the shorts and the bears generally. This
action was all the more remarkable in view
of the fact that the weather was fine in the

Southwest for harvesting, and rainingin the

Northwest where itwas most needed. There
was, moreover, little orno attempt at manip-
ulation, and the advance was on good gen-
eral, though local, buying. The letters and

most reliable advices from many parts of

Dakota lead the trade to believe that serious
damage has been done the wheat which
cannot be overcome by present rains. The
Washington monthly report, due Wednesday,

is expected to cut a figure after that
date. Cables this morning, firmer. Wheat
was quoted this morning as tending upward
at Liverpool. The best bull influence of the
day was the large decrease in the visible sup-
ply. The outside estimate was 1,000.000
bu. Secretary Stone's figures gave the de-
crease at 1,345.000 bu. This was partlydis-
counted early, and had its effect later as
well. The out inspection of 108,000 bu here
helped the buyers a little. There were no
clearances at Atlantic ports to speak of. The
action here was as follows: July, 83c to

There was unusual strength in
corn, considering the magnificent weather
and the large receipts. The secret was the
excellent cash demand, which shows no
letup; with518 cars received and GOO ears
for to-morrow, and crop prospects very flat-
tering.

Export clearances,
205,000 bu. Lake charters, 220,000 bu.
The visible supply decreased 316.000 bu.
The supply increased 340,000 bu. Oats were
dull, and Via- lower for the nearer futures.
