HE fates still
smile on the
St. Paul Driv-
ing club in its
efforts to give

the race-loving
public a fine
driving meet.
Vester day's
weather was. if
possible, still
more favorable,
wind and cloud
changing for

the better from Wednesday. For most
of the afternoon the sky was rather
veiled than covered withclouds, and the
sun shone only at pleasant intervals.
The wind of Wednesday had moderated
into a zephyr that "was too light
to carry dust into the stand
and of just sufficient force to be cooling
and pleasant. The track was in admira-
ble condition. A little dusty, it is
true, was the verdict of the best judges,
and not over fast, but still in fine shape,
and tit for a race for a life. Ithad been
thoroughly treated, and a fighter is
brought iuto form with no more careful
work than was bestowed upon thatmile
ellipse. President Uushnell compli-
mented Supt. Cross on its condition,
and the drivers chimed in applause.
With everything, then, to hand as if
specially ordered, it is little wonder
the day was a great success. A little
less hardness of track, on which the
loose dust made footing rather insecure,
and it would have been absolutely per-
fect. Itwas

A DAY OF PAYS
for attendance, and the lovers of sport,
of every age and both sexes, took full
advantage of it. Trains from both cities
were loaded to the guards, ., and
the choice roads leading down
were marked by columns of dust
ns of a marching army, while
gay equipages of every pattern swept
on". In the stands, the crowds was more
than double those of yesterday, and the
proportion of ladies .still greater. In
point ofenthusiasm, the ladies left their
sterner escorts far in the shade, and
clapped their gloved hands and whis-
pered bravos beneath their breath.

ONE PBETTY FIGURE
was conspicuous at every close finish,
and her graceful gestures of delight
attracted as much pleasurable attention
Inher vicinity as the races themselves.

There is nothing that more dis-
tinctively marks the proximity of a
large city to a race course than the
turnout of equipages in the inclosure.
Nearly all the fancy horse flesh of the
Twin Cities and the many stylish
equipages, with names known only to
the manufacturers' catalogues, were
grouped together, and each with its
brightly dressed occupants and gaily
striped sunshades made a picture not
often seen disassociated witha bigrace
meetiug. Allof these scenes made up
the picture of yesterday, and each en-
tered more or less into the success of
the meeting.

THE RACING EVENTS
were of a decidedly bett< r class than
those of the preceding day, to say noth-
ing of the special events. There was
much regret that the condition of the
track was such— "cuppy," the drivers
call it—as to prevent Axtell from low-
ering his record several seconds, but it
whs agreed tlial the performance was
therefore all the mure wonderful. The
pretty picture of a stallion was
warmly greeted and applauded,
and his proud owner left
no laurels behind him. The pacing ot
Bruno Beaupre's crack team was also
wonderful, under the circumstances.
Itis a pity something cannot be done to
hurry up the heats of the trots and
paces, so as to finish them in some
reasonable time, instead of at nightfall,
but it seems impossible, and certainly
no one could do more than Starter
Smith to achieve that end. Not half of
that large audience remained until the
vnd last night.

At precisely 4:15, after a half dozen

preliminary spins, Axtell,the great and
beautiful three-year-old, went by the
judges' stand, and upon a nod from his
owner and driver, C. W. Williams, was

sent away for the mile in which he was
to try and lower his world's record of
'•i:ly>2- As the pride of the Hawkeye
state went by the trraud stand his
action was the" very poetry of motion

and the occupants thereof who knew a
good horse when they saw him,uttered
cheer upon cheer, and every man, wom-
an and child on the ground craned their
necks for a sight ot

The quarter was passed in33 seconds,
and between that and the half Axtell
pricked up his ears and began to show
the crowd what he could do. He flashed
by the half in 1:06%, and as the speed
increased and the last quarter grew
near, delighted exclamations escaped
the crowd of horsemen whe were eager-
ly watching the performance.

"He'll do it."exclaimed one. "Bet
your life he will," screamed
another. "He's the best ever
foaled. for money," exclaimed
an enthusiastic admirer of the game
little stallion. The third quarter was
passed in 1:39#, and as the littlehorse
came down the home stretch itseemed
almost certain that the hopes of his
friends and owner would be realized.
The wire was passed, according to the
official announcement, in2:lsJ^, though
there seemed to be considerable differ-
ence of opinion as to whetheror not the
time was a shade under that figure.
The track was not quite perfect for an
attempt at record breaking, yet the per-
formance of Axtell yesterday is re-
garded as a wonderfully good one. Mr.
Williams is justly proud of his
horse, and is confident that he
will easily break his record un-
der more favorable conditions. H. P.
Brown, of Minneapolis, presented Mr.
Williams, after the race, with an ele-
gant lambs-wool blanket, upon which
was woven in letters of gold cord the
name "Axtell.

"'
Secretary Simons

handed the owner of the horse and
blanket an elegant diamond locket. The
announcement of the presentations was
received enthusiastically by the crowds
liningboth sides of the track. Axtell
was foaled and bred at Independence,
10., and the lowans who were present
backed him to beat his record for every
cent they had. their example being fol-
lowed by many others.•

A PAST TROT.
The California Mare Wins a Very

Pretty Race.
The 2:21 class trot, the only trot of

the day. was quite spirited throughout,
and proved quite "a race for a man's
money." Allfive of the entries started,
and were drawn in the followingorder:
Nellie V, First Call. Lynn W,Illinois
Egbert and Marvel, feplan voluntarily
drew Nellie after the third heat. The
details follow:

First Ileat—"Nellie V is a peculiar
starter," as the starter announced, and
so itDroved, Splan finally nodding for
a go, with his mare behind, and the
other tour horses lined. First Call had
virtually the pole and took the lead at
ouce, so" that when the horses showed
at the quarter pole First Call had a
slight lend over Lynn W, with Nellie
V just pulling away from Marvel
and Egbert, bunched. Along the
back stretch Lynn pulled up to
even honors with First Call, alid it was
a pretty race, with Nellie gaining on
both and Marvel opening a gap before
Egbert at the three-quarter. Lynn
showed the open ahead of First Call,
and Marvel had stolen a march on Nel-
lie, while Egbert, the second favorite,
pegged away in the rear. This order
wus not changed to the wire, Lynn
winning handily in 2:21^, First Call
second, Marvel third, Nellie fourth and
Eirbert last.

Second Heat.—This was a very pretty
heat and showed a nice burst of speed.
After one score, the horses got off very
well together and rode a race from
beginning toend. Egbert got the pole
from Lynn before the first quarter and
at the pole was in the lead, with First
Call at his wlieel. Splan then pushed
Nellie up until she joined the leaders'
wheels, with Egbert and First
Call trotting neck and neck at
the half. Lynn had dropped away
to the rear and Marvel was a bad fourth
at the three-quarters, but there put in a
beautiful burst of speed. First Splan's
wheel was caught and then the bay
gelding touched her nose and then
showed a lead. Up the wheel of First
Cail the Marvel gelding crept and as the
horses swept into the stretch the four
could almost have been covered by a
blanket. Marvel kept up his speed and
finallypassed under the wire a winner
by a neck, Egbert second, Nellie V
third, First Calf fourth and Lynn last.
Time, 2:23.

Third Heat— This, for the pretty heat
is was, had a very bad beginning.
There was so much scoring, that Ryan
decided he would so at a disadvantage.
Marvel made a double break and righted
himself, and though in the rear, the
word was given. First Call had a srood
lead, but Lynn W pushed for him and
passed at the first quarter. Nellie V,
pulling up until the three were racing
neck and neck. Marvel struck his gait
at the half, and rapidly over-
took the leaders. First Calllosing his
feet and falling to the rear. Marvel
had pushed past Nellie at the three-
quarter post and down the stretch came
Marvel and Lynn with a rush. The
pace was tremendous now, and Marvel
couldn't stand it,losinir his feet as he
went under the wire just behind Lynn.
Egbert was third, two lengths behind,
and Nellie V and First Call in the order
named. Time, 2:21^.

Fourth Heat— Solan's little mare lost
a shoe in scoring for this heat and he
was given permission to draw her. The
other four horses got off the next at-
tempt in fairly even shape. Lynn at
once sot the lead, and through Marvel
pulled up to nearly even honors, the
California horse was never headed and
won easily. Egbert and Marvel had
both skipped more or less. The heat
and race were awarded to Lynn W,
Marvel got second money, Illinois Eg-

bert third and First Call Fourth. Sum-
mary :

TEMPLE TOOK. IT.

The 2:34 Pace Took Six Heats to
Pick a Winner.

There were a good bunch of horses
entered for the 2:34 pace. M.E. Mc-
Henry's "Dexter" being pretty well
thought eff by local sportsmen and eq-
ually well in many cases by those from
other climes, who noted the splendid
gait and appearance ofthe St. Paul bay.
The Ohio delegation went fulllengths
on Jimmie Temple, and the Kansas men
spent all the money they had in back-
ing Tom McCarthy, and Red Rover.
The result proved that all of the horses
were good enough to bet on, the heats
being closely contested on each occa-
sion.

The first heat was started promptly
at 2:15 on the second score. The po-
sitions were: Red Rover at the pole,
Pat Legg second, Tom McCarthy third,
Henry l>exter fourth, Blue Stone fifth,
Major McDow sixth, Jimmie Temple
seventh, Truemont eighth, Eddie B
ninth. The Rover lost his lead at the
turn to Tom McCarthy, with Henry
Dexter crowding up, Pat Legg, Major
MeDow, Flora, Blue Stone and the rest
of the field crowding up. At the half
Tom McCarthy drew up in good form,
followed by Red Rover hard held and
full ot going. From this point the field

tailed out to a long string, withRed
Rover an easy leader, Tom McCarthy, a
good second. Dexter third. Dexter was
crowded on the home stretch, passing
Tom McCarthy and coming insecond to
Red Rover in2:2.% The Rover held
his lead for the half mile, and went un-
der the wire winner by a length in
2:25#.

Second Heat— the second score an
accident occurred which came near re-
sulting seriously for MajorMcDow. The
bellhad rung for the return of the field,
and they were showing up at the turn
when Eddie B's sulky fouled that of the
Major as the result of very clumsy
handling by the driver of the former,
William Parker (colored), of Minneapo-
lis. Body Patterson, »vho was driving
Major McDow, was thrown from his
seat and came heavily to the ground,
while the Major, freed from restraint,
started on a mad race around the track.
Grooms and ostlers started like an am-
bushed army from the ground in
every direction, and ran to va-
rious points of the track in
the hope of being able to stop the runa-
ways. The honor was reserved, how-
ever, for Patrolman William J. Klein,
of St. Paul, who galloped his horse to
the turning point for the home stretch,
and cleverly brought the flying animal
to a standstill without injury. As the
brawny patrolman rode up to the stand
with his charge its occupants gave vent
to a rousing cheer, to which the officer
responded by raising his cap and bow-
ing his appreciation of the ovation he
was receiving. After a couple
more scores with the Major in
a new sulky, they were sent
away with Major McDow in the
lead and Red Rover second.
Atthe quarter Dexter began to draw
up, and after passing the half took the
lead, withRed Rover second and the
Major third. On the turn for home
Dexter had increased his lead to a safe
distance, with Major McDow second
and Tom McCarthy coming up to third.
Dexter went first under the wire in
2:24%, followed by Major McDow, Jim-
niie 'lemple, Blue Stone and Red Rover
inregular order, the rest of the field
tailed out in the rear, and Eddie B dis-
tanced.

Third Heat— They got away on the
third score, with Tom McCarthy taking
a slight lead over Dexter and Red
Rover, who were, however, right at his
heels, Dexter taking the frontat the
quarter. Red Rover, Eddie B,Jimmie
'temple and Major McDow were
bunched after the half, with Dexter in
the lead and Tom McCarthy second.
Tom got offhis feet soon after passing
the half, and Jimmie Temple came up
to second place, withRed Rover third.
These positions were maintained to the
finish. Dexter passing the home wire in
2:24.

Fourth Heat— They got off at the sec-
ond score, with Dexter leading, Tom
McCarthy second, and Blue Stone third.
Atthe quarter, Jimmie Temple began
to crawl up, he and Dexter running
even tothe half where Jimmie took the
lead, the order beinsr Dexter second,
Tom third. Red Rover fourth, and
Blue Stone fifth. The pace was a hot
one, but Jimmie was out for a heat and
kept itup to the home wire, running in
2:23^ with Dexter second, Tom Mc-
Carthy third, Blue Stone fourth, and
Red Rover distanced. Rover trotted a
splendid race, but fouled his fore feet
in the-last quarter, coining tohis knees,
and breaking intoa run as he recovered.

Fifth Heat— There were four starters,
with Jimmie Temple at the pole, Dexter
second, Tom McCarthy third and Blue
Stone fourth. James held the lead all
the way round, closely followed to the
half by Tom McCarthy, with Dexter
third, and Blue Stone bringing up the
rear. Mearing the stretch Dexter
pulled up to second, and held that posi-
tion to the end of the heat, which was
taken by Jimmie Temple in2:24%.

Sixth Heat— The same number of
starters as before. After three scores
they sot away with Jimmie Temple in
the lead, Dexter second, Tom McCar-
thy third and Blue Stone fourth. As
before, Jimmie held his lead through
the entire heat, coming under the wire
and winning the race in2:25, with Dex-
ter at his heels, Tom McCarthy third
and Blue Stone distanced for running.
First money was given to Jimmie Tem-
ple, second to Henry Dexter and third
to Tom McCarthy. Fourth money will
go to the association as a result ofBlue
Stone being distanced. Summary:

1he hour was growing very late when
the last race was called, but itwas wonin
three straight heats. Sir Archy, a
Minnesota bred horse, was the prime
favorite and won handily, making Mc-
Carthy's second race of the day. The
five starters drew in the following
order: Tom, Sir Archy, Turk Frank-
land Rocky Ford and Lillian. Itwas
past 8 o'clock when the race finished,
and the pretty heats were seen by only
a ?lim crowd. The details:

First Heat— Archy was a bad starter,
and there were five scores before be
could be caught on his feet under the
wire. When they did get away Mac
had worked him to the front, with
Rocky Ford next, Turk and Lillian
bunched and Tom badly off his feet in
the rear. On past the quarter it became
a beautiful race, Archy pulling hard
ahead and Lillian rushing along by
Rocky Ford. The latter could not stand
the terrific pace and fellaway, while
Lillian shot along and lapped the lead-
er's field. Tom had settled down, but
all he could do was to hold up the tail
of the procession. Down the stretch
Lillian and Archy had a stiff race, but
the Californian held the lead under the
wire, Lillian second, Turk Frankland
third, Rocky Ford fourth and Tom
fifth. There was applause in the stand
when the time was announced as 2:16^.

Second Heat— Though alittle slower,
this was still a beauty of a heat. Sir
Archy was the strong point, and when
he took the lead in this heat it was evi-
dently to keep it. Lillian began push-
ing him on the back stretch and once
collared him at the half,but the stallion
outfooted her and she failed to hold on.
Turk had seemed out of the race until
the three-quarter pole was reached,
when he suddenly pulled into life and
crept up on Lillian. Down the stretch
they came, all under whip and voice,
Turk finallypassing Lillianand coming
second by a nose. Archy won in2:l7}£.
Turk second. Lillian third, Rocky Ford
fourth, and Tom last.

Third Heat—ltwas a foregone conclu-
sion that Sir Archy would easily walk
away with the race, and it was only a
question of second money. Archy was
never headed, though forced to a lively
gait, winning in 2:19%. Frankland got
second place aud money, Lillian third,

Rocky Ford fourth and Tom fifth place
and no money.

AT THE POOLS.

Temple sold freely at $10,
and Red Rover for SB, there being
plenty of people who wanted the field
at $18. For the twenty -one class trot,
Lynn W, the pretty bay gelding had
lots of friends at $10 for choice, Illinois
Egbert sold freely at $7, and the field at
$18 was freely bought on all sides.
The crowds round "the pools were
much larger, and considerably more
active than on the previous day, the
pool men being kept busy in supplying
the demand for favored stock. The
roulette outfit was a bonanza for its
proprietors during the intervals between
events, and, as has always been the
case on every race track since time im-
memorial, there was a struggle between
the worthies who cryin exultant accents
"The red wins; the lucky red,"or "The
lone star's a winner" anil the occupants
of the pool stands, calling out the odds

on the various races, were striving to
see which could outvoice the other. The
bagatelle game had also its quintum of
patronage, and thus the merry whirl
was kept up the whole day through.
Before the second heat in the 2:21
class trot odds of 4 to3 for the best
were being laid against Nellie, 2 to 3
Lynn W, 4 to 2Marvel, 5 to 2 First Call
and even money against Egbert. Lynn
seemed to be a hot favorite with the
betters, and was heavily backed for the
heat. At the pools there was but little
change in the bettmg.Lynn selling freely

against the field at §10, the best price
obtainable for the rest of the bunch
being Sl2, and but few buyers.

SOME OP THEIR VICTIMS.
After the first heat Rover was sold

freely at SlO, with the field at the same
price, and for the third Dexter stock
loomed up at the same figures. After
the fourth heat Jimmie Truemont again
became favorite at $10 withthe same
money offered for the field.

Lynn W. held his own as favorite for
the 2:21 class trot, at ?10 against the
field at $18. Archie was favorite in the
2:19 pace at $25, and $15 for the field, the
odds continuing about the same during
the entire race.

Nashville, Term., July 11.— When
the north bound Louisville &Nashville
train pulled into this city at 10:33 this
morning a crowd of people surged
around the car to see John L. Sullivan,
who was known to be on board. A ru-
mor soon obtained circulation that a
requisition was in the hands of the po-
lice, several of whom had boarded the
car. Some discussion, and finally a
struggle was seen in the car, and an of-
ficer reached over his handcuffs in his
hand, and, seizing the slugger's arm,
pulled him out into the aisle of the car.
Sullivan resisted. Mike Muldoon, who
occupied the same seat, put his head
out of the window and cried to the
crowd: "Gentlemen, 1demand Amer-
ican protection." His patriotic wail
was greeted witha variety of responses.
Some cheered Sullivan and begged him
to "knock the coppers out;" others
cried, "Hurrah for tfee Nashville
police," "Hithim with your club," etc.
One youngster who was hanging on the
outside of the car window, ducked his
head behiud the sill and informed the
crowd that "the cops have out their
guns." After a brief struggle, Sullivan
was taken from the car and hustled to
a carriage. Inthe scuffle he drew back
to knock down a policeman, when Chief
Clark stuck a pistol in his face aud told
him if he struck he (Clark) would
kill him. The officers next grabbed
Charley Johnson, of Brooklyn, Sulli-
van's backer, who resisted vigorously,
but finally began to cry withpain. Dur-
ing all the scrimmage Muidoon sat
quietly by and was undisturbed. Mike
Cleary, Sullivan's other second, hid in
the excitement, and one other named
Lynch, jumped off the train. Only
Johnson and Sullivan were detained,
though the others were wanted. The
arrest was made by authority of a tele-
gram from Gov. Lowry,of Mississippi,
to the Nashville chief of police. Sulli-
van has retained ex-Attorney General
W. H. Washington, who says that the
officers went beyond their authority
and cannot hold their men. Animme-
diate attempt will be made to get the
parties out on a writ of habeas corpus.
Gov. Lowry's telegram offers a reward
of $1,000, and itis believed that if re-
leased on the present charge, Sullivan
vyill be rearrested inorder to secure
time for a requisition to be obtained.
The arrested belligerents are now at_
the police, station in conference with
their attorneys.

COULD NOT HOLD THEM.

Sullivan and Johnson Released
on Habeas Corpus Proceedings.
Nashville, Term., July 11.—The

question as to whether John L. Sulli-
van and Charlie Johnson could be
legally held incustody to await requisi-
tion papers from Mississippi was argued
in the circuit court here this afternoon.
Defendants' petition for a writ of
habeas corpus was read, stating that
he had been arrested on no process
known to law, and held without
any charge against him and
without shadow of legal author-
ity. He declared that he had com-
mitted no offense against the laws of
Tennessee and was not subject to legal
restraint. He had committed no felony
inthis or any other state. Counsel dis-
cussed at length, and finally Judge Mc-
Alister rendered his decision. lie was
very emphatic in his opinion that to
hold Sullivan longer would be a most
arbitrary act on the part of the court;
that the officers had arrested him with-
out warrant or authority of law; that
misdemeanors were not extraditable by
the rulings of Tennessee courts and by
precedents of Gov. Taylor. He there-
fore ordered Sullivan and Johnson re-
leased. There was an immense crowd
present, and the decision of the iudge
was greeted with great applause. Sulli-
van was made a hero of. and the town
was his untilhe left it at 8 o'clock for
the East.

WARNED BY A FRIEND.

Kilrain Gives Buckeye Fly Cops
the Slip.

Cincinnati. 0., July 11,—One of Kil-
rain's personal friends learned of the
governor's message to the chief of po-
lice before 2 o'clock this afternoon, and
he immediately telegraphed to Kilrain,
who was on Ohio & Mississippi Train
No. 2. The Kilrain party received the
dispatch west of Seymour, Ind., and.;

hastily bundling up, they left the train
when they reached that point.
Arrangements had been made by wire
for the party to go south until
they reached the Chesapeake & Ohio
railroad, which was to hold the "fast

, flyingVirginian" for them, and in this
manner, if the program is carried out,
they will reach Baltimore to-morrow
uight. During the consultation before
leaving the Ohio &Mississippi train,

other plans were suggested and may be
adopted ifnecessary. The Cincinnati
detectives boarded the train at the state
line, but Kilrain had tied. The crowd
at the train at Cincinnati laughed at the
chief of police who was waiting at the
depot, and he retired badly disappoint-
ed. Kilraiu was ingood spirits on the
train.

TOE GKEAIDEFEATED.

Neither He Nor His Followers
Have Any Complaints to Make.
St. Louis, July 11.—Jake Kilrain,the

defeated pugilist; Charlie Mitchell, the
champion boxer of England; Pony
Moore, Mitchell's father-in-law, and
John Murphy, the game featherweight
who was recently pounded out of shape
by "Spider" Weir, and succeeded in
marking the "Spider" somewhat, ar-
rived in St. Louis this morning at 7:30,
via the Iron Mountain railway. There
had been so many conflicting reports

about the movements of the great de-
feated and his followers, that only a
moderate-sized crowd assembled at the
depot, but those who were there were
brimful of curiosity, and peered
eagerly into the various cars
attached to the locomotive, dis-
covering nothing. An Associated Press
'eporter hurried to the smoking com-
partment of the sleeper in which the
Kilrainparty were located, and, ina
few minutes, Charlie Mitchellcautiously
ooeued the door and asked ifthere were

ar.y "bloody coppers" about. He was
assurred that the police force slumbered
peacefully, and upon receipt of this in-
formation, brought forth his principal,
the once champion of the world, fol-
lowed by the redoubtable Murphy, who
rubbed his swollen head ruefully, and
said :

"Now just look at that nut of mine, will
you; andIdid nothing but stand therein
the sun and hold a bottle.'

'
Kilrain looks bad, but he is as far

from the grave as before the fight in so
far as the injuries received in the battle
are concerned. His lace is badly
bruised, both eyes blackened, lips cut,
but net severely, and his jaw giving
evidence of some of the taps thereon
from the brawny fist of the pride of
Beanville. Kilrain walks without as-
sistance, but is far from frisky, and es-
pecially was this noticeable in his
alighting from and mounting: the steps
of a car. He is also a badly frightened
man, and fears Gov. Lowry more than
he did John L. He still looks to
Mitchell, and obeys his orders like a
child.

"We can't talic here, you know," said
Mitchell. "Let's get off to the windward of
these curious blokes and pet in our car, and
theu we'll be easier, you know."

To allof which Pony Moore nodded a
vigorous assent, and poor Jake Kilrain
followed meekly. Seated in the Cin-
cinnati sleeper Mitchell opened with
the statement that the fight was lost be-
cause Jake wasn't in shape.

"Iknew he was sick nnd 1asked him ifhe
didn't feel badly, and he deceived me by say-
ing no; now didn't you, Juke?"'

"But Ifelt well enough to 'do' him."
growled the fallen idol of Oystervillo.

"The whole story ivanutshell.'" continued
Mitchell, "can be quickly told. Jake had no

time toget fit aud the sun knocked him out.
The battle was fair and square, and we have
no complaint tomake."

"But didn't Sullivan assist the sun in
knocking out Kilrain?"

"Some." said Mitchell. "Yes, Sullivan did
get in some damaging punches in the third,
aud Ibelieve the seventh rounds."

"But just look at myhead," interjected
Featherweight Murphy, who cluiik tena-
ciously to the belief that Old Sol, and not
John L.,laid Kilruinlow.

"But it's a bloody shame to talk about
dosing," continued Mitchell, "nnd about my
leaving Jake because he wns defeated. Jake
will tell you he wasn't drugged, aud as for
leaving him— why,Iwas looking out that we
weren't nabbed by the 'bobbies' in Missis-
sippi, and stood on the front platform to
prevent the uncoupling of the traiu. Mas-
terson, of Denver, who is charged with
twenty-two lives,stood byme, and promised
to shoot the firstman who touched a coup-
lingpin.and by the courtesy of the Associ-
ated Press we finallygot into Xew Orleans
on their special train. It was forced cour-
tesy. Iknow, but we couldn't helpit. We
had toget out of Mississippi, and quick, too.
There is nothingin the f-tories about a falling
out between Jake and myself."

"People would prefer your statement as to
the fight. Jake," suggested the Associated
Prrss reporter.

'•Well, he whipped me," replied Jake, "and
he did it fairly. Iwasn't in condition. The
truth isIhad out two weeks' training. The
heat assisted, but Iwas not drugged, don't
blame anybody, and acknowledge defeat. I
was over-confident, perhaps, but still think I
can whipSullivan, and shall try another go
at him."

This statement was made In a dis-
heartened way, however, and it was
clearly evident that Kiliaidis not over-
anxious for another battle.
"1feel badly about losing the fight,"said

Kilrain, "but am not suffering very much
physically. It meant a fortune to me. IfI
find won,"Ineed not have fought again, but
now Imust." Mitchell says he willchallenge
Sullivan foranother battle, and Pouy Moore
stated he stood ready to back his son-in-law
for any amount.

The party goes direct toBaltimore, via
Cincinnati."

AFRAID OP ARREST.

Kilrainand His Coterie Hurrying
Toward Kentucky.

Columbus, Ind.. July 11.—Kilrain
and party came from St. Louis to Sey-
mour, over the Ohio &Mississippi road.
At Seymour the news reached the party

of Sullivan's arrest. The announce-
ment came unexpectedly and disturbed
Kilrain, who evidently feared that his
arrest would soon follow. A
conference was held, resulting in their
resolving to leave the Ohio &Missis-
sippi train and come to Columbus, and
ifpossible reach Cincinnati by another
road. Once there, they expressed the
feeling that they would be taken care of
by friends. When the party left the
train here they wereimmediately recog-
nized, and a crowd soon surrounded
them. They entered a hack and weie

driven to the Bi.ssell hotel, where Mitch-
ell registered for all. lie attempted to
fool the people by giving fictitious
names. They were shown to their
rooms, where Kilrainproceeded to take
a irood wash. A com spondent was
shown into the room and asked Kilraiu
for an interview.

"D—n the newspapers." he replied. "They
have ruined me already."

He was stripped to the waist and bore
evidence of the terrible punishment he
had received. His body appeared badly
swollen, and was covered with plasters.
A big spot on the right side was olood
red and bloated. His arms were in ter-
rible shape. He suffered intensely as
Pony Moore assisted him to put on an
undershirt. He could scarcely stand to
have the collar buttoned, and flinched
perceptibly.

'•How came you to stop off in this city?"
was asked ofMitchell.

"We are safe anywhere, bat desire to avoid
arrest," said he.

When asked as to what programme
they intended to follow, he refused to
talk. He refused to talk of Sullivan's
arrest. During their stay at the hotel a
crowd of several hundred people gath-
ered, anxious to get a glimpse of the
noted guests. The party ordered sup-
per, but before it could be prepared
Murphy had slipped out uuperceiyed
and ordered carriages at a neighboring
livery stable. Inabout two hours from
the time of their arrival a carriage
drove up to the rear door of the hotel,
and the party were hurried into
it and driven off at a high
rate of speed, passing out of
the city and north into Kentucky.
Itis presumed they were bound for

either Shelbyville or Edinburgh, the
former being about thirty miles distant
and the latter twelve miles. Kilrain
and Mitchell have many friends in
Shelbyville and itis thought it is their
intention to reach that place where they
will take the Big Four train to Cincin-
nati. The proprietor of the Bissell
house is well acquainted with Mitchell
and Kilrain, and said they were going
to Shelbyville. To-night William
Smith, sheriff of this county, tele-
graphed Gov. Lowry, of Mississippi, if
he desired the arrest of the party. The
followingreply was received:

Jackson, Miss., July 11.—Iwill pay $500
reward for the arrest of Kilruiu aud his
party. Charles Mitchelland Pony Moore, de-
livered to the sheriff here. Answer ifac-
cepted. KOBERT LOWRT.

The sheriff has organized a posse and
gone on the trail of the pugilists. They
are about one hour behind in the start,
out it is thought they will overtake
them. The sheriff and his men are well
prepared for a desperate resistance.

LOWIIY'S DANDER. IS UP.

Tennessee's Governor Intends to

Punish the Offenders ifPossible.
Jacksox, Miss., July 11.— After the

arrest of John L. Sullivan and party at
Nashville to-day, it was thought by
Gov. Lowry they could be held until
requisition papers and officets reached
there. This hope vanished, however,
when a telegram from Gov. Taylor was
received this evening saying Sullivan
had been released on habeas corpus
proceedings. Gov. Lowry then tele-
graphed points beyond Nashville to

arrest Sullivan and party, to which
no response has yet been re-
ceived. The Kilrain party are also
being pursued, withchance of capture.
They are changing their original route.
A handsome reward is offered for the
capture of both parties and their deliv-
ery to state officers. Ifthe arrests are
effected they willbe returned to Jack-
son for trial under the law of 1882. Gov.
Lowry intends to prosecute all persons
party to the offense, but gives no names
at present, though it is believed the
referee of the tight and officers of the
Queen and Crescent are among them.
The latter afforded accommodation to
and from the battle grounds, and after-
wards aided the parties to escape over
their road.
FOUGHT AS IP IN A TRANCE.

Baltimoreans Believe That Kil-
rain Was Drugged by Mitchell.
Baltimore, July 11.—The statement

that Kilrain was drugged finds support
among the Baltimore sports who wit-
nessed the fight,but the motive seems
to have been to deaden pain rather than
tocause his defeat. In the thirdround,
after Sullivan delivered his tremendous
blow over Kilraiu's heart, Mitchell held
to his mouth a sponge dipped in a
bucket, and after that Jake fought as if
in a trance. Mitchell purchased in
Baltimore a drug which acts directly on
the heart, and benumbs the nervous
sensibilities. The blow over the heart
caused a slowing up ot the heart's ac-
tion, and after administering the dose,
whisky, to exhiliarate the heart's ac-
tion, should have been given. A Bal-
timore physician says:

•'Kilrain was overtrained and Ibelieve the
rapid reduction in his weipht was not ef-
fected by hard work but by powerful cathar-
tic medicines. His nerves were unstrung,
he was shoulder bound behind and in no
condition to go into the ring."

JAKE AND OTHERS WANTED.
Got. liOwry Requests That Kil-

rain, Mitchell and Moore Be Ar-
rested.
Columbus, 0., July 11.—Gov.Foraker

received the following telegram to-day:
JacKson, Miss., July 11.—Plense direct the

chief ofpolice at Cincinnati to arrest Jake
Kilrain, Charlie Mitchell and Pony Moore
and hold them until requisition can reach
you. Charge, crime oi prize lightingin this
state.

Governor.

Inreply, Gov. Foraker repeated the
telegram to Col. PhilipDeitsch, chief of
police at Cincinnati, and asked that
oflicial to act in accordance with Gov.
Lowry's request. Foraker also sent a
telegram to Gov. Lowry saying:

Your request has been complied with.

Penalty for Prize Fighting.

Jackson, Miss., July 11.— An act of
1882 imposes a penalty not exceeding
$1,000 nor less than $500 and imprison-
ment for twelve mouths, or both, for
prize fighting. A party causing death
is guilty of murder, if mayhem, the
penalties are provided for. Aiders and
abettors are subject to a fine of not less
than $1,000, or jailfor six mouths.

Gave Hucblcr the Slip.
St. Louis, Mo., July 11.

—
At noon to-

day Chief of Police Iluebler, of this
city, received a telegram from Gov.
Lowry, of Mississippi, asking him to
arrest Jake Kilrain and hold him for
requisition papers. As Kilrain and
party had left here for the East beforo
the telegram was received the governor
was so notilied.

FOUGHT FOR BLOOD.

Peter Jackson Stops Sailor Brown
inThree Gory Rounds.

Chicago, July 11.— A bloody slug-
ging match took place in Chicago to-
night, without even the show of inter-
ference made by the Mississippi author-
ities in the Sullivan-Kihain affair.
About 4,000 persons were present and
the match was brought to an end by
the outcry of some of the spec-
tators that one of the combat-
ants was being killed. The fighter,
whom it was feared might slay
his opponent outright was the giant
negro, Peter Jackson, ot Australia. His
victim was a Caucasian, the well known
pugilist, "Sailor" Brown. Jackson had
agreed to "stop" Brown in six rounds,

and large wagers had been laid on each
of the men. The affair was announced to
be in aid of the striking miners at
Braidwood, and was ostensibly to be a
harmless boxing match. A tip was out,
however, that itwas to be a fight for
blood. Persons who came for gore were
reassured when the gloves were seen to
be of the two-ounce hard variety,
and all the paraphernalia of the
prize ring were lugged in. Though
Jackson weighed 2UO and Brown but
160, the latter pressed the fighting furi-
ously until he was pounded into in-
sensibility. At the first onslaught,
Jackson, in backing away, accidently
fell over the ropes off the platform, and
was guyed by the crowd as a "nigger,"
etc. In the negro's return, Brown met
him with a rapid succession of blows.
Jackson, however, stopped them easily,
and went at "The Sailor" hammer and
tonirs, driving him around the ring re-
peatedly. Wlien the three minutes al-
lowed for a round were ended, Mr.
Brown was virtually hois de combat.
Jackson came to the scratch with a
savage look on his face. Brown was
very grogey, but pressed the lighting as
before. The black fellow, with his
long reach easily repelled all attack,
and time and again knocked Brown
head over heels only to find the irre-
pressible ".Sailor" rise, up once more
mechanically as an automaton. Inthis
and the succeeding round the efforts of
Brown were pitiable. He was bleeding
profusely and unable scarcely to raise
his hands. The man was too dazed to
realize the punishment he was getting.
Master of Ceremonies MeAvoyputan
end to the miserable business before the
fourth round began, awarding the tight

to Jackson, though Brown's seconds
wore preparing to put the wretched
"Sailor" to ilie front again. About
81,000, itis estimated, was netted for the
starving miners.
