Attorney A. D. Warner was up be-
fore Judge Burr in the municipal court
yesterday morning, charged ‘with as-
sault and battery, preferred by Morris
Deinstag, police reporter on the Dis-
patch. Warner, it appears, had been
guilty of rather doubtful practice in the
police court, which Deinstag saw fit to
criticise rather severely through the
medium of his paper Thursday after-
noon.

Heavy Depredations by Postal
Officials—Governmental Prose-
cution.

The sclicitor of the treasury depart-
ment at Washington has instructed
United States Attorney Baxter to insti-

0. M. Laraway, of Minneapolis, and his
bondsmen for the recovery of $12,000,
the value of the unrecovered stamps
stolen from the Minneapolis postoftice
on the night of Aug.9, 1886. The rob-
bery, it will be remembered, was com-
mitted by Bobby Adams, Billy Connors

of stamps were taken, but $4,000 worth
were recovered upon' the arrest of the
robbers. The government holds post-
masters personally responsible for all
stamps and other materials issued to
their offices.

In this case Postmaster
General Vilas recommended to congress
that Mr. Laraway be excused from
liability, but a special act to that effect
was not passed.

AS TO CROFS,

Reports Generally Favorable
From Southern Minnesota.

Reports to the Omaha company yves-
terday indicate that the erops in South-
ern Minnesota, Northern Iowa and
Western Nebraska are almost.uniformly
good. In some places the wheat straw
is very short, but recent rains have
brought out Jong heads and the yield
will in no place be less than 80 per cent
of a full crop. Spring wheat is now
ripening, and some of it will be ready
for the reaper next week. Complaint
is made in a few sections that the
weather is so extremely warm that the
grain is ripening too fast. Winter wheat
is being put in shoek, and is running
from fifteen to thirty-five bushels to the
acre. Qats and barley are said to be
rather light in some fields, but the erop
will be an average one. In Southern
Dakota reports are not quite so favora-
ble, though there has been eonsiderable
recent improvement owing to seasona-
ble rains. Around Mitehell and Fulton
wheat will yield but half a crop, while
in other sections it will run to 80 or 90
per cent.
