Bismabck, Dak., July 20.—The con-
stitutional convention adjourned to-day
with the transaction of nobusiness save
the introduction of two articles. Tliese
were: Providing that all elections
shall be by secret ballot:- that ballots
shall be provided by the state and coun-
ties respectively : all electors must be
registered ninety days before the day
of election. Also provides that the
only purposes for which funds may be
used before or after elections by any
candidate or his asrents shall be for
reuting halls for mee'jnES. postage in
circulating political literature, news-
paper advertising, and payment of pub-
lic speakers and traveling expenses.
So many of the delegates wont home
last evening to remain over Sunday
that there was barely a quorum.
and as no committees were ready-
to report, the covention adjourned.
The Democrats are gathering here to-
day to agree upon n datefor holding the
state convention. Chairman Ryan, of
Fargo; Degroat, of Traill.and Hildreth,
of Fargo, with Yon Xeidas. proxy, are
the members of the central committee
liere, and a meeting willbe held for
the purpose of preliminary arrange-
ments for the campaign. There arc
many candidates spoken of for the
state officers, and it is believed that tne
national Democratic committee willdo
something toward aiding them in the
tight. The Republicans are also at
work,and have already laid plans for a
vigorous campaign. The convention
will reassemble Monday, but will not
do much work until Tuesday, when a
number of important committee reports
willbe made. The proposition to nave
the legislative power vested in a single
body Is a special order for Monday, but
owing to the absence of so many dele-
gates^ its consideration will be post-
poned until Tuesday. Ithas been train-
ing ground steadily, but its most san-
guine friends hardly anticipate its adop-
tion.

At the meeting of the Democratic cen-
tral committee to-night it was decided
to have the first Democratic convention
held at Fargo, Aug.29. The apportion-
ment is made on the total vote for dele-
gate to coucress last fall;giving one
delegate to each county anct one for
every 250 votes or miuor fraction
thereof.

AGREED AS TO JUDGES.

The Judicial fsy6tem of Wash-
ington Fixed by the Olympia
Convention.
Olympia, \\. T.. July 20.—The

fudiciary system of tho state is prac-
tically established, as the convention
to-day agreed, in committee of the
whole, to the report of the judiciary
committee, as amended. The session
apened with an affidavit from the see-
retarv of the Woman's Suffrage bureau
that a petition with 25,000 signatures
had been burned up in the Seattle fire.
This announcement was received with
satisfaction by the convention. Four or
fivepetitions that had not been burned
up were then handed in, and the conven-
tion went into committee of the whole.
The judiciary article was adopted
witha few minor amendments. Sec-
tion three of the judiciary article,

which was amended when the number
of supreme judges was raised to live,
provides that judges of the supreme
court shall be elected by qualified elect-
ors at a treneral state election. The
first election of judges of the supreme
court shall be held upon the adoption of
this constitution, and judges elected
thereat shall be classified by lot so that
two shall hold their office tor a term of
three years, two for a term of five years
and one for a term of seven years. Lots
shall be drawn by the judges, who shall
tor that purpose assemble at the
seat of government, and they shall
cause the result thereof to be cer-
tified to the secretary ofthe state and
filed in his office. The judge having the
shortest term to serve, not holding his
office by appointment or election to fill
a vacancy, shall be chief justice, and
shall preside at all sessions of the
supreme court, aud in case there shall
be two judges having in like manner
the same short term, the oilier judges
shall determine which of them shall be
chief justice. In case of the absence of
the chief justice the judge having the
shortest or next shortest term to serve
shall preside. After the first election
the term of the judges elected shall be
six years from and after the first
Monday In January. If a vacancy
occurs in the office of judge of the su-
preme court, the governor shall appoint
a person to hold the office until the
election and qualification of a judge to
fill the vacancy, which election shall
take place at the next succeeding gen-

eral election. The term of oth'ce of
judges of the supreme court firstelected
shall commence as .-oou as the state
shall have been admitted into the
Union, and continue for the term here-
inprovided and until their successors
are elected and qualified. Sessions of
the supreme court shall be held at the
seat of government until otherwise pro-
vided by law. The convention will
take up the preamble and bill of rights
Monday.

ANXIOUS TO ADJOURN.

Still the South Dakota Stale-
makers Fail to Do Any Work.

Siorx Falls, Dak.. July 20.—The
South Dakota constitutional convention
met and adjourned to-day without trans-
acting any business whatever. A small
number of delegates were present, the
majority having gone out of the city to
spend Sunday. About two-thirds of the
reports of standing committees were
submitted, the greater part of which
have been made a special order for
next Tuesday. The judiciary commit-
tee will report next Tuesday, While
there is some dissatisfaction with the
work of the committee in arranging the
judicial districts, and while a minority
report will probably be submitted,

there is no doubt that the report of
the majority will be adopted when it
comes before the convention. The
minority were in favor of the "shoe
string" form of districts— that is, one
county in width and extending across
the entire state— making thejeounties in
the Jim river valley the center of the
districts. The majority favored a more
compact form. Thecommitteeon legis-
lative apportionment willprobably not
reach an agreement before the middle
of next week. Aneffort is being made
to so amend the report as practically
agreed upon last week as to reduce the
number of state senators from forty-
four to forty, and the number of repre-
sentatives proportionately. Reports
from the joint committee are not very
encouraging to the delegates who are
anxious to finish the work of the con-
vention and adjourn, especially those
who have a personal interest in the
primaries that are soon to be called for
the purpose of electing delegates to the
state convention.

Statesmen See Some Slugging.

CALL IT JEFFERSON.
A New Name Suggested for the

Coming State ofMontana.
Hi:lena, Mont., July 20.— 1n the con-

vention to-day. Eaton, of Park county,
presented a communication from New
York,signed '-Chadwick," requesting
that the new state be called "Jeffer-
son." The matter created considerable
merriment. The petitioner felt con-
vinced if carried out it would result to
the glory of the convention, aftd secure
a Democratic majority in the state.
The committee on labor reported seve-
ral iesolutions unfavorably. Collins,
chairman of the committee "on finance.
reported unfavorably the gambling bill
prohibiting all manner of games where
liquors are sold. The convention ad-
journed until Monday.

BOISE IS THE CAPITAL.

Idaho's Constitution Framers Do
Some Real Work.

Boise City. Idaho, July 20.—The
convention to-day provided for laws
protecting live stock from contagious
diseases by a system of quarantine.
Boise City was made the capital for ten
years, after which it may be removed.
There was a warm discussion over the
question of depriving the irovernor of
ilie privilege of accepting office during
the tenure of his office. The first legis-
lature is limited to eighteen senators
and thirty-six representatives, with
power to increase to not over twenty-
lour senators and sixty representatives.

Oklahoma's Convention Adjourns.
(iiTHniE. Oklahoma. July 20.—The

teiiijorial convention adjourned to-day
at noon until Aug. 20. The proceedings
to-day were harmonious. Committees
on organic law, the judiciary, the legis-
lature, etc.. were appointed. Itwas de-
cided to partition the territory into
twelve counties. The names recom-
mended for two of the counties were
Harrison and Cleveland. Between the
present time and Autr. 20 the committee
will meet and prepare their reports.

MAYGO TO PIECES.
Crisis inthe Affairs of the Trans-

continental Association.
Chicago, July 20.—The meeting

which is probably to determine the fate
of the Transcontinental Railway asso-
ciation began in this city to-day, but
owing to the absence of several of the
representatives of important lines, ad-
iotirn«(iuntilMonday next. The asso-
ciation has just now reached the critical
period of its existence, both the South-
ern and Northern Pacific roads having
given notice of withdrawal. Should
they persist in their intentions it
would be folly to attempt to
continue the association. Efforts will
be made to persuade them to
reconsider their action, and in the case
of the Northern Pacific, there is hope of
success. Traffic Manager Hannaford
said to-day that he thoueht the matter
would be amicably adjusted so far as his
road is concerned. But the grievance
of the Southern Pacific is the compe-
tition of the Canadian Pacific. It
claims that the unreasonable differen-
tials allowed that road, coupled with its
freedom from legal restrictions, h-s
enabled itto absorb the bulk of the Pa-
cific coast traffic aud the Americas
lines are powerless tomeetlthe compen
tition while remaining members of the
association. Strangely enough the rep-
resentatives of the Canadian Pacific are
in attendance asking a siill further dif-
ferential on San Francisco traffic. So
the prospect foradjustment of existing
difficulties is not bright.

FEARS OF FOUL PLAY.

Detectives Searching for a Penn-
sylvania Girl in Cowboyville.

Kansas City.Mo.. July 20.— A de-
tective from Indiana, Pa., is here at-
tempting to find Belle Allison, from
that place, who. her friends fear, has
met with foul play. She left her home
on June 19, having previously arranged
to elope with D. S. Uarrold, barber of
Efh'ngham, Kan., who is married and
the lather of eight children. The couple
arranged to meet in this city on June
22. On that date Harrold was here, but
since then he has been livingat his
home as usual, nothing has been heard
of Miss Allison since her departure
from Indiana. When she left home she
had $2,000 in her possession, and it is
feared that she has been murdered and
robbed.

WnsniXGTOX, July 20.—The Star this
afternoon prints an iuterview with Mrs.
Harrison which quotes her as saying
that the insufficiency of room in the
White house has become a matter of
very serious inconvenience. Mrs. Har-
rison says that although the household
of the president is not the largest ever
domiciled in the official home of the
chief magistrate, the encroachments of
official requirements of late years upon
the apartments used for family pur-
poses, has reached a point where relief
has become absolutely necessay. Even
the library has been taken up for office
business, and the cabinet room now
serves the double purpose of public
ante-room for senators and others ad-
mitted without cards, as well as the
place for the meeting of the president
aud his advisers. In speaking of this
subject, Mrs. Harrison continued:

"We are here for four years. Ido not look
beyond cbat, as many things may occur in
that time, but Iam Very anxious to s-ee the
family of the president provided for prop-

| erly, and while Iurn here Ihope tobe able
toi^et the present buildingput into sood con-
dflien. Very few people understand to what
straits the president's family has been put at
time^ for lack of accommodations. Really,
there are only five sleeping apartments, and
there is no feeling of Drivacy."

Mrs. Harrison says that the idea of
making an extension to the executive
mansion on the west side would not in-
volve any loss on account of the removal
of the present conservatories. The ex-
tension would enable the president's
family to have a private home, where
the president's wife might see her
friends privately.

STAND AND DELIVER.

Maj. Allen's Demand of Money for
Improving Western Waterways.
Washington, July 20.

—
Maj.Allen

inhis annual report on improvement of
the Mississippi river above the falls of
St. Anthony, reports an expenditure of
?T,GIO during the past fiscal year, a
balance of $1,335 available during the
current year, and that 818.000 is needed
for the completion of existing projects.
For reservoirs at the headwaters of the
Mississippi. Maj.Allen recommends an
expenditure of $7'.),;52-i duri ng the next
fiscal year; $23,026 was available and
willbe spent during the present year;
and $1,174*583 will be required for
the completion of existing projects.
For improvement of Chippewa river,
Wisconsin, including Yellow banks,
£115,737 will be required to finish the
project, and $00,000 of this can be prof-
itably expended during the next fiscal
year. For improvement of St. Croix
river, Wisconsin and Miuuesota, $34,200
is required for the completion of the
project, and this amount is asked for to
complete itnext year. For improve-
ment of the Minnesota river, Minne-
sota, §25,000 is asked and can be profit-
ably expended next year. Maj. Allen
recommends an appropriation of $50,000
for surveys for reservoirs at the sources
of the Mississippi, St. Croix, Chippewa
and Wisconsin rivers. For improve-
ment of Yellowstone river 165.000 is
asked. Capt. Lockwood, in his estimate
for improvements of Kentucky river,
says $500,000 can be profitably expended
on the work during the next year.

MAKETHEM WORK.

Geronimo's Cutthroats to Be Re-
moved to the Cherokee Reserva-
tion.
Washington, July 20.—For several

months the war department officials
have had under consideration the pro-
posed removal of about 400 Apaches, in-
cluding the members of (ieronimo's
band and a number of Indians who
served the United States army as scouts
in the campaigns against Gerouimo.
They are at present located at Mt.Ver-
non barracks, about thirty miles north
of Mobile, Ala. They were first taken
to Florida, at Fort St. Augustine, where
the climate told severely upon them,
aud it was found necessary to
send some of the children to
school at Carlisle, Pa. It is con-
ceded that their present location, al-
though more suitable than Florida, is
not conducive to the welfare of the
Indians who were born and Drought up
in the mountainous regions of New
Mexico, so that suggestions of change
have been readily listened to by the
authorities. The Indian Riehts asso-
ciation and the Massachusetts Indian
association have offered to purchase trie
land necessary to accommodate the In-
dians ifthe government willselect the
site and authorize the change. The
war department officials are now con-
sidering the subject. Gen. Howard has
suggested, after inswecting the Indians
at Mount Yernon, that the hillcountry
of Alabama. Georgia, or North Carolina
would be better suited to the Apaches
than any land on the sea-board. He
recommends:

First—Have them gradually house them-
selves, prepare for winter and be ready next
spring to commence farming operations. A
few ure already prepared to take lands in sev-
erally, but not many. The majority may be
governed and work as a whole upon some
undivided portion of th.ir new estate.

Second— Establish at once the necessary
schools.

Tnird—The aid which the government
could furnish would be simply what it does
now: that is. tie supplementary in the wayof
food and clothing and atford the necessary
guard untilthese Apache Indians cease to be
prisoners of war. Tne place for them which
meets withmost favor is the Cherofcee reser-
vation, on Smoky mountains, on the line be-
tween North Carolina and Tennessee. It is
understood that the C'herokees are willingto
sell enough of the laud to accommodate the
Apaches, and itis probable the authorities
willconsent to remove there after the Indian
Rights association have obtained the title to
the laud. Under proper conditious. Capt.
Burke expresses the belief that the Apaches
can bemade self-supporting and law-atiding
in three years.

MARYLAND,MY M.4 RYLAXD.

President and Mrs. Harrison Re-
turn to Deer Park.

Washington, July 20.—The presi-
dent aud Mrs. Harrison went to Deer
Park this afternoon, where they will
remain for about two weeks. The
president will then return to Washing-
ton, and after spending a few days here
willjoinSecretary Blame at Bar Har-
bor.remaining there perhaps a fortnight.
Mrs. Harrison has not yet determined
whether she willaccompany the presi-
dent on his northern trip. When the
president returns from Bar Harbor to
Washington the latter part of August
he will prepare for another visit to
Ueer Park, intending to remain there
during the month of September. This
is the president's vacation programme
as he had itmapped out in his mind
to-day, and itis probable that it will be
carried out: although the leugtn of the
president's stay at each place may
be changed through personal desire
or the demands of public business.
Secretary Halford accompanied the
president toDeer Park this afternoon.
Some appointments may be determined
upon, and the announcements given out
at Deer Park and such matters as have
to be recorded at the executive mansion
willbe brough here and attended to by
Secretary Halford. Secretary Wiudora

did not go to Deer Park to-day, but will
probably get away next Monday or
Tuesday for a two week's vacation
there.

Deer Pakk, July 20.—The president
and his party arrived here a few min-
utes before 10 o'clock to-night.

FAVORABLE FOR CROPS.

Uncle Sam Says That Kicks
Against the Weather Don't Go.
Washington, July 20.—The signal

office furnishes the followingweather
crop bulletin for the week ending Sat-
urday, July 20:

Temperature— The week ending July
20 has been slightly warmer than usual
In the states west of the Mississippi
river, and in Mississippi. Maryland.
Delaware and portions of Pennsylvania;
Virginia and Alabama. About the
normal temperature has prevailed in
the South Atlantic states, the Ohio and
the Upper Mississippi valleys, while
the daily temperature in New Eng-
land and the upper lake re-
gion, including the northern
portion of Indiana, Illinois and
Ohio has averaged about 3 deg. below
the mean for the week. The'thermal
conditions for the season have changed

but slightly since the last report. In
the states of the Mississippi and Ohio
valleys and the lake regions the daily
average temperature has differed less
than one degree from the normal, while
in Southern New England, Eastern
New York and in the extreme North-
west the daily temperature for the sea-
sou has averaged 2 deg. above the
normal, and in"Northern Dakota this
excess amounts to 4 deg. Alongthe
south Atlantic and Gulf coasts the sea-
son has been slightly cooler than usual.
Precipitation— There has been more
than the average

AMOUNT OF RAINFALL
during the week generally throughout
the Northern states, the only excep- I
tions being in Minnesota, northern
Wisconsin and east Dakota, where only
local showers occurred. The rainfall
has also been in excess in Georgia and
in portions of Alabama, South Carolina
and Texas. Over the remaining por-
tions of the Southern states generous
rains occurred, although the amount
was less than the average for the week,
except in Kentucky, West Virginiaand
the west portions of Virginia, where
the rainfall was in excess. Although
the rainfall in Minnesota and Dakota
was less than the average during the
week, three-fourths of an inch of rain
fellin Southern Dakota, over one inch
at Bismarck, and over one-half inch
in extreme northeast portions of
Dakota, but onlyslight showers occurred
over Minnesota and along the eastern
border of Dakota. The seasonal rain-
fall from January 1to July 20 continued
in excess from New York southward to
Florida, and from Texas northward to
tiie Missouri valley; also in Northern
Illinois and Eastern Wisconsin. Over
the greater portion of the cotton region,
and in the principal corn-producing
states, the rainfall for the season gen-
erally exceeds 80per cent of the normal.
The heavy rainfalls during the past
week have reduced the seasonal de-
ficiency of rainfall previously reported
in the upper Ohio valley, including por-
tions of Ohio. Indiana and Kentucky,
where about 70 per cent of the usual
rainfall is reported. General remarks:
InMinnesota and Dakota the weather
was

FAVORABLE FOR GROWING CROPS
and for harvesting, which isinprogress
as far north as Central Minnesota.
Throughout the principal corn-produc-
ing states from Ohio westward to Neb-
raska, the weather was generally favor-
able to that crop, which is reported in
excellent condition, but excessive rains
caused some damage to wheat and oats
and interrupted harvesting in some lo-
calities. In the Southwest, including
the states of Texas, Louisiana and Ar-
kansas, the excess of sunshine and light
showers Droved very favorable to all
growing crops, and cotton is reported
as much improved. Kentucky reports
the tobacco crop improving under the
favorable weather of the past
week, and that the harvesting
of a good crop of oats is in
progress and that corn was never in
better condition. In Tennessee, Mis-
sissippi and Alabama, excessive rains
have caused some damage to the cotton
crop, which is greatly in need of cul-
ture. Inmiddle Tennessee wheat was
damaged and tobacco is growing well,
but the weather was unfavorable for
farm work. In the South Atlantic
states and Virginia the weather was
especially favorable for all growing
crops, and the prospects are excellent.
Harvestinsr is well advanced in the
Middle Atlantic states, but somewhat
delayed by rains in Pennsylvania and
New Jersey. In New England the
weather conditions were generally fa-
vorable for allexcept the potato crop,
and the larger portion of the hay crop
has been secured with but slight dam-
age.

TIPS FOR THE PRESIDENT.
Dakotians Want Himto Distribute

Federal Pap Liberally.

Washington, D. C, July 20.—Gov.

GROWING RADIANT.
Manitoba Reports on Wheat

Are a Great and Happy
Surprise.

St. Paul Gentlemen Go Over
the Ground and Confirm

the News

That the Northern Belt of
Spring1 Wheat Comes Up

Smiling1.
The Railroads and the Grand

Army—lnteresting Local
Miscellany.

Within the past few days over a dozen
of the most prominent merchants of St.
Paul have returned from Northern Min-
nesota, Dakota aud Montana, whither
they had gone to scan the much-talked-
of "burnt" crops of that region. Mr.
Lindeke, of Llndeke, Warner \u25a0& Schur-
meir, returned yesterday morning ac-
companied by George Freeman, of
Gotzian & Co. Both gentlemen bring
back the most glowing accounts of the
probable crops and large yield
of the districts named. Along the
line of the Manitoba, farmers are again
jubilant and are kicking about as
rampant as calves over this timely
blessing

—
the late copious rains. For

the past two weeks the weather has
been delightfully cool, and the frequent
rains have put such heads on wheat and
oats as the most expectant farmer might
pray for. Some of the wheat is four
feet high, heavy, green and ripening in
splendid form. The worst, and that
over which Chicago papers do their
malicious crowing, is short, but full
well developed wheat, with a grain as
hard as the best The yieldivboth cases
averages far above the ideal of the
most sanguine. Mr. Freeman and Mr.
Lindeke both assure the interested pub-
lic that the crops are just the opposite
of what Southern and Eastern people
woulddecry them. The country looks
fine, and while Montana and a certain
belted section did get a damaging
draught, the rescuing precipitation of
rain and atmospheric moisture accom-
panied by codl days, has more than re-
vived the deadest crop. This is a mat-
ter in which the miller is interested,
and the farmers deriving the prospect-
ive benefits of good crops, and an easy,
inactive season, merchants may venture
the prediction that trade ana traffic will
take on new life early in the coining
season.

The following detailed account is
drawn from direct observation and in-
spection along the Manitoba road:

FEBGXTS FALLS DIVISION.
The lines from St. Paul toBarnesville

and branches, 562 miles, at this time
have a larscer wheat acreage, and prom-
ise a yield and quality superior and
larger

"
than any previous year. Har-

vesting willbe general in ten days; no
more rain needed; heads are very large
and now indough.

Jbreckinmdge division.
From Minneapolis to Breckinridge,

Tintah to Hankinson, Morris toBrown's
Valley and Minneapolis to Hutchinson,
embracing 422 miles, has the same
promise and same conditions as crop on
the Fergus Fails division above given,
except there has been a large increase
inaereaee.

From Lidgerwood to Claremont, rep-
resenting 48 miles, about two-thirds
crop. From Claremont toAberdeen and
Rutland to Ellendale, embracing 7G
miles, one-third crop or less. From
Benson to Watertown, 92 miles; Will-
mar to Marshall, 154 miles, a very large
crop. Marshall to Sioux Falls, 84 miles;
Watertown to Huron, 70miles, croD will
run from one-third to one-half.

NORTHERN DIVISION.
From Barnesville to St. Vincent.

Crookston to Fosston. Moorhead to Hal-
stead, embracing 242 miles, we have a
large increase in acreage and wheat Im-
proving very fast with large heads,
having had sufficient rain. The yield
wiil average nearly as large as two
years ago— the large crop year. Some
particular localities have a full crop.
Barnesville to Grafton, 142 miles, has
improved since recent rains more than
any other locality in Dakota. With the
exception of twoor three points, from
the present outlook will give seventy-

fiveper cent or more of average yield,
or as much wheat as was raised two
years ago.

Grafton to Neche. thirty-nine miles,

witha large increase in acreage, will
give 60 per cent of an average yield, or
better. Inthis district the wheat is im-
proving very fast, and it is difficult to
estimate just how much itwilldo.

This entire division has had sufficient
rain; the weather has been very favor-
able; the heads are large and filling
nicely.

DAKOTA DIVISION.
From Wahpeton to Everest, Everest

to Hope. Ripon to Orr, 166 miles, the
crop israpidly improving, with large
heads and promises, at this time, in
some districts, nearly as much wheat as
two years ago, and with large increase
in acreage willfurnish a great deal of
wheat. From Orr to Park Kiver. twen-
ty-one miles, two-thirds of an average
crop or over; Park Kiver to Langdon.
forty miles, growing fast, and if the
weather continues favorable wiliyet
have a good crop.

Crookston toPetersburg, seventy-four
miles, a good crop; Petersburg to Mi-
not, 150 miles, on new land a fair crop,
on old land a very poor crop. Inthis
district wheat in the past seven days
lias been improving, and willshow an
improvement of 20 per cent on wheat
that was not too far gone.

From Church's Ferry to St. John,
Rugby Junction to Bottineau, ninety-
three miles, some points willgive half
a crop. The rains, however, which
have been heavy, have so changed the
condition the past week that itis not
safe to estimate what the crop wil
finallydo.

This i3a fair estimate of the crop
conditions to-day. Ifthe weather con-
tinues favorable from now on the
amount of wheat which willbe shipped
from Northern Minnesota and North
Dakota willbe a great surprise to some
who have been predicting a failure
without examining the territory.

We have personally examined all the
territory on the Northern and Dakota
divisions within the past week, con-
versed with many farmers and eleva-
tor agents, and from the present out-
look the Manitoba lines will furnish for
shipment at least 32.000,000 bushels of
wheat. This estimate is also confirmed
by Chicago experts, who have recently
been covering this same territory inde-
pendently and have just returned.

The Railroads and the G. A. 11.
W. H. Dixon,of the Chicago, Milwau-

kee &St. Paul railway, returned from
Milwaukee yesterday, where he spent |
two days lookinginto the arrangements j
being "made for the national encamp-
ment of the Grand Armyof the Repub-
lic,to be held in that city the last week
in August. He says thai, notwithstand-
ing the action of the eight department
commanders discouraging attendance
because of the foilure tosecure the one- I
cent per mile rate, posts trom all over I
the country are securing quarters by
mail and telegraph, and there is every
indication that there will be the usual
enormous attendance. The old boys are
bound to meet once a year, and they

think tha action of the department
commanders very injurious, as
it may have a tendency to
deter other cities from extending
Invitations for future encampments.

The citizens of Milwaukee are con-
tinuing their preparations on the orig-
inal magnificent scale, and assure the

The railroads have ar-
ranged to transport expeditiously and
comfortably all, who may so, and their
advices are to the effect that it willbe
the largest and most successful en-
campment ever held.

NO RULING MADE.

Missouri Commissioners Have Not
Ordered Rates Reduced.

Jefferson City, Mo., July 20.—The
published report that the state board of
railroad commissioners have made a
rulingreducing freight rates inMissouri
25 per cent on live stock a/id coal, and
10 per cent is entirely without founda-
tion. The commissioners have not and
willnot make any such ruling. Chair-
man Downing was greatly surprised at
the interview of Commissioner Breath-
itts in which he stated that the board
had made such a ruling. Mr. Downing
says the matter is still under advise-
ment, and only a few of the roads have
had a hearing before the commission.
A decision will be reached next week.
Chairman Downing says no such sweep-
ing reduction, ifany at all, willbe made
as indicated inCommissioner Breathitts'
interview.

CUT RATES DON'T COUNT.

An Important Ruling Regarding
Harvest Excursion Rates.

Chicago, July 20.
—

Chairman Ab-
bott, of the Western States Passenger
association, to-day made a rulingon a
point that has been raised in regard to
harvest excursion rates. It was agreed
thai these rates should be for the round
trip equal to the lowest first-class fare
one way. Since the date of this action
the regular rate has been cut by one
road, so that the first-class fare to Colo-
rado and intermediate points is lower
than when the agreement was made.
The chairman rules that a cut rate can-
not be used for basing purposes, and
that the round trip fares must be made
on the basis of the normal rate inexist-
ence at the time of the agreement.

Manager Jefferey Resigns.
