The Winnipeg Suspect Applies
for a Writ of Habeas
Corpus.

WINNIPEG, Man., Joly 24.—The full
court sat to-day to hear the Bourke ap-
peal. The petition of the prisoner, who
spells his name Bourke, is as tollm_vs:

I am a prisoner confined in the provmcinl
jail of tbe Eastern judicial district of the
province of Manitoba, remanded thereto on
the 10th day of July, 1889, by Mr. Justice
Bain, sitting as an extradition judge upon au
inquiry before him relating toa charge of
murder made against me by the information
and complaint of John M. Collins. Iam ad-
vised and believe that the deposition of wit-
nesses taken in Chicago should not have
been received, and that without them uo
order for my remand should have been made;
and also upon the whole evidence no case
warranting my extraditing has been shown;
and tor the purpose ot having the case re-
viewed I desire that a writ of habeas corpus
¢r proper proceeding in that behalf may be
»~ed, and that if the evidence be deemcfl
fusafficient 1 may be discharged from cus-
ﬂd; 1 am not guilty of the crime charged
meedtT me,  [Signed] MARTIN BOURKE.

Th case will be argued to-morrow.

AIDED BY THE CLAN.

CHICAGO, July 24.—Ever since Mar-
tin Bourke was arrested in Winnipeg,
and began his fight against‘e.\gtmdlthn.
Judge Longenecker and Chief of Police
Hubbard have been puzzled as to where
the money came from to enable him to
hire expensive lawyers. To-day it was
learned from Assistant State’s Attorney
Baker that a man known to be a close
personal friend of a prominent Clan-na-
Gael leader in Chicago appeared in
Winnipeg Saturday last. Monday morn-
ing Bourke’s lawyers ordered a copy of
the record in the extradition proceed-
ings and announced that he would make
application for a writ of habeas corpus.
A lnrge sum of money was required for
the move, and there was no intimation
before Monday that it would be forth-
coming. The Chicago detectives in
Winnipeg and Chief Hubbard’s force
are working hard to find out just what
the connection is between the arrival of
the Chicagoan and the beginning of
legal proceedings, and are hoping for
great things.

WARNER IS WISE.

He Wants the Milwaukee En-

campment to Be a Big Success.

BisMARck, Dak.,, July 24.—Maj.
Warner, national commander of the G.
A. R. and member of the Sioux com-
mission, arrived here to-day and will
leave for Standing Rock to-morrow
morning. In speaking of the recent
troubles between the G. A. R.and the
railroads with regard to rates to the
national encampment to be held at
Milwaukee, he said the G. A. R. would
go ahead with its encampment, and
we’ll treat the people of Milwaukee
with the respect and consideration to
which their generous preparations el
title them. He added, significantly:
“We will settle with the railroads after-
ward.” He says that the Eastern peo-
ple will suffer very little by the
refusal of the railroads to give
a special rate to the encampment,
butit will be a hardship on the Grand
Army men of the West, where rates are
nigh. With regard to the prospect for
the success of the commission now
treating with the Sioux Indians for the
opening of the reservation, Maj. War-
ner said that the result at Cheyenne 1is
not satisfactory nor enccuraging, and
that he has little knowledge of the feel-
ing of the Indians at Standing Rock, to
which agency the commission is now en
route. Gen. Crook and the other com-
missioners are coming to Standing Rock
by boat, and Maj. Warner will leave for
there to-morrow. At Standing Rock the
commission will meet their most uncom-
promising and ablest opvonents in_the
persons of Sitting Bull, Gall and John
Grass, who are said the be as
strongly opposed to the opeming of the
reservation as they were a yearago. At
a recent council held by the Indians,
Gall stated to his admiring constituency
that this is simply another attempt of
the whites to erowd the Indlans from
their lands; that one year ago tl]e
Sioux told the government that they did
not wish to part with their reservation
and now they come again, thinking the
Indians will give up. He advised his
Indians to stand firm and keep the
lands. Sitting Bull is improved in
heaith and will be present at the con-
ference.

Standing Rock Sioux Will Sign.

CHAMBERLAIN, Dak., July 24.—An
Indian from Standing Rock agency was
in the city to-day, and insisted that his
people at Standing Rock wou!d sign the
Sioux bill notwithstanding the report
to the contrary, as the Dbill is exactly
what his chiefs wanted, and in their
private councils they had already ex-
pressed themselves as favorable to it.
A report coming from this source can
be considered more reliable than re-
ports coming from towns that are op-
posed to the opening ot the reservation.

Manitoba’s Crop Prospects.

WiNNiPEG, Man., July 24, —Reports of
the weather and crops throughout the
province and territories are published
to-day. It is shown that the recent
rains have done an immense amount of
good, though rather late for some see-
tions.

STILLWATER SILHOUETTES

The Sending of Convicts to St. Clound
Considered.

SEVENTY-FIVE ARE TO GO,

But They Have Not Yet Been Selected---
General News of the
Day.

Before the adjournment of the joint
meeting of the state prison and reforma-
tory managers at St. Paul Tuesday, it
was finaliy decided to leave the selec-
tion of the seventy-five conviets for
transfer to St. Cloud to Warden Stor-
dock and Supt. Myers instead of impos-
ing the task upon the joint committee
first named. The warden began the
work yesterday, and all the afternoon
there passed before him in the little
room off the vestibule occupied by the
turnkey or hall guard a procession of
prisoners whose names, time of unex-
pired service, ete.,he had ona list be-
fore him prepared by the clerk. Each
was questioned as to whether or not he
desired to go to St. Cloud, whether he
already had a trade, what kind of work
he was now doing at the prison and
whether his parents or family lived the
nearer to Stillwater or to St. Cloud.
Quite a number of the men answered
that they preferred to remain at the
prison., The seventy-five candidates
will be taken from the younger class,
the first termers and those who have
not lessthan about two years to serve.
The matter of transfer creates a sub-
dued commotion among the convicts,
some of whom are much averse to
going, while others are anxious to do
anything simply for a change. Some
fear they will be forwarded and others
are anxious lest they be left behind.

CHICAGO, July 24,—The wheat market to-
day was strong and weak by turns. Although
the local trade played for a reaction and
lower prices, they did not come and after
some dumping many loaded up again. As
for several days past, the strength of the
market was due to foreign advices and buy-
ing for foreign account. Early Liverpool
cables gave spot and futures strong and
tending upward, with spot wheat %d dearer.

mand. The stock market to-day showed no
signs of getting out of the rutof dullness
into which it has fallen, and the transactions
were on the same limited scale as usual of
late, while the tone of the market, which was
stronﬁ at first, became weak later in the day,
and the early gains were lost. The market
followed in after the lead of London at the
opening, and first prices were generally from
13 to 8 per cent higher than last evening's
figures, but the strength soon gave out
and for the rest of the forenoon there wasa
dull and unsatisfactory market, without feat-
ure or animation. The most gromlnem
characteristic of the market was the buying
of London houses, and their purchases are
estimated as high as 25,000 shares, but the
enthusiasm of the local operators soon
abated, and after the first demand had been
satisfied dullness and stagnation were the
order of the day. Chesapeake & Ohio first
preferred were the only really strong stocks,
and after a rise of about 2 per cent it re-
acted and lost most of the improvement.
The C. C. C. & St. Louis stocks were also
active, but their movéments were confined
to a narrower range than during the past few
days. In the afternoon the bears madea
demonstration against the coal stocks and
Reading in particular, the rumor being that
the earnings for June on acecount of the late
floods would show a decrease of from $250,-
000 to $400,000. The impression got abroad
in the room that the long stock was coming
out, which started the traders to selling, an
the stock was knocked down 134 per cent to
423, The other coalers, and especially
Lackawanna, sympathized, and the selling
extended to other portions of the list, the
grangers coming in for a liberal share of at-
tention, though St. Paul was well held at
close to the best prices of the week. There
was an effort to recoup the sales ot the pre-
vious hour toward the close and a sharp rally
occurred, Reading reacting 3% and others
in _ proportion. The market closed
dull "but firm at fractional losses for
the day. The final changes are somewhat
irregular, but generally are in the direction
of lower figures and for fractional amounts
only. Railroad bonds continue to show a
small volume of business with no feature to
the dealings, The sales of all issues to-day
reached only $854,000, of which $109,000
were in the Hocking Valley 5s. The temper
of the market was somewhat stronger than
of late, but there was no tendency ot prices
in either direction, and the final changes are
irregular and generally for small fractions
only. Hocking Valley 5s rose 2 to 66%2; In-
dianapolis, Decatur & Westerns 2ds, 2 to 40,
and Green Bay Incomes, 21 to 171%. The
strength of the last-named bonds was due to
the new plan of building a southwest exten-
sion, and by so doing to get business enough
to save the road from bankruptey.
