LIKE AT A SIEVE

The Cable Revolution Has
Many Loopholes
in It.

The Transfer System More
Imaginary Than
Real.

Lowry in All Respects Master
of the Situa-
tion.

Ed. A. Stevens, as a Reviewer,
Finds Numerous
Flaws.

*Now that Mayor Babb, with the con-
sent if not at the urgent request of Tom
Lowry, has signed the council resolu-
tion which made the street railway
king yield to the mandates of the peo-
ple’s representatives, leaving only the

official  publication  necessary to
complete the affair, it m n_ght
be well  to  look the field

over, and see whether it has
been a real conflict, resulting in
the capitulation of Col. Lowry,or a
sham battle. of which he was the man-
ager. The fact is that the resolution is
like a sieve, full of holes, and reminds
one of the way an Irishman said a can-
non was made —by taking a big hole and
pouring iron around it—"Tom furnishing
the holes and superintending the cast-
ing.”

Such were the words spoken by Ed
A. Stevens yesterday to a group of at-
tentive listeners, and as Ed was the of-
ficial compiler of the city charter and
ordinances, and 1 some measure a
standard authority, the GLOBE listened
attentively also as he continued: *The
resolution was drawn, not by one of the
committee, but by an adept in the
science of ‘how notto do it or ‘now
yvou see it and now you don’t. The
general supposition is that the council
requires Mr. Lowry to build three cable
lines, each with numerous feeders or
connecting, lines, and furnish transfer
checks, sothat a passenger on any line
may be transferred to any other line
which it in any way intersects, but the
resolution does mnot so read, and
was purposely so worded as not to
allow the courts to give it such
a construction, but to leave Mr. Lowry
in the future as in the past. master of
the situation. It provides fo;‘ t‘hree dtis-

inct cable lipes, exclusive Jyotor

hne. éach \'\']{t‘h’ eede?g' E?ifrxilily de-
clared to be connecting lines, and then
provides for one transfer bLetween a
cable line and either of its connections,
but nowhere provides for more than
one transfer on the same line or for
any transfer from either of the
cable lines or its connections and an-
other of the cable lines and its connec-
tions. More than this, it provides for
several limes wholly independent of
either of the cable lines, and without
any transfer whatever. Some people
may think that Tom was eaught nap-
ping, but you don’t catch a weasel
asleep very often, and Tom is a weasel.
I have no fault to find with him: he
was watching his end of the string,
leaving the other end in the handsof
the so-called representatives of the peo-
ple. and when he pulled they danced.

Now, what does the resolution call
for in the way of street car lines? First.
it provides for a cabie line on Washing-
ton avenue from Twentieth avenue
north to Cedar avenue, with econnect-
ing lines as follows: (1) the line now
known as the Riverside line, on Cedar
and Riverside avenues, ete.; (2) the line
from Cedar avenue across the Washing-
ton avenue bridge; (3) the line on
Washington avenue north beyond
Twentieth avenue; (4) the lineon
U'wentieth avenue north, from Wash-
ington to Penn avenue: (5) a new line
on Penn avenue, from Crystal Lake
avenue to Thirtieth avenue north: (6)

a new lme on Emerson avenue,
from Twentieth to Thirty-second
avenue north; and 7) possibly

the line on Sixth avenue north now a
part of the Riverside line, but possibly
reserved for an independent line to
Westfall's garden and Medicine lake.
One transfer is provided from either of
these connecting lines to the other, but
only one, and a person desiring to trav-
erse the entire length of the present
Riverside line. for instance, would have
to pay two fares instead of one, as now.
Nor would he be transferred to any
other line or from any other line under
the terms of the resolution.

Second—It provides for a cable line
from Thirty-second street along Bloom-
ington, Franklin and Eighth avenues,
along Fourth street and down First ave-
nue south to High street, thus forcing
Tom to run his cars to the union depot,
which he has been endeavoring to do
for vears on First avenue, but which
George A. Brackett and others have
hitherto been saccessful in preventing.
The only feeders or connecting lines
named for this cable line are first, the
line on Eighth avenue south beyond
Franklin: second, a new line from
Twenty-ninth street down ‘Thirteenth
avenue south to Franklin; and possibly
third, the present line on Cedar avenae,
which is to be extended to Thirty-
seventh street. The  resolution
however, provides that the council is to
determine which of the two cable lines
the last-named line is to be a feeder to;
if transfers were to be made to either
what possible difference would it make.

Third—It providesg for a cable line
from the intersection of Hennepin and
Lyndale avenues, along Hennepin and
Central avenues, Sixth street southeast,
and Harrison street to Twenty-ninth
avenue northeast. The feeders on this
line are (1) the line now on Lyndale av-
enue: (2) the line now on Hawthorn av-
enue: (3) the line now on University av-
enue: (4) the line now on Second street
northeast: and (5) the line now on Mon-
roe street, unless abandoned because
of its proximity to the cable line.

The transfer-check is confined to
the foregoing, as stated, and does not
extend to the two new horse-car lines
provided for, unless Tom shall see fit to
do so. These new lines are (1) on
Plymouth avenue from Washington to
Girard. and (2) the line now on Sixth
street, to run from Hennepin to Ninth
avenue south, and via Ninth avenue,
Seventh street, Cedar, Minnehaha and
Franklin avenues to the Franklin ave-
nue bridge.

How much real benefit the system of
transfers. as provided for in the ordi-
nance, will really be, ecan be judged
from the fact that a man wanting to go
from the West hotel to the Milwaukee
depot, or from the Union depot to Tur-
ner hail. or the new ecourt house and
Nicollet house must pay two fares. The
cable lines cross at Washington and
Hennepin, and Washington and First
avenue south, but they are not connect-
ing lines, any more than the Motor line
and Fourth avenue line are, and neither
of these being mentioned at all, they
are absolutely independent lines.

But it wasn’t in the matter of trans-
fers alone that Tom dealt the cards.
Oh, no: he saw what a good thing was
in sight and went for the whole pile.
The council reserves the right to desig-
nate one or more lines on which Tom is
to experiment with electricity, and if
it be successful to require him
to use that power in place
of horse power on certain
lines. But Tom took good eare that
they should not reserve the right to
conduct or direct the experiments. Tom
is to do that. and, when the council des-
ignates the line on which toexyeriment,
will determine for himself whether or
not it shall e a success. If he wants
success he will try a successful system;
if not, he will try one that has failed
elsewhere. Tom knew who he was deal-
ing with and how a revolution should
be drawn.

Then, again, the council provided
that if electricity proved a success, two
more new lines were to be constructed,

son will coincide,

but neglecte.l to provide transfers to or
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from the same, the proposed electric
lines being on Sixth street northeast,
from Twentf'-se\gent 0 Seyenteenth
ayenues northéast; thence on Adams
su.ot to Central avenue; and, second;
line to take -e place of the horse-car
lines on T'wentietn Avenye mnorth and
Penn and Crystal Lake ay¢nues.

Nor did Tom forget himself in ar-
ranging for the terms of bis bond. He
is not giving surety to the amount of
$225,000 and taking any chances. Some
of the feeders or connecting lines may
have been promised to influence or
justity certain votes, but the bond is
not to insure their completion; on the
contrary the bond is for the completion
of the main line only, and those he will
build on time, unless the council is pre-
vailed upon to extend it from year to
year as in the yse of steam on the motor.

*No, no, don’t fof a"moment imagine
that Tom is a spring chicken; he isn’t
built that way, but always knows what
he bargains for, and makes sure that
the goods are delivered. After all, the
aldermen are not as unmindful of the
people’s wishes as the real estate opera-
tors who have been working the indig-
nation meeting racket claim to believe.
The people of Minneapolis last fall de-
clared for the protection of home in-
dustry, and that’s what Tom has been
clamoring for. He has had all the pro-
tection he wants, and 1 miss my guess
if the people haven’t.”

With which remark the seance ended,
and the sage philosopher of the Eighth
ward wended his way homeward.

LOCKING THE STABLE

After the Aldermanic Horse Has
Been Stolen,

The citizens of the Seventh ward held
a mass meeting last night at the corner
of Cedar avenue and Lake street to dis-
cuss the action of their representatives,
Ald. Perry, Melloy and Flalen, in vot-
ing agamnst the Anderson & Douglass
franchise. There was a large attend-
ance at the meeting and a good deal of
bitter feeling evinced toward the men,
who were several times during the
evening eulogized as having betrayed
the trust reposed in them.

After the chairman and secretary had
been selected the meeting went prompt-
ly to work on the subject at hand.
There was no mincing of words or coy-
ering of meaning. The speakers said
just what they meant, and roasted the
aldermen without reserve,

H. S. Goff set the ball rolling by a
sharp. brief speech, denouncing the ac-
tion of councilmen most pronouncedly.

Robert Christianson followed with a
lengthy address in which he recited the
wrongs that the street car company had
heaped upon the people, and he pre-
dieted that in the tuture it would only
make immprovements as it was forced to.
He lamented the fact that the Seventh
ward should be the onejto furnish aunan-
imous vote against the people. He
spoke of one of their aldermen
having received so bad a dose
on the previous night that
he had pot shown tip sjpce, *“The man
was Flaten,” said tite speaker. in clos-
ing, and from the derisive shouts it
would seem evident that some of the
gentlemen present knew something of
whatever that “dose” might be. In
closing Mr. Christianson moved thata
committee be appointed to draw up res-
olutions condewmning the action of the
aldermen. The motion was carried and
H. S. Goff, Robert Christianson and T.
B. Hawkins were set at work resolving
the sentiments of the meeting into
writing.

During the interval this committee
was at work, numerous short speeches
were made, in which the aldermen
were called some pretty bad names.
One man thought the aldermen would
not want to do anything the rest of
their lives but speculate in railroad
stock. Many intimations were made
that they had been bought.

Two resolutions were presented by
the committee and both were adopted,
and a motion was carried that a copy be
sent to each of the aldermen of the
ward.

The resolutions of H. S. Goff and
Robert Christianson were the ones
adopted and read as follows:

Resolved, That the aldermen of the Sev-
enth ward should have voted on the Ander-
son & Douglas proposition in accordance
with the instructions given them by their
constituents in mass meeting assembled.
That we now ask them especially and em-
phatically never again to vote in favor of a
measure that would saddie an eternal mo
nopoly of any nature whatsoever upon the
citizens of Minneapolis.

Resolved, Tnat we, the citizens and tax-
payers of the Seventh ward in mass meeting
assembled, do most sincerely regret that the
aldermen of this ward refused to carry out
the wishes of their constituents, in rot only
voting to refuse competition in the matter of
transportation, but condemn the act
of said aldermen for mnot only
voting for no competition, but to make the
franchise exclusive forever, aading insult to
injury, and we now demand from said alder-
men their immediate resignation, to make
room for some one who will carry out the
wishes of thelr constituents, and not betray
the trust betrayed in them: and resoived fur-
ther, that if they do not resign we pledge
ourselves never again to vote for said per-
sons for any office.

BRADISH ASKED TO RESIGN.

The Ninth ward was evidently not in
humor for an indignation meeting last
evening, judging by the small number
who answered the call. Ald. Bradish
was the man whose case was to be con-
sidered, but inasmuch as only a
half-hundred of his coustituents
were  present, it is to be
presumed that the proceedings last
evening will hardly go as the sentiment
of the ward. A number of the alder-
man’s friends were present, and they
stoutly maintained that it was the feel-
ing of the majority of the voters of the
ward that- Bradish is all right. But the
meeting last evening said “No.” Capt.
A. H. Nelson was chosen chairman of
the meeting, and it was he who made
the principal address of the even-
ing. He had no compliments for
the alderman. Quite the reverse. He
didn’t like to call him a knave, he said,
but at the same time any one knew that
he was no fool and they could therefore
make their own inferences. He didn’t
believe either that it would do any good
to ask him to resign, as he had plainly
lost all respeet for himself, and eer-
tainly he had for his constituents. The
motion was put, however, that Ald.
Bradish be requested to resign his seat
in the council atonce, and it was passed
as the unanimous sentiment of the
meeting. Ald. Vogt and Rhode were
present and made brief remarks. The
former put in a good word for his ab-
sent colleague, but it fell very flat.
Other resolutions were then passed
thanking Messrs. Vogt and Rhode for
the valiant stand they took in the mat-
ter, and also Anderson & Douglass for
the shadow of competition which they
had brought about.
