The very attractive and readable pub-
lication, *The National Building and
Loan Herald,” issued by Wiiliam Biek-
ley, is loaded with information that witl
surprise most people. Few have an
idea of the rapidity and extent of the
growth of these associations which the
paper represents, or the promi-
nénce of Minneapolis in connec-
tlon tith thelr organization. This
plan of co-operative banking, for this is
the name which more definitely de-
seribes them, had its origin in Minne-
apolis. Local building and loan socie-
ties have been in existence for fifty
years past, but the first national organi-
zation was at Minneapolis in 1885, Now
there are ten associations in Minne-
apolis doing a general business, four in
St. Paul and thirty others lo-
cated in large cities of the United
States. The largest national company,
as well as the oldest, is located
in Minneapolis, and does a business of
1,000 shares a day, which means that its
net receipts amount to $100,000 a month.
There seems to be a sort of craze for in-
vesting in building and loan stock, and
the evidence of the popularity of the as-
sociation is shown . by the fact that the
first company established is still in-
ereasing in membership at the rate of
3315 per cent a month, and loaned more
money in June than in the first eighteen
months of its cxistelm(;

Prior to the law passed by the lastleg-
fslature, which brought these associa-
tions under state supervision, the same
as banks and insurance companies, nu-
merous wild cat associations were
springing up, and the plan was growing
into disfavor,but now confidence in them
seems to have taken firm root again.and
they are all booming. One cause for
their ponularity is due to the fact that
most of them offer to double the money
invested in six or seven years and to
receive payment on stock in install-
ments. It is a common idea that a per-
son must build a home inorder to secure
a loan from a building and loan associ-
ation, but this is erroneous, as the
meney borrowed can be used for any
purpose.

TALMAGE'S SERMON.

The Eloquent Brooklyn Di-
vine Roasts Modera Skep-
ticism.

An Immense Auadience - List-
ens to His Preach-
ing.

Rev. W. J. Lhamon on the
Personality of Re-
ligion.

Hansen, the Mad Cat Vie-
tim, Will Go to
Paris.

Never before in the history of the
Westminster church has such a erowd
of people congregated within its walls
as on yesterday morning. Rev. Dr.
De Witt Talmage, the eminent Brooklyn
Presbyterian divine, preached a sermon
there, and he surely must have felt flat-
tered at the reception accorded him.
The church was filled from aunditorium
to gallery long before the appointed
time—10:30—for the services to begin.
At 10 o’clock there was a jam outside,
and the people were pouring into the
three entrances as fast as it was possi-
ble. The sidewalks were crowded, and
many people stood in the streets, pa-
tiently waiting for their turn. The
church has a seating capacity of 1.500
people, and there were men, women anda
children crushed and packed into
all the aisles and side rooms.
At 11 o’clock Dr. Talmage began his
sermon. He is a remarkable preacher,
and held his audience spell-bound for
over an hour and a half, Every word
he uttered, every motion and gesture
he made carried weight with it, and
many a handkerehief was vigorously
applied to the eyes before he had fin-
ished. A great actor, too, is Dr. Tal-
mage. Kach movement of his arms,
the expression on his face and in his
eyes, and the inflection of his voice, all
carried with them a dramatie tinge—all,
however, unstudied and unconscious.
He took his text from David, xix Psalm
sth verse. “The statutes of the land
are right.” During his discourse he
said:

THE SERMON.

*0ld books go out of date. They are
laid away and ofttimes forgotton.
When they were written they dealt
with things that have long siuce ceased
to be of interest, or advocated things
that are now no more. No matter what
kind of books they were—poetry, ethics
or history—they are in time laid away
on the forgotten shelf. What do the
masses of the peopie now care for the
gracefulness of Philliman, or the pathos
of some one else? Most of the big
libraries of the world are seas of dead
books. Books are human; they have a
time to be born: a time to grow and
gain strength, and then old age and
death. Once in a while an old book,
with, a time and weather Dbeaten
cover comes to us by an unknown
author, and seems to say in his pathetic
way: *“Would that 1 could die.”” Stat-
ues are built to authors; would that one
could be built to books that are dead. In
the tens of thousands of churches inthe
world stand tens of thousand ministers,
with their hand placed on this grand
old English Bible. That is the book
that never grows old and never dies,
But its mission has not yet been acecom-
plished until it has been sent across the
walls of China and the desert plains of
Africa. There are hundreds of people
who, in a court of justice, will kiss the
Bible in anjirreverent manner,and there
arce hundreds in this audience who will
kiss it with everlasting love. \WWhen my
parents died my only legacy was the
‘family Bible.” By 1t was consecrated
their marriage, age, their whole
life. I love that book, and may
my name be forevermore accursed if 1
ever forget to revere and love my
mother’s Bible. 1 want to show that
the Bibie is right; right in authenticity:
right in style: and richt in everything.
1f there is proof that Waiter Scott wrote
“Marmion,” Teanyson *The Charge of
the Six Huundred,” Milton *“Paradise
Lost,” so sure is there proof that the
Bible was written by God. through the
instrumentality of the evangelists and
apostles. That dear old book cawe very
near being destroyed during the erusa:de

against it, there remaining but 200
copies. Now there are millions and

millions of copies.

“Supposing a medicine was found
that cured everybody and everything.
Would you take the evidence of those
who were cured, or that of others? Here
comes this divine medicine in the form
of the Bible, which has cured and given
joy to millions of Christians. Wouid
vou not take such evidence as true, or
would you take the evidence of skep-
ties?”

The speaker then deseribed many of
the stories told in the Bible, that appear
improbable, and showed that they were
true despite the refutation of unbe-
lievers.

*] am glad,” continued he, “that when
God made the Bible He also made the
commentary. The statutes of the Lord
are right. Show me the men who are
skeptics and n their all-wise way refute
the RBible, and I will show you justsuch
great men in revelation and science who
will or have stood up for the truth of it.
There are George Washington, Joseph
Henry, Daniel Webster and Williamn
Armstrong. Daniel Webster, who, after
a post mortem examination, was shown
to have been possessed of the greatest
brain in the world, said on his dying
bed, *My only hope is in Christ.” The
time will come when all the brain of
the universe will be on the side
of Christianity. The young sprigs of
science who walk about with a book on
Darwinism under one arm and a box
of transfixed grasshoppers under the
other, and talk about ‘cultuahb,” make
me sick. They wonder how the world
would get along without them and how
God would get along without them if
they were dead.”

“T'he meanest thing a man can do in
the world is to try and destroy the
Bible, the light-house of the soul. Walk
down a street 4,000 miles long until you
come to a stairway leading down 4,000
miles. Walk down that and you will
come to a preecipice 10,000 feet deep.
Jump off and you will come to the bot-
tom of ail this meanness. To learn
to appreciate the Bible it must be
studied systematically. It is like
everything else. There is a door to
come inand a doorto go out. Read
the first novel in the world, by digging
in here and there, and what sense 1is
there to it. If you were to read the
finest line on the first page one day, and
the last line on the last page the next
day, how much good would you get out
of it? That is the way a great Imany
people read the Bible.”

*All the fine literature in the world
isonly the Bible diluted. Shakespeare’s
Macbeth is Jezebel, and Thomas Car-
lvle 1s only a magnificent distortion ot
Ezekial. But you can take the whole
Bible and sum it up in the one little
word ‘*mercy.’ What a word is that.
How sweet, how tender,and what a
world of meaning it conveys. Educate
only a man’s head and -you have an
infidel. Educate only a man’s heart
and you have a fanatie, but educate
both together and you have something
grand and sublime.”

PERSONALITY IN RELIGION.

To Discard It Would Be to De-
stroy Religion,

day morning at the Church of Christ
upon “Personality in Religion.”” Text,
The Lord’s Prayer. Where there is not
personality there may be veeetation,
but there can not be religion. Cabbages
might grow wit hout anybody to love or
anybody to love them, but religion isa
personal devotion to a person. In Hi

earliest teaching Jesus said, “Our
Father;” in all His life Ie continued to.
act and talk as though God was really
His Father; as though He cared for
men, and could hear and answer their
prayers.

To disecard personality destroys re-
ligion. How céan one pray, saying, “Oh,
Thou great Unknowable, Thy kingdom
come?” or “Thou ever adorable Cosmos,
Thy will be done?” or ‘‘Thou Eternal
Somewhat that makest for righteous-g
ness, give us ourdaily bread?”” Or how
can we say with Renan, *“Our Father,
the abyss,” and then continue our
prayer? Can there come a kingdom
of ~*the abyss?” or can _‘“the
abyss” give us our daily bread,
or forgive our sins, or care for our trials?
Modern ingenuity has been as busy In-
venting gods as steam engines, but with
vastly less success. There is the god
Cosmos of the physicists, and the god,
Unknowable of the agnostics, and god;
Humanity of the positives, and the,
god Reason of the infidels, and the
“Sweetness-and-Light” goddess, and’
that *Everlasting-Somewhat,”” nobody -
knows what, of the evolutionists. So
many doll-desties; but who ean think of;
praying to them? All these are crip-

pled gods, with feet of clay. If they.}

lacked nothing else they do lack person-,
ality, and nobody can love them. -

These erippled deities can explain
nothing of the spiritual world and its

henomena. Of course, there is noth-
ing about them of what we call the su-
pernatural, for they were invented ex-
pressly to be “natural.” These deities
are dumb in the presence of creation,
and regeneration and positively attested
miracles of history. T'hey have no ex-
planation to offer for the resurrection of
the dead, though their adorers cannot
deny that Jesus arose.

The being who can say *I am”

will be satisfied with none short
of the god who can say *“I
am.” The being who knows right

from wrong will forever necessarily
d espise the god who cannot say: “I amn
holy, be also holy.”” The soul that
loves and longs forever to be loved must
be forever lonesome, except in the
presence of Him who draws near toit
as a father; whose will ean be known
and done; whose kingdom is worthy to
be supreme; who can feel and answer
the needs of the needy; forgive the sins
of the sinful: raise the fallen, cheer the
faint, make the universe a home com-
i)k-te for souls righteous and redeemed.
Righteousness, prayer, miracles, con-
science, love, all have their explanation
and their warrant in the Person Su-
preme whom Israel called God; whom
Jesus called Father; whom we in
Christ call both God and Father

We sympathize with Wordsworth in
spurning these gods of modern manu-
facture:

“Good God,
I'd rather be a pagan, suckled in a creed out-
worn,

S0 might I stand on this pleasing lea;
Have sights to make me less forlorn,

See Protaeus rising from the sea,
Or hear old Triton blow his wreathed horn.”

Jupiter is better than the “Unknowa-
ble, 7 for he is something of a father,
and Venus is more lovely, and perhaps
not less holy than “Cosmos.”

WILL GO TO PARIS,

Hanson Is to Be Sent to Pastuer
for Treatment.

Health Commissioner Kilvington re-
ceived a cablegram from Pastuer, the
eminent Paris specialist, last night,
answering his inquiries regarding the
cost of treatment and the length of time
required for treating rabies patients. The
money necessary for sending Hanson,
the vietim of the Lake Amelia mad cat,
has been advanced and he will leave to-
night for France. The case has ex-
cited a great deal of interest, and phy-
sicians will wateh the proeress of the
case with great interest. Hanson i
said to be growing worse. and the board
of health desires to bave him reach
Paris as soon as possible.

HOW THEY WORK.

A Minneapolis Gentleman's No-
tion of English Syndicates.

A gentleman well known in Minne-
apolis business cireles, who has had a
little to do with one of the English
syndicates that tried to buy up Minne-
apolis manufacturing concerns, offers an
explanation of what he called the craze
for investing in foreign securities which
affects England and London just now.
“It is,”” he said, *a scheme, a plan of
operation on a wide but not very solid
basis: for, in fact, it has no bottom or
stability. 1 was asked by the agents of
one syndicate to get an option on the
Orth brewery. I received letters first
in which 1 was offered £10,000 to get an
option on certain terms, but paid
little attention to them. Then an
agent came on recommended and
intraduced by Eastern friends of mine,
and I did a little work to aid him, ana
thus I came to learn the plan of opera-
tions. 1t is jast this: There are com-
binations of Englishmen in London,
with brains and intluence, who want to
make money rapidly and who have
adopted this syndicate scheme to ac-
complish 1t. They send over agents
and get an option on American proper-,
ties like the Detroit breweries or the
Minneapolis mills. They get access to
the hooks and learn the prolits of the
business for years back. These are
tabulated by their experts and a brili-
jant statement laid before the London
people, who have a craze for this kind
of investment. The statement shows a
profit of so many per cent a year: a
stock company is formed and
the London public is invited up
to invest in shares of the stock.
They rush up just as the French people
went down into their stockings and
bought Panama canal shares. If the
thing takes the option is closed,and it
is never closed unless public interest in
the investment is promising. Now the
long-headed men in the combiation
bond the property for about what it is
worth. At least they get all they can
at as low a rate of interest as possible.
A liberal slice goes to the syndicate,
their attorneys and agents. And what
remains for the stockholders? Simply
an equity in the property whieh will
soon be wiped out. It doesn’t seem to
me a natural or permanent kind of in-
vestment, because after the debentures
are floated there is nobody left to take a
personal interest in the property.

Not

ARTESIAN WELLS.

Their Need and Feasibility in Da-
kota Discussed by the Bowdle
Pioneer.

The subject of artesian wells is re-
ceiving attention all over the Union.
Even in New York the farmers are agi-
tating the question of sinking artesian
wells, in order to provide against an oc-
casional dry spell, the sawe as they are
in the Western states. The question is
assuming a nationai 1mportance. ana a
committee of the United States senate
wiil leave St. Paul on Aug. 1o0n a tour
of inquiry and observation as to the
need of irrigation in our Western states
with a view to providing national aid
for the prosecution of the woik. If
possible they should be induced to visit
this section. and an invitation from the
alliance might be an inducement, It
will do o harm to advocate a measure
that will give us a flowing stream of
water down some, if not all, of our dry
creek beds, It is a fact that thisis
practically a waterless country on the
surface. We have a few lakes that
have water in them, fed by springs,
but most of them are. mere
hay bottoms. There are no run-
ning streams, and the cultivated
area as yet is a mere speck of the
country. Allthe essentials for inducing
a reliable rainfall are lacking. The
question is how to- remedy the evil. It
has been demonstrated in Colorado and
lower California, and even in the Sa-
hara desert, that the sinking of artesian
wells ecause a dry arid plain to become
the prosperous home of thousands, and
what has been done there can be done
in Dakota. It has been demonstrated
that there is water in abundance be-
neath the surface in Dakota. and that

artesian  wells here are a success.
It is also known that Dakota
possesses a  soil unequaled for

productiveness, and a minimum
of moisture is sufficient to ro-
duce crops that are the marvel of the
entire world. The only trouble is that
for the last three years it has been un-
certain when rains would come, to over-
come the hot, dry winds that some time
come irom the South, For that reason
the peonle of all sections are agitating
the sinking of artesian wells. Many
have been sunk, mostly in towns, for
fire purposes. There is one at Ipswich,
in this county. All of themyield a flow
of water per day amounting to from one
to four million gallons. But the main
question to be considered is the advisa-
bility of putting down artesian wells
for purposes of irrigation and inducing
a greater rainfall. Lhere has been some
discussion as to the feasibility of filling
up some of our lake beds with artesian
water, and it is estimated by those who
have given the matter attention that two
wells sunk so as to cause their flow to
run into Spring lake would fill it up
with water; and that two wells placed
on the north fork of Swan ecreek, and
two also on the south fork, would
till up Swan lake. 1f these
were filled with water it is be-
lieved that the consequent evapora
tion would induce an unfailing rainfall
that would be sufficient for the needs
of this section. The scheme is worthy
of consideration. While this locality
this year has been blessed with a fair
rainfall, it would be the safer plan to
provide against drouth, and the saving
thus effected in one year by increased
crops would provide for the sinking of
one or more artesian wells in each
township. It is something worthy of
the most serious consideration by our
farmers. The legislature last winter
enacted a law which will enable these
wells to be sunk at public expense.
———————

DON'T KILL THEM.

A Plea for the Protection of the
Harmless and Singing Birds,
Special to the Globe.

FOUNTAIN, Minn., July 22.—Is there
no law in this state to prevent the small
boy from killing the birds that are now
with us? The sturdy young oaks that
promise delightful and cool retreats in
hot weather have been full of birds this
season, and the boy with his gun is just
as abundant, as well as the smaller boy
with his little, wicked hands to rob the
birds of their ezgs and totally destroy
every nest they find, The birds have been
few in this section since I came here,
at least so it seemed to me and this sea-
son they seem to be very abundant all
around, and the air vocal with their
twitter and song and it seemed so home-
like to me, that I have felt like fighting
their battles, for their little helpless
bodies have no weapon to defend them-
selves with. I asked a boy of some fif-
teen years of age, why he was pelting
some sbirds with missiles of lime-
stone rock, and this was his reply:
¢Why, they pick the berries off from
our mountain ash tree, and kill the
tree.”

1 might have talked a week to him
about such an absurd assertion as that
and do no good, for his parents had seen
him at this work many times, and all
seemed as ignorant about the matter as
the boy was. I knew there was igno-
rance all around that family,with a deal
of pretention and finery of dress com-
bined; but it never occurred to me so
foreibly as it did when the boy tfold me
why the birds were driven away. from
theYr grounds. The ignorance and self-
conceit, in fact the whole entire sham
was displayed without one redeeming
quality in the family to cover up the
very nakedness of pretention and
ignorance combined together, and these
are the people who never learn how
much there is in this world to cause us
to wish to live and enjdy it while this
world exists.

1t does not matter how the old body

ows weary and the spirits flag on the
forng circle of years allotted to us, we

want to add year after year to those al-
ready past, for there is so much to add
to our stores of knowledge.

Ah, me! How shall we makelsuch
people see their error in the belief that
*fine feathers” do not always make fine
birds. Ignorance may be blissful, but
it is said that there comes a time to
every person when they will see how"
much there is to learn and just how ig-
norant they are of just what they ought
to be well acquainted with.

In common with many others that
have shams and all pretense, 1 hope the
time will come when u father will teach
his young boy not to be a robber of
birds’ nests or a murderer of the birds
of the wild woods, or of those birds that
will come close to our homes angl build
their nests in the trees and bushes
that surround the building that shelters
his family altar and all that he holds
dear.

The man who puts a gun in the
hands of his young son to kill innocent
and harmless ereatures may live to see
the day when the hand of his boy is red
with the blood of some one of the com-
panions of his boy. 1f there’s a tender
spot in the heart of your children teach
them to be tender of all things that
have life which is not hurtful to human-
ity in any way. Teach him to be kind

to all dumb animals as well
as kind to humanity, and teach
him to shun the wav that leads

down to the death that never dies. Do
notkeep always *pecking” at him, and
remember that a child forgets, and will
repeat, perhaps, time ard again the
same offense, but do not forget yourself
and become impatient with vour child.
Let your child distinetly understand it
is for his or her own happiness in life
that you are so anxious to have him or
her do the right deed and the right
thing always. Do not clothe your chil-
dren in finest garb and teach them
to think such dressing makes

them respectable and better than
other children, for _ fools may
wear fine clothes and usually re-

main silly fools to the end of their days,
and die a fool’s death in the almshouse,
the penitentiary, or on the scaffold, and
you may live to see it all and then query
“What a fool I have been?”’ Fathers,
mothers, do your duty earnestly, faith
fully, and with love for the little ones
entrustea to your love, and guiding
hands, keep them in the path of right-
ousness as far as lies in your power
while you have them with you in their
early vouth, ‘“for the night cometh
wherein no man can work.”” and crime
is rampant in this beautiful land in
which we live.

It is a time now that should arouse
every parent into the most earnest
efforts as to the future of every child
now growing up to maturity. . It is a
time when every parent should arise in
his or her mental strength and earnestly
look to their own children’s ways, and
with thoughttul care lead them into the
better. with loving voice and hand very
clearly show their children to live a
life of right and usefulness. Do not
say your children are all right, but
such and such a person may take these
words home to themselves, for their
children are bad children. That is no
excuse for you.
