JAYVILLE PUTS ON AIRS.

St. Lonis Will Soon Have an Ele-
vated Road.

St. Lovrs, Mo., Aug. 2.—The Scott
elevated railroad bill passed the honse
of delegates to-night by a vote of 21 to
7, and the bill now goes to Mayor Noon-
an, who will doubtless sign it, as
he has publicly expressed himself as
favorable to the measure. The passage
of the bill by such an overwhelming
majority was a surprise ovem to the
most sanguine friends of the measure,
owing to the bitter fight which has
been waged against it. The elevated
road will be seventeen miles long and
will cost, according to the lowest esti-
mates. in the neighborhood of $7,000,-
000. St. Louis is jubilant over the result
to-night, which works a new era in the
city’s progress. Work will be inaugu-
rated on the elevated road assoon as
the mayor’s signature is attached to the

bill, and the line will be completed
and in operation before the date
fixed for the world’s fair. The

suceass of the measure will lend
additional zest to the efforts being put
forth to secure the world’s fair for St.
Louis and is regarded by real estate
men as the greatest achievement for St.
Louis in the city’s history. Both capi-
tal and laber wiil profit by the passage
of this measure, which will encourage
investment and bring to the city an in-
creased population. It is proposed to
inaugurate the work with a forece of
1,000 men.

Their atitempt
to use grand army as a boyecott-
ing machine is to be deplored. As a frater-
nal and charitable organization the Grand
Army leads all others. That its members have
rights as regards railway fares equal to mem-
bers of oiher and similar organizations no
one will deny. The ways and means taken
to secure these rights many of us be-
lieve were hasty, ill-timed and uncalled for.
The comrades and citizens of Milwauke have
invited us to visit them. The national en-
campment accepted that invitation. Until
that invitation is annulled by the com-
mander-in-chief it is, we believe, the duty of
every comrade (without regard of reference
to the eight department commanders) to aid
in eyery way possible in making the twenty-
third national encampment the greatest and
grandest reunion of veterans ever heid by
the Grand Army.

RULED. BY RUSSIANS.

Czar Alexander’s Serfs Con-
trol the Wheat arkets of
the World.

Some Pointers for Dakotans
Who Smiled at 0ld Huteh’s
Corner.

Benny Is Too Busy to See
Any One Except Heavy-
Weights.

Uncle Sam Donates a Few
Dollars to Suppress For-
est Fires.

W AsHINGTON, Aug. 2.—The state de-
partment is in receipt of an exhaustive
report upon Russian agriculture and
cereal trade from Charlton H. Way,
United States consul general to St.
Petersburg. He says the export of cereals
from Russia in the past two years
show anabnormal increase, due to three
causes. First, the enormous crops
gathered from both the black islands
and the arable prairies; second. the de-
preciation of the paper ruble, and third,
the foolish practice of systems of ‘*‘cor-
ners”’ in the United States. “The
arable lands of Russia in FEurope,
Mr. Way says, exeluding Poland, cover
an area of 450,000 square miles. The
wheat grower of Kansas and Dakota will
see at a glance the area of that fertile
territ: ry which, with the eheap ‘a)or
of Kussia, will alwavs prove to be a
form dble rival; and the merchart; of
Chicazo and New York, who imagine
by cornering whca* that they will con-
tr: the merkets of the world, ein
alw ays take into their caloulatins the
prodanet of this country as an effectual
cheek to their operations. Every ‘‘cor-
ner” engineered in the United States
makes an opportunits for Ru:s'a. Not
one dollar is added to the import of
wealth in Amerie:; but exports from
o:r country being e tipped, Russia
steps in and g-ts rid «f hLer surplus at
remunerative prices, ! u: still far below
the prchibitive values established in
Chicago and New York. As longas
Russian wheat exists, any attempt to
foree the western n: t.ons of Europe to
rav artificial prices tor Ameriean grain
can tu resunlt in absclate failure. Per-
haps if tkds fact were known, eorners
would become rare and infrequent.

NIAGARA’S GREAT FORCE.

It Will Be Harnessed by a Combi-
nation of Capitalists.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 2 —Animportant
meeting of the directors and stockhold-
ers of the Niagara Hydraulic Electric
company was held at their office to-day,
at Alexandria, for the purpose of re-
ceiving reports and perfecting plans to
use the water power at Niagara Falls.
This company has secured the grant
from the Ontario overnment to use the
water at Horseshoe falls, on the Cana-
dian side. The Hamilion patents for
mechanical improvements whicn reg-
ulate the flow of water and control its
use and power, are owned by this com-

pany. Eminent engineers have ap-
proved plans which provide for
tunneling through the rocks at a

point several hundred feet above
the falls, under the bed of the Niagara
river, securing a plentiful supply of
water for the power needed, and with-
out disfiguring or ioterfering with the
beauty of the scenery at the falls. With
the water power secured, it is intended
bv means of electrical dynamos, capabie
of transmitting strong currents of elee-
tricity long distances. to turnish light,
power and heat to various points within
a radius of forty miles. Electrica##rail-
ways will be built to Buffalo, Lockport,
Batavia and intermediate points, and on
the Canadian side to Clifton, Hamilton
and other places. A syndicate of Amer-
ican and Canadian capitalists have un-
dertaken the construction of the work.
An adjourned meeting of the stockhold-
ers will be held at the Hotel Bartholdi,
in New York, on Tuesday, Aug. 6th, to
complete the arrangements.
