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IN THE LAVTS TOILS.
John Franklin Collom Spent

Last Night in the County
Jail. .

He Was Arraigned on Account
of Three Spurious Notes,

and BailRefused.

More Complaints WillFollow,

and Final Bail WillBe
Large.

His Wife Thinks Him Away
on Business— Meeting of

Creditors.

John Franklin Collom, the central
figure in the great forgery sensation,
spent last night behind stone walls and
iron bars in the llennepin county jail.
He was arrested at 4:SO yesterday after-
noon by Detective Howard and Capt.
Hem, armed with a warrant sworn out
by F. F. Davis, attorney for J. T.
Blaisdell, charging him with forging
the lattei's name to a note for $3,500,
given to the Security bank on July 27,
of the present year. Collom was in the
rear room of Eustis Bros', office, 500
Temple Court, when the arrest was
made, and was taken directly to the
municipal court and brought before
Judge Emery, who read the complaint
and asked Collom if he desired an
examination. E. M. Wilson, Collom's
attorney, who was with him at the time
of the arrest, replied that the defense
did wisli an examination. Atthat point
Attorney Davis and Frank M. Nye, as-
sistant county attorney, entered, and
after a consultation, Tuesday morning,
at 10 o'clock, was decided upon as the
most convenient time for a hearing.
Mr. Wilson asked tohave bail fixed.
Mr. >Jye asked his honor to
make the bail heavy, as there
were other complaints to come.
Judge Emery said he could take no
official cognizance of anything not
brought before the court, and then fixed
bail at £10.000. A wait of a few min-
utes was followed by the arraignment
of the prisoner on a second complaint,
sworn out by W. B. Anderson, Blais-
dell's son-in-law, charging him with
forging Mr. BlaisdelTs indorsement to
a $2,000 note on July 6. Mr.
Wilson signified his desire to have
the second case take the same
course as the first, and it was so or-
dered, bail being fixed at the same
amount. The process was repeated in
the case of the third complaint sworn
out by Anderson, and alleginir that Col-
lom forged a $5,000 note on the 29th of
June. The total bail in the three
cases was ?30,000, and Mr. Wilson
said no effort would be made to
raise that amount last night, so
after 10 o'clock this morning had
been? fixed as the the time for further
arraignments on other complaints. De-
tective Howard took charge of the
prisoner, and the two went to the county
jail. Collom was decidedly cool during
the entire proceedings, and a stranger
would hardly have selected him as the
accused from among the people present,
as there were several who displayed
more nervousness and anxiety in face
and action. He talked quietly with
his attorney, and smiled as he
recognized his law partner, C. J.
Rockwood. who entered while the
court was waiting for the second com-
plaint.

CAUSE OF lliKARREST.
Anderson Talks About What the

Creditors Have Done.
W. B. Anderson, who practically rep-

resents Mr. Blaisdell in the affair, was
willingto give information regarding
the arrest. With Attorney Davis he
denounced all the denials of the confes-
sion, and all claims set up by
the creditors that the signatures are
genuine as the veriest bosh. He
says the confession was full, free and
fairand was not mack' under threats or
compulsion. Itwits made in the pres-
ence of five reliable witnesses, and tells
the whole story of the crimp. Ander-
son asserts that his father-in-law can
make affidavit to the effect that he never
indorsed more than three or four notes
for Collom, and that the total amount of
Collom's paper bearing his signature
was not more than $10,000 or £12,000.
He says that the action of the men who
hold the paper in denying the genuine-
ness of the confession and in inducing
Collom to deny it,so that an endeavor
to hold J. T. Blaisdell for the full
amount of the notes, with a prospective
attempt to tie up in litigation
the property turned over to An-
derson by the accused, was what
forced Mr. Blaisdell to cause
Collom's arrest and arraignment on the
charge of forgery. He says he had
promised the holders of the worthless
notes that he would turn over for the
satisfaction of their claims all the prop-
erty conveyed tohim by Collom, as soon
as Mr.Blaisdell's interest, amounting
to $10,000 or 812,000, had been satisfied.
"We considered this proposition emi-
nently just ana fair," said
Mr. Anderson, "but they were
determined to have war, and now they
can have it." Mr. Davis said little, but
was evidently of the same opinion as
Mr. Anderson, and is very much in-
censed at the course taken by the cred-
itors, and the statements some of them
have made to the newspapers. He says
the reports circulated as to Mr. Blais-
dell's niental condition and business
methods, or rather lack of business
methods, are entirely false.

HAS IjITTIiUTO SAY.

Collom's Attorney Has Nothing
for the Public.

Hon. E. M. Wilson, who appears for
the defendant, was questioned regard-
ng the case after court adjourned yes-
terday. He said the defense had no
statement to make to the people, but re-
marked that he would be highly
pleased if some one could give
a satisfactory explanation of Mr.
Blaisdell's actions. "He still
claims," said Mr. Wilson, "'all the
notes are forged, and that he is respons-
ible to none of the holders of Collom's
paper, and yet he has become good for
the fullamount held by the Security
hank, and has guaranteed that institu-
tion against loss <nthe notes ithas
taken. Itcertainly looks rather pecul-
iar and J. T. Blaisdell may yet be held
for all of Collom's paper on which
his name appears."

BACK-ACTION CONFESSION.

Collom Goes Back on His Earlier
Statements.

Collom yesterday turned a complete
back somersault, and now denies the
confession said to have been made by
him in the presence of five witnesses in
the office of Davis & Farnham.
He now says that if he
ever made any confession what-
ever it was under the excitement
consequent upon the accusations of the
lawyers, and while he was suffering
iiom temporary emotional insanity. He
denies that he over forged the notes
and claims that Mr. Blaisdell indorsed
them all. While this puts a new as-
pect on some angles of the
knotty problem, it also goes far
toward strengthening the belief that
there is an unbleached African in the
fuel somewhere that hasn't yet been in-
troduced to the public, and probably
won't be ifthose most immediately in-
terested can prevent it.

COLLOM'S FAMILY.
His Wife Knew Nothing Tiil Yes-

terday Morning.
Collom, the alleged forger, has a

wife and three small chil-
ren, who knew nothing of his

disgrace until yesterday. Mrs. Col-
lom is said to be in a delicate condi-
tion, and serious results were feared
from the shock to her nervous system
when the discovery of her husband's
jriiiltwas made known to her, but it be-
came necessary yesterday to acquaint
her with the facts in the case, aud she
is said to have borne it bravely.

CREDITORS SAY WAIT.
They Want the Public to HoldIts

Judgment.

A meeting of a number of the credi-
tors was held last evening at the office
of the W. B.Clark Investment company,
at the conclusion of which one of the
heavy creditors authorized the follow-
ing statement, which represents the
feeling of those present:

Aprominent business man who holds
some of the Collom-Blaisdell paper thus
outlines the conclusions to which he
and a large number of others similarly
situated have come, and it would seem
that in view of the many sensational re-
ports concerning the matter which are
understood to have emanated largely, if
not wholly from a certain law office, the
denizens of which are understood to be
acting professionally for the protection
of Air.Blaisdell from liability upon the
paper, that the public may become ac-
quainted with the aspect of this affair,
as after a most patient and careful in-
vestigation itappears to them. Among
other things the public have been
treated to an account of a very dramatic
scene said to have been enacted in the
office upon an occasion when Mr.Col-
lom is said to have made a confession
to the effect that without exception all
the notes made by him which bear Mr.
Blaisdell's indorsement were forgeries
bo far as the indorsement was con-
cerned, perpetrated by him, Mr.Collom
We Have observed that in an interview
said to have been had with Mr. Wilson,
the attorney of Mr. Collom, this tearful
scene is largely if not entirely a sensa-
tional fake. Atthis lime nothing more
need be said about this. The creditors
claim to be in the possession of evi-
dence, which has been gathered and
sifted with great care, which convinces
them more thoroughly that Mr. Collom
lias never forged Mr. Blaisdell's name
to any paper, and that every
piece which has come to their no-
tice which bears Mr. Blaisdell's
name bears his genuine signature,
signed with his own hand. Of course
it willnot be expected that all this evi-
dence shall at this time be given in de-
tail. Itis said to be a fact, that when
the subject of Mr. B.s in-
dorsements had resulted in bringing to
lightupwards of §150,000, of such paper
an arrangement was negotiated and
virtually agreed upon, by which Mr.
Blaisdell acknowledged and was
to assume that amount; and up to that
time no hint of forgery was heard. Sub-
sequent investigation disclosed about
f227,000 of such paper. Then the ar-
rangement was abandoned, and then
for the first time came the suggestion
and claim of forgery, culminating inthe
aforesaid scene in the office in which
Mr. Collom is said to have con-
fessed that all of the paper without
exception was forged. Itmay also be
mentioned that upon some of these
notes not held by any bank, upon which
it is alleged Mr.Blaisdell's indorsement
was forged, Mr.Blaisdell did ata recent
date, and only a short time before this
sensation was sprung, deliberately, in
the presence of witnesses and with the

'
alleged forged indorsement before his
eyes, sign a waiver of protest and guar-
anty of payment. These are but a few
of the facts which have been gathered.
Another thing to which attention may
be called is as follows: Itis already
known that the attorneys of Mr. Blais-
dell had Mr.Collom in virtual custody
in charge of a detective for several
days. On Wednesday they somewhat
dramatically announced toa committee
of the creditors that they were through
withhim, aid that they, the creditors,
could take him. Mr. Collom has con-
tinued since under voluntary surveil-
lance of an officer until yesterday,
when he was arrested upon a
warrant understood to be sworn
out by Anderson, a son-in-law
of Blaisdell. It was thought
by the creditors, that they understand
this little game, and that itwas to get
the creditors to cause Mr. C's arrest
and thus commit them to the theory of
forgery. Itdid not work. They did not
believe Mr. Collom guilty, and do not
now. The arrest yesterday they regard
merely as another move in the'game of
bluff. Of course they desire to realize
upon their obligations. They believe Mr.
Blaisdell is legally and morally bound
upon them, and they propose to pursue
an honorable and straightforward
course to inforce that liability. They
think that at least they will have the
satisfaction of knowing that they have
not been disgraced by bending them-
selves to an endeavor to col-
lect money by the compromis-
ing of an alleged felony. They
believe the charging of Mr. Collom
with this great crime is a most cruel
thing. This young man has heretofore
borne an unimpeachable and spotless
character, lie has a lovely and inter-
esting family;that good name and the
happiness of that family is worth more
than all of Mr. BlaisdelPs millions
added. They ask simply on their be-
half in pursuit of what they believe to
be their just rights, and for the sake of
Mr.Collom. that the public accord a
patient waiting.

FOR EIGHT HOURS.

Miss Eva
McDonald spoke for half an hour
on the same subject. John McGurck
was the last speaker. No attempt was
made to organize a league, but a meet-
ing will be held next Thursday night
for that purpose. During the speaking
a number of drunken men from time to
time shouted at the speakers and in
various ways annoyed the meeting.

THEY WANT IMPROVEMENTS.

Citizens Besieging the Council
With Requests for Sewers and
Paving.
There was a large gathering of alder-

men at the city council chamber yester-
day, brought there by the notice served
on the committees on wsiter works, sew-
ers and pavings to come together to dis-
cuss the state of the permanent
improvement. Aid.Vogt, chairman of
the sewer committee, mounted Presi-
pent Johnson's throne as chairman, the
comptroller's books were opened, and
Mr. Cakiewood read the alderman
columns of debits and balances until
their heads swam. City Engineer
liinker added his mite, the
city fathers chipped remarks
at intervals, and citizens who were
present volunteered advice, and at 5
o'clock the conference adjourned, after
referring the subject under discussion
toa apecial sub-committee composed of
the chairmen of the sewer, paving and
water works committees and the com-
mittee on ways and means, which will
meet to-day. The sitnation that
called forth the conference is
this. The city's permanent improve-

'

ment fund is short because of the ex-
traordinary demand for permanent im- :
provements on the part of citizens. It
seems as ifthere never before were so
many people who had such confidence
in their real eslate holdings, that they
were willingto go in for expensive im-
provements. The city engineer has
been besieged for the last three or four
weeks, by citizens who came to his of-
fice to learn if there was not some way
i;: which they could advance the
money for these improvements in-
stead of pursuing the usual order which
is to take the improvements first and
kick about the size of the assessments
afterwards. He has found great diffi-
culty inexplaining to them that sewers
cannot well be built until the city has
the money to do its share of the work.

Last spring a large number of per-
manent improvements were cut off in
order to curtail expenses, and the coun-
cil is now confronted with the question
how to put these in and accede to the
requests for new works that are con-
stantly coming in.

The permanent improvement fund for
next year willcontain, at a maximum
estimate, $527,000 aerived from the
following sources, authorized but unis
sued bonds $105,000; tax levy of twoand
one-halt mills on $132,000,000 valuation,
allowing 10 per cent for delinquenees
$207,000; assessments returnable to the
permanent improvement revolving
fund, $125,000; total $527,000. The work
already ordered for next year amounts
to about $480,000, divided as fol-
lows: Paving contracts of
ISB9 postponed one year. $140,000;
of which the city's share is S119.000;
sewers, $2'J5,000, of which the city's
share is $272,000; water mains, $102,000.

of which the city's share is $$0,000; to-
tal, $480,000. The city's share of the
paving and sewer contracts is really
less, butunder the law of 1887, creating
the permanent improvement revolving
fund, assessments for these improve-
ments come back to the city treasury 20
tit cent per annum for five years,
so that the city the first year
has practically to advance
all the money, except one-fifth of the
property's proportion, which willcome
back at the June settlement each year
before much work has been done. The
principal work undertaken for next
year is the construction of a 3G-inch
main from Prospect park to the Shingle
creek pumping station, at a cost of $30,-
--000, the cost completion of the large Du-
pont avenue intercepting sewer, the
completion of the northeast and south-
east sewer tunnels, the large
amount of paving mentioned above
and a miscellaneous order of;
curb and gutter contracts. The
question the committee discussed
yesterday was whether some of the 1

suburban sewer and paving orders
could not be annulled in favor of a
sewer system for the Central park re-
gion, which badly needed it. The abut-
tingproperty would pay for the smaller
sewers, but the city would have to pay
the heavy end of twelve blocks of
sewer from Dupont avenue along
Erie, and down LyndaIq, to con-
nect, with the Hennepin avenue
sewer. This main sewer would
cost about ?00,000. Atthe next meeting
something will probably be agreed
upon in this direction, as action will
have to be taken before August 20th in
order to make the assessments return-
able at the next June settle-
ment of taxes. No new work can
be undertaken this year because
the permanent improvement fund
is not likely to reach 1527.000, as the
board of tax levy, which meets in Oc-
tober, willhardly allow the fulltwo and
one-half mills! There is, however, a
balance of unused bonds amounting to
about Sioo.ooo which may be.some alder-
men think, turned into the permanent
improvement fund. There is an unused
balance of ?38,0000n the Jsorth Minne-
apolis sewer tunnel,slS,ooo on the south-
west tunnel. $17,000 on the southeast
tunnel, and $28,000 on viaducts and rail-
way crossings. The city attorney will,
however, have to decide whether these
bonds,which were issued forone specific
purpose, can be used for any other.

A -'KID"CAUSED IT.

The Poor Farm Inmates Will Get
: ItHereafter.
IAtthe regular meeting of the board
of supervisors of the poor yesterday aft-
ernoon the superintendent's report was
received and filed. Itshowed the num-
ber of applications for aid made at the
office as 398; visits by superintendent,
76; relief granted in groceries, 183 per-
sons, amounting to $501.75; number of
patients in hospital, 69; hospital ex-
penses, £154.32; inmates in poor house,
45;poor house expenses,s4ls.72; visits by
physician,24B; total expended, $1,754.51.
Two bids were received for the poor de-
partment fuel supply, the first at the
following figures for dry mill wood:
Dimension, per load. $2.25; slab. 52.15;
gang, |1.50. This bid was from Charles
M. Purple, representing nine of the
leading wood firms in the city. Will-,
iam Gill bid for gang, $1.45; mixed,
$1.70, and slab, $2.20, but his bid was
not accompanied by a bond. The bids
were referred to Aid. Loye, Phillips
and Reeves for consideration. The first
bid represents a combine on the part of
the fuel firms to avoid competition,
though the prices asked are
claimed to be reasonable and
fair. Aid. Gray, .Loye and McGowan
present a written report of' the results
of their visit to the poor farm a month
ago. They indorsed the institution's,
management, and thought the fare of
the inmates should be improved by the

'serving of butter three times a week in-
stead of twice. The committee were
assured that the county commission-
ers would order the superintendent to
institute the reform.
