CniCAGO, Aug. 9.-The wheat market was

narrow again today, but the trade does not

lose interest, and fcharp action is likelyto

follow any influential news either way. It

was purely a local market, with the forces

and the news pretty well divided. Atthe

opening the bulls had better cables, and the
bears bad heavier receipts than estimated.
Hutchinson was a buyer and Mitchell a

seller. Later, Poole was a good seller and
George Smith was a seller. The crowd was
inclined to the selling side in anticipation of

enormous receipts when the weather bright-

ens. This turned the course of prices down
b trifle. The most loss was in August from

76ifce early to 76Vsc at 1o'clock.

The v.et, cold weather inEngland caused the
better carles, just as the fine weather
caused the lower figures yesterday. Ad-
vices gave one-ihird the European crop
secured, quality Cue, and supplies making
foreigners indifferent to American wheat.
Receipts here were 218 ears, or 55 cars over
the estimate. Estimate for Saturday, 233
cars. Receipts at Chicago, St. Louis and To-

ledo aggregated 422,000 bu. Atlantic ports
aggregated 88,000 bu wheat and 17,000
pki-'s oi flour. The inspection here was
174,000 bu. There was nothing to disturb
wheat at the close.

Just when it looked as if the market was
ready for a slump the sentiment changed

nnd "prices moved up slowly, The up-turn

was said to be due to a few outside buying
orders sent in on the break. Closing prices

Sterling exchange quiet and weaker at
54.84V2 for sixty-day bills and $4.87iA for
demand. There was more vim to the stock
speculation to-day and the buying was ofa
more general nature than during the past
few days, which imparted a firmer and more
pronounced tone to the dealings. There was
very little news of importance to affect val-
ues, but the reports from the crops in Illi-
nois, the action of the Northwestern
in restoring coal rates between Milwau
kee and St. Paul, and the addi
tional favorable returns of earnings-
were fa2tors in the market to-day,
There was what seemed to be good buying in
the Vanderbilts, Gould stocks, and Villards,
the first of which did much to give a con-
fident tone to the buying,and the pools were
nilactive in their favorites, resulting in a
general, though moderate depreciation. Lon-
don had gotten over the influence of the ad-
vance in the Bank of England rate, and this
morning was fully up toour figures of last
evening, while our market opened up from
Vs to % per cent. There was abetter dislrib
ution of the business done, though the
special favorites, such as the Chesapeake &
Ohiop. the C. C. 0. &St. L. and Lake Erie &
Western maintained theirascendancy inthe
dealings and furnished an element of
strength to ihe rest of the market.
London was again a buyer in the early
trading, but the speculation received but
littlesupport from the local operators until
well intothe morning, when Missouri Pacific,
Northern Pacific preferred became CRpecially
active and strong, and were followed-later
byUnion Pacific. The Gould propeities
were features of the afternoon's trading, and
the \\abash especially, under trieinfluence
of the very flattering report of the earnings
forlast month, made a handsome advance.
Oregon Transcontinental also was remark-
able for a spurt, which carried itup over 1
per cent, «nd among the other low-priced
shares, Southern Pacific, Green Bay and San
Francisco preferred made especially large
cains on small trading. Toward the
latter portion of theafternoon a sellingmove-
ment, which was supposed to emanate from
Chicago, was begun in sugar, trust and the
pressure was lifted only with the close of
business, by which time its price had been
depressed 3*4 per cent. This movement af-
fected to some extent the rest of the market
and concessions were made from the best
prices over the entire list. The close, how-
ever, was dull but firm at fractional advances
over the opening figures. The only important
final changes among the active stocks was
the loss of3% per cent in sugar. The rail-
road bond market was quiet, and the Chesa-
peake &Ohio fives and Richmond & Alle-
ghany firsts maintaiued their lead in
tne dealings, the first named furnish-
ing $286,0.'0 out of a total day'
busines of 81.308,000. The market was
firm,but there was no decided tone to the
dealings. St. Paul gold sevens rose 2 to 12,
Chicago, St.Louis &Pittsburg firsts 3 to 95,
and VVabash general receipts 4 to 48. North-
western sinking funds lost 2 at 120. Gov-
ernment bonds have been dull and steady.
State bonds have been dull, but without
feature. The total sales of stocks to-day
were 218,490 shares, including: Atchisou,
16.765 ;Delaware, Lackawana & Western,
6,700; Lake Shore, 5,515; Missouri Pacific,
15,210; Northwestern, 3,328; Northern
Pacific.

BUSINESS IS BOOMING.

Changes Daring the Week Have
AllBeen Favorable.

New Yobk,Aug. 9.—R. G. Dun & Co.'s
weeklyreview of trade says: The changes
in the business world during the week,
though but slight,have all been in the right
direction. There isa littlebetter movement
of products, some improvement in crop pros-
pects, particularly in cotton, and, with more
confidence and strength in the stock market,
less change in withdrawals of
specie for Europe, Inmanufactured prod-
ucts all changes arc in the direction of im-
provement, and the reports from other points
indicate a volume of trade exceeding last
year, and, on the whole, steadily in-
creasing. Of all cities reporting this
week, scarcely one notes dullness
in trade, and though business is rather
inactive at Kansas City,a better demand for
money is Been. At Detroit, whiie general
trade is fair, considerable building is in
progress, and collections, slow in some lines,
are good in others. Omaha finds trade good,
crops never cetter and collections fair; Mil-
wauKee notes excellent crop prospects, ex-
cept forcorn, and business good: Chicago
Tejoices in assurance ofabundant crops, and
dealings in provisions exceed those of the
same week last year by50 per cent, in wool
by 25 percent, and iu'live stock and hides
by 10 per cent. At Philadelphia there is
seen general improvement; at Gal-
vesion very favorable crop reports give
strength, and at Boston there is a signifi-
cant hardening of the money market.
The coke strike has ended and removes ap-
prehension of the closing of many iron
works in the Pittsburg dtstrict. In pig iron
the price has advanced about 50 cents, and
manufactured iron is strong. The glass
trade is good. The copper producers have
agreed to continue present prices. Tin is
weaker abroad, but the American demand
larger than ever, and lead is dull at 3.£5c.
In wool and woolens there is not much
change. Sales have been lightand spinners
still uy sparingly. The market for cotton
poods is more satisfactory, but the market
for raw cotton does not yield, though the
new crop is now expected to be large, and
from two to three weeks early. Iv
boots and shoes the severity of com-
petition makes profits very narrow
Rubber is very weak and declining
With steady improvement in the reports
from the Northwest, wheat has declined
about %c on sales of8,0t'0,000 bu. Oats are
nearly 1c lower, and hogs 10c per 100 lbs.
Inoil there is sn advance of%c. and in cof-
fee prices have been iifted $tc Sugar is
strictlynominal, with6%c quoted as above
any bid at present obtainable, and the nara-
tive that an international syndicate is getting
ready to buy Cuba srom Spain and to con-
trol all sources ofsupply of raw sugar, may
be mentioned as indicating the difficulties
which the trust and theMagdeburg syndicate
begin torealize. The stock market has been
strong and advancing. A rational explana-
tion is that railroads are assured of a
large fallbusiness, and so willbe powerfully
pressed toadjust differences, if only for a
time. The average price of the more active
stocks is about $1.60 per share higner than a
week ago, and foreign realizing no longer
appears. The tendency of capital toward in-
dustrial combinations may naturally have
been checked oflate, and this would lessen
the disposition torealize on good securities.
During the week the treasury has taken in
§1,000,000 more than it has paid out, but
the merchandise exports from New York for
the week were nearly 30 per cent above last
year's, with an increase of about 20 per cent
inimports. The business failures number
201 as compared with a total of 210 last
week and 216 the week previous. For the
corresponding week of laEt year the figures
were 233.
