They Expected a Bearish Report and
Got One of a Different
Color.

Financial Operations of the Big Money
Kings---The General Quo-
tations.

Cnicaco, Aug. 12.—The government fig-
ures of wheat again proved treacherous. The
trade sold wheat down Satuiday, expecting a
bearish report from Washington. When the
figures came they reduced the percentage on
spring wheat from 83.3 to 81.2, where, as it
was expected, the improvement might rcgoh
£8t0 92. The trading began this morning
with this aad other bull influences where
they were unexpected. All futures opened
e higher; August at 757e, December
778%c. There was a tendency to decline
from first figures until the visible supply fig-
ures came in, showing an increase of but
710,000 bushels for the week, or about half
as much as expected. The increase a year
820 was over 2,250,000, Cables were on the
buying side also, with spot and futures
tending up at Liverpool. Export clcar-
ances of wheat and flour from
Atlantic ports aggregated 242,000 bush
els, Receipts here were 303 cars,
but only 78 cars of No., 2 red winter out of
200 cars received graded No. 2. On these
conditions there was an active market, with
good covering by shorts. Frices, after sag-
ging a little from the opening. moved up
sharply before noon—August from 75%c to
7655c; September, 7535 to 76%C: December,
77l to 781%c. There was some fighting
around 777%c and 78c, with Hutchinson a
seller. In fact, he sold the crowd wheat all
the way up. Toward i o'clock the pit was
more quiet, with December at 7T77@78c.
The offsets to the bLull influences were the
brilliant weather and the light shipments
from the principal receiving points. The
comments on the Dodge report were

very uncomplimentary — even parties
on the bull side of the market
were ready to wager that the figures

do not represent the facts. The visible grain
supply statement. as compiled by Secretary
Stone, of the board of trade, shows an in-
crease for the week of 710,000 bu wheat and
265,090 bu oats, and a decrease of 50,000 bu
corn, The government crop report showed
an improvement of four points in the condi-
tion of the corn crop, and on this and the
fine weather the trade was quite bearish for
some time. After the visible statement came
out, showing that there had been a small de-
cre.se in supplies during the week, the early
tellers turned to the buying side. The de-
crease in the visible indicates a surprisingly-
large export and consumptive demand.
Oats were weak at -the outset, but strong
later. The estimate of only 394 cars for to-
morrow, and the enormous consmmption asin-
dicated by the small increase in the visible
were the bullish features. The receipts were
294 cars winter wheat, 7 cars spring. 678
corn and 390 cars oats, Withdrawals from
store were 109,182 bu winter wheat, 349,-
951 bu corn. and 53,833 bu oats. Provisions
were very weak, owing to the very large re-
ceipts and lower prices at the stock yards.
Cudahy was a heavy seller of January prod-
uet. The demand for cash lard was good,
and the effect on the speculative market was
very beneficial. 8. V. White, the Anglo-
American company, and Eastern people
were buying the near futures in lard; Wells
and the packers generally were selling.
