WEATHER AND CROPS,

The Minnesota Showing Made in
Reports to Signal Observer
Healy.

The week ending Aug. 17 was warmer
than usual in the western and north-
western counties, and the temperature
was correspondingly deficient in the
southern section, while in the eastern
portion of the state the heat was about
normal. Rainfall is reported as follows:
Duluth, 2.25 inches; Brainerd, 0.75; St.
Vincent, 0.47; Moorhead, 0.44; Argyle,
0.37; St. Paul, 0.30; La Crosse, 0.07;
Owatonna, 0.02; Luverne, light showers;
Rolling Green and Grand Meadow,
“trace.” The amount of sunshine is ex-
pressed as “‘average’ and ‘‘very much.”
The weather was favorable for crops
and for havvesting, although rain is
needed for corn and pastures in certain
localities. Stackingand threshing are
general in_the central counties, and
harvesting is half done in the extreme
northwest portion. The yield of crops
is fully up to the estimates previously
made,

REMARKS OF CORRESPONDENTS.

Duluth—Very much sunshine and
average temperature prevailed. Rain-
two and one-fourth inches.

La Crosse--Crops doing nicely. Tem-
im-r]atvure below average. Rainfall 0.07
nch.

Benson—Cutting all done. Stacking
and threshing in progress. Wheat in
extra fine shape and farmers happy in
consequence, Corn looking well.

Argyle—The past week has been very
good for harvesting, which is wellunder
way. It is thought that the wheat crop
will average about eight bushels per
acre; although some fields are good,
others are very poor.

Medford—Corn and potatoes are doing
well and pastures are improving.
Farmers on Straight river valley are
doing their threshing. Wheat and oats
are very light. Wheat will yield about
eight or ten bushels per acre, and oats
twenty to twenty-five bushels.

Moorhead—The weather has been

favorable for harvesting. The majority
of farmers are through cutting and = are
beginning to thresh. Crops are yield-
ing fully as well, if not better, than was
expected.

Owatonna—Stacking all done ;thresh-
ing commenced. So far as heard from
spring wheat is yielding 15 to 25 bushels
per acre; oats, 20 to 50 bushels; barley,
30 to 35 bushels: winter wheat about 12
bushels. In_the less favored sections
the yield is better than was anticipated.
Weather favorable for everything ex-
cept corn. z

New Ulm—Stacking is completed.
Many neighboring farmers have com-
menced ploughing. New wheat re-
ceipts are fair.

Luverne—Average temperature and
sunshine prevailed. A light shower on
Monday, the 12th.

Wadena—Stacking is general through-
out this locaiity. Some threshing done.
Better yield and grade than was ex-
pected. The best growth of corn ever
known in the county.

Grand Meadow—Stacking two-thirds
done, Grain in fine condition. Corn
fast coming to the front. Pastures need
more rain.

Rolling Green—Country needing rain.
Corn progressing slowly. Hay a light
crop. Late-sown buckwheat very back-
ward.

Brainerd—Rain the past two weeks
has helped vegetation. Corn and pota-
toes will be a good crop. Frost was re-
ported a few miles from here, but the
report is not credited, as there was no
effects of the same on plants in this
vicinity.

St. Vincent—Splendid weather for
harvesting, which is nearly half done.
Late rains have helped hay prospects.
