WORKED BY IMPOSTORS.

Itelief Agent Hutchins Unearths
a Mother Frochard and Fam-
ily-

A good case to illustrate the fact of
misplaced charity has just been brought

to public notice through M.L.Hutch-
ins, general agent of the relief society,

vice a family consisting of three grown
young men and a widowed mother. One
of the sons, while at work for a short
time, obtained a letter of recommenda-
tion from a leading business man. He
soon ceased working, and began to vic-
timize the people on the letter with a
plausible story, and obtained money
without working by telling how un-
fortunate he had been through sickness
and losing his situation, and had an
aged, crippled mother to support, etc.,
etc. During the last two years he has
succeeded in obtaining, from citizens
who seem tobelieve itis more charita-
ble to give and ask no questions, both
money and grocerie in abundance,
while many who are unable to work
have not received because they did not
beg.

Another son would go out Saturday
toward evening and, beginning to
tremble and with tears in his eyes,
would state his deplorable case as fol-
lows: "Ihave had the typhoid fever,
am not able to work;have a wife and
we are so destitute we have not enough
to last over Sunday." And he would
be helped, the benevolently disposed
individuals thinking they had done a
good work of charity.

Notwithstanding this family have
been warned by Relief Agent Hutch-
ins to cease begging, they have con-
tinued and carry on the work to such
an extent that ladies have gone to the
house and to the relief society with
baskets of delicacies for the poor, sick
child, which was represented by the
mother. The sick son so represented
has been arrested at the instance of one
of our citizens and sent to the work-
house for ninty days. Another of the
idlers has been compelled to surrender
his letter of recommendation, and the
mother and another son willbe com-
pelled toearn an honest livingor share
a similar fate. Citizens who wish to
aid the poor can at any time consult
the books of the relief society and be-
come posted regarding these applicants.

A HEAVY LAWSUIT.

Property Worth $200,000 In Nin-
inger Addition inDispute.

Attorneys Frank Ford and J. W.
Pinch recently filed in the United
States circuit court forty-one suits in
ejectment brought byJulian D.Harmon
et al. to recover possession of forty lots
inNininger's addition to St. Paul. The
property brought into controversy by
these suits is all improved, and is de-
scribed as follows:

Lots 1,6, 10 to 23, 26. and 27, of block
7, and lots 4to7, <J to 15, 17 to 23, and
25 to 29, of block 8, Nininger's addition
to St. Paul.

The plaintiffs claim title through one
J, Rebecca Harmon, deceased, their
mother, who was the sole legatee and
advisee of the estate of herbrother, one
George K.Swift, deceased. Swift died
leaving his last will and testament,
wherein he made one Frederick Kins-
man, hisuncle.his executor and trustee.
Kinsman, pretending to act under au-
thority in the willof Swift, sold these
lots to Robert A. Smith in June, 1878.
The controversy is over the authority
of Kinsman to make tnis sale. Smith
has since conveyed to the present hold-
ers. A test case was made on lot 24,
block 8, and in a suit of the circuit
court entitled Harmon et al. against
Smith et al., decided on May Bth last.
Ina very able opinion Judge Nelson
fouud the title to be in the plaintiffs,
and ordered judgment accordingly. The
case is reported in Volume 88 of the
Federal Reporter, page 482. Judge
Nelson held that the power of the exec-
utor and the trustee to make sales of
real estate terminated on the death of
J. Rebecca Harmou, the cestui que
trust.

The property involved in the forty-
one suits just filed is, with the improve-
ments, valued at nearly 1200,000.

WILL. OR NO WILL.

Beneficial Societies Mnst Pay-
Supreme Court Decisions.

A case ef interest to members of be-
nevolent societies was yesterday de-
cided in the supreme court. Itwas the
appeal of Jacob Jewell, respondent, vs.
Grand Lodge of A. 0. W. of Minnesota,
appellant. In 1883 Harry Jewell, the
plaintiff's son, became a member of the
United Workmen, and by observing
certain rules and regulations entitled
to participate in what is known as a
beneficiary fund to the amount of 12,000,
which was to be paid upon his decease
"according to his will and bequest."
Jewell died Intestate in 1884, leaving
surviving him no wife,no children, and
no mother. The defendant resisted
payment of the money, but upon a trial
below the court ordered a verdict for
the plaintiff. Defendant appealed from
an order refusing a new trial. The ap-
pellate court, however, affirms the judg-
ment of the trialcourt.

Philomena Jelinck et al., appellants,
vs. Joseph H. Stephen, respondent.
Judgment reversed and a new trial or-
dered.

The State Forec to Be Withdrawn
From Johnstown.

Johnstown, Pa., Aug.19.—1t Is now
stated upon what is considered good
authority that about all the money had
been spent that had been guaranteed to
Gov. Beaver tor the prosecution of the
state work here. Such being the case
itis said, that iv a few days the state
force will be withdrawn, and Johns-
town willthen be leftto shift for Itself.
The people are very much alarmed about
the matter, as itis evident that if the
workmen are withdrawn now that very
serious consequences may ensue. Two
more dead bodies were taken out of cel-
lars to-day, neither of them were re-
cognized. One was a man and the
other a small child. Police officials
have been scouring the country for the
past few weeks notifying people who
have carrid off things from the debris
to return them. As a consequence
many valuables are returned daily and
find their way to the owners. Those
who do not return goods in their pos-
session willbe prosecuted.

IN A NEW ROLE.

The Universal Peace Union Has
an Idea.

Philadelphia, Aug. 19.—A special
meeting of the executive committee of
the Universal Peace union was held
here to-day, at which was adopted an
address to the people of the United
States, suggesting the creation of a na-
tional relief fund to be applied for re-
lieving distress caused by flood or fire,
petilence or famine, cyclones or earth-
quakes, or ony similar catastrophe. It
is suggested that any money remaining
of the Johnstown fund after alldistress
has been relieved, be used as the
nucleus for the reception of any dona-
tionor legacies that may be bequeathed
for this specific object. Itis proposed
that the board of trustees be composed
of the governors of the several states,
the chairman thereof to be president of
the United States. Copies of the ad-
dress have been sent to the president
and various governors.

Fully Fifty Bishops Will Attend
the Celebration inBaltimore.

Baltimore, Aug. 19.—The answers
to the invitations to the centennial of
the Catholic heirarchy to be held in
Baltimore, Nov. 10, and succeeding
days Indicate a verylarge attendance.
Fully fiftyof the bishops of the United
States will be present. Cardinal
Taschereau, archbishop of Quebec, has
sent an acceptance. A feature of the
occasion willbe the probable attendance
of a delegation from Rome, headed by a
prelate holding highrank in the Prop-
aganda. A delegation of distinguished
laymen from the Pacific slope have
already sent requesting that seats be
reserved.

CONTAGION AMONG CATTLE.

Texas Fever Breaks Out in St.
Louis.

St. Louis, Mo., Aug.19.—Texas cat-
tle fever has made its appearance in St.
Louis, and there appears to be a con-
spiracy to prevent a discovery of the
fact. Some time ago a number of cat-

tle consigned from Texas became
afflicted in pens here, and thirty-five
died of the fever. Since then a number
of milch cows in that vicinity have died
from the fever, and there is some alarm
as to the city's milk supply. Health
Commissioner Dudley denies the ex-
istence of the fever, while the dairy in-

spector does not. credit it. Cattle
men, however, claim the disease from
which the animals died was Texas
tever pure and simple.

:found an order of the war department
awaiting him, directing him to proceed
;to Jackson barracks; La. He thinks
he has been ill-used in the matter, and,makes the following statement: . .
i In1884Iwas out on army duty at Browns-
ville. Tex.,and got veryillwith heart trouble.
So bad was myattack thatmy friends thought
Iwas was going to die and Iwas sent home,
;a surgeon being detailed to accompany me.
Irecovered and returned ofmy own volition
'to my post, but Itwas seen that Iwas not;
able to stand wort, so an army board ofoffi-
cers decided that Ishould be retired, and a.
special order was issued by the war depart-
ment June 15, 1885, giving me this release.
It was only a question; of time be-
fore Ishould be placed on the retired
list. This was the relation Ibore to the
army, and, although Ihad never been called j
on, since myretirement, by the "government, j
Ihave volunteered myservices in the Key
West, Tampa and Jacksonville epidemics,
endeavoring to do myduty, and nowIthink
itvery unjust, without a word of warning,
after all these years, to order me, without a
moment's notice, away to another ,state, es-
pecially after Ihad been toldIwas never to
go Into active duty again. Ofcourse, had the
country been at war Iwould not have
hesitated amoment, but in these ' times of
peace it is different. There jis something
about this matter thatIcannot understand.
Evidently some influence has been at work,
though what and whyIcannot imagine. On
Saturday Iwired along telegram thoroughly
explaining the circumstances to Surgeon
General Moore, of the army, but the secre-
tary of war refused to revoke the order, and

VIOLD GUNS UNEARTHED.

Cannon Used in the War Dug Up
in New Mexico.

°

Albuquerque, N. M., Aug. 19.—
Last Friday Capt. Jack Crawford arid
Maj.T. T. Tee] arrived in this city for
the purpose of having Maj.Tee! locate
the place where he had buried some
cannon inApril, 1862. At that time
Albuquerque was in the possession of
the rebels, a.nd Teel's battery was part
of Gen. Sibley's command. To prevent
the cannon from falling into the hands
of the Union,forces, Maj. Teel and
some of his officers buried the
cannon at dead ofnight. The common
soldiers knew nothing of it. The other
officers have since died, oi were killed,
and Maj. Teel alone knew the spot
where the cannon were interred. He
pointed out the spot and went on his
way to El Paso. To-day the digging
was commenced, and ;but a few feet
from where he indicated the cannon
were found. Eight were unearthed,
and itis supposed others willbe found.
They were some six feet deep, and
when taken out, after twenty-seven
years' burial, were as bright as on the
day when they were buried. ,They
quickly turned black on exposure^ They
are twelve-pound howitzers, three
stamped United States, showing .that
they had been captured trom Uncle
Sam and bear the mark of the manu-
facturers, C. A.& Co., Boston. It is
supposed they were part of the McCrea
battery captured at Fort Craig.
