HER LIFE IS SPARED,

Mrs. Maybrick’a Sentence
Commuted to Penal Serv=-
itude for Life.

No Appeals for Further Clem-
ency Will Be Given Any
Consideration.

Berry,England’s Cfficial Hang-
man, Weeps for More
Worlds to Conquer,

French Peasants Pleaa for
Protection Against Amer-
ican Grangers.

LoxNDpoN. Aug. 22.—1t is officially an-
nounced that Mrs. Maybrick’s sentence
has been commuted to penal servitude
for life. ‘I'he decision was based upon
the conflict of medical testimony as to
whether the poison found in deceased’s
stomach was sufficient to produce death.
After a prolonged consultation between
eminent lawyers and Mr. Mathews, the
home secretary, the unanimous opinion
was arrived at that Mrs. Maybrick had
administered poison to her husband
with intent to kill. No further appeal,
either for a release from prison or for
mitigation of the sentence to life im-
prisonment will be entertained. Thomas
Booth, of Holton, until to-day was un-
known to fame, but this is the case no
longer. At a bound he jumped into
publie favor this morning by proclaim-
ing in the riewspapers that he was will-
ing and ready to hang in the place of
Mrs. Maybrick. Now that the death
sentence has been commuted, the pub-
lic are anxiously aweiting another offer
from Mr. Booth in the morning.

THE NEWSPAPERS SATISFIED.

LoNDON, Aug. 23.—All the newspa-
pers here are satisfied with the decision
in the Maybrick case and praise the
home secretary for the manner in which
he has discharged a difficult task. The
Daily Telegraph urges the necessity for
a court of criminal appeal in order to re-
lieve the minister of the onus of such
decisions.

MES. MAYBRICK NOT NOTIFIED.

LIVERPOOL, Ang. 22.—Up to midnight
last night no formal notice of the com-
mutation of Mrs. Maybrick’s sentence
had beenreceived by the prison officials
here. Mrs. Maybrick has not been in-
formed of the decision in her case. Her
mother fainted on hearing the news.
The decision is favorably received
everywhere.

GUARANTEED A GOOD JOB.

England’s Hangman Wants to
Do Some Work in Gotham.

LoNDON, Aug. 22.—Arthur Berry,
whose business it is to go about in her
Majesty’s dominions hanging people,
is, like Alexander, ‘*“Weeping for more
world’s to conquer.” He complains
that there really is no chance for an
able hangman to distinguish himself in
this country, and so when he heard re-
cently that five murderers were to be
hanged in a bunch in New York city,
he promptly cabled to Gov. Hill offer-
ing his services for £00 and expenses,
and at the same time assuring the gov-
ernor that he would guarantee a good
job. What the gove:nor’s answer was,
or whether indeed he answered at ail,
does not transpire.

PEASANTS WANT PROTECTION

Fregch Farmers Cannot Compete
Against Live Americans.

L.oNDON, Aug. 22.—There is consider-
able agitation for higher tariffs through-
out France, more especially in the rural
districts where the small peasant pro-
prietors complain bitterly ot the com-
petition in food products from America
and other countries. The duty on
wheat was some years ago fixed at 20
per cent. With this rate there is no
serious dissatisfaction, but the farmers
point out that instead of reaping the
benefits of higher prices for wheat from
this duty, they find that consumers, to
a very large extent, imstead of using
their wheat substitute Indian corn and
cornmeal, which is much cheaper, and
which is admitted from America with a
nominal duty. They are clamoring for
an increase of the duty on corn and
cornmeal to make it correspond to that
on wheat. In the department of the
Vosges the council general, which is
composed very largely of farmers,
passed resolutions to-day without a dis-
senting voice strongly urging the gov-
ernment to this course. Some of the
other industries. notably the iron and
steel, are taking advantage of the popu-
larity of this movement to join hands
with the farmers. with the view of
securing increased protection for their
own products.

STRIKERS MUST DECIDE.

An Offer of Work and Bread Made
by London Ship Owners.

Loxpox, Aug. 22.—The London mer-
chants and the ship owners hela a meet-
ing to-day to decide what course should
be pursued in relation to the existing
dock laborers’ strike. No decision will
be reached uatil the strikers’ committee

accept or reject the compromise pro-
posal offered them by the vessel owners,

The steamer Oriental which wastohave
sailed to-day for Calcutta is still at her
dock, the forty men who were brought
here from Liverpool to load her having
been persuaded by the strikers to re-
turn to their homes.

CHEERED BY HIS SUBJECTS.

Kaiser Wilhelm Receives an Ova-
tion at Strasburg.

STRASBURG, Aug. 22.—The palace
was illuminated this evening. The
trade, gymmastic and choral so-
cieties of the town, to the num-
ber of 9,000 persons formed a pro-
cession and marched past the palace. In
front of the palace a torchlight device
was formed representing the initial let-
ters of the names of their majesties.
The emperor and empress appeared on
the balcony and were greefed with the
greatest enthusiasm.

The
train was the first to go over the new
road, and carried a select excursion of
