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Howard County, lowa.
Howard county is bounded on the

north by your beautiful state of Minne-
sota, so congenial ininterests and asso-
ciations to the grand state of lowa, on
the east by Winneshiek conty, on the
south by Chickasaw county, and on the
west by the county of Mitchell. It is
the third county west of the Mississippi
river. Howard may properly be called
a prairie county. The suiface is un-
dulating and the elevation such that it
is healthful and agreeable, while the
landscape is beautiful and pleasing
throughout its whole extent. Men who
have traveled over every part of lowa
agree that no county in lowa presents
less waste land than Howard. Really
there is no waste laud here. The tim-

ber region embraces about one-twelfth
Df its area. A large proportion ot this
is young timber of different varieties,

chiefly oak, elm, maple and poplar, but
small bodies of burr oak may be seen in
Beveral parts of the county, skirting the
rich prairies. There, is also considera-
ble timber along the Western Wapsi-
pinlcon and in places along

THE OTHER STREAMS.
Dotted over the prairies are many

cultivated or "artificial"groves of ever-
greens, soft and hard maple, box elder,
wahvits and butternuts, etc., some of
them furnishing a sufficient supply of
fuel for the thrifty owners, and all add
to the beauty of the scenery and to the
comfort and pleasure of" the prairie
nomes and the herds and flocks. For
the culture of fruit and forest trees
there is a liberal exemption of taxation.

There are frequent exposures of rock
along nearly all the streams, furnishing
good quarries of excellent building
stone.

Howard county is quite well watered.
The Wapsipinicon flows through the
county, while the Little Wapsie rises
within the limits of the connry. The
Upper lowa river, the largest stream in
the county, pursues a winding course,
running through the northern town-
ships in a generally eastern direction.
The source of the Turkey river is near
the center of the county. Cram creek
waters a large part of the county, flow-
ingina southwesterly course, rising in
Jamestown township and traversin? the
entire county. The Upper lowa affords
a very good

WATEB PCPVEIS,
which is Improved to a considerable ex-
tent tor millingpurposes, at Chester.
Lime Springs, Forseton and Florence-
ville. These streams, with tueir nu-
merous affluents, willsupply the coun-
ty with never-failing water— the au-
gust season failing to exhaust them.

The pure running water of the nu-
merous streams, with an absence of
swamps and stagnant sloughs, renders
the atmosphere salubrious at all sea-
sons. Malarial diseases and that
scourge of some of the Eastern and
Southern states, the fever and asue, are
seldom, if ever known now in Howard
county.

The soil is a dark, deep sandy loam,
no alkali, with a limestone and clay
6oil. and is very productive of all kinds
of crops, especially the different varie-

ties of grasses. The famous Kentucky
blue-grass grows luxuriantly here.Tim-
othy and clover are staple crops, gener-

. ally sure and immense in their yield.
"Corn is king" here, and wheat, oats,
barley and flax are

SAFE CROPS
and yield lareely. All kinds of root
crops do well and yield enormously, es-
pecially potatoes, which cannot be ex-
celled anywhere. The Duchess and
several varieties of Russian apples are
raised here, and most of the small fruits

—grapes, raspberries, strawberries,
etc., are grown successfully. Particu-
lar mention should also be made of the
products of the apiary, the stores of nec-
tar forming a large and profitable item
with those who have the skill to utilize
the work ofthe busy bees.

The climate and soil of Howard
county are favorable to the best devel-
opment of stock. Contagious diseases
and epidemics are practically unknown
among the herds and flocks of this fa-
vored region. So encouraging and con-
genial are all the conditions of animal
life, the beauty, the vigor, the sym-
metrical development of the stock ex-
cite the admiration of the visitor.
Strong, fleet and handsome horses;
beautiful cows, unsurpassed in milking
qualities; great, broad steers; swine
fatand round, and apparently without
heads or legs or any waste material;
sheep of the best wool and meat strains
combined; poultry healthy and prolific;
all of these

DOMESTIC SERVANTS
and friends of man add inestimably to
the pleasure and immensely to the profit
of the farmers of Howard county.
Itwould be difficult to name a desir-

able breed of stock that is not raised

here, and that does not grow toits best
conditions here. The hardy and im-
mense Clydesdale, Percheron, Norman,
English and Canada and other draft
horses, the proud-stepping roadsters,
fleet racers, and high grades of allsorts,
are raised on Howard county farms,and
draw buyers and good prices from St.
Paul, Chicago, Boston and New York,
for service in the street cars, expresses
and 'buses, and for carriage roadsters.

Ofcattle, the variety is equally as nu-
merous and the value as great. There
are grand, and in some instances une-
qualed, herds of thoroughbred Short
Horns, Holsteins, Jerseys, Polled An-
gus, lied Polled Norfolk and Herefords,
and splendid grades of every breed.

Special attention is also given to
swine. Hog raising is a sure staple,
and profitable. Allthe most desirable
kinds are raised, from the pure-bred
Berkshire, Poland China, Chester
White and Essex tosplendid crosses.

SHEEP DO" WELL
here, and would be raised more exten-
sively were it not for the lamentable
fact (hat dogs flourish here also. Here,
as elsewhere, the poorer a man is the
more dogs he rears at the expense of
his neighbors. As it is, there are fine
riocks of thoroughbred Lancasters,
Cots wolds, Southdowns, Shropshire-
downs, Merinos and the usual grades.

Our farmers know the value of poul-
try, and there ismuch pride and gener-
ous rivalry in the raising of the many
varieties, both pure and mixed, for eegs
and meat of chickens, turkeys, geese
and ducks. This is a large and profita-
ble industry, and immense shipments
go to the great markets ot the world.
Itwill be seen from the foregoing

that our farmers do not put all their
eggs in one basket. They do not take
their chances in one industry alone.
They use to depend wholly on

WHEAT HAISING,
which was a bitter and disastrous ex-
perience to many. But as they have
learned our soil and climate better, and
treasured up the lessons of time and
experience, they have adopted diversi-
fied fanning. Many of them have al-
ready reached a condition of independ-
ence with their well-cultivated acres,
spaiious and handsome buildings, their
grain and their stock, and their bank
accounts; and many more are on their
way to that happy condition, which is
the sure reward of the intelligent, in-
dustrious and thrifty Howard county
farmer.

Northern lowa butter and cheese have
taken the first prizes at state, national
and world's fairs. The pure, healthful
climate and the rare quality of the
grasses which grow so luxuriantly here,
have made Howard county and North-
eastern lowa pre-eminently the dairy
region of the Union. The butter farms
of Orange county. New York, followed
Greetoyfs advice and went West, alight-
ingin Northeastern lowa, with Cresco
as headquarters.

To show the magnitude of the
BUTTKK DTDTTBTBY

of Howard county, let us look at the
figures. For convenience, we give
round numbers. The Cresco Creamery
company, which operates these cream-
eries, one each at Cresco, Lime Spring?
and Lourdes, is vow making about 6,000

pounds of butter daily. The Merchants'
Creamery company at Cresco is now
manufacturing 3,000 pounds daily: the
Kiceville creamer}', 1,500; the Elma
creamery, 1,500; the one at Chester,
2,000. and the one at, Lowther 1.000
pounds a day. Hundreds of pounds are
also brought in daily insmall lots and
sold to the groceries, hotels and to pri-
vate houses,but of this we willmake no
account in the present estimate, as we
do not wisli to overstate the amount.
Add up the foregoing figures and we
have IS.OOO pounds of butter daily, 108,-
--000 pounds for a week of six working
days. 4;»2,O00 a month, 5,610,000 a year!
Ninety-seven thousand tubs! Three
hundred and twenty-three carloads!
Verily,ifcorn Is king, the

COW IS THE QUEEN
in this county.

Most of the butter is shipped to Chi-
cago and the Eastern cities, though a
considerable quantity goes to the terri-
tories and the Northwest.

There is considerable manufacturing
done in the county, such as brick,dram-
ingtile,wagons, buggies, mowers, plows,
windmills and other agricultural ma-
chiuery.cooDcring, tinware, etc. There
are measures now under consideration
that may make Cresco a largo and im-
portant 'manufacturing point.

Howard county is out of debt, ahappy
condition that not many counties can
boast of. and has at Cresco a large and
handsome court house, a strong jail
(seldom used) of solid brick walls and
steel .cells, and a fine brick residence
for the sheriff, all on a beautiful park,
iron-fenced ;and near Cresco a county
poor farm with good buildings and in a
high state of cultivation, out with few
boarders. The county is well bridged,
with both wooden and iron structures.
And all these improvements, be it
borne in mind, are paid for and the
county

FKEK OF DEBT.
While the people of Howard county

have been prospering in material mat-
ters they have not neglected their
higher interests. The public school
system of this county is unsurpassed,
and there are flourishing churches of
nearly all the Protestant denominations
and Irish and German Catholics, so that
all can enjoy congenial places of wor-
ship. There are many churches and
schools, but there is not one open saloon
in the county. No wonder that the fail
seldom has an occupant.

Politically Howard county has stal-
wart Republicans and staunch Demo-
crats. On straight party issues the Re-
publicans are inthe majority.

Two railroads— the Chicago, Milwau-
kee & St. Paul and the Chicago, St.
Paul & Kansas City—traverse the

county, connecting it directly withSt.
'

Paul and Minneapolis on the north,

Omaha on the west, St. Louis on the
south and Chicago on the east, and
through these marts to every part of the
country.

THE PRINCIPAL TOWNS
are Cresco, Bonair, Lime Springs and
Chester, on the Chicago, Milwaukee &
St. Paul railroad, and Riceville and
Elma, on the Chicago, St. Paul &Kan-
sas City railroad; while off from the
railroads are a number of settlements
of more or less importance, containing
churches, schools, stores, mills, shops,
postofflces. etc.— Florenceville, Vernon
Springs, Saratoga, Lourdcs, Protovin—
the roads from which lead to Cresco, as
all roads used to lead to Rome. Tour
correspondent may visit these towns
some time and write them up for youas
they deserve.

Unimproved land ranges in value
from $8 to $12 per acre—all of it good
and much of itchoice. Improved farms I
run from Sl2 to £40 per acre, according
to the improvements. There are some
farms that cannot be boueht for ?50 an
acre. Why the low prices? Simply be-
cause the railroads, which have been
the pioneers of Western territories,
have advertised and boomed those vast
empires to the west of us. Many have
learned too late of the grand country
they have lost. But the tide is turning,
and homeseekers are "catching on" to
our lands, so cheap in price but so val-
uable in quality and in their proximity
to markets, schools and churches. The
population of Howard county is not far
from 12,000, and there is every prob-
ability that it will be doubled in the
next decade.

CRESCO.
Cresco, the county seat of Howard

county, is situated on the lowa & Min-
nesota division of the Chicago. Milwau-
kee &St. Paul railroad, ten miles south
of Minnesota. Itspopulation is about
2,000, or over. Its site is a beautiful
prairie, and itis the center of a fair and
fertile farming country. A number of
thriftylittle towns are tributary to it.
Ithas one of the best graded and high

schools in the noble state of lowa,
which, according to the United States
census of 1880, had the least percentage
of illiteracy of any state in the Union.
Nine teachers are employed, withProf.
E. G. Cooley as principal. The school
house is a larere two-story brick build-
ine. noted more for its dimensions than
its beauty, on a commanding site on the
eastern outskirts of the city. The en-
rollment of pupils the past year was
496.

A parochial school of a high order is
conducted by Sisters of Charity, under
the supervision of Rev. M.A. McCartey,
the pastor of the Catholic church. Its
enrollment was about 100. Cresco is
well

SUPPLTED WITH CHURCHES
to minister to the spiritual wants of the
people. There are:

The Baptist; pulpit supplied at pres-
ent by Rev. C. E. Brown.

The Coneregational; Rev. Alex S.
McConnell pastor.

The Episcopal; at present without a
rector.

Allthe above have neat edifices. In
addition to their church building the
Catholics have a parsonase, two school
buildings and a home for the Sisters in
their spacious grounds.

The Norwegian Lutherans hold serv-
ices ina hall, and the German Evan-

gelical association meets occasionally in
the Baptist church. They have twoor
three churcnes in the vicinity of Cresco.

The legal profession is well repre-

Cresco is the most important shipping
point on the Chicago, Milwaukee &St.
Paul railroad between Whitewater,
Wis., and St. Paul. The tonnage of
shipments from Cresco the past year
was over 22,000,000 pounds; amount re-
ceived about 16,000,000. The exports
are mostly stock, grain and butter.

In the near future we may be able to
tell of some enterprises now under con-
sideration that willmake Cresco a great
manufacturing center— enterprises that
willadd to her resources, her wealth
and her population.

Cresco is one of the handsomest towns
inlowa. The houses are neat and com-
fortable as a class. while there are many
elegant residences. The lawns and
streets show taste, and every part of
the town is well shaded and orna-
mented with shrubbery and trees of
every variety.

The accompanying engravings show
only a few ot Cresco's business houses,
but enough to give an idea of the place.

THE CRESCO FAIE.
Realizing that Cresco is the center of

a fine stock interest, probably as mnch
so as any town in the state,

"

its enter-
prising people decided to strengthen
their position by providing a home for
their annual fairs worthy the high char-
acter ot" their exhibits. About a year

ago a few Crescoites started out to se-
cure a track, and ina couple of hours
thirty-five gentlemen subscribed $100
each, and the Cresco DrivingPark asso-
ciation was incorporated under state
law. Twenty acres of land close by
were secured, and soon Cresco had a
regulation track equal to any in the
West. Fences of dressed lumber and
painted, withrows of thriftyhard maples,
surround the property. This spring a
consolidation was formed with the How-
ard County Agricultural society, when
the old ground, with its uneven and ir-
regular track, was sold and the proceeds
invested in buildings on the Driving
Park grounds.

We present our readers with cuts of
such buildings as were sufficiently ad-
vanced to photograph, and they are cer-
tainly a credit to the beautiful little
city of Cresco and the county of How-
ard.

A floral hall, a gem inits way, with
nearly 3,000 square feet of floor room,
attracts universal attention. Itis painted
inside and out, withevery convenience
that goes with such.

A VEGETABLE HAIX,
30 by 84, with 12-foot verandas on either
end; a beautiful amphitheater, with
stalls shelved off underneath, and every
occupant provided with key of his own
premises; a large band pavilion close
by. withstall privileges underneath; a
handsome office at the main entrance
for ticket sellers, and close by one for
the officers, with three large horse barns
fitted up sumptuously, one 100 feet long,
one 110 and one 150. Allthese buildings
are inclosed with dressed inch lumber,
shingle roofs, cornice, etc., roofspaiuted
red and bodies cream with walnut trim-
mings; no less than three spacious
water closets, same style of finish, with
screens, are here found. The stalls for
cattle number 150, withmangers forhay
and rings to hitch. Sheep pens andhog
pens, with yards and shutes, are looked
after, and all these buildings are painted
white, presenting a fine appearance.
Water is furnished by wind power suf-
ficient for all demands. Itis comforta-
ble to see sides of buildings withseats
around for tired people. Nowhere can
a more complete ground, track and
building outtit greet the eye. Itwilldo
more to make Cresco known and praised
by outsiders than anything they could
have done. Itshows what can be done
by the people pulling together. On Aug.
27 to 30 these beautiful premises will
be baptized, when Howard county will
hold its fair, for which the people far
and near are anxiously waiting.

The attractions are varied and numer-
ous. They willhave the breeds of

CATTLE AND HORSES
representing the best of their kind.
Floral hall willbe filled withthe fancy
work of this community of skilled and
intelligent people.

The Sissetou reservation has been
searched for attractions, and a party of
fcjioux Indians will be there to perform
various feats. Fifteen hundred dollars
is given for speed. Prof. Harry Gruber
willgo up inhis mammoth balloon and
jump out at a height of several
thousand feet. A band tourna-
ment for large purses, base ball
contests for liberal premiums, a
ten-mile equestrian race by professional
lady riders on fast horses, a cowboy
race, athletic contests and other attrac-
tions willgo to help make this a mem-
orable fair.

The officers are James Nichols, presi-
dent; R. H. Owen,vice president; John
Mcllugh, secretary, and B.P. P.Norton,
treasurer. Last year Mr. McHuzh was
president of the society, as well as pres-
ident of the lowa Improved Stock
Breeders' association, the highest honor
obtainable inlowa stock circles. This
year his energy is directed towards
making Cresco the permanent home of
a fair far beyond that of ordinary en-
tertainments of this character. Only dis-
aereeable weather willprevent itbeing
a ereat success— something which tho
people can refer with pride and satis-
faction for years to come.

HENRY SHAW DEAD.
The Best Friend St. Louis Ever

Had Passes Away.

Henry
\u25a0 Shaw, the venerable philanthropist,
•and the best friend St. Louis ever had,
died Lat <3:25 -this -morning. :. He died
without showing evidence of physical

•pom 'or mental suffering, At his
bedside were Mrs. Julius Morriss,
Mr. Shaw's sister, and a number of
his most intimate friends. With the
death of Mr.Shaw, the famous botani-
cal gardens become the property of the
state of Missouri.

Such champions as Longfel-
low, Harry Bassett, Monarchist, Wan-
derer, Preakness, Buckden, Saxon,
Rutherford, Joe Daniels, Reform,
Springbok, Spendthrift. Sensation,
Grinstead, Lelaps, Macaroon, Tom
Bowling, Tom Ochiltree, Moni-
tor, Uncas, Luke Blackburn,
Hindoo, Eole, George Kinuey,
Thora, Glidelia, Miss Woodford, Barnes
and Wanda won additional laurels
there at a time when their names and
performances had almost become house-
hold words. In the last tew years
Freeland, Pontiac, Ban Fox, Dew Drop,
The Bard. Treruont, Hanover, Firenzi,
Raceland, Salvator, and last the junior
champion winner Protection raced
home in front of their fields over the
sandy track at Long Branch. A brief
history of the memorable struggles that
have been decided at Monmouth park
would filla volume, as ithas been from
its inauguration one of the strongest
turf organizations in this counjy. Next
year Monmouth will be re-opened in a
more modern garb, with different sur-
roundings, new track and improved fa-
cilities.

The, appended figures show the win-
nings of some of the more prominent
racing stables since the opening of the
Brooklyn meeting this year, but do not
include Saratoga and Brighton, as the
season is not over at either places: J.

Stevens' Point. Wis., is the first link
fn the great Northern circuit, the four
members of which offer over $10,000 in
purses for the month's racing.

Since then, however, Trainer Hutrgins
says that the horse is not permanently
broken down, and that while he may
not be fitto race for some time, there is
no reason to believe that the injury to
the son of Eolus will prove such as to
cause his retirement from the turf.

John Splan, so long a feature of the
big trotting circuits, will sail for Eng-
land Oct. 16 with a small stable of trot-
ters and pacers. He has been given
charge of the speed department of tho
Barnum &Bailey show, and willgivo
every day in London races on the track,
eight laps to the mile. He will labor
to show up the best points of the light
harness horse to the British public, and
we hope that he willmeet with success.
Mr. Bailey himself Is a keen lover of
the trotting horse, and he willheartily
second the efforts of Mr.Splan.

Charles Cutler, undoubtedly the old-
est horse in Canada, died at (rait re-
cently, says the Toronto Empire. He
was foaled on May 10, 1846, and was in
his forty-fourth year, and had been in
possession of A. T. Cutler, of the Im-
perial hotel, for twenty-nine years. He
was driven out occasionally during last
year, and had he not met with an" acci-
dent, which necessitated his being shot,
might have lived for several yeara
longer.

Sir Archy, the pacer, in the stable of
W. H.McCarthy, met with a peculiar
accident at Rochester. He was found
one morning in his stall witha broken
leg. The injured limb was promptly
putinsplints, and at last account the
horse was doing well.
