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SLICK DOG-THIEVES.

They Do a Thriving Business and
Look Innocent.
Philadelphia Record.

“People who steal dogs are among the
smartest thieves in the country,” said a
detective, as he listened yesterday to
the wail of a maid, whose lip trembled
as she told how her favorite pug had
been spirited away. *“That’s the tenth
complaint I’ve heard to-day,” he con-
tinued. ‘*Many otherwise respectable
pecple will steal a dog if they can get
the chance. Summer is the harvest
time of the dog-thicf, because every-
body in fashionable quarters, where the
most valuable dogs are to be found, is
away, and many of them leave their
dogs at home. There are many ways of
stealing dogs, among which the hand-
kerchief trick is regarded as the best.
You know how asafeetida will attract a
pigeon. There is a chemical that-has
the same effect on dogs. The thief sat-
urates a handkerchief with the drug,
and, with a coinpanion, goes mto a fash-
jonable neighborhood, and watches for
yugs and other valuable pets. The
dogs wili follow the handkerchief at
once. That’s easy enough.

“The handkerchief man walks on
while his companion follows and looks
after the dogs. When the pair of thieves
arrive at their headquarters the dogs
are gathered in. They are then sold to
that class of dealers who ask no ques-
tions as to where they came from or
how they were obtained. When the
owner of a valuable dog misses his pet
the first thing done is to complain at
police headquarters. They expect usto
find the dogs atonce. If the dogs are
not sold the thieves wait to see an ad-
vertisement in the papers. If the owner
doesn’t advertise’ within a reasonable
time the thief sells. There are plenty
of men in this city who make a good
living stealing dogs. They work in
pairs and have regular headquarters.

DOG-STEALING AS A BUSINESS.

“It’s a business, and no one but an
experienced hand ought to try it. I
knew two postal cierks who picked up
two fine bred dogs the other day. The
clerks slept in the postoffice dormitory,
waiting for an early call to Pottsville
and Bethlehem. Some ofggheir compan-
ions put up a job on them. They slum--|
bered with the dogs tied to their wrists.
Two of their fellow clerks cut the
strings, and when the wicked clerks
awoke the dogs were nowhere to be
found.

“There are more dogs in this eity
than in any other big city in the coun-
try. That’s why we have so many dog-
thieves here. ‘They appear to be a nat-
ural product of Philadelphia. Com-
plaints have been pouring into head-
quarters about the number of dogs
stolen this summer. In the section
bounded by Broad and ‘Twentieth,
Chestnut and Spruce streets. the dog-
thief has had a bonanza. Most of the
wealthy residents are summering.
There are a great many thousand dollars
in dog flesh in that section, and the dog-
stealers have been getting in their work
there, and the police are unable to catch
them.”

Heretics and Their Lawsuits,
Rome Letter to London Daily News.

It is said that the pope has ordered
that the records of the lawsuits of the

most celebrated condemned heretics are
to be transported from the holy office to
the Vatican. In the archives of the
holy office are preserved records of the
lawsuits of those who were accused of
heresy and immorality. These offer an
inexhaustible field for historians.
There are kept the documents relating
to the trial of Bruno at Rome. Those
published by Berto only refer to the
proceedings at Venice. In the Vatican
archives are preserved the documents
of the civil tribunal, contained chiefly
in the pontifical registers. From
these sources the most illustrious
antiquarians of this century, Angelo
Mai, M. Marini, August Theiner and
Luigi Tosti, have drawn much infor-
mation of the greatest value. Theiner
wrote the celebrated history of Clement
X1V., and Tosti, by special permission,
had access to many unpublished docu-
ments when writing the life of Boniface
VIII. He is now directing the pubheca-
tion of the registers, those of Clement
N, being nearly finished. Theiner, be-
ing accused of having carried away
various important documents, was dis-
graced, and was sent out of the Vati-
can, and died in solitude at Civita
Vecchia. The pope, seeing that the
times are tavorable for heretics, and
fearing that the most celebrated cases
will be forgotten at the Holy Office, has
ordered their removal to the Vatican.
It is said that a new *life’’ of Bruno is
to be prepared at the Vatican confuting
the Liberals’ condemnation of the Inaui-
sition and of his sentence, and showing
Bruno under another aspect, as guilty
of vices worse than heresy, defaming
him completely, and proving his guilt
in every particular by documentary evi-
dence.
