Man-
acer Whitcomb, of the Milwaukee, Lake
Shore & Western railway, has offered a
reward of $500 for the capture of the
robber. Circulars have been sent out
giving a very good description of the
fugitive. Should he be captured it is
likely that he will be lynched,
g0 strong is the feeling against
him.

The Late Editor of the Chi-
cago Times Charged With
i Crookedness.

He Is Alleged to Have Made
an Over Issue of
Stock.

Four Men Killed and Two Fa-
tally Injured by a Boiler
Explosion.

Fira Causes a Panic Among
Conviets at Columbus and
Does Great Damage.

CrICAGO, Aug. 27.—H. J. Huiskamp,
one of the proprietors of the Times,pro-
cured warrants this afternoon for James
J. West and his secretary, Charles E.

Graham. He charges them with
illegally - issuing 1,000 shares of
stock of the - 'Times company.

Shortly afterward, when the board of
directors of the Times were in session
in the Times building, Mr, West and
W. A. Paton, a former director, ap-
peared and presented a_writ of injunc-
tion issued to-day by Judge Jamieson,
restraining the present board of direc-
tors from acting as such. At about the
same time Mr. Graham, Mr. West’s pri-
vate secretary, appeared, and the con-
stables, with the warrants for their ar-
rest, having also put in an appearance,
Messrs. West and Graham were taken
into custody. Jo eph R. Dunlop, editor
of the Times, and a member of the board
of directors, when asked about the mat-
ter, after Mr. West had left the build-
ing in company with the constables,
said:

“The board of directors were in session
when Mr Patton, a tormer member of the
board appeared. Mr. Patton had resigned
ana his resignation had been accepted, and
he had no right there, but, as a matter of
courtesy, he was admitted. Once inside the
room he produced the injunction issued by
Judge Jamieson. Mr. Graham. the private
secretary of Mr. West, then tried to force his
way in, and was promptly arrested on the
charge of assisting in the issue of fraudulent
stock. You can rest assured that the Times
will remain in charge of its present man-
agers, and that there will be no chauge. 'lhx_s
whole thing is a rank bluff, and it won't
work,”

Previous to the issuance of the war-
rant Mr. Dunlop said to a reporter:

“Yes, we have come to the conclusion that
Mr. West must be arrested. There are a
dozen charges of criminal misappropriation
of funds of the Times on which we can
prosecute West, but that of an overissue of
stock will be the only one presented. Mr,
West has been trying to iniure in every way
the standing of the Times, and because of
this we determined to do something radical,
Mr. West hns not a cent’'s worth of interest
in the Times, and the only conmection he
has with the paper is that his signature is re-
quired to some papers before everything 1s
absolutely the property of the Chicago Times
company. Mr. West has refused to sign
these papers, and has been holding off foran
offer from us, which he will not get.”

“Did Mr. West get the money for the over-
issued stock which he sold¥”

“He did, and more, too. He sold about
everything he could lay his hands on and
morigaged his Kenwood residence twice
over. The money he borrowed on the sec-
ond mortgage he secured from Mr. Irwin,
and urged that the mortgage be not recorded,
as it would injure his business standing. we

SCALDED AND CRUSHED.

Five Persons Killed and Two Fa-
tally Injured by a Boiler Explo-
sion.

ScRANTON, Pa., Aug. 27.—The rolling
mill and nail factory at Towanda,Brad-
ford county, operated by Bostley, God-
charles & Co., was partially wrecked
this afternoon at 5 o’clock by the explo-
sion of a boiler, the disaster resulting
in instant death of five men and fatal
injury of two others, and slight injury
of a dozen other workmen. The dead
are:

The force of the explosion was ter-
rifie, lifting the entire roof off the south-
ern portion of the mill, tearing away
the rafters and girders, allowing the
whole mass to crush into the mill apon
the terrified force of workmen who
were scattering in every direction and
erouching behind all kinds of obstacles
to escape the fury of the hissing steam
which was filling the structure from the
nest of boilers that were displaced and
broken in their steam connections by
the exploding boiler, pieces of which
were hurled through the mill. The
larger portion of the bursted boiler was
carried through the side of the mill,
landing away in a mass of scrap iron
fully 150 feet. The explosion’s awful
sound was heard all through the town,
and great crowds of the inhabitants
rushed to the mill to learn its effect.
Workmen were soon marshaled b
Richard A. Bostley and Simon Rendall,
members of the firm, and they speedily
removed the debris and released the
men who were buried in it and also re-
covering the bodies of the killed, some
of whom were badly mangled and
sealded.

BIG BLAZE IN A PRISON.

DEMPSEY DEFEATED

The Famous Nonpareil Is
Compelled to Surrender
to the Marine.

Two Thousand Persons Wit-
ness the Great Battle in
San Franecisco.

Dempsey Had the Best of It
Almost to the
_End.

In the Thirty-Second Round
He Was Squarely Knocked
Out.

SAx FrAxcisco, Cal.,, Aug. 27.—In
point of popular interest the fight be
tween Jack Dempsey and George Le
Blanche, which occurred under the
auspices of the California Athleticelub
to-night, eclipsed all similar contests
ever held in this city. There was no
better evidence of this than the grea
crowd which commenced to collect at
the club room as early as 6:30 o’clock,
and insisted on admission with more or
less impatience until the two pugilists
appeared in the ring. It was antici-
pated some time ago that the old gym-
nasium, which has been used by the
club for more than a year past, would
be totally inadequaie for the pres-
ent contest, so another - room,
used as a drill hall by one of the na-
tional guard regiments, was fitted up for
the purpose. The ring was pitched on
a platform in the center o the room, and
high tiers of seats were arranged on
every side, besides which a
spacious gallery at one end of
the . hall added to the accom-
modations. There were probably 2,000
persons who wanted to and could not
witness the fight between the middle-
weights, Dbesides those who were fort-
unate enough to getan admission to
the hall. The streets outside were
crowded with men and boys eager to
catch the slightest word from within in
regard to the

PROGRESS OF THE FIGHT.

The police department of the city was
represented by a few men, but there
was no attempt on their part to stop the
proceedings. Hiram Cook, of this city,
who has acted as referee in the Cali-
fornia club contests for several years
past, occupied the = same position
to-night, empsey’s seconds were
Denny Costigan and Dave Campbell,
and Le Blanche’s seconds were John
De¢naldson and Paddy Gorman. Betting
for several days past has been in Demp-
sey’s favor, usual odds being - $100 to
§75. Both principals showed marks of
careful training when they entered the
ring to-night. . More than an hour
was_ occupied in preliminary set-
 to’s  between local * pugilists, and
it was tiearly 9:80 o’clock when the two
men appeared. They came out of the
ante-room and éumped over the ropes
within a moment of each other. Both
were given a most enthusiastic recep-
tion, and cheer after cheer was giveu.
1t was some littie time before
order could be restored. The master
of ceremonies announced that the
contest was not for the middle-weight
championship, as Le Blanche weighed
161 pounds and Dempsey 151 pounds.
The few reliminaries were arranged
as speedily as possible. After the
usual hand-shake, time was called at
9:35.

Round One—The men sparred cautiously
for a moment, when Le Blanche led with his
right, but Dempsey avoided the blow by
jumping back. Le Blanche again led and
caught Dempsey lightly on the wind. A
clinch followed. This was reapeated as the
round closed.

Round Two—Dempsey opened with a short
blow on the Marine’s chest. A clineh fol-
lowed, during which Le Blanche caught
Dempsey in the side. As soon as they broke
Dempsey landed a good right-hander on tte
Marine's jaw. A short clinch followed, and
the Marine slipped to the floor. The round
closed with some light in-fighting.

Round Three—Dempsey reached the Ma-
rine's neck, and received a hard one in ‘the
breast in return. In half a minute Dempsey
landed a hard one on Le Blanche's chin,
which caused the latter to stagger a little.
Several lunges were made by each man, but
no harm was done.

Round Four—Dempsey backed from Le
Blanche, and then got in two light blows on
the latter's head, During a cllneh, which
followed Dempsey came near going to the
fioor. A moment before the round closed
Dempsey egain landed on the Marine’s chin,
and the latter responded with a vicious rush,
forcing Dempsey against the ropes.

Round Five—The men eclinched and the
Marine threw the Nonpareil to the floor amid
a mingled storm of hisses and applause.
Some sharp fighting at close range followed,
in which neitber had the advantage. The
Marine struck Dempsey & smart blow on the
forehead as the round closed.

Round Six—At theopening ot this round
the Marine, amid a storm of hisses, lifted
Dempsey on his hip and tried to throw him
to the floor. La Blanche followed this with
several rushes, but accomplished but little,
Loud cries of foul were heard ou every side,
and great confusion ensued, but the referee
would not allow the claim.

Reound Seven—Le Blanche made & vicious
Junge, and landed lightly on Dempsey’s jaw.
He followed this up quickly, sad caught
Dem%iery two or three times in the same spot
just ore the round closed. Dempsey re-
sponded with two heavy left-handers on Le
Blanche’s chin,

Round Eight—Dempsey landed with much
force ou the Marine’s ear, which he reveated
in the next minate, A clinch followed, and
as the men broke away Le Blanche struck
Dempsey a stinging blow on the jaw which
staggered the latter. Loud cries of foul were
heard, but the claim was not allowed. Some
tglrlted fighting at close quarters completed

e round.

Round Nine—Le Blanche opened with a
rush and clintched with the Nonpareil ana
then threw him heavily to the ground.
Another cry of foul was raised but was not
allowed. Dempsey next gave the Marine a
sharp uFPeH:ut. but the latter caught Demp-
sey well in the neck a moment later.

Round Ten—Le Blanche again attempted
torush the fight, but in two of the efforts
Dempsey struck him staggering blows on the
jaw, which caused him to be more careful.
After the gong had rang for the close of the
round, Le Blanche struck Dempsey a hard
blow on the face and then retired to his cor-
ner. Dempsey walked over to himand landed
ahard one on the Marine's neck, which
made the latter groggy.

Round Eleven—This round was 8 series of
clinches, and nothing was accomplished by
either man.
Round Twelve—This was a repetition of
the eleventh.
Round Thirteen—Dempsey landed heavily
with his right on Le Blanche's jaw three
times and followed with a hard right-
hander on his ribs. Just before the round
closed he caught Le Blanche again in the
neck, but the latter responded with a good
blow on Dempsey's chest.
Round Fourteen—Dempsey repeated his
attack on the Marine's jaw. and the latter ap-

HELD WITHOUT BAIL.

Mrs. Evangeline Hamilton,
Would-Be-Murderess,
Jail.

ATtrANTIC CITY, N. J., Aug. 27.—The
hearing held here to-day in the case of
Mrs. Evangeline Hamilton, wife of Rob-
ert Ray Hamilton, of New York, who is
charged with having stabbed Mary Ann
Donnelly, a domestic in her employ, de-
veloped several new points which are
detrimental to Mrs. Hamilton. Justice
Irving conducted the examination. The
prisoner was brought in, showed signs
of great mental distress, and all during
the proceedings sat with her heaﬁ
bowed on the railing in front of her.

Another attempt will
be made to-morrow to take the ante-
mortem statement of the nurse. The
ofticers regard her as the most horribly
profane woman they have ever come
into contact with, and so far have had
little success in getting a connected
statement from lher.
