Mrs. Willoug-hby Held to the

Residents on Portland avenue have
been ina perpetual state of terror for
the past week as a result of the preda-
tory operations of certajn burglarious
gentry, whose lack of success in ob-
taining the coveted watches and shekels
of the residents on the avenue has cer-
tainly not been caused by. lack of dili-
gence on their part. The latest of the
vagaries of the daring burglar occured
Thursday evening, when the residence
of Charles J. Berryhiil,at 541 Portland
avenue, was subjected to arigid exami-

from one end to the oth-

er by the man in the mask.
The family had '! retired, \u25a0 and
the first intimation received .by them
that something was wrong was when
the hall lamp, which is always left
burning, suddenly went out.

And Will Light the Court House
;

—
Work of the Commission.

The St. Paul Gas Light company cap*
tured the contract for lighting the new:
courthouse at the meeting of the joint
committee yesterday. The special com-
mittee appointed to investigate into the
respective merits of gas aud electricity
reported in favor of eas. They
stated that their investigation dem-
onstrated the fact that gas
was 20 per ceut cheaper and
gave from 15 to25 per cent more light
than electricity. The committee also
thought that gas would give a more re-
liable light. The contract awarded to
the eas company is for lighting the en-
tire building with the exception of the
vaults. Aid.Cullen moved to let the
contract for lighting the vaults to the
Edison Electric Lightcompany, but the
matter was laid • over until the
next meeting. Four McGinnis smoke
consumers were purchased. These
consumers have been inuse at the court
house for several weeks, and give thor-
ough satisfaction. The numerous Dids
for doing the janitor work were all re-
jected. Itwas found that nothing could
be saved by letting the work out by
contract.

The custodian was instructed to keep
the court house illuminated until
midnight during Fair week. The
merchants on Wabasha street propose
to light that thoroughfare with arc elec-
tric lights, from Third to Ninth, for
several months. The placing of four
arc lights along the Wabasha street
frontage of the court house square was
authorized.

CLAMORINGFOIt BONDS.

Park Commissioners and the
ificution ofthe City.

-
The board ofpark commissioners held

their regular monthly meeting yester-
day, withA. G. Wedge in. the chair.
J. J. Watson, representing the owners
of West Crocus Hill,notified the board
that the blind lane had been extended
and an open roadway extended through

the little'park on the side of a steep
hill on North Pleasant avenue, which
his syndicate had donated to the city.
Supt. Estabrook reported that two drive
wells had been sunk in Como park and
good drinking water found by sinking
thirty feet below the lake level.
The" superintendent was instruct-
ed to prepare an estimate of
the cost of grading the unim-
proved portion of the Summit ave-
nue boulevard and preparing it for tree
planting next spring.. The legislature
authorized the issue by the city council
of £"..5 000 worth of bonds for improving
the boulevard. Thenrontnty owners are
clamoring for tha bonds, but the city
council is reticent. The park commis-
sioners desire the issue of the bonds be-
cause they wish to make no expendi-
tures out ofthe park fund for improve-
ments provided for. Commissioner
llendriekson reported that he had suc-
ceeded in securing a release in the mat-
ter of the coutract between the park
commissioners and the owners of the
properly which itisproposed touse for
Mohawk park. Theboard of publicworks
willnow have charge of the matter.
A committee, consisting of Commission-
sioners Stevens, Heudrickson and the
superintendent, was appointed to pre-
pare estimates and to form a plan to
submit to the Northern Pacific railroad
for the opening of a road sixty feet wide
along the south end ofComo park.it being
desired that the Northern Pacific donate
a strip of ground thirty feet wide, or
one-half of the road. A resolution was
passed, requesting the managers of the
city workhouse to prepare the ground
along Lexington avenue fronting Como
rark for the planting of shade trees.
A. 8. Tallmadge, representing the .St.
Paul Real Estate and linprovementcom-
pany, offered to sell to the commission,

certain land on the west end of Lake
Como. so as to make the boulevard con-
tinuous around the lake. Mr. Tall-
madge said he would like to keep the
land, ifthe board didn't waut it,though
ifthe board could use it he would sell
itto them at a lower rate than he had
received for some pieces in that neigh-
borhood. He has bought back a few
pieces that had been

sold.- .The' matter

was referred to a committee.

John Wesley prayed,
that the Methodist church might re-
main poor, but it has not done so.
There are some •\u25a0 exceedingly well"
churches of that denomination inSt.
Paul. But in every church organiza-
tion, however wealthy its members,
there is a goodly percentase bona fide
Methodists, who believe with Wesley,
that humility is a very necessary. aid to
religion. These good people \u25a0 have ob-
served that many of the laboring people
remain away from church, and keep
their children from attending Sunday
school, simply and solely influenced by
a poor man's touchy pride. Itis pro-
posed to meet the people half
way, by establishing. .a ceutral
place of worship, whereat they
may gather together and worship un-
disturbed by the sway, of Mammon.
Presiding Eider Forbes began the work
four years ago, and founded five mis-
sions that afterwards prospered until
they became self-sustaining, and at
length developed intoregularly organ-
ized churches. Inapproaching the la-
boring people with this religious enter-
prise, itis the intention to eschew the
use of sounding brass and tinkling
cymbal on the streets. Music,however,
willhold a high place in the exercises
of the Central mission— not music of the
Olympic and Bodega falsetto type—but
sacred music, and plenty of it. :

A SINGULAR MUDDLE,

InWhich an Editor Was Attorney
as Well.

The West Publishing company is
having no end of trouble with M.L.
Countryinau. formerly the legal editor
of their publications. It seems that
Mr. Countryman entered into a contract
to act as legal editor for the company
fora salary of $22.30 a week. In con-
sideration of this weekly stipend he
agreed to work eight hours
daily, except Sundays, in- the
capacity of legal editor. But
whenever the company had use for ,an
attorney in court Mr.Countryman gen-
erously tendered his professional serv-
ices without extra compensation. It
was this generosity that brought the
legal editor to grief. Several months
ago Carl F. J. Goebel began an action
against the West concern for $5,000
damages, and the case was placed in
Countryman's hands for attention. He
went to work and filed an answer
to Goebel's complaint and then put
iv a claim against the publishing
company for $150 for professional serv- .
ices. But the company thought Mr.-
Countryman's salary paid for his entire
time arid they retused toallow him $150
for extra services. Then the legal
editor climbed up on a- high horse and
sued for the $150. Of course, after this
occurrence, the West company sought
another attorney to look after their in-
terests in the Goebel case. But Coun-
tryman held the papers in the case and
refused to surrender them or consent to
substitution of counsel. Yesterday/the
West company secured an order from
Judge Kellydirecting Countryman to
appear next Saturday and show cause
why he should not deliver up the
papers and consent to a change of
counsel iv the Goebel case. „>
