Melbourne is a
yearling by Nutbourne, out of Haleyon
by Cuyler, second dam Lady Abdaliah,
dam by Don Carlos, four-year-old rec-
ord 2:231, and Winslow is a yearling
by Nutbourne, uut of Lady Winfield,
sister of Sheridan, 2: :2014{. There is also
a yearling colt m \u[bmlrue, out of
Luey Cuyler, mile to wagon  2:15%.
